NEW RULES ADOPTED

OF WORKS MAKES
AFFECTING PLUMBERS.,

Schednle of Pricen to Be Charged
When Fills in Street Excavations
Are Made—=Minor Afiairs,

The Board of Public Works yesterday
adopted a new set ot rules regulating the
rights of certaln persons to cut into im-
proved streets for the purpose of making
gas, water and sewer connections. The gas
and water companies, under their contracts,
can cut into the streets without special per-
mit. Those chiefly affected are plumbers
and sewer bullders. The new regulations
are as follows:

“For each and every opening of any sort
in a street improved with asphalt, vulcan-
ite, brick, granite, wooden block or mac-
adam not under guarantee by a paving
contractor $10, and an additional charge oi
$3 for each square yard of pavement dJdis-
placed or torn up in entering into such
street or on account of such entering or
any work or occurrence in connection there-
with. A deposit shall be made before per-
mit is Issued of 6 for each square yard of
fh,'f, estimated area of pavement to be re-
41d.

“The holder of the permit will fill trench
according to regulations, and the city will
replace the concrete and wearing surface,
When the work is completed the total
area of pavement replaced will be meas-
ured, and a charge of §3 a square yard will
be entered against the deposit. The re-
malinder, If any, will be returned to the
holder of the permit.

“For each and every opening In a side-
walk improved with asphalt or cement, not
under guaranty by a paving contractor, $
and an additional charge of $£ for each
square yvard of pavement displaced or torn
up In entering into such sldewalk, or on ac-
count of such entering, or anr work or
occurrence in connection therewith.

“A deposit shall be made before permit is-
issued of $ for each square yard of the
estimated area of pavement to be relaid.
The hoider of the permit will fill trench
according to the regulations and the city
will replace the concrete and wearing sur-
face. hen the work is completed the
total arca of pavement replaced will be
measured and a charge of §2 a square yard
will be entered against the deposit. The re-
mainder, If any, will be returned to the
holder of the permit.

“For each and every opening of any sort
in a street or sidewalk improved with as-
halt, vulcanite, Dbrick, granite, wooden
lock, macadam or cement, under guaranty
by a paving contractor, $10, and permit will
only be issued when permit is issued by the
contractor holding the guaranty, stating
that satisfactory arraufemems have been
made with him for reg acing the street or
sidewalk without interfering with his guar-
anty of the street or sldewalk. The holder
of permit wiil be responsible for the con-
dition of the opening and for the proper
rotection of the same until the city has

gun the work of replacing the wearing
surface.” ™

The requirements for Improved streets,
sldewalks and alleys are as follows:

“For each and every opening for laying
zas or water pipes, $1.50.

“For each and every opening for laying
gsewer pipes, 8.

“Water and sewer pipes or gas and sewer
pipes shall not be lald In the same trench
or opening.

“For each and everying opening for laying
sewer pipes, where It is necessary for the
city engineer to set stakes for the work,
} cents a lineal foot of opening; no charge
to be less than .

“For setting stakes for and inspeeting the
grading or grades and gravellng of streets
and sidewalks, 3 cents a !'neal foot of
street; no charge to be less than $.

“For inspecting and setting stakes for the
construction of brick sidewalks, 3 cents a
lineal foot of sidewalk; no charge to be
less than $5.

“For inspecting and setting stakes for the
construction of cement sidewalks, 10 cents
a lineal foot of sidewalk; no charge to be
less than $5.

“For setting stakes for private driveways,

“For setting stakes and inspecting set-
.tln? of curb, 2 cents a foot; no charge to
be less than $3."

CHAPTER L-THE TRAGEDY.

(From notes written by Miss Sarah Fair-
banks immediately after the report of the

Grand Jury.)

As I take my pen to write this, I have
a feeling that I am on the witness stand
—for or against myself, which? The
place of the criminal in the dock I will
not voluntarily take. I will neither af-
firm my innocence nor deny my guilt. I
will present the facts of the case as im-
partially and as coolly as if 1 had noth-
ing at stake. I will let all who may read
judege me as they will.

This I am bound to do, since I am con-
demned to something infinitely worse
than the life-cell or the gallows. I will
try my own sgelf in }leu of judge and jury;
my guilt or my innocence I will prove to
you all, If it be in mortal power. In my
despair I am tempted to say I care not
which it may be, so something be proved,
Open condemnation could not overwhelm
me llke universal suspicion.

Now, first, as I have heard is the cus-
tom in courts of law, I will present the
case. I am Sarah Fairbanks, a country
schoolteacher, twenty-nine years of age.
My mother died when I was twenty-
three. Since then, while I have been
away teaching at Digbv a cousin of my
father's, Rufus Bennett, and his wife
have lived with my father. During the
long summer vacations they returned to
their little farm in Vermont, and I kept
house for my father,

For five years 1 have been engaged to
be married to Henry Ellis, a young man
whom I met in Digby. My father was
very much opposéd to the match and has
told me repeatedly that If I insisted upon
marrying him in his lifetime he would
disinherit me. On this account Henry
has never visited me at my own home.
While I could not bring myself to break

off finally my engagement, I wished to
avold an open rupture with my father,
He was quite an old man, and I was the
only one he had left of a large family.

I believed that parents should honor
their children, as well as children their
parents, but I had arrived+at this con-
clusion: In nine-tenths of the cases
wherein children marry against their
parents’ wishes, even when parents have
no just grounds for opposition, the mar-
riages are unhappy, .
