ca., will then be good for the return trips.

The Solid Fronted Steel Track. .

T." A. Lawes, ' mechanical engineer of the
Big. Four, yesterday showed a 'representa-
tive of the Journal a' new solid pressed
steel truck, which . he ; thinks possesses
much merit. . "The new designs," said he,
"are for the purpose of lessening the
amount of repairs to freight-ca- n. and locom-

otive-tender trucks. This truck differs
from the ordinary diamond arch bar. truck,
which Is the standard truck in universal
use. In that the arch bars are replaced by
a pressed steel side plate, made In a single
pkee, and .riveted to the steel transoms.
The truck is essentially a steel truck, no
wood being used in its construction. The
coil springs which are located under the
wooden bolster-o- f the-diamon- d truck are,
in the new truck, placed directly aver the
Journal boxes and under the side plates.
The new truck weighs per car one thou-
sand pounds less than a standard diamond
truck, which is a feature. worth consider-
ing. The new truck .has been received
with considerable favor, there being some
12.5W cam equipped with them on nine
roads. The N. Y. C. Sc. H. R. and the Le-
high Valley have adopted them as their
standard trucks for all new cars, and re-
port the repairs to be 70 per cent, less than
on the diamond arch bar truck."

Remarkable Political Structure.

CONTEXT.--Th- e plague of fiery serpents

cured the Israelites of their murmuring.
(Numb, xxl, 6.) Thereafter they marched
toward Canaan with loyal patience. In
the way Moses gave instructions suited to
their needs, partly . moral, partly ceremo-
nial. Opposed. in their progress by Sihon
and Ogg, kings of the Ammorltes and of
Bashan, they gained a splendid victory.
(Numb, xxl, 21-3- 5.) This greatly alarmed
Balak, King of Moab, who requested Ba-

laam, the priest of Tether, to curse Is
rael; but the latter,under divine direction,
pronounced blessings. (Numb, xxiii, 20.)

Passing on, . the people encamped on the
plains, east of the,.. Jordan., opposite Jer-
icho (Numb. xxl. ,1), where for several
months they rested in full sight of the
promised land. There a new census was
taken, showing a .loss, since the former
enumeration (Numb, ii, 31), of nearly two
thousand fighting men, (Numb, xxvl, 51.)
Having, been forbidden to lead the people
further (Numb, xxvll, 4), Moses requested
a successor, and God appointed Joshua.

FAREWELL. The men to whom the
Ten Commandments , were first delivered
had-perishe- d in the. wilderness. It seemed
necessary to repeat, and reaffirm that law
in the presence of the new generation who
were soon to enter upon their Inheritance.
In the performance of that service Moses
would take leave of 'the, congregation and
lay down his' life office. It was. an Im
pressive occasion when the vast assem-
blage stood before him to- - hear. On ac-

count of his extreme age (Deut. xxxiv, 7),
as -- well as his long service, they who
had grown up about; him must have rev
erenced him as a ' father and a friend.
The book of Deuteronomy is a record of
the final utterances 61 that great man.
(Deut. 1, 1-- 5.) Its title, derived from two
Greek words, signifies the second law, or
the second giving of the law. Moses not
only enjoined what God had previously en-

acted, but he gave advice, the result of
his experience and observation, illustrat
ing and confirming the same by numer
ous historical references. This he did.
prompted by a desire" for Israel's prosper-
ity in the new home. . (Verse 3.)

BASIS. Moses was a theist. In philoso-
phy (Gen. 1, 1), in religion (Ex. xx, 3),

and in political economy he always began
with some thought of God. Notwithstand-
ing his Egyptian training (Acts vll, 22),

he . laid chief emphasis:: upon the subject
of the divine unltv Inlaylng a basis for
national security and 'in ' stating the con-
ditions for the public: welfare He ex-
claimed (verse 4), "Hear, O Israel, the
Lord, our God, is one Lord." He puts that
truth In ' the forefront- - .By it he would
distinguish Israel from- - all other people
who believes in .

--many. gods. It was
expected that the firm holding of that
doctrine would awaken lofty ideals and In-

sure the best social .order. Advancing
from that fundamental1! thought. He en-
joined love to God. This followed as a
necessary deduction. .Supreme love en-
gaging the whole iheaft soul and might--is

due to a Supreme Being. Right think-
ing should lead to holy affection. In .this
Moses anticipated Chrlt (Matt, xxli, 37),
showing the, unity ofrf the-- dispensation
(Luke x, 36.) Essentialplety is always. Jhe
same. .' COMMANDS. 'Moses did not pause with
enjoining correct thoughts and feelings con-
cerning God. He enforced all thoe com-
mands which God "had delivered by him.
Why should a man who love9 be bound by
laws? Does not love render law unneces-
sary? Is not love itself a law?. So some
teach. But Moses was wiser. He was deal
ing with people who must be educated and
elevated, for whom institutions naa neen es-

tablished with Imposing ceremonial. Some
of the laws regulated' those Institutions,
while other law-- j pertained to the relations
and duties of men. Hence he required that
the demands should ted to mem-
ory (verse 6), that the-peopl- e might become
law-abidin- g. Besides; this Mosaic code was
a transcript of the divine mind. To know
It was a sure way of knowing God. (Psalm
L 2.) Meditation upen it would strengthen
all the intellectual powers (P.alm xlx, 7, 8),
awaken hope and purify and comfort. (John
xvii, 17.) It was as true then as now, and It
Is universally true that men are made free
by the truth. (John viti, 32.) Much sin is
attributable to Ignorance. (Acts ill, 17.)
Judaism and Christianity .are In accord In
emphasis of law. (Deut. v, 29; Matt, v, 18.)

