July Accident.
The monthly report of the Railroad Ga-Vit- fe

shows that In July there was a total of
'VeSghty-elgh- f. accidents on roads of this coun-
try. In which twenty-fiv- e persons were
killed and seventy-si- x Injured. During the
nonth there were thirty-thre- e collisions

and fifty-tw- o derailments. Only one pas-Ceng- er

was killed, and that of his own fault;
nineteen passengers were Injured. Sixteen

. employes were killed and forty-eig- ht In-

jured. The Gazette says: 'The record for
July is much more favorable than that
for the same month last year. In the case
of the one accident, a collision, In which
la passenger was killed, the coroner's Jury-returne- d

a verdict of 'accidental death and
no one to blame.' The englneman who
failed to control his speed testified at the
bearing that 'the track was no slippery
that he could not stop his train.' There
were two bad bridge accidents In July,
chough the most spectacular one. that near
Slonument, Col., would not have killed any-
one but a tramp If there had not been men
at work beneath the bridge. This trestle
abridge was fifty feet high at the highest
J?olr.t and 300 feet long, and it took a week
to restore the part which was destroyed.
2Co explanation has been given, except
that .the bridge was seen to sway before
the crash occurred. The train was running
at moderate speed, and there was no de-
railment before the bridge gave way. A
coroner's Jury found that 'the bridge has
been for a long time In an unsafe condition,'
but- - how much sound basis there is for
this statement we do not know. The cause

What Goea with (he Money?
To the Editor of the Indianapolis Journal:

All Christendom was amazed, a few
weeks ago, at what purported to be a.i
Interview with one of the leading brewers
of the State, and people quite unaccustomed
to ciphering upon the profits and losses
of the saloon Industry began at once to
ask, are these things so? One of the ele-
ments of amazement was the fact that
the figures given by the brewer are sub-
stantially the same that temperance cranks
have been giving fof a half century as a
reason why the saloon should be sup-
pressed entirely. This plaint of the brewers
makes plausible a contention of temper-
ance workers which has heretofore had
but little force because of Its seeming ex-

travagance. That the figures are approxi-
mately true can be no longer doubted,
seeing that two interests, starting from
opposite points, . reach the same results,
though the arguments are diametrically op-

posed one concluding the saloon ought to
be prohibited, the other that it should be
fostered. This brewer's statement is that
the Nicholson law, which Is only a scheme
to enforce the provisions of the license law
which the saloon interest Itself drafted,
and which every; saloon keeper promises
to obey, with a very Insignificant addition of
a sort of a local option provision which
amounts to but little, will work a loss
of 1,500,000 barrels In the consumption of
beer alone; It will decrease the number of
saloons 2,500 by driving out of business
those that cannot live except they are
permitted o violate the law, with here
and there one that may be closed through
Its remonstrance provisions; it will decrease
the number. of. persons employed In the
saloon lndustry7,600 by closing these 2,500
saloons, thus robbing them of the means
of support: It will cause the loss of $1,200,-00- 0

in rents; it will cause a loss In wages
of those employed in the business of $3,400,
000; a' loss to brewers on sales of' $1,430,000;
and a loss to the school fund onllcense of
$875,000. What Is remarkable in this con-
nection Is that simultaneously, and evident-
ly without concert, the brewers of New
York put forth their estimate that the
closing of the saloons of that city alone,
on Sunday, under a law which Tammany
has dictated, works a loss to the brewers of
ove r $165,X)0 weekly, making a loss of over
$J505.000 annually, not including the items
of rent and wages, and the like, which
are Included In the Indiana estimate.

And now the question is, what goes with
all this money? No one claims that the
laboring men, from whom most of It is
gathered, get any less wages or that they
throw their money into the fire or the
river. Some may be hoarding it, but all
do not. Since the startling announcement
that the Nicholson law Is working such
havoc I have taken some pains to learn
where the money, has gone and is going
that the brewers and the 7.600 who are
turned out to starve are losing. My means
of learning are not extensive, yet I have
found one man who has paid his long-
standing arrearages in a building and loan
association, and one who has not only
paid arrearages, but is ahead. That means
two homes in the future for laboring men
that . they probably , would not have had
if their money had gone to support the
saloon keeper and the brewer. One butcher
Informs me that one of his customers has
not only paid an old arrearage, but he buys
steak for his family Instead of liver; Per-
haps If I could get at the sales of the
grocers and merchants I could trace a
great deal of these millions which the
brewers have lost to their establishments,
and find in hundreds of homes better shoes,
better clothes, and more and better pro-
visions; so that, after all. It Is only a
change from the brewer to the baker. If
that prove true, not many will vote for
the repeal of the Nicholson law or for Its
non-enforcem- ent because It Is depriving
the brewer of his gatns. U. L. SEE.
