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CITY CAMPAIGN OPEN

FIRST OIUT-DOOR MEETING AT-
TENDED BY A LARGE CROWD,

Address by the Next Playor, Albert
Thayer, George W. Galvin, Judge
Stubbs and Others.,

On a comfortably appointed ‘phtform of
pine boards, with the stars and stripes
flcating from the corner posts, the first
open-alr mass meeting of the Republican
municipal campaign was held last night on
John street, just off of Massachusetts ave-
nue, It proved a fitting Introduction to the
battle for principle that is to follow. Not-
withstanding the fact that dark clouds
were lowering in the west more than five
hundred people stood out In the open space
for three hours, and lstened ecagerly to
the expounding of the issues by a galaxy
of able orators. The stage had been can-
structed entirely by Albert Thayer, a
white~haired veteran, who grew old in the
Democratic service, and would probably
have been votlng the ticket yet had not
the parsimonious position of the adminis-
tration on the pension question driven him
out of the ranks. Deputy Controller George
Harvey was chosen to preside over the
meeting. The first speaker was Mr. Thay-
er, introduced as president of the “Wood-
peddiers’ Club,"* The veteran speaker, who
is & close atudent of political affalrs, was
liberally applauded when he said, among
other things:

“Write it on your banners that Tom
Taggart will never be elected Mayor of In-
dianapolis. The influences that are already
dominating Mr, Taggart's campaign are
the same evil influences that, two years
ago, dominated the ofMicial acts of Mayor
Sullivan and frosted his political aspira-
tions forever. It speaks well for Mr. Tag-
gart’s judgment that he hesitated long be-
fore accepling the nomination for Mayor
on the Democratic ticket. He well knows

that every law-breaking saloon keeper will
vote for him; that every keeper of a low-

down gambling hole will vote for him:
that every keeper of a house of ill repute
will support him; that every devilish in-
fluence that wars against civilization and

Hberty will support him, The law-breaking
elements are marshaling their forces to
carry the coming city election for Tag-
gart. They Jdare us to fight for a whole-
some enforcement of the laws and for the
defense of our American Sabbath. We ac-
cept the challenge, and when the battle is
over Preston C. Trusler will be elected
Mayor of Indianapolis,”

Following Mr. Thayer Robt. E. Smith
gave a talk that evoked much enthusiasm,
He compared the records of the two par-
ties In municipal affailrs “and gave a lucid
statement of the savings to the public
achieved by Mr. Trusler as controller.
Thaddeus Rollins spoke next. He dwelt forc-
ibly on the restoration of the city's credit
as accomplished by Mr. Trusler,

“Your mayoraity candidate,” he sald,
“has shown that he can advertise for
loans and obtain money cheaper evan than
the government of the United States. An-
other thing: When a- man, by popular suf-
frage, s elected to an office he ought to
B0 In determined to give it his undivided
attention. You all know that Mr. Trusler
is a man who always gives his undivided
attention to whatever business he under-
takes. He Is a man who has to make
his Nving. He pared down some of the
bills that came to him, it is true, but he
did that in your interest and mine and
he did his duty.

“A few years ago,”” he went on, *““the
Council controlled everything. Now the
Mayor has to appoint the men who manage
the municipal government and he surely
ought to know how to do it. Now, doesn’'t
it stand to reason that a man who has
heen brought up in every walk of the city
government ought to be more gualified to
do that than one who hasn't? This is not
an ordinary campaign. We are more vital-
Iv interested in it than In any nathnal
election and let us look to our riﬁ‘hts. .

Ex-Lieutenant Governor Hanna had ar-
rived on the scene by the time Mr. Rol-
lins had concluded., There were calls for
a speech from him and he ed with
an informal address. The Democrats had
had their trial two years ago, he sald,
and the verdict was sealed,

“l don't understand this braggadocio of
Mr. Taggart,” he went on, rather sharply.

naB; this time Mr. Trusler himself had ar-
rived on the scene. His appearance was
the signal for an outburst of applause that
lasted several minutes. He spoke briefly
in a straightforward manner that attract.
ed the admiration and attention of his

hearers,
?'l have not the least doubt,” he began,

“that the entire Republican ticket will be
elected in October. Pdo not think the peo-
ple of thig fair city have memories so
short that they can wish now to return to
the state of affairs which existed two
years ago, I know that there has been an
aggressive element amo'r;ﬁ saloon keeren
who have beér Impres with the ldea
that the evils that affect them have been
caused by too rigid enforcement of the
laws.

MONEY FOR NEXT YEAR

CONTROLLER TRUSLER HAS HIS ES.
TIMATES READY.

Total Expense of the City Goverm-
ment Figured at $873,703.07—The
Taxablés Are $1006.373,845.

Controller Trusler yesterday filed with
Mayor Denny his estimates for city ex-
penses for the year 1886, which are to be
presented to the Council next Monday
night. The estimate for park purposes is
not given, for the park comimssioners are
walting until it is seen what the other
departments want before making any ree
quests. The total expenses are estimated
at $873,708.07. y

The estimates are based upon the county
auditor’s certificate showing the valuation
of all taxable property for this year. The
real estate valuation is placed at $40.-
891,945, improvements at $29,668,615; personal
property, $31,725,555; railroad property, $4.-
087,230; total, $106,373,345. This shows an in-
crease of over 32,000,000 over last year In
total valuations. The number of polis this
year is 27,22,

Controller Trusler doés not recommend
an increase in the tax levy, but advises
that it remain as at present—60 cents for
each $1% and 60 cents for each poll

Controller Trusler recommends that $47.-
27812 is necessary for the department of
finance, which includes the salaries for
the city officials. It also provides for the
payment of $84,96488 as exchange and in-
terest on the city's bonded debt; $5,000 for
the payment of the Patterson levee bonds,
due July 1, 1806, and §$1,000 encampment
bonds, due this year, but not yet presented
for pavment.

For the department of law it is estimated
that $17,984.70 is needed, of which $12,000 is
for judgments, compromises and cCosts.
Special counsei and expense of street-car
litigation is estimated at $5.304.70, and for
minor expenses, 3600,

Controller Trusler estimates for the De-
partment of Safety that $£110,752.50 is needed
for the police force pay roll; $6.850 for sta-
tion house expenses; $111,318.75 for the fire

force pay roll; $8700 for fire force ac-

counts; $7,800 for the East market; §2,250 for
the hay market, and $300 for office ex-
penses.
