The reports from the committees on the

officers who have served during the last
year 'commended them all for the dili-
gent and faithful performance of their du-

ties
A resolution was adopted appointing a

committee of five to arrange for the erec-
tion of a monument at Washington to com-

memorate the loyal women who served as
nurses or In other ways aided the soldiers
of the Union during the rebellion.

A resolution was adopted empowering
the commander-in-chie-f and council of ad-

ministration to change the place of holding
the next encampment should the railroads
or hotels not make satisfactory rates.

A rule was made permitting posts to
consolidate as tho memberships grow less.

A resolution was adopted recommend ng
that Congress should pass a law equalizing
the pensions of war widows so that all
shall receive at least $12 a month. Some of
them are now receiving from $8 'to $10. a

The committee on resolutions reported ad-

versely on the resolution asking Congress
to fix a penalty on the law regarding the
favoring of veterans applying for gov-

ernmental positions.
The senior vice commander, surgeon-gener- al

While it is true that Commander-in-chie- f

Walker will not announce the names of the;
men he intends to appoint on his staff
until next week he told an intimate friend
to-nig- ht that he intended to appoint Major
Irwin Robbins. now an Adjutant-gener- al of
the Indiana National Guard, as his adjutant--

general. General Robbins was as-

sistant adjutant-gener- al to Colonel Walker
while he was department commander or
Indiana. Quartermaster-genera- l Burst will
also be retained for the, present' and no
other appointments of staff officers will be
announced for several weeks.

Col. Wnlker's Acceptance.
The speech of Col. I. N. Walker in re-

turning thanks for his election as com-- r
mander-In-chie- f, which was not carried tyy

the Associated Press Thursday, is given

below:
"Commander-in-chie- f and Comrades-Wh-en

Abraham Lincoln sounded the call
to arms, a nation of freemen stepped to
the front. The volunteers came from every
vocation and profession, up from the hope
and home and heart of all the people.
They did not battle to enthrone a king,
but for the divine right to rule themselves,
and were willing to die and be forgotten
in a cause that the : cause itself might
live.

"To be called upon to be the chief serv-
ant of the survivors of such an army is
an honor that can fall to a man nowhere
else than here.

"As I think" of the many distinguished
comrades who have so creditably and hon-
orably filled thi3 position, I feel some tim-
idity about assuming the grave responsi-
bility, 'but, comrades, I can simply say
this: I will stand with, you for those, prin-
ciples and ends which are our glory. The
time has arrived when we need each other.
I believe it to be the duty of every man
who served with honor in the army of the
Union and kept his oatlv to the flag, to
gather with us in this grand organization,
that each may help the other, and all
unite to aid the falling comrade.

"To this end, I pledge you all the ear-
nestness of purpose I possess and all the
strength there is in me. Year by year our
ranks are being depleted, and soon the
Grand Army of the Republic will be mar-
shaled on the other side of the flood. But
while we live let us not forget the mighty
inspiration of the heroic days of the past,
of Lincoln and Grant, and let us strive by
the victories of peace to keep in purltj', In
honor and in integrity, and to raise to
higher glory that 'government of the peo-
ple' which we fought to save. Then it may
be that grateful hearts will strew flowers
of affection on our graves, and our chil-
dren evoke inspiration from our example,
as we do from our immortal dead.

"Commander and comrades, for this man-
ifestation of your good will and confidence.
I thank you more than poor words can

G. A. R. Men nnd CltUens "Will Do
Honor to Htm To-XIu- ht.

Arrangements are being made to tender a
grand reception to-nig- ht, at the Statehouse,
to Colonel I. N. Walker, who has been elect-

ed commander-in-chie- f of the Grand Army
of the Republic. At a meeting of the com-

manders of the various G. A. R. posts of
this city and a number of prominent citi-
zens; In Colonel Kahlo's office. In the Jour-
nal Building yesterday afternoon, a commit-
tee consisting of the following gentlemen
was appointed to make the arrangements
for a parade and reception In Colonel Walk-
er's honor: Colonel Charles Kahlo, exyLieu-tena- nt

Thompson, Lon Hendrickson, Daniel M.

