The Accused 3Ilnlster Failed to Go on
the Stand In Ills Oun

DANVILLE. Ind.. Sept. 23.-M- uch o the

surprise of everybody the defense in the
Hinshaw murder cate completed Its testi-
mony today shortly after noon. The State
had its witnesses ori rebuttal present and
an hour and a half later the attorneys of
each of the two sides announced that they
rested. Judge Hadley asked the State If
the argument could begin, but the sudden
termination of the giving of evidence found
the State unprepared for argument, so
court adjourned until .to-morr- ow morning,
when Prosecutor Gully will speak. Each
side was expecting something more fronj
the other. ...-
It was not definitely decided until this

morning by the attorneys for Hinshaw that
he should not go on the witness stand.
The only reason given Is that his story Is
already given in evidence. His long state-
ment made to the coroner, which . covers
all tho questions raised during the 4rial,
has been admitted, and to put him on the
stand would subject him to a great strain
and give the State the benefit of a cross-examinati- on.

It is thought that the ap-
parent strength with which the defense has
proceeded for several days may have led
the attorneys to believe that it was not
necessary to place Hinshaw on the stand.
Anyway, many persons who hoped to hear
the accused minister testify regarding the
death of his wife Thurza are disappointed,
while the Stale no doubt will claim In ar-
gument that the defense' was afraid to
trust their client to a cross-examinatio- n.

Yesterday the attorneys for Hinshaw es-

timated that their concluding testimony
would fake all of to-da- y's time and part
of and that Hinshaw would
be on the stand all of the day Thursday
and a , portion of Friday. This morning,
however, the defense held a consultation,
went all over the evidence introduced by
them, and then concluded to bring their
case to an end as soon as possible, with-
out additional testimony from their client.

The defense began strong to-da- y and the
State closed the day strong. The testi-
mony of the different witnesses was all in-
teresting. The cross-examinati- on was not
extended in any case, which partially ac-cou- nta

for the unexpected ending. The de-

fease began by showing by Rev. Samuel
Tinchor that following the' shots at the
Hinshaw parsonage there were cries and
scuffling of feet outside his fence. The de-
fense was very desirous to have in evi-
dence the testimony of Mrs. Tinchor, the
wife of the preacher. She was reported to
the court as ill, and upon consultation itwas decided to go to Belleville and take
her deposition. It being still early, it was
thought best to start at once. In order to
be back by noon. The opposing attorneys,
accompanied by Judge Hadley, a. stenog-
rapher and reporters, started out for Belle-
ville, the village which has sprung into
prominence because of the . murder of
Thurza Hlnhraw and the trial of her hus-
band for the crime. The jury was ex-
cused until afternoon. Several .members
asked that the jury might be taken to thescene, so that they might the better under-
stand the situation, but as neither side
would make a formal request, Judge Had-
ley did not grant the jurors' wishes.

TRIP TO BELLEVILLE.
In carriages and buggies the party started

south on the Belleville road. At times the
number of carriages and vehicles met on
the road was suggestive, of a funeral pro-
cession. The occupants of these Danville-boun- d

vehicles were all . going, to the Hin-
shaw trial, and most of them had their
dinners with them. The attorneys at-
tempted to explain in passing the situation
to the persons, whose hearts were filled
with, disappointment for a minute when
they saw the judge and attorneys In the
celebrated trial riding through the coun-try.

Belleville was as quiet and peacefullooking as a cow which stood In, the shade
on the main street placidly chewing hercud and mechanically .brushing the flies.
Before 1 the main store stood a saddledhorse, indicating that some one had come
to town or was preparing to leave. Two
of the stores and the blacksmith shoowere closed. The houses looked deserted,
with the drawn blinds and so little indi-
cation of life, for a majority of the people
were at Danville. Leaning on a post across
from the Hinshaw parsonage stood a man
who wore a home-ma- de shirt, Jean trousers
and no coat. He was whittling, but hestopped to look at the procession of
strangers.

