Judge Baker, of the United State3 Court,
yesterday overruled the motion for a new
trial in the case of Francis A. Coffin, con-

victed of aiding and abetting in the misap-
plication of the funds of the Indianapolis
National Bank. The defendant was not
sentenced.

The court room was pretty well filled
when the hour arrived for the argument on
the motion. At 2 o'clock neither the dis-

trict attorney nor the counsel for the de-

fense had put In an appearance, and Judge
Baker with come impatience Instructed the
United States marshal to summon Mr.
Burke. Francis Coffin came In a little later
with attorneys Miller and Winter. Perclval
Coffin came In soon afterward and took a
seat beside his brother. . While the argu-
ment was in progress Francis Coffin re-

ceived a telegram which appeared to con-
tain news of Interest to the brothers and
they discussed it in whispers. Mr. Miller
made the formal motion for a new trial,
reading from, manuscript the long list of
exceptions on which the defendant based
his application.

"We have 'not thought it worh while to
go into an extended argument," he said to
Judge Baker. "We do not doubt that your
Honor has already considered carefully the
instructions submitted by us. You, no doubt,
entertain a different view of the law from
that taken by us and we should hardly hop
to change your opinion as to those views."

Mr. Miller selected some of the more im-
portant points set out In the exceptions
and discussed --them briefly. Taking up the
sixth Instruction he referred to the Xourth
count of the indictment, which charged
Theodore Haughey with the misapplication
of $3,000 of the bank's funds, and the de-

fendant with aiding and abetting in the act.
"But the count does not charge," con-

tinued the attorney, "that the money whl;h
the defendant aided and abetted was the.
same money which Theodore ilaughey is
charged with misapplying." Tne attorney
illustrated his point by the story of the
theft of a horse in which A and B were in-

volved.
"If that were a motion to quash," ob-

served the court, "that illustration would
strike me with great force."

Mr. Miller next took up the charge of
overdrafts, In which the defendants' coun-
sel had asked for speclllc instructions.
He charged that the court, in delivering
his instructions, had coupled the matter
of tho overdrafts with other questions that
confused the Jury. They were led to sup-
pose that they must consider some things
that they should not have considered.

'It
is always possible by turning a microscope
this way or that way to prove almost any-
thing by it. Taking the charge as a whole,
and especially the last proposition, I can't
conceive that the Jury was misled and mis-

understood as to what the duty was in
searching for the intent. I feel that the de-

fendants have had a fair trial, and. in view
of this fact. It Is my duty to overrule a
motion for a new trial. I am not sure that
If some of these objections had come up at
another time I would have entertained a
motion to quash."

Attorney Winter stepped forward to file
a motion in arrest of Judgment with the
clerk. Judge Baker and the district attor-
ney consulted for a few moments. The
court then said:

"The district attorney Informs me that
he will not insist on sentence being pro-
nounced to-da- y, and I think I will defer
this temporarily. It may be that I will
sentence Mr. Coffin a week from next Mon-
day. In the meantime, I shall request the
defendant to remain in this city."

"If Mr. Coffin has any intention of leav-
ing the city I do not know of it," rejoined
attorney Miller.

"I did not mean you to understand It that
way." remarked the court. "I did not
mean to Intimate that he might run off. I
thought he might think he was not needed
for a few days, and would go out of town."

"Mr. Coffin has come to the conclusion."
laughed Mr. Miller, "that the court can't
get along without him."

"Yes. sir: the court can get along with-
out Mr. Coffin or any other criminal," re-

torted Judge Baker.
The attorneys for Francis Coffin hope to

secure a supersedeas which will keep their
client out of prison. A writ of this charac-
ter can be granted by either the Judge of
the District or Circuit Court, in addition
to the United States Supreme Court. The
attorneys are confident that the Supreme
Court will grant a rehearing.
