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WALL STREET WEEKLY REVIEW.

Henry Clews says of the New York stock
market last week: “We have had a repe-
tition of the comparative quiet and the ab-
sence of outside interest that have char-
acterized business now for some weeks
past. There Is a fair traders’ market, with
moderate fluctuations in prices, and but lit-
tle more. This aspect seems to be due
less to any new distrusts than to the ab-
gence of any special factors stimulating
activity. It is perhaps no more than an
inclination to rest naturally following the
great spurt that set in with the syndicate
operation. The effects of that recovery
seem to Have exhausted themselves for

the time being, and a breathing spell ap-
pears to be In order.

Among caotious observers there has
been for spome time a disposition to doubt
whether, in the general business of the
country, affai;s may not have struck a
faster pace than conditions on the whole
warranied. The mcrease in industrial pro-
duction has been so great as to suggest

v aw

- & question whether supply might not be

found to surpass the wants of consump-
tion. The almost universal rise in wages
seems to have been as much & matter of
sentiment as of prudent business calcula-
tion. Higher wages have necessitated an
advance in prices; and higher prices have
naturally Induced caution laying in
stocks. Thus the first flush of industrial
recovery is begetting a certain amount of
hesitation in the distributing trades; and,
for the moment at least, there is some ten-
dency towaids react on. In some branches
of trade this tendency I8 encouraged by
the largeness of the Imports—an etfect on
the one hand of lower duties and on the
other of tae ‘rise in the prices of home
products. In the iron trade there is a
distinet reaction from the late large ad-
vance in prices and some contraction in

large voluntary advances in wages,
neutralized much of the benefit arising from
fre¢e raw material, amd, thus andi-
capped, it has to meet the competition of
large imports, of foreign fabrics. In like
way the t trade has advanced wages
and prices to a point at which the bhoot
and shoe trade are compelled to contract
at the same time thelr purchases of leather
and their product of goods. These are but

While the manufacturing interests may
have run into a temporary over expansion,
yet the reports from trade circles uni-
formly represent the retall trade as active
and healthy. If wages have been hastily
advanced, the working milllons hdve the
more money to spend, which will help to
take off any surplus production and to sup-
port the higher range of prices. The rail-
road situation is !mproving and is likely to
continue to do so as the crops come for-
ward for export, the movement of which
has thus far been tardy., The gold situa-
tion has entered upon a more assuring

ase. Produce Dills are gradually increas-
ing In volume. Europe is coming round to
accept the rise in cotton and wheat, and
both articles are consequently contributing
a su of exchange; and some
$7,000,000 of bankers’ bills have to be drawn
against the negotiation of that amount of
stoock of the Anaconda mine. Owlng to
these facts, the rates of exchange have
fallen below the specie-shipping point, apd
the general conclusiod in all street Is
that not only shall we export no more gold
this yvear, but may quite probably import
it. That .comlngelgc‘y must largely depend
upon the course our securities in the
foreign market. The cessation of gold ex-
ports will affect London favorably toward
Americans, and that fact would support
any upward tendency In prices on the home
market. At sent, the mining crage at
London and Paris must involve some neg-
lect of our investments; but the inflation
has reached such a high tersion that the
time cannot be far distant when prudent
operators will begin to realize upon the in-
flamnable stuff upon which they are ventur-
ing ' such high stakes,

“Upon the whole, therefors, we are far
from taking a gloomy view of the pros-
pects of this market. There is in the sit-
uation waterial enough for a further Im-
provement in values later on; and the spirit
among operators is such that they would
easily respond to any such tendency. It is
not a safe market to be heavily *‘short”

n, and the ‘‘bears’” evidently appreciate

t fact. Moderate declines In prices,
therefore, will afford promising opportuni-
ties for buying for moSerate profits. Quick
in-and-out transactions will be the most re-
munerative for the coming week.”

WHEAT MARKET WEAK AFTER
FIRST HOUR ON CHICAGO BOARD.

Firm <~ ables and Some Dinpaslllon )
Cover 0Old Sales Not Enough
to Prevent Decline.

CHICAGO, Oct, 5.—-}\'helt was weak and
weary to-day and the other markets fol-
lowed suit. Compared with Friday's clos-
ing prices declines for the gay amount to
15¢ in wheat, 3¢ in October, }@3%c in
May corn; %4e in October, and 14¢ in May
oats. The prices of provisions changed but
slightly. '

Wheat ruled rather dull, but showed
some strength during the first hour and
sold up lzc above the close last night,
then turned weak and fell off 1'4c and at
the close was about %c. The opening
public cables were firm and there was
some disposition among shorts to cover.
Frank Dunn was the leading buyer at the
start and bad a considerable following,
December selling from 604 e to 60%c. But
the demand was soon satisfied and the
buying came to a halt when prices began
to waver. Some of the early buyers began
to unload:; there was {ree short selling
and as the market got littie support there
was a steady drop of 1%¢ from the top
figures, December golng to % ec. North-
western receipts were again large, the ex-
portg were fully 5%,000 bu smaller than the
week previous and an Increase of over
2,000,000 bu in the visible supply is pre-
dicted. Armour was saild to be a heavy
scller of wheat against his enormous pur-
chases In the Northwest and the scalping
element was quite bearish. The weakness
in the Kaffir stock In Europe continues
and had a depressing influence, Pardridge
was a free seller early In the session, but
was thought to have covered it on .subse-
quent breaks. The estimate of twenty-five
cars for Monday and probably liberal run
all next week was the weak feature dur-
ing the latter part of the session. Decem-
ber opened at 604c, sold to 80%c, then
broke to 58%c and closed at that price bid.

The course of the fluctautions in corn
merely reflected in a weak way the changes
in the wheat market. Prices at the close
compared with the first quotations of the

day before, showed a decline of 3c per bu
in October, %@%c in December and % @%c
in May.
