6,000 CHATTANOOGA CITIZENS.

Speech 'by Grandson of Late Chief
Justice Marshall=First Session of
Woman's Council at Atlanta.

CHATTANOOGA, Tenn., Oct. 7.1t is es-
timated that at 4 o'clock to-day fully six
thousand people were assembled around the
Central Depot to see the Liberty Bell and
participate in the exercises. Rev, J. W,
Bachman opened with appropriate prayer,
which was followed by an address by at-
torney Lewis Coleman, grandson of the late
Chief Justice Marshall. In the course of
his remarks Mr. Coleman said:

“Tennessee, the old volunteer State, home
of Sevier and Shelby, heroes of King's
Mountain, and the great rear guard of the
revolution; of Jackson, the idol of his day,
the favorite of the multitude, who at New
Orleans saved us when we were about to
lo=¢ our cherished prize, comes to welcome

you to rest within our borders on your pil-

He =aid that he had
been drinking a great deal and needed
something to brace him up. He entered a
plea of gullty when charged with the erime
and the commissioner ed‘hl’s bond at
$,000. He was unable to furhish the
amount and went to_jail.

When arrested in. Baltimore Sunday
night Farden had but 3% on his person.
The balance of the money he had divided
with Barnett, spenang his own chare in
fast living. He makes no attempt to
dodge the charge, but EBays that he took
the money.

That is what troubles me
most—having to meet her in this kind of
a predicament, I could have taken more
money than I did had I been disposed to
There was $40,000 more in that safe that
I could have laid my hands on. 1 took
this one package because 1 did not want
any more. That fact seems (o me an
indication of my condition. T don't know
why I took it except that I didn't know
what T was doing. 5

“l have never stated how.much of the
money 1 gave to Barnett and don't ex-
pect to until the proper time comes. We
both went to St. Loulg from Terre Hauis
and from there 1 went to New Orleans,
I lost” Barnett somewhere between the two
cities. What did I do with the money?
Spent it having & big time, 1 lavighed.it
on wine and women and last a good part
of it on race horses at New Orleans, The
money's gone an_\'wa‘y and now 1 am
ready to suffer for -it. Its just anotlier
iflNustration of what whisky will do for
a man when it gets a good hold on him.”

Farden is a fine-appearing man of about
thirty-five. His wife is a very handsome
woman and is said to _be highly cultured.
She married Farden In Washington while
he was employed fn ane of the govern-
ment offices, They have three children.
Mre. Farden is at Terre Haute and was
preparing to return to her home in Wash-
ington when she learned Sunday night of
her husband’'s arrest. She t!_len abandoned
her plan of returning to Washington and
prepared to await her husband's return.
Farden says that while he was in New
Orleans he had a narrow escape from ar-
rest by a Pinkerton detective, He was
walking on the street one afternoon when
he was accosted by & beggar. The man
was ragged and wore an unkempt beard.
The applicant asked for 10 cents to buy
bread and Farden was on the point of
giving him the money when something in
the man's demeanor warned him that he
was in danger. He turned abruptly and
walked away, but before he had gone a
aquare he found that he was being fol-
lowed. He was then salisfied that the
rough-looking fellow behind him was a
Pinkerton detective Instead of a mendicant.
He managed to catch an electric car and
eluded his pursuer. He boarded the first
traln out of New Orleans and a day or
two later landed in Baltlmore, He was ar-
rested at the door of his boarding house
as he was returning from. the theatar.

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DURRANT TO TESTIFY

ALLEGED MURDERER OF BLANCHE
LAMONT WILL TAKE THE STAND.

Attorneys for the Defense Deny the
Statement that Durrant Asked Dr.
Graham for Lecture Notes.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal,, Oct. 7.—On the
opening of the eleventh week of the Dur-
ran trial to-morrow, the defense will make
a final struggle to break down the testi-
mony of the prosecution—a process which
is expected to last three days longer. A few
more students will be called to the stand,
several additional citizens will testify to
Durrant's excellent reputation, and then
the defendant himself will be called to the
witness stand. It Is the intention of the
defense to have Durrant recount the history
of his adventures on April 3, from the time
he ‘accompanied Blanche Lamont to school
until the hour when he retired to rest in
his father's house. It is yunderstood that
the defendant's testimony will be guarded-
ly given, for the purpose of shutting off
cross-examination by the district attorney.
Under the law, as lald down by the Su-
preme Court of the State, a witness can-
not be cross-examined except on actual
matters brought out on direct examination.
The defense intends to leave no loopholes
for the attack of the prosecution. A sched-
ule of time for the close of the trial is
as follows:

On Thursday attorney Duprey will close
the case for the defense; Friday and Mon-
day will be occupled by District Attorney
Barnes in rebuttal. Tuesday will be passed
in further rebuttal; on ‘ednesday the
opening argument of the prosecution wil
be made, and Thursday, Friday and Mon-
day the closing efforts of the defense will
be made. The next day the district altor-
ney will close for the prosecution. It is
confidently expeeted that Judge Murphy
will charge the jury not later than the
morning of Wednesday, Oect, 24

Naturally the subject uppermost jn attor-
ney Duprey's mind to-day was the d g~
ing statement made by Dr. Gilbert F. Gra-
ham against Durrant, which was published
to-day. The knowledge that urrant's
classmate had announced his intention to
£0 on the witness stand and testirﬁ that
the accused had confessed to him that he
had no notes of Dr. Cheney's lecture net-
tled the attorney not a little, although he
declared he was confident of breaking Gra-
ham down on cross-examination,

“What do I think of Graham’s siate-
ment?’ said Mr. Duprey. “I am amazed at
it. I cannot understand it, really. 1 have
talked with Graham and he has never men-
tioned such a thing to me. In fact, he de-
nied in the presence of four witnesses that
Durrant had ever made an improper propo-
gition to him. T had heard that he was
likely to make such a statement, and asked
him point blank regarding the matter. He
declared positively that nothing out of the
way had taken place during his interview
with Durrant. I was very favorably im-

ressed with Graham, and believed—and

lieve yet, as far as that is concerned—
that he told me the truth. He struck me
as being a quiet, intelligent young fellow,
who could not he led to say' anything he
did not mean, But the statement he now
makes to the police surprises me."

“Now, 1 want to tell you somethin
continued Mr, Duprey, as he shook
finger impresdively. “We have si
landed Dr. Graham in an uncomfortable

ace. He says now that Durrant told him

e had no notes of that lecture, and wanted
to bhorrow his (Graham's), presumably to
copy them, in order to bolster up an alibi
Now, the fact of the matter is, Durrant's
notes of Dr. Cheney's lecture were in the
possession of General Dickinson and my-
self lorg before Graham ever called at the
jajl.

Naval Maneuvers.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 7.—The North At-
lantic squadron will go to =ea again in a
few days from the Chesapeake bay to re-
sume evolutions, It is probable that the
entire squadron, reinforced hy the Maine
and Texas, and perhaps the battle ship In-
diana, will continue these evolutions on a
larger scale in soutHern waters during the
approaching winter, though the details of
‘the winter crulse have not been definitely

For the first time
since we began to bulld a .nodern navy, the
opportunity is now In reach, and this is
the work the squadron is aow carryving on,
and which it will continue “uring-the win-
ter, for very much remains to be done,
