OPERATORS AND MINERS.

Conference of Emploeyers and Em-
ployen In the Plittshurg Conl Distriet.

PITTSBURG, Pa., Oct. 10.—A conference

‘of railroad coal operators and miners of

the Pittsburg district,
uniform ecale of wages, was held here
to-day. There is a large attendance of
miners and operafors, fifty-four companies,
and from 12,000 to 15,000 miners being rep-
resented. Operator Dempsey ralsed a coms
motion with the guestion of the right of
District President Calrns to a seat and
vote in the convention. President Penna,
of the miners' union, scored the operators
and =aild he askel for nothing but fair
piay. Another tilt was precipitated when a

motion was made that a gcommittee’ be ap-

pointed to invite President Dearmit, of the
New York & Chicago Gas Coal Company
(who is .not a member of the operators’
association) 1o come hefore the
meeting and give his views on ‘‘uniform-
ity." After a heated discussion, the com-
mittee was appointed. Later Mr. Dearmit
appeared and gave his views, the gist of
which s that uniformity means a certain
rate for 2,000 pounds, no limit to wagons,
uniform screens, and cash payments. He
upheld the system carried out by his com-
pany, and concluded by saying he would
pay as much as any other operator, but it
must be on the above basis, and be pul
in fact before he would
enter into any agreement. He would: not
irust to promises.

Colonel W. P. Rend made a reply, ar-
ralgning Mr. Dearmit for having ruined
the coal business. An adjournment was
then taken until to-morrow. -

CALL TO COLORED MEN.

to arrange for a

Asked to Meet in National Conven-
tion Next December.

CHICAGO, Oct, 10.—A call has been is-
sued by a committee of prominent negroes

from many States in the Union for a na-
tional conference of colored men, to meet
at Detroit, Mich., on the 12th of December,
1895. The call, which s a lengthy one,
says In part:

“We had hoped that after the national
convention of colored men In Washington,

1873, we would have no further necessity for
colored conventions;that the legislation then
before Congress would work out the com-

plete citizenship of the negro and place him
in ssion of the means to protect him-
sel} in the exercise of his rights, But here
we are to-day, thirty years from the evemt
f emnclp&tlon. and millions of free men
are practically disfranchised, the Consti-
tution of the United States set at defiance,
colored American citizens not allowed free-
dom of locomotion, the freedom of decent
t rtation; municipal corporations
granting license to private ecitizens to deny
us accommodation In hotels, restaurants,
barber shops, places of amusement, edc.;
the existence of mob and lynch law in
disposing of colored men and women ar-
rested on suspicion of commitiing gross
offenses. These are some of the reasons
why a national convention of colored men
should be called and a consultation held
on this terrible condition of the American
negro as a citigen and a man in this ‘free
and enlightened civiiization.”

Grand Trank Passeuger Train

THE NEXT POPE.

Much Concern Regarding the Sue-

cessor of Leo XIIIL

Bernard Morgan, in Donahoe’s,

lLeo was already an old man when he
assumed the tiara, and from the beginnin
there has been copsiderable speculation an
mantpulation concerning his successor. As
far back as 1884, Cardinal Czacki was the
leader of a group of cardinals who looked
upon Mgr. Battaglini, the cardinal-arch-
bishop of Bologna, as the next Pope.
Death, however, removed him, and opened
the fleld for further conjecture, It is an
gpen secret that Cardinal Zigllara was at
one time Leo’'s own choice. With Cardinal
Pecci, the Pope's brother, and Mgr. Satolli,
Zigliara contributed a great deal to the
scientific renalesance of Thomisgtic philos-
ophy, and it was he who furnished the
Pontiff with the most important materials |
for the social encyclical “Novarum Rer-
am.” Death again intervened. Death, too,
has removed Cardinal Lavigerie, who was
the most prominent of all the non-Italian,
eardinals of the present reign. Monaco
and San Felice are no more spoken of.
Cardinal Gibbons has been mentioned even
in Italy, and in 15880 Sig. De Cesare thought
it worth while to discredit his candidature
there by animadversions on his strength
of character and learning. But in truth he
might have spared himself the trouble,
Cardinal Gibbons is just as likely to be
Pope as Cardinal Vaugfan.

Unless some contingency arises, making
it necessary for the Pope to leave Rome,
ther is no probability at present of a non-
Italian being elected. The ideal Pope of the
situation would seem to be an Italian by
nintlonal!ty and a cosmopolitan by associa-
tion.

