COMPANY TO TERMS.

Many Improvements Made at Jeffer-
somnville and Prison Odor Re-
moved—Changes in Rales,

Warden Hert arrvived last night from
Jeffersonville and registered at the Den-
ison. He is attending to some business in
connection with the Patton contract. The
Patton company, it will be remembered,

owes the State $0000 from the account
which ended up to the time that Wasden
Patten was succeeded by Mr, Hert, and the
State has brought suit for its collection.
Warden Hert refused to allow the com-

pany to have the labor unless paid for
promptly and Oct. 10 was the last day., It

was then a question whether the cells
would remain locked or the company pay

the amount due for labor since Mr. Hert
assumed control, and the company showed
up with a check for $2,600. There is, there-
fore, nothing owing from the company for
labor during the term of the present man-

agement, and Mr. Hert says that he will
not allow the account to accumulate,
“The prison has been cleaned, painted
and freshened from top to bottom,’” said

PLACED ON TRIAL, 33T SUDDENLY
INTERRUPIED.

One of the Jaroras Charged with Hav-
ing Expressed an Opinion Ade-
verse to the Piaintiff.

The interminable Springer case, in which
Willlam G. Springer seeks to recover for
the loss of the services of his minor son
who was injured in the Thorpe Block sev-
eral yvears ago, was put on trial yesterday
in the Circuit Court, but as usual before
night there was a hitch in the proceedings.

After Im-
paneling and addressing the jury in the
second trial yesterday attorney Rooker
learned that juror Stearns had once told
Mrs, Isabella Whipple, one of his wit-
nesses, that the Springers might as well
not push their case, as they could recover
nothing. As soon as Lhe witness could be
secured the attention of Judge Brown was
called to the matter. Mrs. Whipple told
the court that while she was living with
Mrs. Hinshaw, Mr. Stearns’s mother in-law,
she had a conversation with him about the
Springer case. It was just after she had

come from the court room where she had
been called as a witness, It was then that

Mr. Stearns said:

“The Springers might as well not push
that case.

ART AND LITERATURE.

How They Are Closely United—Second
Lecture by W, M. R, Frencoh.

Another lecture was given last evening by
Mr. W, M. R. Freneh, In the university
extension leoture course.. The subject was
cemposition in literature and art. He first
reviewed briefly the lecture of the preced-

Ing week and explained the object of
the new lecture, in which he hoped to trace

THE UNHEALTHY ENGLISH BOOM IN

SOUTH AFRICAN STOCKS,

New Securities Whoese Arrival Has
Dwarfed All Other Investments

Offered in the London Market.

Since last autumn the city (meaning Lon-
don) has witnessed the gradual development
of what is now widely knogn as the “min-
ing boom.” Though of small dimensions in
its initial stages, the speculative rise in

South African and other mining stocks has
by degrees assumed dimensions which place
it foremost among the economic featurces
of the moment, and also among the topics
of the day. There can scarcely be a per-
son in the United Kingdom who s not
aware of its existence. Everybody speaks
of it, or hears others discuss it; everybody
presumed to have some means is the re-
cipient of at least five or =ix mining pros-
pectuseés a week,

The papers teem with long advertise-
ments containing the prospectuses of new
mining companieg, and almost every dally
journal has conceded a special column to
“the mining market,”” which, comet-like,
for the time being obscures with its promi-
nence all other objects on the firmament of
finance. A whole mushroom press has
sprung up in the city, largely called forth
by the festering sun of company advertis-
ing on an unstinted scale. Perhaps £5,00 a
week -is now spent in bringing new mining

ventures to the notice of the public.

The Stock Exchange is so active that
“after hoursg” huge concourses of people
have often obstructed traffic in Throgmor-
ton street to an extent which hecessitated
police intervention; the three fortnightly
settlement days had to be augmented by
one, because It was impossible to crowd
all the work within the cusiomary time;
many firms of stock brokers have been
forced to double their staff and keep their
offices open night and day at times; and
all this upheaval emanates exclusively from
the activity in the mining markel, the
other departments being qulet in the ex-
treme.

