SANQUILLEY'S

AMERICAN CITIZEN CHARGED WITH
REBELLING AGAINST SPAIN,

Grounds on Which the Atiorney-Gen-
eral of Cuaba Asks that a Patriot
Be Imprisoned for Life.

HAVANA, Oct. 36—In the trial of Gen.
Julio Banguilly, an American citizen, on the
charge of rebellion against the Spanish gov-
ernment, the Attorney-general, Senor En-
julo, in concluding his argument to-day,
asked that the sentence of Imprisonment
for life be imposed on the priscner. Senor

Enjulo made the following conclusions:

“First—Julio Sanguilly, an American citl-
zen since 1883, is a born resident of this
izsland, and was, up to bhis arrest on Feb,
2i, of this year, one of the most energetic
ringleaders and instigators of the armed
revolution that since said date has broken
out against the mother country with the
alm of obtaining the Independence of Cuba,
He was chosen to take the lead in this
province and also In Matanzas and =Hanta
Clara, and was named as chlef leader and
delégate of the Revolutionary Junta of New
York, having the power of appointing here
the leaders he thought proper. Among
those whom he selected was Col. Jose V.
Ascuy.

“Second—These crimes constitute the
erime of rebellion, which Is provided for in
Article 237, and the following paragraph,
und by Article 238 of the penal code.

“Third—Julio SBanguilly is responsible for
having directly taken part in the rebellion,

“Fourth—There are no clrecumsiances
tending to mitigate the punishment which
he has justly incurred, and which I demand
the court to inflict on him, namely, Imrrix-
oned for life, as provided for in Article 53
of the penal code, and that he be sentenced
to pay half of the expenses of the trial.”

The defense of the prisoner I2 not known,
Julio Sanguillly, it is clalmed, has a very
bad record, and it is reported that the Cu-
bans threatened to assassinate him if he
was released from custody, He was ar-
rested in Havapa during the month of Feb-
ruary last, with Agulrra, Ramon Perez,
Trujlio and others, and was incarcerated
in the Cabanas prison on the charge of hav-
ing rebelled against tio» Spanish govern-
ment. Sanguilly fought with zeal and cour-
age during the revoll of 1868, and rose from
o private soldler to the rank of general.

But his conduct recently has not met with
the approval «f the patriots. He is said
to have been short In his accounts with a
railroad company at Havana a few years
ago, and It is claimed that he gambled
away half of the funds collected by Manuel
Garcia, which were given into his care to
be used in the cause of Cuba, and some
surprise was expregsed at the fact that he
was granted citizenship papers In New
York. Then, again, a rumor was circulated
in Havana some time after his arrest that
he had been pald $£500 by the Spanish
overnment, guaranteed protection and of-
ered a position in the Philippine islands,

In any case, S‘nngulﬂr. after being taken
into custody, appeal to Consul-general
Willlams, at Havana, and the latter cabled
to the State Department at Washington
soon afterward that the American citizen-
ghip of the prisoner having been estab-
lished to the satisfaction of the Captain
General of Cuba, his trial, in accordance
with treaty stipulations, had been trans-
ferred from the court-martial to the elvil
tribunal. This was In March last. In Mayy
the General's eldest son, a boy of fifteen,
was also locked up in the Cabanas fortress,
to prevent him, it was presumedd, from tell-
ing what he knew of hus father's affairs to
the revolutionists. Later in the same month
Sanguilly was reported to be dying of con-
sumption, and another story had it that he
was to be taken to Spain and liberated,
His trial began on May 30, and now seems
to be upon the point of closing.

In co-operation with the crulsers Aliedo
and Alonzo Pinzon, who directed a well-
aimed fire on the insurgents at Playa Mata,
the troops have inflicted a defeat there on
the insurgents, and at Mount Capiro the
troops captured strong positions which were
held by eight hundred of the enemy, who
were ven from thelr camp with the loss
of twenty-four killed and leaving behind
them fifteen rifles, seven machetes, flve
horses and a medicine chest, The insurgents
had many wounded, but they succeeded in
carrying them away.

Street Rallway Employes.

Amendments were adopted
with the view of levying a greater tax on
local associations to raise more means for
organization purposes. It was decided that
the national organization shall receive 10
cents of each 5 cents of the per capita tax
in the local unions, It shall also recelve 10
cents per capita tax on May 1 of each year.
“This arrangement,” sald President Mahon
“will increase the revenue of the national
organization about 8000 per year for or-
ganization purposes.” A death and dis-
ability fund was provided for by devoting 2
per cent. of the general fund to that pur-
pose.

CONSTITUTION MAKERS.

South Careolinlans Trying to Frame n
Law Forbidding Mixed Marringes.

