MR. ATKINSON'S PLAN

SUGGESTIONS FOR REFORMING THE
MONETARY SYSTEM.

He Thinks the Secretiary of the Treas-

ury Should Have the Advice of &
Commission of Bankers.

.

ATLANTA, Ga., Oct. 17.<Immediately
after the assembling of the American Bauk-
ers’ Association this morning Mr. James T,
Howenstein, of Washington, the father of
the organization, was introduced and ad-
dressed the convention. The presence in the
hall of ex-United Stftes Treasurer Jordan
was discovered and he was invited to the
stage amid great applause. President O'Dell
introduced Mr. Edward Atkinson, of Boston,
a8 a gentleman distinguished in the world
of  economics, who was listened to with
pleasure wherever he was heard. Mr. At-
kinson was received with applause and ad-
dressed the convention at length. In the
course of his adidress he said:

"“This suggestion of a general kind for
the appointment of a committes or commis-
sion to co-operate with the executive depart-
ment of the government may be rightly sup-
plemented by some further practical sug-

estions for attaining the purpose aimed a!,

need not say that unless some way is
focund under existing laws for the with-
drawal by the government of whatever ex-
ceas of legal-tender notes there are now in
forced circulation, or unless Congress shall
enact laws to that end, if present laws will
not permit the Secretary to act, all our ef-
forts to reform our monetary system will
fail. In that event there shall be no such
co-operation between the banks and the
treasury as I hope for, and each class of
mouey corporations must protect itself until,
through recurring panics and financial
erises, publie opinion is brought to the point
of compeiling Congress to act.

Public opinlon will sustain eTec-
tive action, and if that wer {58 used no
Congress, no matter how bitter it may be in
its partisan quality, will dare Interfere with
the application of existing acts to the rem-
edy of the evil

whit is an ad%mp sup?ly of full legal-
tender money. e lawful money which is
of full legal tender in this country now
consists of four Kkinds: First, of gold coin;
second, of silver dollars of full legal tender
represented in circulation by silver certifi-
cates, which are not ithemselves a legal
tender; third, the legal-tender notes which
were Issued for the collection of a forced
loan during the conduct of the war in 1862
and 1863: fourth, the legal-tender tireasury
noteg which were jssued under the act of
1890 for the coliection of a forced loan for

purchasing additional silver bullion.

““The fact cannot be too urgently or too
ofien stated that the reason why the credit
of the government notes has been impaired
and the reason why the debi-bearing inter-
est has lately been Increased $163,000,000 and
may soon be iacreased $109,000,000 more (s
bacause the government has Incurred a debt
due on demand by means of a forced loan
to the amount of over §$500,000,000 for the
purchase of silver bullion under the Bland
and Sherman acte. The mine owners and
bullion dealers have put the sllver on the

overnment, which was forced to buy it un-
er the Bland and Sherman acts. e BOV~
ernment has pakl for the silver by increas-
ing its demand debts $00,000,000 in Jlegal-
tender notes, The sllver miners and bullicn
dealers have been enabled to force these
notes into circulation under the legal-tender
provigions. Th2s mine owners and bullion
dealers have secured thelr profits and the
community must pay the debt and interest
and meet the logs by way of taxation. The
Bland and Sherman acts have cCcost us
$500,000,00, less the value of the bullion in
the treasury and in the dollars coined.
There are now but two ways out of these
evil conditions:

“First—The government might sell inter-
est-bearing bonds to such an extent for
gold as to increase the gold reserve up to
the point when the confidence of the com-
munity in absolute redemption in - gold
coin will be revived; but no livl man
can detemine what that reserve of gold
must be.

“Second—The true way out is a simple
and ready one. The treasury may provide
itself with gold by the sale of bonds so
as to enable it, in co-operation with the
national banks, to meet any l|l:>tmuitplu» de-
mand of the people for the redemption:of
the government notes as fast as they are
presented. In that event {f the volume
of paper money is redundant it will De
reduced by redemption: if it not redundant
it will continue in circulation.

“There may no present
about the lawful power
Secretar of the Treasury to  re-
issite the legal-tender notes of 1862
and 1863 under the provisions of the act,
which has coaverted that loan into a pers
manent loan, until further action of Con-
gress, There is, however, very grave doubt
of the lawful wer of the Secretary of
Treasary to ssue the treasury notes of
1890, which have beeen paid in coin. There
is no question about its being Ita duty to
cancel and destroy all the notes of this
issue which are paid in silver dollars,
There 8 a clause in the Sherman act
which provides that the amount of silver
bullion at its cost and the dollars coined
therefrom under this act shall always be
no more and no less than the amount of
noteg outstanding under the act. It has
sometimes been held that under this pro-
vision it r #ght be the duty of the Secre-
of the sury to reissue the notes
which are not paid in silver, notwithstand-
ing the fact that it is left entirely to the
discretion of the Secretary to pay these
notes either in gold or silver, according to
his judgment. t is urged that If these
treasury notes are pald in gold and are not
reissued, the amount of silver in the treas-

ury at its cost and the dollars coined there-
from will exceed the amount of notes

outstanding which are issued under this

act. .

“What then shall the Secretary do with
the silver? What will Congress do with it?
Who can tell? The way in which the banks

may now co-operate with the treasury
so as to instantly remove all cause of dis-

trust and discredit would be a combination
of the national and State banks to offer to
purchase such amount of the 4 per cent.
thirty-year bonds as would suffice to with-
draw all the treasury notes of 1880 which
are now in circulation. Jl.ess than $90.000, -
000 bonds would be required to cover
in all the oulntandlnq notes of 1880. I hold
that It is not only the privilege but the
duty of the national banks to place all
theﬁ' gold at the command of the treasury,
in other words, the treasury is but one of
the national banks of issue, and, being the
bank . of largest issue, upon its absolute
solvency and power to meet every demand
for prompt redemption, rests not only it
own credit but that of all the national
banks alike. If the banks cannot trust
the treasury, what is their own credit
worth 7"

At-the conclusion of Mr. Atkinson's ad-
dress, the convention adopted a resolution
offered by Mr. W, H. Rhawn, of Phila-
delphia, that a committee of from seven
to eleven from each section of the country
be appointed by the bankers’ association
to confer with the Secretary of the Treas-
ury with reference te the co-operation of
the banks in maintaining the national
credit.

Yoleano in the Olymple Mountains
Sajd to Be in an Aetive Stiate,

PORT TOWNSEND, Wash,, Oct. 17.—An
active volcanc is supposed to be in a state
of eruption in the Olympic mountains, south
of this city. While crossing the straits
from Vicioria, Professor Alexander, of the
