GOLD COAST TIMBER

EXHIBIT OF FINE CEDAR FROM THE
WASHINGTON FORESTS,

Difference Between It and that Which
Grows in This Loecality—A FPes-
tiferons Insect.

Robert Heller, a contractor of this city,
recently returned from the far Northwest,
Fas had on exhibition at the Builders’ Ex-
change for the last few days samples of
Washington timber which have provel)
curiosities to the people of this city. Mr.
Heller brought with him a carload of Wash-
ington lumber, and most of it has been
placed on the sidewalk In front of the &x-
change, where it has been viewed by thou-
sands of people. Ten large boards of cedar.
¢ach thirty-two feet long, thirty inches wide
and one and one-half inch thick, have at-

Mracted the most attention. The cedar
which grows in this locality is knotty and
dwarfed, and climatic changes have caused
ducts in the center of most of the trees,
making the wood of little service for bulld-
ing purposes. Mr. Heller says the cedar in
Washington matures fully, as the samples
which ha brought home indicate, These
samples are free from knots, and, conse-
quently, valuable for building purposes. Mr,
Heller has also on exhibition boards made
of fir, which are sixteen feet long, forty-five
Inches wide and two inches thick. The
boards were originally thirty-two feet long,
but they had t¢ be sawed in order to get

them in a car. This wood possesses the
streangth of oak, yet is lighter than white
ine. The wood is valuable for ship build-
ng and car bullding, Mr. Heller has sanr-
ples of Washington spruce, which 1s used
extensively in the West for finishing work.
He fays the magnitude of the timber land
of the Northwest cannot be understood oy
wople who have lived all thelr lives in the
aslern States. The timber grows dense
and the trees grow large, larger than any
ot"the trees of Indiana.
Do you think the supply is inexhausti-
ble™ was asked.
a “Not by a good deal,” reviled Mr. Heller.
They are cutting down the timber in a
way that amounts to a slaughter. There
is a great deal of it there: In fact, at pres-
eut the tmber is the weaith of Washington
State, but the amount being cut and used
exceeds that of the lumber districts of Wis-
consin and Michigan. At Port Blakelv, on
Fuget sound, one company is cutting 60,000
feet of lumber a day.

ting lumber. The logs are rolled to the
saws and they never stop moving until. as
boards, they are stored away In the ships
walting for the lumber. The latter is
shipped south, much of it going to Central
AN e

r. Heller says the samples which he has
brought home with him are not extraordi-
nary Pimes. but they represent the charac-
ter of the timber beinz cut, and further
north, in British Columbia, the timber is
larger and better than that of Washington
State. He has been exhibitl a taredo-
eaten seéction of Douglass fir. ngl'ost of the
bullders here have seen nothing like it
but such results are every-day observations
to people living near salt water. The sgec-
tion was cut from a pile driven in Puget
sound two years ago. In that short time
it has been riddled by the destructive little
worms untfl it resembles a honey-comb. The
worms have made passages through the
soction from all directions. It is noticed
that in no case has one worm invaded the
territory of another. Mr. Heller says the
worms are smaller than the Hoosier grub-
worm, but they have a shell like an auger
on thelr heads, with which they bore their
way through the wood. He says even
Washington wood is npot proof against
these worms when it is placed in salt water.
Harry Adams, in looking at the worm-
caten section, wondered if the Mocks in the
Meridlan-street pavement had any such
worms at work within them, and he of-
fered some speculation as to the results if
the worms could get a start there.

Now, in line with the enterprise her people
have displayed, the State should make
known to the world what has been accom-
piished.

“In the line of discovery and invention,
more has been accomplished in the past
hundred years than was accomplished In
the preceding five hundred years. These
great discoveries and Inventions have been
stimulated by our modern expositions. Ful-
tun was regarded as a crank and impov-
erished himself before he convinced capital
that steam could be used in navigation.
The congressmen who voted aid to Morse
in the construction of a telegraph line from
Washington to Baltimore were ridiculed by
their constituents and defeated for re-elec-
tion. The advocates of the expenditure of
a half million dollars by the State in mak-
ing known to the world what the name ‘In-
diana’ stands for will as certainly receive
in time the universal Indorsement of the
people as did Fulton and Morse,

"“The same genlus that has produced great
inventions wi.l produce great improvements
in the methods of expositions, The most
disheartening feature about the holding of
such a modern exposition is the great
waste of money in the construction of
bulldings and preparation of exhibits which
are valueless after the exposition closes. I
maintain that we can so construct and
maintain an exposition that this great
waste of money will be avoided and that
the expenditure will be in the nature of a
profitable investment to the State. The
gale receipts of an exposition depends very
largely on its location—the nearer the cen-
ter of the Btate and the center of the
greatest central city of the State it can be
placed, the greater will be Lthe attendance
and gate receipts,

The State of Indigna is fortunately the
owner of eight acres of ground in the very
center of the gity, at the very point best
adapted to ithe location of a Centennial
Building. The main building should be so
constructed that it would be ornamental

and a model of architecture in itself, and |

at the same time contain a permanent ex-
hibit in the departments of science, litera-
ture, education, fine arts, decorative arts,
electricity, geology, fisheries, ete. The
buildings for the display of manufacturing
machinery, implements, agriculture, horti-
culture, floriculture, etc., would be temYyo-
rary and inexpensive, and be removed at
the end of the exposition. The permanent
building and the exhibits therein would be
permanent, and a sufficient charge made
for admission after the main exposition
closes to meet the expenses of mainte-
nance.

