THE BULLS SUFFERED

HEAVY INCREASE IN VISIBLE SLP-
FLY SENT WHEAT DOWN\,

All Chicago
pressed—=Decided Slnmp in Pro-
visions Headed OA.

CHICAGO, Nov. 4-<0a the Board of
Trade to-day corn improved a small frac-
tion, but all the other chtef speculative
markets finished much the same as Satur-
day. Trading was light and the prevall-
ing tone heavy.

In wheat the bulk of the day's transac-
tions was at 4¢ under Saturday’'s close.
Wheat started with @ rush, but soon fell
off. Prediciions of more wet weather had
no effect. Northwestern receipts were as
suggestive as before of an undiminighed
supply from there and foreign markets
evinced perfect acquaintance with the
heaviness displayed here fat the opening.
The visible sdpply stdtenient was no more
encouraging to the bulls than any other
of the routine news of ithe day, and the
market could not be driven into any move-
ment whichh would take it outside of Y4¢
range, The visible supply increased 2,504,-
000 bu, which is a heavier addition than was
looked for, but the price was only affected
about ¢ by it when it was first announced.
The total amount now in sight is 52,990,000

bu, against %0,027,000 bu on the correspond-
ing day of the year before. The day's re-
celpis at Chicago ‘were 613 carloads, against
221 last year. Minneapolis and Duluwn got
1,768 cars, compared with 1,704 on Monday of
last year, and 1,001 on the similar day of
the previous year. The receipts a year ago
at all the primary Western markets, to-
gether were only $43,000 bu, while Minne-
apolis and Duluth alone got 1232000 bu
to-day. Liverpool was quoted d lower at
the opening and another %d lower later in
the day. Here December oponed at from
8'5@08%c, and its extreme range from then
to within half an hour of the close was

Corn_was even more uninterestingly dull
than wheat, although the fluctuations in
November at least were a slight shade
wider.

In oats activity was lacking the greater
part of the session. December opened at

18%c. Saturday's final quotation was 18%¢.

Hog producas were sluggishly tenacious
of the quotations they started with. The
indication at the opening was for lower
prices on account of the day's run of hogs
numbering 52,000, but when R. W. Rawlin-
son took 1,000,000 pounds of ribs in a few
minutes after the opening, which is equiv-
alent to more than all the pork, lard and
ribs together, which could be made out of
to-day’s big receipts of hogs, the downward
tendency was arrested and the market
ruled firm, winding up at the same quota-
tions as prevailed at the close of Saturday.
