CHECKS TO COUNTY TREASURER.

Mail Has Been Very Heavy with Them
During Last Few DA}':.

treasurer. I 2am not able to sav how much
was paid In to-day and yesterday, The
penalty begins to-morrow.”

THE GOVERNOR'S BOOM

IT WILL BE FORMALLY LAUNCHED
AT PHILADELPHIA THIS MONTH.

The Cuban Question Expected to
Grease the Ways for the Pres-
fdential Timber,

A letter was recelved vesterday at the
Governor's office asking that he reach Phil-
adelphia Nov. 2 when he goes there for the
purpose of delivering his Cuban address,
which will be the evening of Nov. 2l. Ar-
rangements are being made for a banguet
the evening before the address is dellvered.
It is announced in the letter that Chalir-
man Harrity, of the Democratic national
committee, Governor Hastings, Mayor
Warrick, ex-Governor Pattison and many
leading editors will be present, as well as
many of the leading Democrats of the coun-
try. It is not known just what is the Im-
port of this gathering, but it is hinted that
the banquet is for the purpose of formally
launching the Matthews boom on the sea
of a presidential campaign.

The Governor's stand on the Cuban ques-
tion, favoring the recogniticn of the in-
surgents as belligerents, has made him

many friends in Philadelphia, where the
feeling of friendship toward the Cubans is
probably greater than in any other city.
This, of Itself, is sufficient to call for a
most hearty reception in the Quaker city,
but the fact of a banquet which will be
attended by many of the leading lights of
Democracy, has led to some other conclu-
glone. The Governor's speech is a bid to
the element of the people who desire to
seo this country rush to the aid of any
and all people who have a grievance
against a monarchy, and it is not doubted
that he expects it to send " his boom forward
with great foree in the Atlantic coast and
Southern States.

Papers Read at the Meeting of the
Women's Loeal Council.

The thoughts expressed in
both papers were heartlly voiced by every
one present. The subjects and the manner
of their presentation made the meeting one
of the most beneficlal yet held.

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AN INDOORS GARDEN

OPENING OF THE ANNUAL INDIANA
CHRYSANTHEMUM SHOW.

Beautiful New DPlooms—A Variety
Named for “The Journal”—bDis-

play of Roses and Orchids.

Tomlinson Hall appeared as a garden of
flowers iast evening, it being the ninth an-
nual exhibition of chrysanthemums by the
Indiana florists. The recent decorations to
the hall added immensely to the general ef-
fect. The flowers were arranged on the
main floor, each in fts best dress, and those
in attendance passed through the rows of
varied kinds and colors as if they were
walking through a beautiful garden. The
barrenness of the stage was relleved by
palms, ferns and large plants, in the midst
of which was the band which furnished mu-
sic during the evening. Around the hall
were many birds, whose sweet notes
added to the naturalness of the scene, In
the atmosphere of the hall there was the
pleasant perfume of the roses, for they
held a prominent place in the exhibition.
Then there were carnations, fresher but no
prettier than when they grew by the old
homes as the ordinary pinks, though science
has added to them color and size. In the
front of the ball, under the shadow of the

palms about the stage, was a dainty exhibit
of orchids. It is not the season for this
most delicate of flowers to bloom, but there
were a number out. So delicate in struc-
ture and color did they seem that it looked
as if the glare of the electric light would
wither them, and the waving or the palms
would cause them to break. Nearly every
woman who viewed these few choice flowers
would have given her hat for just one blos-
som, and then she would not have been
worsted in the bargain, according to the
florists, for the orchids are regarded as jew-
els, It is told that the small collection ex-
hibited Is valued at between $500 and $1,000.

