WASHISGTON, Nov. 4.—The announce-
ment of ihe intention of the Russian gov-
eframent to coln next vear T0) (wh ixuh roubles
in gold sndd 25,0000 in silver, in addition to
subsidiay coinage, has created considerable
irntaves. among Nnanclers, because of the
¢ vident purpose exhibited on the part of
Russia of Increasing her specie currency.
While Russia holds in coin
bullion  between four hundred
five hundred millions of gold,
has recently coined very little of this,
total for the past four years being $7,207.514
For the same period her silver coinage
coin amounted o S1.625 142 In 184 tne
gold coinage amounted to R,225,Z31, and the
#ilver colnage to $£.515,182. Reducing the
figures for 1996 to American money, it is
now proposed to coln $77.,00000 in gold and
$15. 260,00 in silver, In addition to the small
voips, It Is thought in some quarters that
the general purpose of this increase is 1o
hegia preparations for the redemption of
the Russian paper, which is the principal
currency in circulation in the empire. Last
August the Imperial Bank held 5829 .500,090
in paper. It is also considered probable
that in Increasing her silver colunage, as
she Is doing. Russia is preparing to extend
her trade Into the silver-using countries of
the Orient, especially China, Japan and
(‘orea. To put this purpose into execution
it will be necessary for
of her own country to secure silver. Rus-
sia mines anmually less than half a million
doliars’ worth of the white metal, and as
her laws prohibit the Importation of foreign
silver coln=s and the minting
private partfes, it i2 probable that the stock
in the country has not increased since 1893,
when it was only a little over 24,000,000,
