Property Onncri Claim the Improve-
ment Was to Hare Been Made

In the Spring;.'

The Board of Public Works yesterday ap-

proved the assessment rolls for the asphalt
pavement on Delaware street, from Seventh
to Tenth street. The property owners of
the street, that Is, reany of them, were
not expecting the assessment to fall due
until next spring and because of the as
surance given , that they "would not a suit
Is threatened.

At the time the Improvement of Delaware
street was contemplated there was much
objection and a remonstrance was circu-
lated. The remonstrance first circulated
was sufllcient to prevent the improvement.
It was announced, however, that the con-

tract was to be let and the work bo done
in the spring and several names were with-
drawn from the remonstrance. A number
of residents claim they were given this
Information by members of the old board.
The withdrawals from the remonstrance per-
mitted the improvement. When advertise-
ments were published It was clearly stated
the work was not to be done until spring,
but after the contract had been let the
Western Paving Company hurried the work
and In a very short time the people of
the street had a very nice asphalt improve-
ment. It is said several of the property
owners are gdng to absolutely refuse to
pay for the improvements this
year. It is r.lleged the advertise-
ment, by which some were persuaded to
withdraw their objections make3 an imme-
diate collection illegal Should a number of
the property owners flatly refuse to pay
the assessments it will result in rather a
peculiar situation. Already legal advice has
been nought by those who object for prin-
ciple' sake and financial reasons and the
opinion has been given that the assess-
ments need not be paid until spring.

THEY MUST RE SATISFIED.

Hanger of Democrnt for "Work Is Not

The pay roll of the street commissioner's
department is growing larger each day, and

Saul Rejected, as Related in First
Samuel xr, lf-2- 3 The Causes That

Led to Ills Rejeotlon.

CONTEXT. Soon after his return home
"Saul was brought into service." The men ol
Jabesh-Gilea- d, menaced by the Ammonites
(Ch. xi, 1), sent to him for assistance, very
much after the manner in the time of the
judges. (Judges xi, 8.) With a force of 300,-00- 0,

who volunteered at his call, he gained
an easy victory, and came, as a conscience,
into Immediate popular favor. At Samuel's
suggestion an assembly was convened at
Gllgal and renewed the kingdom. (Ch. xi,
13.) Saul being thus firmly established over
Israel, Samuel retired, in a measure, from
civil affairs, and, in e. tender address (Ch.
xll). reviewed his career and urged the peo-p-lo

to faithfulness. Two years after Saul
formed a standing army (Ch. xiii, 2), ful-
filling. Samuel's predictions. In his next en-

gagement ho exceeded bis prerogatives, as-

suming to act In the priestly capacity, for
Which ho was rebuked. (Ch. xlll, 8, 9.) Soon
after Jonathan, Saul's son, came into public
notice as a warrior. Later the Lord directed
the King to smite and destroy the Amale-kite- s

(Ch. xv, 8), but he was disobedient.
REPENTANCE. Our lesson opens with an

address to Samuel, made by Jehovah, after
the campaign against the Amalekltes. "It
repenteth me that I have set up Saul to be
King," He begins. This assertion has per-
plexed some readers. Affirmed elsewhere In
Scripture (Gen. v!,-6)- , It Is denied In one
place that God repents. (Numb, xxiii, 19.)
Besides, repentance seems to dnvolve the
subject of foreknowledge, and. Dr. L. D.
McCabe, of Ohio Wesleyan University, em-
ploys the text with others like it to support
his doctrine of the divine nescience of con-
tingent events. (Jer. xvlii, 8.) Several ex-

planations havo been made. Some affirm
that, primarily, repentance signifies only
charge of purpose and action. (Psalm cx, 4.)
Others say that tho language Is anthro-
pomorphic an attempt being made to ex
plain divine emotions by human experi-
ences. (Jonah lv, 2.) If both thoughts were
combined we should doubtless be near the
truth. The reason for God's repentance is
clearly stated. Saul had turned back from
following as a servant, and become disloyal.
Samuel was deeply affected on hearing thisIntelligence, Although he had predicted suchresult (Ch. xlii, 14, ho cried all night unto
the Lord, seeking to reverse the decision.
(Jer. xiii, 17.)

GREETING. Next morning Samuel went
forth to meet Saul. . But the latter. Instead
of returning as he ought to have done toreport to the prophet and give thanks forvictory, turned aside to the little town of
Carmei, in the mountains of Judah. (Josh,
xv, 55.) There ho "built him a place"
erected a triumphal monument. In this he
was moved by fear, consequent upon sin
(Gen. iii, 10), anxious to escape from
Samuel, or by pride and ambition, being
elated by success. Thence ho passed on to
iiiigai. barauei inrormea or these move-
ments, followed. The King greeted Samuel
in these words, "Blessed be thou of the
Lord, I have performed tho commandment
of tho Lord." Here is a strange compound
of fear, falsehood and hypocrisy. He knew
that he had not fulfilled his commission to
execute the long-delay- ed Judgment of God.
And yet ho assumed a saintly bearing,
using speech often employed by good men

j (Gen. xlv, 19), a prayer and a compliment
i combined. (Judges xvll, 2.) In this way.

even witnout reason, ne may have hoped to
conciliate Samuel whose presence at that
time must have been the source of dis-
comfort.

