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DETAILS OF TIIC SHOOTIXG OF
FPAXK WHITK AT CHICAGO.

Seven Detectives of the Ilerry Agenef
Arrested for the Crime The Man's

Body Riddled with Bullets.

CHICAGO. Nov. 15. The inquest this aft-
ernoon over the body of Frank White, who
was shot while riding in a buggy at the
corner of West Polk street and Whitney
place, last evening, and subsequent investi-
gation on the part of Police Inspectors
Shea and Fitzpatrick and a score of de-

tectives have led to startling developments.
The discoveries made may result most seri-
ously to not less than six members of the
Berry Detective Agency, including the su-

perintendent, and possibly a seventh man,
who had not been Identified to-nig- ht by the
coroner. The circumstances surrounding
the case go to show them the buggy in
which the two men were riding was brought
to almost a standstill when the tragedy oc-

curred, and that at least three of the de-

tectives who were detailed to acs'st to the
arrest of Clarence White made an effort
to crowd about the vehicle and emptied one
or more chambers of their revolvers Jn the
direction of the innocent man who was
killed.

As a result of the police Investigation a
wholesale arrest of the members of the
agency was ordered by In-?poro- r Fitzpa-
trick, and to-nig- ht seven men, in adJIMon
to W. J. Dix, previously arrestel, were
locked up at police headquarters. A search
for one more is being made. The names
of thoso arrested are: Charles a. McDon-
ald, superintendent: Joseph Weil, David
McLain, Joseph McDonald, Jacob Fisehoi.
Charles Poole, John Frew, W. Z Dix. Thename of the ninth man wanted Is Thomp-
son. Of these it is probable McLain and
Weil will be released, as they are not con-
sidered responsible either for the immediateslaying of White or for the actions of themanagement. Weil is only a lad. who has
been acting as secretary in the office. Five
of the prisoners, Poole, Frew, Thompson,
Fischel and Dix, are known to have been
on the scene of the shooting, tha lattertwo having been positively identified by an
onlooker. Fischel admitted to-nig- ht that he
fired two shots into the buggy, and gave
evidence implicating Frew and Thompson.
The prisoner Poole also admitted having
used his gun. White was shot almost topieces by the detectives, two bullets havingpierced his brain, two went through his
chest, and he was shot through the spine
from the rear. All the bullets were of large
calibre and flred at close range. The men
now under arrest comprise the entire force
of the Berry agency, with the exception ofneman, and the police are chasing him.

The detective agency has for severalmonths past had charge of what are knownhere a the "porch climbing" cases; theresidences of several wealthy residents ofthe South Side having been burglarized bya gang which. It is alleged, was headedby Clarence White, a brother of the mur-
dered man. and well known to the police.
He was arrested several months ago by
another agency, but managed to secure re-
lease on a writ of habeas corpus. The citypolice arrested him and secured his in-
dictment, but he was discharged for. lack
of evidence. A private detective agency
captured his partner, "Butch" Smith, and
convicted him, sending him to Jollet foreighteen months. Other members of thegang were also arrested and sent to the
penitentiary. Since that time the Berry
Detective Agency has had charge of the
case and has been constantly looking for
him. The agency has had a man watching
the residence of Mrs. White, mother of
Frank and Clarence, and yesterday even-
ing received word that Clarence had come
to the house apparently to pay a visit.
Five operatives were at once sent over,
but by the time they arrived, the spy an-
nounced that the men had driven away
from the house in a buggy. The detectives
followed the route named, and met thebuggy at the corner of Pole and Laflln
streets. Dix, who claims to be intimately
acquainted with Clarence White, says he
recognized him as one of the men in the
huggy. He Jumped to the bridle of the
horse and called on . White to surrender.
Tho agency people assert that one of the
men in the buggy immediately drew a
revolver and fired a shot. The detective at
once returned the fire.

Some time after a man residing on Hoyne
avenue drove to the West Thirteenth-stree- t,

station in a buggy containing the
corpse of the man later identified as Frank
White. There were several bullet holes in
the box of tho buggy and in the bottom
were found five bullets of large caliber.
The man who drove the bugicy to the
station said he saw the horse running west
on Polk street and, thinking it was a
runaway, stopped It and climbed into the
buggy. He then found the corpse. Clarence
had evidently left the carriage as soon as
he succeeded In driving away from the
private detectives. The body was taken to
a morgue, where it was soon identified by
the mother as that of her son Frank, who is
said to be a good citizen and an employe
of a large commercial house of this city.
Mrs. White declined for the present to
talk on the subject of the alleged visit of
Clarence to .the house or as to whether
he had departed with Frank In the buggy.
No trace of Clarence has yet been found.