CHILDHOOD. By loving God and keep-
ing His commands Israel might attain an
exalted condition. (Psalm cxllv, 15.) But
that generation would soon pass away
(Eccl. I, 4), and those who came after might
quickly pull down what had been builded.
(I Sam. ii, 17.) Unless provision is made for
the young, a nation will fall tq decay.
(Psalm lxxvlii, 8.) Good statesmanship will
seek the nurture of childhood. It Is possible
by good training to make the future better
than the past. (Prow xxii. 6.) Hence, to
avert calamity and to promote progress,
every people ought to give seed to the little
ones (Mai. Iv, 6), who are God's heritage.
(Psalm cxxvll. 3.) Moses displayed h! wis-
dom In the farewell address to Israel by re
quiring, as the third item in his advice for
their welfare, the instruction to tne young.
(Verse 7.) "Thou shalt teach them," not
geography, arithmetic, language (strange
that a scholar like Moses should overlook
human learning), but the commands of
God." How he exalt divine truth in build
ing character! (Psalm cxix, 9.) How he
emphasizes the parental office! He would
make the home a school, God s word the
chief theme of conversation, inscribed on the
posts of the house and on the gates! (Verses
8 and 9.)

RICHES. Moses expected that Israel
would become wealthv. It would be diffl
cult to keep God-feari- ng people poor. (Prov.
in, 16.) Righteousness is capital, and Its re
turns large and sure; and that, because it
qualifies men for legitimate business, and
prevents them from unholy pursuits.
(Psalm xxxvii, 25.) Besides, accumulated
treasure, handed over to godly posterity.
will increase more and more. And, what
was specially worthy of consideration, it
was a rich land info which the people were
to enter, "full of all (good things." (Verse
2.) They would receive wells which they
did not dig. "vineyards and olive trees."
which they did not plant. The wealth of
the canaanites and of other nations (Numb.
xxxi, 32) would be .transferred to them
(Isa. Ixi. 6). and with that bertiinine they
would go on from year to year and from
century to century.. With a prophet's eye
Moses may have contemplated the vast ag-
gregate of earthly possessions which would
ultimately be granted to this highly fav
ored people, under the blessing of Almighty
God. (I Chron. xxii. 16.)

DANGER. Wealth brings luxury, and
luxury pride, and pride turns the heartaway from God. (Prov. xvf. 18.) And so
the prosperity which results' from right-
eousness is attended, by danger. Moses did
not leave the people ignorant on this point.
If they had complained in their poverty
(Numb, xxl, 5), and suffered in conse-
quence, he would -- have them know that
when they had eaten and were full they
might fall into greater evil. "Beware lest
thou forget the L.oVd which brought thee
out of the land of Egypt," he says. (Verse
12). Bad as it is to question the wisdom
and goodness of God because of, temporal
reverses, it is . intlnitely worse to receive
blessings at His hands, and then, satisfied
with the gift, ignore the giver. Indiffer-
ence and Ingratitude art the basest of sins.
(Rom. I, 21.) When the heart has been
filled with earthly good (Matt, xlx, 22).
and God has been crowded out. how shall
the man lead a true life how shall he fill
his mission, how shall he become an agent
of good to others (Mark x, 23.) "Be-
ware!" cries the venerable leader. (James
1, 17.)

REMEDY. How shall Israel be saved
from apostasy, from practical atheism and
worldllness. through wealth? In the midst
of Increasing riches how shall the nation
be kept true to God? Moses answers,
"Fear Him, serve Him. swear by His
name." Reverence first, hallowing His
name In the thought (Matt. vi. 9), serving
next, consecrating all things to His use:
testiflying In his name, appealing to Him
for the truthfulness of all testimony. Here
Is the proper state of the heart, the surren-

PARK COMMISSIONERS PROTEST.

there was no action on them.

The dam in Garneld Park is almost com
pleted, but to make the Improvement per-
fect two protecting walls will have to be
built and the commission nas no money to
pay the expense.

The State Board of Tax . Commissioners
yesterday heard appeals from private indi
viduals and corporations.

Samuel Murdock, man-
ager of the Wabash, Logansport, Peru
and .

pealed for a reduction of assessments lev-

'Mr. Murdock contend-
ing that $21,017.16 would be sufficiently
high. For the Wabash company he asked
that the assessment of $96,747.95 be re
duced to $31,747.95. Mr. Murdock endeav-
ored to show the board that the steady
decline in the pressure of natural gas had
tended to lessen the values of gas prop-
erty. . . - , .

Representatives or the Baltimore & unto
Southwestern Railroad; Company appeared
before the board with an appeal from the
assessment of the Knox County Board of
Review. They complained that the board
of review assessed as real estate five
pieces of property In v Incennes which
should have been assessed as right of way.
The appeal was sustained by the State
board.

The Diamond Tlate Glass Company, of
Elwood, appealed from the assessment
placet on that corporation by tne .Madison
County Board of Review.