' At the meeting yesterday afternoon Mayor
fDenny acted as chairman and George W.
Galvin secretary. One of .the first things
dene was the appointment of Colonel James
R. Ross as grand marshal for the parade,
which will Recede the reception at the
Statehouse. Colonel Walker will be met at
the train, upon his arrival this evening, by
the committee and escorted to the Denison
House. There, at 8 o'clock, a parade con-

sisting of civic and military organizations
and the G. A.'R. posts, will form and escort
him to the Statehouse. The reception will
be a general one,' and all the citizens of In-
dianapolis are invited to attend. Mayor
Denny will preside and make an addre?3 in
behalf of the city. Governor Claude Mat-
thews will speak for the State and Com-
mander Shlvely for the G. A. R. A general
reception will follow the addresses.

Last night Colonel J. It. Itoss, grand mar-
shal gave out the following order: "All or-
ganizations which are to take part in the
parade will assemble on Ohio street, at 7:30
p. m., the military organizations with their
right resting on Pennsylvania street, and
extending east. They will be under the
command of Major W. S. Rich, of the Sec-
ond Infantry. -- The G. A. R. posts will form
on the left of the military in order of sen-
iority. George-H-. Thomas Post, No. 17, will
take the right, and the other posts will form
as follows: No. 70,- - No. 165, No. 2(0, No. 281.
No. 3C9, No. 539 and No. Carriages for
Colonel Walker and committee w ill arrive
from the east at the north entrance of the
Denison,-an- d. when the column moves they
will take their places immediately, in the
rear of the military, ar.d will be followed by
the G. A. R. The line of march will be west
on Ohio to Meridian, south around the east
side of the monument to Washington street,
west to the south entrance of the State-hous- e,

where the organizations, will be dis-
missed."

Colonel Ross requests that each G. A. R.
post will appoint an assistant marshal, who
will report to him at 1JM o'clock, at the
Denison. '

Band will not be present at the dedication
of the Chlckamauga National Military
Park unless private means is found to
supply the money for Its expenses, as it
has been discovered that there are no
funds in either War or Navy departments
for the, payment of the expenses of the
band on the' trip The Navy Department
officials are unwilling that any of the reg-
ular appropriations for that department
should be diverted to this use, and there
is no fun in the War Department availa-
ble except the 20,0fJ0 especially appropri-
ated, for the park opening. This fond is
now so nearly exhausted that it lias been
decided to use none of it on the, Marine
Band.

WORK OF. THE GRAND ARMY DELE-GATE- S

FINISHED YESTERDAY.

Resolutions on'the Pension Qnertlon
Adopted nnd Other 3Intters Impor-

tant to Veterans Acted .On.

MRS. "ADA F. CLARK OUSTED

IXJl'XCTIOV AGAIXST THC WOMAN'S
RELIEF COnrS DISSOLVED.

Great , Rnrbecne, at Which , the Blue
and Grny Feasted nnd Drank

Reception to Colonel Walker.

LOUISVILLE, Sept. 13.-- So far as the
veterans are concerned the twenty-nint- h

annual encampment of the G. A. It. closed
to-nlg- bt with as many attractions as on
any other night of" the week. The ladies,
however, will continue in session to-morr- ow.

To-da- y there were over seventy
thousand at the old Kentucky barbecue
and to-nig-ht the camp fires were largely
attended, with the principal events at Music
Hall, Phoenix Hall-garde- n and National
Park. Among the speakers were Generals
Gordon, Buckner, J. W. Burke, Cassius M.
Clay, Senator Burrows, Colonels M. D.
Wickersham, Samuel McKee, II, C. Russell,
John H. Leathers and others. The vet-
erans remain longer than usual this week
as manyrfeygolng to other army events
further 'sUi and to the Atlanta ex-
position. General Lawler and staff leave
Sunday night to spend the first part of
the week at the National Encampment of
the Sons of Veterans and the last of next
week at Chattanooga and the Chlckamagua
battlefield.