The parsonage, which stands on the Na-
tional road, gave no. sign of habitation.
The weeds have grown high in the yard
since the tragedy. The blinds are all down
and dust covers the steps, the walks and
the window sills. From the. side fence
there are a number of palings gone and thegate is half off its hinges. The doors about
the barn, wood shed and porch are loose.
The place. has been neglected and left to
the mercy of curiosity seekers. Standing
so peacefully, In so quiet a village. It did
not seem possible that the cottage could
hold the secret of a crime so terrible as that
of the murder of Thurza Hinshaw and so
mysterious that a court after three weeks
could not explain It clearly.

Rev. Mr. Tinchor and his wife, both old
people, live across the side street. The
Judge, attorneys and reporters filed into
Mrs. Tinchor's sitting room and surround-
ed her. She was much surprised, but after
the situation had been stated she gave herstatement, which was about the same as
that of her husband. She is an Intelligent
old woman, and, leaving the house, Mr.
Duncan said: -

"I wish she could have told that story
to the Jury."'

Mr. Tinchor, who had driven up, heard
tl " remark, and he said, proudly: ,

"Mary generally makes a good impres-
sion, and she knows what she knows."

The party started back toward Danville.
(MYSTERIOUS' MAN TESTIFIES.

During the afternoon the defense showed
by Mrs. Baker, living couth of Belleville,
that she heard a buggy pass her house
hurriedly the night of he tragedy. Mrs.
Milligan, an Intelligent old woman, living
southwest of the parsonage, testified to
hearing a man run past her home after
she heard the shot. The State began by
attempting to Impeach the evidence of
"Lum" Walker, who testified, to seeing a
mysterious man standing across from the
parsonage and in the road on the night of
the tragedy. The individual held back by
the State as the mysterious man had in
reality become as mysterious as the man
Mr. Walker saw. George Miller, the post-
master of Belleville, testified that it was
he whom Mr. Walker saw; that It was he
who turned up his collar, and It was he
who placed his hand in his pocket. Thetestimony of .Mr. Miller was the parting
shot of the prosecution. There was more
impeaching evidence, but It was all of the
kind expected, and no surprise resulted.It will be several days before tho Jury
gets the case. Mr. Gully, the State prose-
cutor, opens the argument to-morr- ow

morning, to be followed by Mr. Hogate
for the defense. Then will come Mr. Had-
ley for the State and Messrs. Parker and
Duncan for the defense, with the closing
argument of Mr. Spaan for the Stat Al-
though the jury which Is to decide upon
the fate of Rev. W. E. Hinshaw will not
be prepared to give an answer tpr some
days, the public jury is at work exam-
ining the evidence and passing verdictsupon the evidence. It Is admitted that the
defense has made a strong case, yet the
Same persons who admit this are forced
to say there are many things left unex-
plained. Mr. Smith, In his opening state-
ment, called attention to these unexplaln-abl- e

things, as well as to the law which
does not compel their explanation.

.Hinshaw will go to the Jury with a
good name and character up to the time
of the tragedy. It has been shown that
ho was loving and kind to his wife. The
State enters the argument with absolutely
no motive, the defense hating complete-
ly knocked out the little evidence in. that
line. Hinshaw also has in his favor the
testimony of a number who heard sounds
of men running away from the scene of
the tragedy. It Is true that much of thi3
evidence is not positive, but' it is of the
s&me nature that has been given by the
State on a number of points.

THAT MYSTERIOfS STRANGER.
Postmnater George Miller Say He

W'nn the One.
Rev. Sampson Tinchor, of Belleville,

a prominent member of the Methodist con-
ference, whose fence has been so much in
evidence during the trial, was the first
witness called by the defense, but he could
not be found about the courthouse, tome
one suggested that perhaps Mr. Tinchor
could be found "on the square." The
bailiff was dispatched and Mr. Tinchor
was found in the bank talking to a num-
ber of friends. Mr. Tinchor held his liand
high in being sworn and answered questions
In. a loud, firm voice. He said the defend-
ant and wife "treated each other as hus-
band and wife first class." The defend-
ant's reputation was all that "a man could
desire." On the night of the tragedy Mr.
Tinchor heard a- - shot and aft-
erwards groans and cries. . Ho did
not go out because he was in physical
condition, which would not allow any ex-
citement. Later In the morning Mr. Tinch-
or went to the parsonage. Eva Worrell
and Mrs. Market were at the Tinchor
home that morning. Mr. Tinchor was very
talkative on cross-examinati- on. Mr. Spaan
Insisted that direct answers to questions
be given. Judge Hadley Informed Mr.
Tinchor that hewas a witness and it was
expected that he state facts and not opin-
ions. -

"Opinions are mighty valuable some-
times," answered Mr. Tinchor.