In looking for the next Pope there is one
very important fact to be gulded by. With
three or four exceptions the members of
the Sacred College are of Leo's creation,
and, presumably! in a general sense, admir-
ers of his policy. The prelate whom he de-
signes by word or distinctions will have the
sympathies of the electors. Among the
prominent pabilities Cardinal Rampolla,
the Pope's Secretary of State, Is a finished
diplomatist, but if he possesses other quali-
fications they are not generally known:

cers of the various roads have come
to the conclusion that something had
o be done quickly 1o averi serious
trouble. With the utmost Secrecy a meei-
ing was arranged, which came off at the
U'nion league Club. Heretofore such meet-
ings were held at the Western Associatdon
rooms, but the latter place was considered
too public. The éxecutive officials who at-
tended the meeting used every possibie pre-

caution to preveni the facy¥of their having |

met from becoming known. All the Chicago
Western lines were represented by thewr
vice presidents and general managers, and
of the St. Louis lines, the Missourl Pacific,
Wabash apd Missouri, Kansas & Texas
were represented. The absentees were the
Union Paclfic, the Rio Grande road, the
Fort Scott & Memphis and a number of
less important lines. The failure of the last-
named roads to put in an appearance
proved fatal to the object of the meeting
and when an adjournment was finaily taken
a settlement of existing troubles, it is
said, appeared to be as far off as ever. Al-
though the proceedings are said to have
been entirely informal yet it took several
hours to discuss the situation. The debate
at times is said to have been guite ani-

mated and some of the executive officers |

Army of the Republic.

Albert D. Shaw, one of the delggates at
large from the State of New Yo to the
late National Encampment of the Grand
Army of the Republic, has been writing
some interesting descriptive letters to the
Watertown Standard. Of Mr, Watterson's
address of welcome, Mr. Shaw says:

WOLVES IN EUROPE.

Methods of Hunting the Animals in
the Northern Rexglons.

New York Evenl Sun.

In spite of the effo made to extermin-
atal them, Etuhere al dm jl great bmthy
wolves in rope, n u Yy the
reports of the p::h:taram!'s made dbgmawu fe-
rocious beasts in Norway duri the past
few years, their number would seem 15
have increased rather than diminished in
that country. Many elks were killed by
them last winter, besides a considerable
number of domestic animals,

Wholves are seld troublesome during the
spring and summér, when they generally
remain in the woodlands., but in the winter
the Laplander is always on hils guard, for
it is generally during the severe cold
weather that thev descend in flocks to the
ogen country. While herding their reindeer
the Lapps may often spend weeks without
a hint of the approach of wolves, and then,
suddenly. without the least warning. they
will bear the e¢ry of the watch-
ers:  “The wolves are coming.” This
alarm, at what hour soever it may come,
is the =ignal for all the inhabitants of the
camp to rush out and defend the animals
on which their llvelihood depends. On such
occasionsg their dogs, of which they always
have a plentiful supply, are of great value;
for by their barking and snapping they
k the enemy at bay until the arrival of
their owners. The amount of mischief done
by these wolves is inconceivable, for not
only will they kill a large number of rein-
deer, if the latter are not properly pro-
tected, but they lacerate and wound as
many as possible, while the rest of the
herd is scattered In all directions.

There are various ways of hunting the
wolf. The Lapps chase them with no other
arms than a strong cudgel, and, under
favorable conditions, often run them down
and dispatch them with a couple of blows
across the loins.

Another method, which i much prac-
ticed in Scandinavia when the wolves be-
come more than usually troublesome, is
“driving,"” for which purpose a large num-
ber of peasants, sometimes as many as a
thousand, assemble under the conduct of
an experienced leader and beat immense
tracts of country. While this method is.
as a rule, unsuccessful in summer, when
the wolves generally hide under thick cov-
er, it is one of the best in winter months.
Having traced the animals to a certain
place, the pursuers form a clirele Into
which the tracks lead, but from which
there are no outgolng tracks, and having
stationed a line of guns to leeward, with
stops at either side, the beaters dprive
the cover down wind. As a general rule
wolves are easily driven in the winter, but
occasionally- they break back and escape.

An idea of the success that these drivers
sometimes meet with may be had from-the
description glven by a writer who assist-
ed at a drive in which fifteen _hundred per-
son® were engaged. Twenty-seven wolves
were killed on the first day and nine on
the second, while a great many of them
were driven into their fastnesses among
the rocks, where, being blocked up with
stones, they must have died of hunger.

“Trape, pitfalls and poison are also used
as o means of getting rid ‘of wolves, but
perhaps the most interesting method is
that in which a pig 18 used to attrast the
wolves. The '‘sportsmen. who generally
choose a nwonlir.ht night for the purpose,
sst out on a slelgh toward a tract of for-
est or snow-covered level where wolves
have lately been seen. Having arrived at
the place, a pig which they have brought
with them is made to squeal, which 1n-
variably attracts every wolf in the neigh-
borhocu{ I'nless, however, there I8 a
great number of them they will seldom
apgroach the llel.lthh.";o as loonm:a ':he
sportamen notice lrpfmh they
jt';):\p out and hide behind rocks dn order
to get a shot.