In clubs and trains, in
and boudoirs,people are discussing *
ands “Modders.”” Even tradesmen and old
ladies have taken to studying the mining
manual, the rules of the Stock Exchange
and the highways and byways of stock
brokerage. uent instances are quoted
of persons who have made mapy thou-
sands by “judiclous operations,” and there
are very few people who do not wish to
reach the same desirable end along the
same apparently easy way. In short. we
are in the midst of one of thase eras of
speculative activity which, as all students

{ of finance and economics know, are con-

stantly alternating with perfods of stag-
naé?i‘:' did this “boom” arise? What are
its mediate and immediate causes? What
are its features? What consequences has
it, and to what end will it lead?
INDIRECT CAUSE OF THE BOOM,
The indirect cause of the boom lies iIn
the inevitable results of the period of
stagnation which followed in the wake of
the wild financiering of 1887-188). We are
always producing fresh capital, and we
have so much of it that unless there is a
constant overflow to foreign countries we
become glutted with “money’ to an extent
which most seriously reduces the yield of
capital. Since 1891 but little of our surplus
wealth has found its way abroad, by rea-

son of the lack of confidence in foreign
borrowers, and the consequence has been
the gradual appreciation of all good in-
vestments and the attendant serious de-
crease in the loan value of all capital.
The enormous rise in consols, home rall-
way stocks, and the like, has, as is xen-
erally known, been one main result of an
excessive store of loanable capital.

As we kept on creating more wealth
every day the position became al last so
untenable that any fair field for investment
was bound to recelve due attention on the
pdart of the capitalists. At the same time
the financiers of the city, who had passed
three most unprofitable years of stagnation,
were sure to support anything lhl’t’ could
revive their business. The “financial’’ press,
which had been languishing from the same
cause, could be relied upon to encourage
any moyement that was likely to bring
grist to its mill. Hence conditions were ex-
tremely favorable for any promising sphere
of investment. Yet where could such a
field be found? South America was practi-
cally still in the bankruptcy court, Aus-
tralia had not nearly recovered from the
economie ordeal through which it had just
passed, there was war in the far East, and
the United States, the greatest employer
of British eapital, acute depression contin-
ued to prevail and transatiantic railway se-
curities still sighed under the stigma of
their recent misfortunes, of some flagrant
instances of mismanagement and dishon-
esty and of the apparent dangers of injur-
jous silver or tariff legislation,

ENTER THE “KAFFIRS."

At this juncture South African mining
stocks began to attract attention. Espe-
cially the recent application of tha cyanide
process on a large scale resulted in vastly
increasing profits. The monthly output kept
on growing steadily, there was a gradual
improvement in dividends, and there was
glowing reports of new discoveries, The
regularity of the output of many well-
known mines began to impress people. The
German government dispatched an expert,
Dr. Schmeisser, who, after painstaking and
impartial investigation, published a very fa-
vorable report, amilton Smith, a mining
engineer, understood to have been employed
in the house of Rothschild, went to the
Witwatersrand district, and In the Times
stated views as sanguine and well-authenti-
cated as his German confrere.

Of these and other reports which cre-
ater a profound impression, the@leading
South African financlers made good use.
These magnates have been biding their
time for years, and were eady to promote
a rise. People were now cnly more favora-

(bly impressed with the same shares which

they had with excellent ‘eason denounced
five short years ago. The Investor was
waiting, vawning for a profitable field of
investment; the talented leaders of Rand
finance, full of resources, set their levers
in meotion, and within a very short time
they “engineered a boom™ more acute and
widespread than anything =seen since the
days of the railway mania,