Oct. 16.—<The South
Carolina constitutional convention reas-
sembled to-day. The negro cohabitation
question again came up and the whole sub-
ject was recommitted when the convention
took a recess. The provision under con-
sideration declares that It should be un-
lawful for any white person to marry
with any person having negro blood In
his or her veins and providing for the
punishment of cchabitation by the Legis-
lature. An amendment was introduced this
morning excepting from the provisions of
the law those people of the Stale who
although they have slight intermixture of
negro blood have the status of white peo-
ple. There is much difference of opinion
as to what Is best to be done about this
class and consequently the committee was
instructed to bring in another provision,
which 1t is hoped will meet the approval
of everybody.

The rest of the day was spent in dis-
cussing the legislative committee report,
the principal action being tue rejection of
a provision preventing legislators and
jucrges from being candidates for any other
office and preventing the Legislature from
passing a special law as to incorporating
towns or &s to county governments, mak-
ing such laws neral in their applica-
tion. Senator Tillman mntroduced a reso-
lution providing for the holding of an-
other constitutional convention in 1916 and
every twenty years thereafter. This was
defeated by a vote of & to 4i.

The night session of the convention was
devold of special interest except that in the
discussion of the bill of rights the conven-
tion struck out the section declaring. that
the right of suffrage should not be abridged
on account of race, color or previous con-
ditton, and the section declaring that
peither slavery nor Involuntary servitude
gshould exist in the State except as a' pun-
lshment for crime whereof the party shall
have been duly convicted. It was urged that
both of thesa guestions were covered full
by provisions in the United States Consti-
tution. The negro members tried to get
a yea and nay vote on striking them out,
but they couid not get the necessary ten
members to back them in the demand. A
few members wanted to retain the sec-
tions, as they belleved it would do no harm
to reiterate the principles contained in
them, but an overwhelming majority, on a
viva voce vote, struck out the section.
There was a great deal of discussion on the
section providing for “free and open' elec-
tions, nator Tillman wanted to strike
out the section and let the suffrage com-
mittee deal with the question. The con-
sideration of the section was postponed
until the suffrage question is disposed of,
and It has been made a speclal order for
next Wednesday.

FLIGHT OF A BANKER.

Deeded His Property to a Son and
Locked the Office Safe.

ORIENTAL AFFAIRS,

Russin's Demand on Japan Has Cansed
Bltterness Againat Europeans,
SAN FRANCISCO, Oct, 16.—Advices by
mail from Tokio, Japan, dated Sept. 27,
state that Japan has been forved to com-
ply with Russia’s demand for a speedy
withdrawal of the Japanese troops from
the Liao Tung peninsula. France and Ger-
many joined in the demand, and the Jap-
anese government was in no position to
defy three European powers. The an-
nouncement of Russia's purpose took Japan
by surprise. This proceeding has caused
renewed bitterness in Japan against Euro-

peans. The Japanese also charge their
own Ministry with connlving at the na-
tion's dishonor,

A feeling of hostility toward foreigners
in China s sald to be rapidly increasing.
Additional atrocities are feared. The pro-
ceedings at Ku-Cheng are conducted with
flagrant deflance of justice and order. The
contral government seems powerless to as-
sert its authority, even if genuinely in-
clined to do so. The American residents
who appealed Lo Washington for the ap-
pointment of a commission to investigate
the Sze-Chuan outrages are beginning to
doubt the expediency of that measure.
The Sze-Chuan affair s almost forgotten
since the occurrence of the deeper tragedy,
and it is felt what energy is shown by
the United States government should be di-
rected to a more useful purpose than the
apportionment of damages for misslonary
property destroyed. Immediate action of a
much more decided nature is imperatively
required. Questions of life and death are
imminent, and it i{s thought pecunijary con-
siderations might be deferred.

Garrett and
Meyer are held for interfering with the
Indian police when they were evicting
settlers. Relators in their petition aver
that Agent Beck has no Jurisdiction over
the strip of territory on which the ar-
rests were made, as It is on the part of
the so-called reservation 1yin within
Thurston county. Prior to 1888, the petition
states, there was a tribe of Indians living
thera known as the Winnebagoes, The
tribe was wholly dissolv in that year,
every member thereof becoming a citizen of
the United States. Since that date theare
has not Dbeen any tribe of Indians
occupying that territory. A writ
was : to issue Judge
Shiras, directed against Agent Beck
and David St CK’ chief of the Indlan po-
lice, requiring them to appear before the
federal court Thursday to show by what
authority they hold the prisoners.

DUNHAM GETS $15,000.

Allyn Must Pay for Alilenating Affec-
tions of the Ex-Congressman's Wife.