ELECTRIC LIGHTS WILL FOLLOW |

THE NEW WATER WORKS,

-

Discovery that Street-Car Company
Has a FPerpetual Franchise to
Farnish Electric Lights.

The present Town Board of Brightwood
looks with favor upon the idea of municipal
control In the matter of electric light ana
water works plants, In the face of no little
opposition, arrangements were perfected
some time ago for the construction and
ownership of a water works plant by the
town. The work of construction was begun
early last spring and completed in July.
Enough consumers have been secured In
the intervening four months to give assur-
ance of the success of the enterprise. Mr,
Charles Meadows, member of the board and
chairman of the subcommittee having In
charge the management of the water
works, states that from present indications
the plant will prove nearly self-supporting
during the first year,

Encouraged by the success of its efforts
In that undertaking, the board has lately
turned its attention to the subject of street
lights. A proposition was recently sub-
mitted which the board looked upon with
considerable favor, Under its terms the
parties submitting the same were to con-
struct and operate the plant for a lerm of

five years, at the end of which period the
town was to have the option of purchasing
the plant outright. It was proposed to fur-
nish street Jamps at a fair price and private
consumers were to be deall with liberally.

The board was inclined to accept the of-
fer, but when the gquestion of a franchise
came to be discussed the board discovered
that under the terms of the franchise
granted the Cllizens’ Street-rallroad Come
pany siX years ago, permitting it to oper-
ate its lines within the corporation limits,
the company was also accorded the privi-
lege of furnishing electric lights to the
town. This franchise purports to be per-
petual. The street car company has takea
no steps towards carrying out this part of
the provisions of the franchise.

Members of the board asserted that the
former board had no power to create a per-
petual franchise, and that even if it had
such power, the fallure of the company to
take advantage of its opportunities for so
long 4 time had worked a forfeiture in that
particular respect, It was also stated that
it the company would not furnish street
lights the town could not be compelled to
do without them. The questions raised In-
volve some intricate points of law and the
matter has been referred to the board's
attorney, Jos. B, Kealing, of this city., Yes-
terday Mr. Kealing said:

“l1 have not given the subject careful at-
tention and am unot prepared to express an
official opinion. I would say off-handed,
however, that the street car company can-
not maintain its claim to a perpetual fran-
chise.” N

In answer to a question as to whether the
failure of the company to furnish lights
l?ws _rlar hat worked a possible forfeiture,

e =aid:

“Yes; that is possible, granting their fran-
chise good. I shall gover that point in my
written opinion. I will also direct the boarn
as to the proper course to pursue in the
préemises.’”

Mr. A. L. Mason, president of the street-
railroad company, is at home sick and could
not be seen. Mr., W, H. Latta, one of the
attorneys of the company, stated that he
knew nothing of the case and was not pre-
pared to say what course the company
would pursue in the eyent of an adverse re-
port from Mr. Kealing. He sald, however,
that he did not think the company would
care to furnish lights to anyone, as it has

The board will take no further steps iIn
the matter, pending Mr, Kealing’s report,
which he expects to submit at the next
board meeting.

AY.M C. A. RAILROAD HOME.

Big Fonr Lends Encouragement to
Plan at Bﬂ‘hthod.

Ten yeara ago the Big Four Rallway
Company bulilt a home for the men em-
ployed in the Brightyood shops, and the
trainmen rushing on the Indlanapolis &
St. Louls division of<its road. This has
always been known. .as 4ihe Railroaders’
Home, At the outset the home was op-
erated by the company itself, but the en-
terprise was a financial fallure, and after
several years' trial It was abandoned. The
building was leased to oiher parties, who
conducted & boarding house. The trainmen
ceased to lend their patronage.

A few months ago Secretary Stacey, of
the State commitice of the Y. M. C. A,
induced the officials of the Big Four to re-
pair and refurnish the buildipg for a rail-
road branch of the Y. M. C. A. This re-
quited a large oullay on the part of the
company. The bullding was renovated and
complelely furnished ready for occupancy
before being turned over 10 the committee,
In addition to the use of the building the
compeny has agreed, to contribute 365 a
month towards the running expenses, The
building has been repaiuted in the fa-
miliar colors of the Big Four passenger
coacheg (bright orange), and is equipped
throughout with all convenlences that go
to maks a good home.

Big Four Shop Management.

Since the last strike In the Big Four
shops, at Brightwood, it is stated that the
company has been dirposed to deal rigidly
with its employes. The assertion is made
that the shops are frequently cloged down
for a half day, or a day at a time, and that
this entails needless hardshlp upon the

workmen. Many of them are discontented
under this state of affairs, but say the com-
pany has the upper hand and they dare not
protest against what they regard as unfair
treatment. On the part of the management
of the shops it is claimed that the expenses
of operation are limited to a certain sum
and it is necessary to close down occasion-
ally in order to keep within the monthly al-
lowance., On last Thursday the shops were
closed for the afterncon on the plea that It
was the last day of the month and expenses
had to R:treducod. When the statement is
made t the filve hundred employes earn
o an average 20 cents an hour, It will
be seen that the pay of the entire force for
four hours amounts to quite a sum—3$400,