The orchids on exhibition are from the Mc-
Fadden conservatories, Cincinnati, managed
by H. L. Sunderbruch, and a man is on con-
stant duty to see that no harm comes to the
few shown here,

The exhibition was officlally opened last
evening by Mayor Taggart, who welcomed
the florists In the name of the city. Mr,
Taggart in a few fitting remarks spoke of
the work which the florists have done, and
sald Indianapolis was proud to have them
here, that they might compare their
progress from year to year, and that the
citizens of Indianapolls might see what the
progress had been. President W. W. Coles,
of Kokomo, responded to the Mayor, saying
the florists had always been encouraged by
the people of Indianapolis, and incidentally
he called attention to the fact that Indiana
is second to none In the production of rare
and beautiful flowers, and some of the
chrysanthemums sent forth from this State
are accepted as unequaled In design and
color. There were two or three thousand
people in the hall during the evening, view-
ing the beauties of the show, for it is sel-
dom that so much beauty is seen In one
evening, and then there must be considered
the beauty which comes to admire the beau-
ty. Several hundred people took delight In
sitting in the balcony and viewing the exhibit
as a scene, studying the effect. From the
balconies hung baskets of flowers and vines,
and the Interior of the hall was not marred
by banners. One of the early features of
the evening was the Eroductlon for tho first
time of Barclay Walker's “Chrysanthemum
March,” which was speclally written for the
oocasion, and which was not completed until
late yesterday afternoon. The march needs
but a few finishing touches, which Mr.
Walker proposes tc give, to place it In a
Erognnem place among selections of the

in

The chryscnthemums form the principal
part of the exhibition, for this Is the season
of that flower, and the rose, carnation and
orchid are but brought in to aid tone to
the effect produced by hundreds of the
sturdy blooms which dare to come forth at
a season when the frost falls. It is almost

ssible to classify chrysanthemums.
Each florist has a long string, which might
be compured to the siring of the horse-
breeder. Each has ralsed and reared them
tenderly, watching each indication which
might foretell some new and wonderful va-
rlety. One approaches a florist, who guards
his exhibit with as much zeal as if the
blooms were his children, and asks for a
classification of his chrysanthemums,

“There |8 John Smith, this is John Jones,
this is Beauty, that is General Grant,” the
florist will say as he peints out the differ-
en. flowers, each of which has been given
some particular name for some particular
reason. It is not an uncommon thing for a
florist to name a new kind after himself,
that i{s, when he feels that he has produced
somathing new and original. Another florist
may point out a group of chrysanthemums,
which, to the unbiased mind, appear a
great deal like the {irst grou‘?. but it would
be suicide to say so. It is found that the
second florist has given his group an entire-
ly different set of names, although manK of
them resemble the first group. By talking
with the different florists it !s observed that
the competition to bring about new and
beautiful varieties {8 very close and, conse-
quently, each is compelled to give the mat-
ter much study. A florist will take the pol-
len from one chrysanthemum and specu-
late upon the result if put to bloom, and,
oftentimes experiments are made whilch re-
sult in unexpected effects. Two little chrys-
anthemums sometimes bring forth one
new and much larger variety, while often-
times two bright and olooming chrysanthe-
mums, when their fortunes are added, do
not make a flower large enough and pretty
r_'nough for favorable mention with a dande-
lion.

In each of the exhibits at the present
show are a number of chrysanthemums
which have not been named. They are the
result of study and experiment and the
owaers are waliching them, with an eye
to their fulure deveiopment. Mr, Rieman,
of this eity, had one such chrysanthemum
in his exhiblt. It was of a full bloom, slight-
ly tinted with pink and he named it ‘“The
Journal,” last evening.

In the hall, last evening, was a teacher
who has speatl several years in Japan. It
was her first American chrysanthemum
show. She wWas surprised and delighted at
what she saw, for sae had supposed that in
Japan she had seen all there was to be seen
in the chrysanthemum faml!ly.

*This i® a great surprise,” she said.
“The Americans are far ahead of the Jap-
anese in the produotion of the chrysanthe-
mum although I did not think it possible.
T'he varieties are much richer in color and
larger in size than anything 1 saw in what
is supposed to be the home of the flower."”

What the lady from Japan said was told
by the florists, one to the other, and each
seemed much pleased.