REBUKE. Samuel was not won by
flattering words, neither deceived by vain
professions. He had been too long in the
service of God to hesitate in the discharge
of duty. His all-nig- ht prayer, with no
unswer changing tho message, left no doubt
of the divine purpose. The old tire, klnd.ed
in early childhood, still glowed in his heart,
awakening fresh enthuslam for righteous-
ness. Ho felt no fear of the King whom
he had anointed and whom he regarded as
a viee-gere- nt of God. Moreover, while ap
proaching the camp he had obtained knowl
edge of the Ill-gott- en upon. Tt 'hiie Sul
was speaking Samuel heard sounds that
gave the lie to ma woras. csumD. xxxii,
23.) Then came the rebuke "What meaneth
this bleating of sheep in mine ears and
lowing of the oxen which I hear?" ' The
dumb beasts gave testimony. The conse-
quences of wrong doing had risen up to
plague the transgressor. (Gal. i. 7.) There
is no ppot in all the universe of God where
a sinner may hide and be secure from de-

tection. Gen. iv. 11.) Saul fled from
Samuel, but he could not flee from hi sin.

EXCUSE. It Is probable that Sarnuel
hoped to humble Saul and bring him to
repentance, thereby restoring him to di-

vine favor. (Jer. xvlii, 8.) Most men break
down when their faults are exposed. This
fact was the basis of the prophetic ser-
vice. (Is, lvlii, L) But these men who
lack moral courage will attempt to ex-
terminate thtlr c-t- nsea whenever a favor

able construction can be put on damaging
facts. In doing this they may tell the
truth or part of It. (Gen. ill. 12.) That
truth or half truth will generally exDose
their weakness. It will be an effort to
excuse conduct by relating palliating cir-
cumstances. It originates in a desire to
escape the full charge of evil, to diminish
the sense of blame worthiness and awaken
a measure of sympathy. Paul, therefore,
explained to Samuel that the people had
spared the best of the cheep and oxen for
sacrificial purposes. He disclaimed personal
responsibility in the matter, laying it upon
others, but endeavored to Justify the act
by the motive which prompted it. His state-
ment may have been true, or partly true,
or wholly false.

MESSAGE Saul was not 'permitted to
ease his conscience and terminate the in-

terview by Buch pleading. It would have
been vastly worse for him and the nation
had he succeeded in doing so. Concealed
sin germinates and grows. (Prov. xxvill.
(13.) Like Nathan (II Sam. vii, 8). Samuel
determined to probe the King's heart and
lay open its secrets. Tho attempted excuse
mado plain speech the more necessary.
"Stay," he said, as Saul was about to re-
tire, "and I will tell theo what the Eord
hath said." Permission being given, Sam-
uel rehearsed the case. He reminded Saul
that when he was "little in his own eyes."
Jod had anointed him to bo "head of the
tribes." Here were two thoughts taui
had been made King by divine favor when
he had nothing to commend himself. Sam-
uel next referred to the instructions to
"utterly destroy the Amalekites." Here
was severe logic. Saul had derived an
office and received commands from God.
His obligation to God was, therefore, para-
mount. He had no liberty of choice outside
the divine will. "Why, then, have ye not
obeyed?" was the searching question. te
faithful gentleness of which is admirable
and even wonderful, under the peculiar cir-
cumstances.

DEFENSE. Samuel's words failed of
their Intended purpose, and Saul endeav-
ored to defend his action. In part re-

peated what he had said, making, how-
ever, a slight change. Still claiming .nt
the people preserved the animals for sacri-
fice, he admitted that they should have
been destroyed, no longer attempting, a
before, to shield the transgressors from
blame. For himself he professed ob'di-anc- e.

saying "I have gone the way wh'ch
the Lord sent, and utterly destroyed the
Amalekltes." Here his plea broke down,
for he was compelled to admit that no had
brought Agag, the King, home-- alive, the
defense failed. Admitting, thai the ;ople
preserved the cattle for motives mentjo:ed,
Saul was responsible, for he had authority
and ability to control the people. Fuvter-mor-e.

he had no more right to spaio ine
Amaleklte King than the humblest ir.It is probable that a sinister motive-- was.
behind all Saul's action. In imitation cf tne
Kings of other nations he expected to
tablish his own glory by exhibiting at Car-
mei the Illustrious captive, and by offeT.ng
at Gilgal immense sacrifices to the Irci.
For Illustration see similar procedures in
profane history.

What turned Saul s
heart away from God. leading to his re-
jection?