The shootinR has caused a great deal of
discussion - among attorneys and citizens
generally as to the assumption by private
agencies of authority to arrest men with-
out warrants; . and by several prominent
attorneys much indignation is expressed.
The case promises to become a celebrated
one in this line, as it is asserted that in no
State but Illinois are private detectives al-

lowed such latitude.
Late to-nig-ht Clarence hlte, the brother

of the murdered man. Rave himself up to
tho police. He said that when the shoot-
ing occurred- - his brother was driving him
to Forest Home, a station on the Oreat
Western road, where he was to take a
train for Iowa. He said that the detective
began firing: without a word of warnln
and that their stories of firing by Mm or
his brother were false, as neither of them
had a weapon of any kind. His story in all
particulars is corroborate! by evidence sriv-e- n

at the inquest to-da- y. Shortly before
midnight William Mayo, a well-know- n pugl-M- t.

was wrrested. He has been connected
with the Berry agency and admitted that
he flred twice into the buggy when White
was killed.

Alleged Son of Mr. Menn.
LAREDO, Tex., Nov. 15. M. Harrold,

who claims, and who is believed here gen-

erally to be the son of Mrs. Menn, the
woman murdered by Kuntz, tells a straight-
forward story of his early life in Germany,
where he was born, of the woman who is
now known as Mrs. Menn. Harrald says
his mother was firft married to one Schultz.
in Germany, afterwards leaving him and
entering the house of a wealthy single.
German gentleman residing in Bavaria.
While there the woman gave birth to a
child, the father of whom she claims is
the aristocratic German. Harrold is said
to be this child. Some years later, so the
story goes, Harrold's mother ran away to
America and. coming to St. Louis, married
Menn. who lived in East St. Louis. Har-
rold was taken care of in Germany, though
when quite young he began to shift for
himself. Harrold claims his father's es-

tate is worth $2,500,000. being now held by
legal offspring in Bavaria.

David Hnnnlunn'H Trial.
NEW YORK, Nov. 15. David Hannigan's

trial for the murder of Solomon II. Mann, his
sister's seducer, is likely to last well into
next week. It has been on trial for three
weeks. There will be no session of the
court on Monday, the day being given tip to
the ceremony of the formal transfer of the
room from the Municipal Art Society,
which has had its decoration in charge, to
the city. The evidence in the Hannigan
case to-d- ay all bore on the question of the
prisoner's sanity.

Cut His Children's Throats.

Elwin to-d- ay cut the throats of his two
children, aged four and six years, with a
razor, and then attempted to commtt sui-

cide in' the same manner. The children
died almost Instantly, and there is but little
hope of the father's recovery.

She was the Princess Alix
Victoria Helen Louise Beatrice of Hesse,
and was married to Czar Nicholas H on
Nov. 26, 1S91. In accordance with the laws
of Russia, and by manifesto, issued by Czar
Nicholas, oh the 21st day of October (old
style). 1894. she was renamed Alexandra
Feodorovna, and received the title of Grand
Duchess and Imperial Highness. Frlncess
Allx was the daughter of Grand Duke Louts
IV of Hesse and of Alice, Princess of Great
Britain and Ireland, third child and second
daughter of Queen Victoria. His brother is
the present Grand Duke of Hesse; her sis-

ter Irene is the wife of Prince Henry of
Prussia; another sister. Princess Elizabeth,
Is the wife of Grand Duke Serglus of Rus-
sia, and her oldest sister is the wife of
Prince Louis of Batterburg.

When Princess Allx was but twelve years
of age, and while In attendance at the wed-
ding of her sister Elizabeth, she met Nicho-
las, then Grand Duke, who was in his six-
teenth year. The children became attached
to each other, but the Czarewitch'g affection
for the Princess was diverted for some time.
Six years later her father made a visit to
the Russian court, accompanied by Princess
Allx. and her presence In the Russian capi-
tal was the means of renewing their liking
for each other, but, as the Princess was
then an ardent Lutheran, the question of
having to become a member of the orthodox
Greek Church had to be considered. Owing
to the ill health and subsequent death of
the Czar, Alexander II. the marriage of
Princess Allx and NIoholas was hastened.
Concessions such as were never before se-
cured In embracing the orthodox faith were
obtained from the Holy Synod. The Prin-
cess was not required to declare her former
religion to be accursed, nor that her con-
version was due to the conviction that the
truth lies not with her own. but with the
Russian Church. The Holy Synod was sat-
isfied with the simple declaration that the
Princess joined the Greek Church in order
to be of the same religion as her husband.