While the ladies of the G. A. R. and the
Woman's Relief Corps, as well as the Na-
tional Encampment proper, continued, their
sessions to-d- ay

, there was a special at-
traction for those who were not delegates
to either of these three assemblages. At
Wilder Park the entire day was devoted
to' the greatest "Oik Kentucky barbecue"
that was ever spread. Early in the morn-
ing the street cars were overtaxed by the
multitude en route to the great frolic of
the blue and gray, at which the former were
special guests and to which the gates were
open free to the public. At 10 a. m. the
performance began. Over one hundred blue
grass cattle, three hundred lambs and two
hundred shoats were barbecued In full view
of the visitors. Fifteen kettles, holding
7,500 gallons of burgoo were made on the
ground from which the guests were served,
and the best brands of bourbon, lager and
cigars were as plenty and as free as the
leaves on the trees in that beautiful forest.
A grand chorus of over three hundred
voices, including members of all the Louis-
ville colored choirs and musical associa-
tions made the groves ring with song dur-
ing tho festivities. A genuine old planta-
tion cake walk with Southern melodies by
colored citizens from all parts of the South
was the leading feature of the many en-

tertainments that, were given in connection
with the "good things to eat. and drink.'

THE GRAND ENCAMPMENT.
Resolutions were adopted at the National

Encampment of the Grand 'Army to-da- y,

declaring it the sense of that body that all
old veterans should bo favored by civil-servi- ce

poards; that such boards should not
discriminate against these heroes of the re-

bellion on account of their age. Thi9 was
brought about by the fact that many civil-servi- ce

boards In Chicago, Washington and
other large cities have put an age limit on
applicants for examination. In this way
many able-bodie- d old soldiers have been
ehut out. The resolutions were vehement
in their demand that an exception should
be made in favor of a veteran. Another
matter of interest was the adoption
of a resolution favoring the plac-
ing of flags on every public school
building, and the introducing of military
drill in the public school curriculum. Reso-
lutions of condolence and sympathy for the
parents and friends of the young militiamen
who were killed by the explosion of the
caisson Wednesday were adopted.

There was an adverse report made on the
resolution favoring the establishment of a
national university of patriotism, and the
report was adopted. The camp further de-
clared itself against long parades and
marches at future encampments. This was
brought about on account of the large num-
ber of veterans who are becoming too old
and feeble to endure thera'. It was decided
that a special celebration'should be held on
the next anniversary of the establishment
of the first Grand Army post. Resolu-
tions were adopted asking Congress to make
an annual appropriation to defray the ex-
penses of conducting Memorial day services
in national cemeteries. Another was adopt-
ed favoring the establishment of a military
post at Vicksburg, Miss., and for the erec-
tion of a soldiers' home at Camp Supply,
O. T.

Independence Hall will be the permanent
depository of all the books, records and
relics of the Grand Army. Tost Com-
mander Wagner, of Pennsylvania, offered
this old building in the name of the people
of Philadelphia at the encampment this aft-
ernoon, and it was accepted.

REPORT ON PENSIONS.
The report of the committee on pensions,

after reviewing the work accomplished by
the soldiers, of the Union during the war
and the laws passed In their behalf, says:

"In some quarters the old soldier has
come to be looked on in the light of a
burden, Instead of a great and patriotic
privilege, as he should still appear when
viewed in his true character. Deferring to
this view wholly unworthy of a great end
patriotic people constructions have been
put upon the laws, wise and Just in them-
selves, by and under which burdens and
restrictions have been imposed upon those
lily able to stand up under them. The just
provisions authorized have been grudgingly
doled out,' as though the laws passed in the
interests of the pensioner as a Just recog-
nition of the x obligations of the country
were criminal laws to be strictly construed
and the public beneficiaries thereof were
public enemies or parasites seeking unjust
admission to the treasury of the United
States."

After commenting further on the justice
of the pension laws and the purpose for

v which they were passed, the report con-
tinues:

"We demand for our comrades the just
treatment which tho country gladly con-
cedes. No niggardly cutting down of pen-
sions under the guise of reissues; no partial

ad grudging allowances that cut here and
4 e there will meet with the full measure
of duty that the country owes to Its sur-
viving heroes. Nothing short of full meas-
ure, dealt with an honest hand, a Uberii
heart, will ever meet with the approbation
of the American people. For this we appeal
to the grateful, patriotic sentiment of the
whole people, and we earnestly believe
that our appeal will not be In vain.