Mr. Spaan asked another question to
which Mr. Tinchor gave a long answer.

"Are you through?" asked Mr. 6oaan
when the witness paused a fecond.

"I can give you more details if you want
them," said Mr. Tinchor. Another question
brought forth a long explanatory answer
and an Interruption by Judge Hadley,

NOT LIKE CONFERENCE.
T guess I can't talk as freely here as

I could in a conference," remarked Mr.
Tinchor, with a sigh.

Ho Identified his sworn statement to the
coroner and Mr. Spaan asked no more
questions, for in that statement Mr. Tinchor
said he dldf not hear the shot and It" was
his wife: that' awakened him. Th de-

fense called tvro witnesses who were not
present, so court adjourned until 1 o'clock,
allowing time for the taking of tho dep-
osition of Mrs. Mary Tinchor, who was
reported as ill at her home in Belleville.

At . the reconvening of court the sten-
ographer read the testimony given by Mrs.
Tinchor, who stated she had lived in Belle-
ville for ten years and has known the
defendant three years. Hinshaw h
thought to be a good man and she never
observed him neglectful or harsh to his
wife. Mrs. Tinchor wa3 awake on the night
of the tragedy. (She heard the shuffling of
feet in .the road by the side of her house,
which is also by the side of the parsonage.
Mrs. Tinchcr heard groans, and a voice,
but she could not distinguish anything
which might have been said. The shuffling
of feet and the voice were followed by a
pistol shot. There were groans heard aft-
er the shot was fired. Mr. Spaan did not
examine Mrs. Tinchor at length, depend-
ing upon the differences in her deposition
and coroner's evidence to damage her tes-
timony. '

Mr9. Ida Baker testified that she lived a
half mile south of the village at the time
of the tragedy. That night she heard a.

buggy going south, driven nt a rapid speed.
On cross-examinati- on she said she was
awake on the night of the '.ragedy with the
tooth and earache. She was not certain,
but thought it was about 1 o'clock when
the buggy passed.

Mrs. Cynthia (Milligan, a small and aged
woman, living two blocks routh of the Hin-
shaw parsonage, at Belleville, was placed
on the stand. Mr. Duncan spoke very kind-
ly to the old woman, addressing her as
grandmother. She said on the night of the
tragedy she heard a shot and a cry; and
arose, calling her son and young man board-
ing with her.. A few minutes later Mrs,
Milligan heard a person running west.

Mr. Spaan began by saying:
"Your name is Milligan, 1 believer

'

"Yes. sir." '

"I simply wanted to be sure. Mr. Duncan
called you grandmother." .

BURGLARS RUNNING SOUTH.
'Jdr. Spaan then took up Mrs. Milligan's
statement before the coroner, in which she
said the footsteps might have been those
of a horse, but she denied having said that.
She said she could not say to the coroner
that. It was not a horse. Mr. Spaan asked
several questions regarding differences in
her statements, but Mr lilligan was a
very bright witness for man of ' seven-

ty-four years. On ret examination
Mr. Duncan had Mrs. MIL . n describe ex-

actly where- - she lived from the Hinshaw
parsonage, which showed that if the burg-
lars ran south, as Hinshaw said they dia,
and taking the Monrovia road, as Mrs.
Baker's evidence indicated they did, they
must have passed Mrs. Milligan's home.
Mrs. Milligan was excused, and to a major-
ity it was a surprise when Mr. Duncan an-
nounced that the defense rested.

The State began th? rebuttal by reading
the evidence of Mrs. Tinchor made to the
coroner. In which she said the first thing
she heard the time of the tragedy was the
pistol shot; that she was awake at the time
and heard no other noise.