Within little more than half a year the
condition of timid enterprise had gradually
degenerated into a craze for reckless specu-
lation and a huge advance in values has
taken place. The aggregate quotation of
Witwatersrand shares alone has risen from
£30.000,000 last autumn to some £150,000,000
now. ‘There have been some phenomenal
riseg, eclipsing by [ar the most remarkable
increases in quotations recorded during the

reat railway sPeculnlon. Some shares

ave within a few years iisen 3.00 per
cent., where so far they never yielded a
farthing in dividends. Instances of stocks
which quoted 1,000 or 1500 per cent. of their
face value are common, and a rise of a few
hundred per cent, during the whole cam-
paign is r as small and unsatisfac-
tory. Almost every new issue of shares s
subscribed for many times over, and in
some instances millions of money are read-
ily supplied without questioning or condi-
tions for purposes which nobody can de-

fine.
MINES OF RBESOURCES.

Then turning to the mines and their re--

sources, Mr. Van Oss writes thus:
Of the gold mines and of the industry

one could not speak otherwise than in
terms of praise. lLong before the Cape mall
train reaches Johannesburg one percelves

an endless row of huge works with tall
chimneys and huge yellow heaps of tail-

ings, which, over a distance of more than
a score of milex, lines the top of the es-
carpment called Witwatersrand. These
works, which now directly employ fifty
thousand native miners and eight thousand
Europeans, crush with their 2700 stamps
enough rock to produce over 200000 ounces
of gold a month, and the output of ore Is

this assumption—there will be an output of

eafely assume represents only a

poor 21, per cent. upon the present market
value of the gold shares, which, on the
basis of the present prices and dividends,
vield, on the average, considerably less than
2 per cent. net.

THE FINANCIAL SICE,

Returning again to the financial side of
the question the writer thus takes up the
characteristics of “Rand"” finance and of the
mining market: :

The beginning of the industrial activity
in and near Johannesburg coincided with
the abatement of speculative aectivity in
Kimberley, where the gradual consolidation
of the diamond industry spoiled business

-Hence the moving spirits of the diamond
fields, good and bad, migrated to the “Rand.”

When the foreign public was first invited
to lend its capital to makers of the “Rand”
the feature of the formation and the possi-
bility of those technical perfections weare
not realized even by the most sanguine,
Even had they been, we ht have s*en
“Rand’”’ on a basis entirely different from
what it is now.

There would perhaps have been a few
concerns with a large capital issuing sonds
and shares of a large nominal amount to
investors, but the actual state of affairs
became widely different. A bond issued by
a mine would have been a kind of financial
monstrosity, and adhesion to the custom of
using £1 shares was dictated by the condi-
tions of the moment. This small share was
eminently sulted to all concerned. By vir-
tue of itz low nominal amount it appealed
to the multitude with savings, and by rea-
son of its enormous comparative fluctua-
tions, often 12% r ceni. and never less
than 215, it appealed to the speculator and
the wire puller,

Notably the system of small companies
with £100,000 or £150,000 capital at the most
suited the Johannisburg financiers. It re-
sulted, from the outset, in a system of
“control’” which has left its trail over the
entire history of “Rand’" finance,and has al-
ways been Its greatest drawback. The "'syn-
dicate” pegged out claims and combined
them, It broufht out companies whereof it
took nearly all the cash and enough shares
to remein master in spite of the transefer
of the rty. It, with its members or
its successful successor, who, after inter-
necine strife, had ousted or bested his part-
ners and rivals, effected amalgamations and
pu s and reconstructions which ren-
dered the history of most mlu. com-
plex and dismal and Ine both the
wealth and power of the "boss.™

The result is that to-day we behold a
state of affairs closely akin to that of the
American railway world of twenly years
ago. Among the hundred leading companies
there are few, indeed, whose history is
free from stains due to avtocratic and ir-
responsible management. True, many of
them have such a strong consiitution that
they ‘have emerged almost unscathed from
the ordeal through which their *“‘boss” has

made them paes, and if most magnates of |

the ““Rand’” have taken and demolished with
one hand, they have undoubtedly aiso glven
and bullt up with the other. er al
mines, however, good and bad alike, there

hangs the sword of “‘control.” suspended by |

the horsehair of expediency.