CHICAGO, Oect. 16.—Ex-Congresesman R,
W. Dunham was to-day awarded $15,000
damages by a jury against Major Allyn for
allenation of his wife's affections. Dunham
had asked 50,000, but as two of the jurors
were In favor of a verdict for Allyn on the
first ballot, $15,000 was agreed upon as a
compromise. The suit was begun in August,
1893. It was preceded by a divorce suit of
Elizabeth R. Dunham against the ex-Con-
gressman, brought in South Dakota. The
week before Mrs. Dunham began her suit
in that State Dunham began a suit in this
county, asking for a separation, charging
infidelity. Allyn was named as co-respond-
ent. Mrs. Dunham obtained a decree, and
when Dunham's divorce suit came to trial
in Judge MoConnell’s court the judge ig-
nored the South Dakota decree and gave
Duuaham a diverce. But his wife took an
appeal, which is now pending in the Su-
preme Court. Soon after the South Dakota
divorce was granted Mrs. Dunham was
married to Allyn. Immedlately after the
verdict of the jury was read Major Allyn's
attorney entered a motion for a new trial,

If this is denled an appeal will be taken to
the Supreme Court.

THE “NILE OF THE NORTH.”

Sixth Largest River in the World Dis-
covered by Dr. Bell.

OTTAWA, Ont., Oct. 16.—The expedition
of Dr, Bell, of the Geological Survey, un-

dertaken last June, into the fastnesses of
British America by a route directiy north
from Ottawa to Ruppert's House, on James
bay, has resulted In the discovery of a
river which Dr. Bell describes as the *“Nlile
of the North,” and the sixth largest river
in the world. Its average width is a mile,
and it is five hundred miles long. It has
three large tributaries, one rising north of
Three Rivers, another in the lLake St Joan
region, and the third near Lake Mistassini,
A primeval forest skirts the river's brink
the whole distance, which is navigable to
the rapids near the north,

Wholesale Smuggling.

ST. JOHNS, N. 8., Oct. 16—Wholesale
smuggling has been practiced here for years,
as proven by the confessions of the smug-
glers now in custody, almost in the very
presence of the customs officials. Enormous
quantities ¢f rum have been brought in and
the revenue has been defrauded to the ex-
tent of thousands of dollars, One schocner
owner, during the past twelve months, has
brought from St. Plerre 4,200 gallons of rum,
depriving the colony of about $10,000 in duty,
and he |8 only one of the many engaged in
the same business.

NEW ORLEANS, Oct. 16.—Jerome L.
Coulter, defaulting city treasurer of
Omaha, was arrested at a boarding house
to-night on a telegram from Chief of Po-
lice Siegvart, of Omaha. He had been in
the city several weeks and had obtained
entry to the clubs. Only £ was found on
him. Coulter claims tLhat there is no
charge against him and that he is the
victim of a political fight. He says he
was here looking for occupation.

Ramsey Succeeds Hays,

ST. LOUIS, Oct. 16.—A special to the
Republic from New York city states that
the directors of the Wabash road met to-
day and formally accepted the resignation of
Vice President and General"Manager Hayvs,
who hag been appointed to a similar posi-
tion with the Grand Trunk road.

MEN WHO MAKE RAIN

ASSEMBLE IN THIS CITY IN ANNUAL
CONVENTION,

Tendered a Banquet at the Grand by
the “*Meteorological” Committee
of the Board of Trade.

The forecast officers of the State's weath-
er service and directors of the Weather
Bureau were tendered a banguet at the
Grand last evening by the “meteorclogical”
committee of the Board of Trade. Presi-
dent Gordon, of the board, acted as®™oast-
master, and a good one he was. After
the repast there were a number of toasts,

Through the west windows there blew a
west wind, coming from the direction of-
the general drift of the atmosphere. Late
in the evening light clouds began to gath-
er, but the climatic conditions were good
for fair weather. At times the speakers
were greeted with thunderous applause,
for some of the remarks were as sharp
2s lightning. During the speaking no me-
teoric displays were observed. The tem-
perature of the room began at normal,
but increased during the evening. Some

of those present would have welcomed a
cold wave, but every joke and remark
was warmiy received. The barometric
pressure was high. Socially the weather
men do not seem half so serious as their
flage, and figures and reports might indi-

cate.

After Major Gordon had made a few in-
troductory remarks, ex-Mayor Denny spoke
briefly. Maj. H. H. C. Dunwoody, president
of the assoclation, replied. G. W. Sloan
made a few remarks, Willis L. Moore, chief
of the Weather Bureau, talked for several

minutes, during 'which time he dispelled the
popular belie! that the weather men carry
the different kinds of weather around in
their vest pockets. He referred to the old
belief that it always rains after a battle,
and he explained it as follows:

*It is a matter of record that one day of
every three sees rain. It is probably true
that it ralned on a majority of the days
following the .battles of the late war. Com-
manders generally choose fair days for a
battle, and according to the figures it is to
be expetced that rain follows a battle, If
commanders fought battles during rain, it
might probably be =aid that the day arter
a battle is always clear and fair.”

Others spoke during the evening.

The convention of the American Associa-
tion of State Weather Service Officers be-
gan at 10 o'clock yesterday morning at
the Statehouse. Major H. H. Dunwoody,
of Washington, stant chief of the
Weather Bureau, was president of the
meeting, and James Berry, of Washington,