“Fisher's Lamp,"” a comparatively new
variety. attracted a great deal of attention,
The blooms are red, deep red they appeared
by electric light, and the bloom has the ap-
pearance which comic papers have dared
o copy In picturing football players’ - hair.
The color s rich and it was one varlety
which seemed totally alone on the floor.
The exhipit of “"Queens” was surrounded
many times and admired by everybody, al-
though the variety has been seen here be-
fore. The large, full, whiie blooms seem, Lo
a casua! observer, to be the height of the
art of chrysanthemum making, but other
florists aver that they have single stems
coming on, which, in maturity, will make
the Queens turn red with shame. J. C.

Six Fish, Welghing Over 24 Pounds,
Caught at Broad Ripple.

THE BILLS MUST WAIT

STATE AUDITOR CANNOT PAY THEM
OUT OF 1896 APPROPRIATIONS.

Maintenance Fund for State Iastitu-
tions Exhausted—Appropriation for
Southern Insane Hospltal.

Attorney-general Ketcham yesterday
Eave two opinions to the State Auditor in
reference to appropriations. The first was
in answer to a query in reg.rd to the
appropriation of certaln moncey for new
buildings and for sewerage at the Southern
Hospital for the Insane. The wording of
the act leaves the matter somewhat doubt-
ful as to the amount really appropriated.
It provides for $30,000 for new bulldings
and then follows up with an item of $15,000
for sewerage, and the ambiguity of the
wording makes it somwhat doubtful
whether the sewerage appropriation is
separate, or whether it is to be pald from
the new builldings appropriation. By refer-
ence to the house journals and other legis-
lative documents, the Attorney-general con-
cludes that the amounts are intended to be
two separate items, the total amount being
$45,000.

The other opinion covers & question that
has arisen over the fact that certain ap-
propriations have been exhausted before
all expense to be pald from them have
been met. The auditor asks if any part
of the maintenance of an institution for
the fiscal year ending Oct. 31, 1896, can be
paid from the appropriation for the fiscal
year ending Oct. 31, 1886. The Attorney-

eneral holds that to allow and pay bills
or the last year from the appr tion for
the present fiscal year, would be to give
the auditor the power to pass deficlency
appropriation bills, which power, he says,
is wholly with th ature. Accord-
ing to this all d bills of the last
fiscal year, for which the fund has been
exhausted, will have to be held until the
next meeting of the Legislature,

MILITIAMEN FOR CUBA.

Claimed that Fifty of Them Have
Agreed to Go to War,

It is rumored that an effort is being made

in this city to raise a company of men to
g0 to Cuba to assist the insurgents In their
fight for liberty., Last winter there was a
similar statement made, At that time a

well-known young man in this city showed
a letter he had received from one of the
Cuban agents in this country, teliing that
as soon as the insurgents could see their
way clear to send men from this country
to the island the young resident of this city
would be notified and asked to do what he
could to secure men, The matter seems to
have crystallized in some form. It 18 stated
that fifty of the militiamen of this city
have signed an agreement to go to Cuba
and fight. Just how much of the rumor is
true cannot be learned,

THE DIRECTORS RFQUEST IT.

Mechanics’ Building and Loan Asso-
ciation to Be Investigated.

The Mechanics’ Bullding and Loan As-
sociation of this city will be investigated
by the State Auditor. This is done at the
request of the directors of the assoclation.
Since the new law making it obligatory
upon the Auditor to examine these as-
sociations under certain conditions, many
of them have recognized the fact that it is

a good thing for them. An examination of
the books and papers by the Auditor and his
coartificate to the effect that the association
is doing a safe and sound business will al-
lay any fears that the stocknolders might
have on account of rumors or misetate-
ments calculated to Injure the association.

ANOTHER COMPROMISE MADE.

Tax Commissioners’ Agreement with
the I, 1. & S. Railroad.

The State tax commissioners have en-
tered into an agreement with the Indiana,
Illinois & Southern raliroad whereby the
road agrees to pay its back taxes for the
last three vears by Dec. 15 at the rate of
35,000 a mile valuation, The assessment
was reduced from 8,00 a mile. The road

runs from the Illinols line through Sullivan
county, and is not over thirty miles In
.ength. It has seemed as If the State would
be compelled to =ell it for the taxes, for
there is no money made in operating it,
This was not thought advisable and the
compromise was reached.