The Czarina has artistic tastes, lovec
music and is fond of outdoor sports. She is
of a sweet disposition, sympathetic and
kind, and has made many friends. It was
thought that she would exercise a strong
Influence over the Czar, and this was en-
couraged by the issuance of a ukase by the
Czar on the subject of establishing a cen-
tral council of administration for work-
houses and reformatories, which was de-
signed to provide the poor with honorable
means of employment. The Czarlr.a pro-
poses to take the institution under her im-
mediate patronage, ana it is said that her
Majesty drew up,' the statutes in question
herself.

TSAR1COJE3 SELO.

The Slairnlflcent Palace Where . the
Csarina. of Russia' Resides.

San Francisco Chronicle.
Tsarkoe Selo, where the Russian imperial

family Is said to be, is one of the residences
of the crown. It is forty minutes by rail
from St. Petersburg, and is one of the places
often, visited by tourists in Russia, Near the
principal entrance of the grounds leading to
the palace stand two small towers, with
carvings of Esyptian figures and hieroglyph-
ics. The palace was built in 1714, and em-
bellished by Catherine II, when all the orna-
ments in front, the vases, statues, capitals
and pedestals of columns, etc., were covered
with gold leaf, the value of the gold
amounting to more than one million ducats.
None of the gilding now remains, except on
the dome and cupolas of the church.

The chapel within communicates through
a gallery, which is used by the imperial
family with the apartments of the latter.
The room is large, fitted up in dark wood
and gilded, the ceiling being entirely covered
with gold. There are fine paintings here.
Near the altar hangs the key of the city of
Adrlanople.

One of the most wonderful rooms in this
palace is the famous amber room, the walls
of which are paneled with this costly ma-
terial, cut.ln different designs. In several
places are group of figures framed with
la.rsro pieces of the same substance. Tho
arms of Frederick the Great frequently ap-
pear, molded with the Imperial cipher, tho
amber having been presented to him by
Catherlne II.

The lapis lazuli Is another remarkable
room, so called from the incrustations of
that stone, with which It is ornamented.
Tho walls are entirely lined with pictures
rut so as to fit Into each other without
frames, and the floor is of ebony, inlaid
with flowers of mother-of-pear- l, in Cath-
arine's bedchamber the pillars are of purple
glass and the walls are adorned with porce-
lain. The walls of the banquet room are
lavishly gilded.

The Chinese room is remarkable for the
beauty of the articles it contains, while the
two ball rooms are conspicuous for their
fine collections of China vases, which are
placed in circular tiers up to the celling in
tbe upper end of each room.

The grounds of the palace are eighteen
miles In circumference and nre kept alwavs
In order by six hundred veteran soldiers. In
one corner of these grounds is a tower sev-
eral stories hteh, which was occupied by
Alexander II and his tutor. In another por-
tion are the baby houses of the Grand
Duchess and a pond with a fleet of tiny
vessels, made for the amusement of the
Grand Duke Constantlne, afterward High
Admiral.

There are also Turkish kiosks, a Ootl.12
structure, a marble bridge, with Corintbiai
columns and bronze statues, a summer
house, a Chinese village, a theater and
other minor buildings. Several monuments
erected by Alexander I to commemorate
the deeds of his companions In arms, Ro-
man tombs, artificial water falls and grot-
toes complete the adornment of the palace
grounds. In one of the artificial rulrx Is
the celebrated. statue of the Savior, by Dan.
neeker. Tsarkoe . Selo is three miles from
Pavlofok. the palace of tho Grand Duke
Constantlne, built in 17S0 and restored in
isc:.

FIGHT AT BOGOTA.

Troops Fire on the People Fourteen
Deserters Shot.

SAN ANTONIO, Tex., Nov. 13. A dis-

patch from Bogota, Colombia, dated Nov,
13, says: Heavy firing early this morning
in the barracks drew an immense crowd,
which was ordered to disperse. The crowd
was so great that it was Impossible to
move quickly, and tho impatient ofllcers or-
dered tho troops to charge bayonets, which
they did. but. meeting with resistance and
five shots being fired from the crowd, the
troops began firing on the people. A regu-
lar battle ensued, and the crowd, being
poorly armed, was obliged to fly. leaving
twenty-thre- e killed and wounded on the
field. The cause of the firing in the bar-
racks was that part of the guard had at-
tempted to desert and resisted arrest when
subjected. Fourteen were shot.

The Senator recommends as a remedy for
the present depleted condition of the treas-
ury a return to the protective tariff and
the abolishment of the practice of collect-
ing duties by ad valorem.