"Receding from no position that we have
heretofore taken, reaffirming all our previ-
ous" declarations on the subject, we spe-
cially demand a liberal and just construc-
tion of the laws passed for the benefit of
the pensioner, to the end that in hb de-
clining years he may not be harassed with
doubts born of distrust or the difficulties
thrown around h!m by & rigorous or re-
stricted construction of the Uws passed in
the effort to relieve his condition."

The report was unanimously adopted.

nounced that the firm of Laurd Freres,
which is a member of the bond syndicate,
had engaged two end a half millions of
gold for shipment. This announcement nat-
urally gave rise to the impression that the
syndicate had withdrawn from' Its controll-
ing position behind the throne and It rent
quctations tumbling In Wall street, be-

sides starting stories that the syndicate
had dissolved, that a bond Issue was im-

minent and that the treasury would fast
drift back to Its old position of the dark
days of last year. Before the afternoon ha J
passed several of the city banks had com
to tho aid of the subtrcasury witlf deposits
of gold, made In exchange for greenbacks,
explanations had been made by members
of the syndicate and the firm which started
the panic and quiet had been restored when
the moneyed Institutions closed their door
for the day. . j

The gold deposits made by the banks will
offset the shipments of w. The
Hanover National Bank set the exampU
with a deposit of ",000. That mad
$3,409,000 in grold that the Hanover Bank hii
paid in, President Howard said, since the
last loan was made.1 The American Ex-

change National Bank also paid Into tho
treasury .'00,000, end the National Bank of
Commerce followed ult with another
$200,000. With reference to this deposit.
President Sherman said that tho
represented one-thir- d of his bank's gold
holdings, and that if all ihe banks con-

tributed gold in the same proportion there
would be no further difficulty. The Na-

tional City Batik is credited with an inten-
tion to deposit a half million or double that
amount. It is expected lr banking circles
that the deposits of gold by the banks for
greenbacks will reach $6,000,000 this we k.

BOND SYNDICATE EXPLAINS". ,

Explanations of the position ofhc bond
syndicate toward the treasury and of th
reasons impelling Lazard Freres to combat
the policy of his colleagues were secured by
a reporter. The following statement was
authorized by the bonj syndicate to-nig- ht:

"The impression has bcome general that
the members of the bond syndicate entered
into an agreement with the Fnited States
treasury to maintain the $100,000,000 reerve
until Oct. 1 prox., and that upon that date
sa!d obligation will cease. Such is not the
cape, "ihe bond syndicate iulfilltd all lta
obligations to the government last June,
and has not since then hern bound in any
way to the treasury. , It is true that it ha
from time to time since last June paid over
various sums In gold coin to the trcafury,
which have fufneed to maintain the re-
serve, but it has done so voluntarily and
will continue to do so in the same spirit
and for the same motive. So far as Oct. I
is concerned. It has no relation to the ac-
tion of the syndicate, and it w'll continue
to deposit gold until.Nov. 1 and Dec. 1 anl
Jan. 1, If necessary,' and If existing con-
ditions make It feasible to dj so. But
neither tho bond syndicate nor any one
else can control the elements. But ths
idea that'lts relations to the treasury sit-
uation will be any different on or after
Oct. 1 from .what they are now and have
been all along is erroneous and should be
corrected." '

J. Plerpont' Morgan, the head of the bond
syndicate, spoke reassuringly of the out-

look. He said: 'The bond syndicate la
still in the field. There has been rb rupture.
The syndicate will continue to do all that it
can to help maintain the treasury gold re-

serve at $100,000,000. The obligation of the
syndicate expired, however, some time
ago." Mr, Morgan expressed surprise at
the slow movement of the cotton crop and
the present scarcity of the bills sgilnst
breadstuffs. He said that undoubtedly the
offering of these bills would be daily in-

crease! In th next few weeks, and thus
be a safeguard against exports.