William Kivitt, "Lum" Walker's hired
man, was sworn and testified that Walker
said he first saw the mysterious stranger
on the night of the tragedy in front of
Goorge Miller's store. He also testified to
being present when William East said if he
had known that the burglars ran south he
could have got his gun, run around and got
one or both of them. The State empha-
sizes that Mr. East said "if he had known"
the burglars ran south, white the defense
claim he said if be had had his thoughts
about him he could have got the two men
he heard running south.

Mrs. Marker testified to a conversation
held one week ago with Mrs. Hamrlck, tht
latter calling to talk with Mrs. Marker re-

garding the evidence of Eva Worrell. Mrs.
Hamrlck was Indignant that Miss Worrell
should have contradicted her and Mrs.
Hamrlck.

John Hammond, a farmer living near
Belleville, testified to William East's good
reputation for truth and veracity. Then
came the surprise which the State has held
back for. a last blow.

MAN WALKER SAW.
George Miller, a storekeeper --and the post-

master cf Belleville, was introduced. '

"Did you see 'Lum Walker the night of
the tragedy T' asked Mr. Spaan.

"I did," was the answer.
"Under what circumstances?"
"I had Just locked up my store and put

the keys In my pocket. I stepped into th;

CASE SOMEWIIAT SIMILAR TO THAT
OF LITTLE MIXMB SAILER.

Part; of one. of
the thirty-eight-calib- er bullets imbed Jed
in the brain of William Bert, who at-

tempted to commlt,sui6!Je. a. short lime
ago, over belng'-jilted-

Vih a love affair,
was removed from hls'braln yesterday. An
attempt was made' to get at the other
pieces of lead and extract them, but. they
were surrounded by such vital organs that
it was given up: ; Still, ' the doctors say
that gert may live for a number of years
with one bullet and . part of another In
his gray matter. They do not put any lim-

it on the time, and,' if complications do
not set In he may yet arrive at a good
ripe age. The foreign substances In the
cerebral region do not seem to affect his
reasoning powers, an hc talked last night
after the opej:aUan,ctfi,.ratl6nal as one
might ask. ,IIe bore ; the terrible: ordeal
through which he passed in the afternoon
wonderfully well, and! was disappointed
that both of the bullets had not been re-

moved. : .
-

His case is a marvel to the medical fra-
ternity, and how it is possible for him to
live they cannot understand, as the bullets
were found yesterday to have passed, right
through the most vital parts of his brain.
It was laughingly suggested1 that possibly
there was no gray matter In the top of
his skull,: but thlsw-USdisprove-

d at the
operation yesterdar by small pieces oozing
out through the channel where the bullets
had traversed. .

The operation was. performed by Drs.
R. L. McGrew, Babb and Rankin, and
was witnessed by number of
prominent physicians, who are showing
great interest in thecase. After Bert had
been anaesthetixed anJneislon was made
and trephining done --taallow of the passing
of the Instruments to the Interior of the cra-
nial region and the (r.qmovel of the pieces
of necrosed bone arOund.the edges of tho
wound made by the- - 'bullet. A large num-
ber cf pieces of dead-bon- e were removed.
An exploration of. the brain in search of
the bulletsi then followed. Probes Were In-

serted and after considerable difficulty a
piece of one of the'balls was located about
three inches from the surface. It was
finally removed and the probing process
continued. One of the' bullets was encoun-
tered about five inches from where It had
entered, but the removal of it was not at-
tempted, as Dr. McGrew said It would un-
doubtedly entail fatal results. The piece
of bullet removed was-- fully three-quarte- rs

of an Inch in length and was perfectly flat-
tened, evidently from contact with the bone
before it entered the. brain.

To show how remarkable this case Is It
is only necessary 'ta state that the middle
finger of the hand could be inserted to its
entire length into the head without encoun-
tering any obstruction; f and a probe can be
passed to a depth cf five nchcs. That Bert
should live after all-thi- s has happened to
him. and with, nearly, two-- , ounces of lead
attached to his brain Is the most remark-
able occurrence. that has ever developed jn
the history of surgery in this part of the
country. If there is any record of a case
to equal It In . the entire; practice of sur-
gery, none of the doctors seen yesterday
know of It. The result of yesterday's oper-
ation will undoubtedly restore Bert to a
fair condition of health and relieve a great
deal of the pressure which has been on his
brain, and enable the ragged wounds in
his forehead to heal up.