The following statement was made In
writing by Messrs. Lazard Freres: "Hop-
ing that bills Of exchange against
merchandise exports would come into the
market- - in fair amounts during the first
half of September, we continued for a long
time to supply our customers with bills of
exchange for. which we could not at the
time find cover. A combination of circum-
stances leaves Ihe market bare of commer-
cial bills and makes necessary the ship-
ment of gold to cover part of the accumu-
lated indebtedness and to continue supply-
ing the dally demands of the trade. The
reasons for these conditions are in part the
late cotton crop and the slow movement
thereof by Europe, holding large quantitlej
of cotton at cheap prices, and lta indis-
position to buy freely at quotations now
ruling. Further reasons are the poor de-

mand for our wheat and the low prices it
brings, and the cheapness of money at this
center, which makes It undesirable for Eu-
ropean bankers to Increase their loanable
funds here." -

In r'ply to questions a member of the
firm siii he desired to state there was no
special significance In the shipment of the
gold, but that It had to go to meet a tem-
porary emergency, and that with the mov-
ing of the cotton crop in a few weeks the
whole difficulty would adjust Itself.

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unscrupulous leaders, they failed to report
cases of sickness. The mortality among
those attacked has been great beyond ques-
tion, but it cannot be avoided as long as
the natives persist In their present course.

The city- - has been scrupulously cleaned
and all disease-breedin- g places destroyed,
notably the fish market, which has been aneyesore for many years. Many believe the
disease Is simply fish poisoning. The Hoard
of Health has prohibited the sale of fish
and also of poi manufactured in that por-
tion of the city affected, as well as in other
localities where the cholera has made itsappearance. Guards now patrol the Nuuana
stream to prevent any further contact fromthat source. The natives consider that ahardship, but it has become necessary to
enforce health regulations. No one is allowed
to bathe in the harbor and last Sunday no
services .were allowed to be held in any cfthe churches. Schools remain closed andno public gatherings of any kind are al-
lowed.

The local press denounce in measuredterms the surgeon of tha Belgic, who is
accused of taisely stating the death of

Vthree Chinese who died en route fromYokohama to Honolulu. The government
has made investigation into the matter and,
it is said, proved conclusively that the
Chinese died of cholera. They will tako
steps to prosecute the surgeon of the Belgic
and the steamship company for bringing
the disease into the country. One of the
Chtner--3 passengers has made - a sworn
declaration that, the men died with symp-
toms described as Asiatic cholera. United
States Consul Mills will lay the case in
all its details before his government by
this mail. It is also learned that the gov-
ernment is sending by this mail a full ac-
count of the epidemic and Its causes to
the American government and Pacific Mall
and Occidental and Oriental steamship
companies asking their ion in
prosecuting the Belgic and her officers for
introducing the disase into the island and
under false oath regarding the. cause of
death of Chinese Immigrants that died en
route.

The quarantine on the Bennington has
been declared off. All is reported well on
the white gun boat. The government-ha- s

granted permission for the sailors to come
ashore, but advises that no liberty be
granted until the cholera cases cease. No
public gatherings of any kind are allowed,
band concerts, church services or meetings.
The government will quarantine against
China and Japan. Dally meetings of the
health board are held. ' Traflfc between the
irlandg Will m resumed next Tuesday
after remaining in quarantine for five
days, and freight and passengers thorough-
ly fumigated.

CHOLERA TO RB KEPT OUT.

Quarantine Service on the Pacific
x .Coast In In Good Condition.
WASHINGTON, Sept. 13. Dr. Wyman,

Surgeon-gener- al of the Marine Hospital
Service, speaking of the cholera in Hono-
lulu, said to-da- y that the quarantine serv-
ice on the Pacific coast is in a very good
condition. Every port of entry has been
Inspected by a regular marine hospital off-
icer and a compliance with tho treasury
regulations assurred. The Marine Hospital
Service has quarantine establishments at
Port Townsend, Wash., San Diego, Cal.,
andN a complete quarantine plant at San
Francisco, with regular officers of the serv-
ice in charge. At ,Gray's Harbor, Wash
there is a sanitary Inspector of the marineservice and one also at Kmpire City, Ore.
The Columbia river, which includes theports of Portland and Astoria, Ore., are
In charge of State officers, who are acting
under special instructions issued by the
Marine Hospital Service. At Eureka, Cal.,
there is a regular sanitary inspector. Aspecial regulation has been issued regard-
ing the disinfection of all baggage from allports of the Orient, including Hawaii. The
United States consul at Yokohama has a
physician to assist him in the inspection
of vessels. Dr. Wyman wrote to the. chiefquarantine officer of Canada to inquire
what had been done with regard to pro-
tecting the northern frontier from imm-
igrants coming by the wsv of British Co-lumb- la.

He was informed that the Canadian
authorities had been forestalled by thesteamship companies, who as long ago as
July had refused to bring Japanese immi-
grants because of fear of detention of ves-
sels.

The following reports have been received
at the Surgoon-ger.eral- 's oifice of the Ma-
rine Hospital Service: At Osaka. Hlogo. Ja-
pan, for the two weeks ending Aug:. 1. there
were 1.075 cases of cholera and 717 deaths.
At Kobe, Hlogo. for the week ending Aug.
11, there were 24 cas and 193 deaths. At
Rio de Janeiro, for the week ending Aug.
17, there were fight deaths from yel'ow
fever. At Vera Cruz. 'for the week ending
Aug. 29. there were seven deaths from yel-
low fever.

NAVAL PLAGUE SHIP

CRUISER BKXXIXGTON WAS IXFECT-E- D

WITH ASIATIC CIIOLCRA.

Six Sailors 111 frith the Dlaeaae on
Sept. 1 Cnrlona rtrllef of the Low- -

' est Claas of Ilatrntlnns.

SAN" FRANCISCO, Sept. 13.-- Dr. Rupert
Bloe. of the marine ervlce of this city,
received two letter this morning: from
his brother, Victor Blue, who Is an ensign
on board the United States steamship Ben-
nington, now stationed at Honolulu.. In
One letter bearing1 date of Aug. 23, Ensign
Blue states that cholera broke, out In the
islands two weeks previously, and it was
constantly on the Increase. On Sept. 2,
two days before the salllnjj of the Mari-
posa, Ensign Blue wrote a letter. In which
he stated that six men were down with
the disease on board the Bennington.' and
the ship's surgeon feared that the disease
had hardly begun.. He made a careful mi-
croscopic examination of the execrclions
and pronounced It to be a virulent type of
Asiatic cholera, "We all feel very blue
here at the present," writes Ensign Blue,
"and the excitement here is intense, and i
is not to be wondered at, for the disease
Is spreading with alarming rapidity. The
Bennington has left anchorage oft Honolu-
lu and gone southward one hundred miles.
We will return once a week after mall and
orders. In one day thirty-fiv- e cases were
reported at Honolulu, and nearly every one
resulted fatally. I hope to be able to give
you better news when I write, but I fear
I will not be so fortunate.'"

Advices from Honolulu, under date of
Sept. 5, eay: There was a good deal of
uneasiness when the sailor on the Benning-
ton became affected with cholera, and that
alone caused many to believe that the dis-
ease would spread to the whites, and many
families hurriea.y packed their belongings
and lied to the biach a few miles iromtown, likewise a large number going to theoutside districts. So many iook advantage
of this that the Beard of Health issuedan order forbidding any connection withthe outer district, no one being allowed toleave town without a pass frim the healthauthorities. All the houses along tho-Nuuan-

stream have been condemned andburned and the stream thorougnly disin-
fected, as well as tho harbor.

The Bennington was thoroughly disinfect-
ed and the ship went to sea the day after
the sailor died. The vessel is now anchored
outside the harbor, where she has been for
several days, together with the Olympic,
which arrived early Monday morning, -- and
several of the interisland fleet. There has
been no connection with the other islands
sinco the first outbreak, the people refusing
in some Instances to receive the mail.
There J now .a serious question confront-
ing the people there. Meats and provisions
are very scarce, and at one place flour
and rice are eielllng at $11 per barrel and
sack. It was decided to place several of
the local steamers in serv.ee. and the Hallwas dispatched to ports on Maul with pro-
visions and mail;', and the tourists 'that
arrived by the Australia are being, trans-
ferred from the Australia to the Hall, no
connection having been made with the
shore.

The cruiser Olympla. is anchored in the
stream. Captain Heed refusing to have any
communication with the Bennington cr the
shore. The companies of the National (luard
are doin- - ratrol duty In the quarantine
district. Th's was found necessary to fully
carry cut instructions Issued by the Board
of Health. During the psst thre? days there
have been numbers of Instances wherein the
natives have h'.dden the sick reople, and
only made report when they have died.
Many curious an1 false notions prevail
among that class. They believe the govern-
ment has introduced the disease to kill off
