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ing and attractive. Among other things it
contains a cut of the new passenger engine
which is making such an excellent record
on the Big Four lines.

The heavy rUns in eastern Ohio, Penn-
sylvania and New York of lato have en-
abled the roads, with one or two exceptions,
to dispense with hauling water in tanks tomany points for their locomotives, which
had been required for several weeks.

The reports to the medical examiners of
the Pennsylvania Voluntary Relief Associa-
tion show that an unusually large number
of the emploj'es are sick. It is believed
that the relief disbursements of this month
will exceed those of any former month.

'James McCrea, vice president of the
Pennsylvania lines, states that the gross
and net earnings of the Pennsylvania
lines west of Pittsburg for the month of
October, this year, were the largest ofany month in tho history of the lines.

It has been the custom for a number ofyears for the Union Pacific railroad to sell
its employes coal at reduced rates. This will
be discontinued Jan. 12. It affects every man
on the system and the privilege has been
coveted by everybody who could lay any
claim to being an employe.

One of the schemes which the Baltimore
& Ohio Southwestern has under contempla-
tion is building a branch from Watson to
the cement districts of southern Indiana.
Tho Louisville division of the Pennsylvania
lines has now a monopoly of that business,
and It Is a very important earning feature.

Official notice has been given of the ap-
pointment of Joseph Ramsey, Jr., general
manager of the Wabash lines, effective
Jan. 1. This week Mr. Ramsey, In com-
pany with General Manager Hays, who
goes on that date to the Grand Trunk,
haa been going over the system on a care-
ful inspection and acquainting himself
with its needs.

The Monon is making the fast time from
Chicago to Indianapolis which went into
effect on Sunday without trouble, and it is
evident the run can bo made from Chicago
to thl3 city in five hours easily, and in four
and one-ha- lf hours if it becomes necessary.
It Is apparent that next spring the running
time between Chicago and Indianapolis is
to be considerably shortened.

After talking for four hours over the
question of charging for carrying bicycle?,
the general passenger agents of the trunk
lines left the matter in such shape that
each general passenger agent should act
as he deemed advisable. The general be-
lief is that by the first of next month all
trunk lines will designate bicycles as
freight and charge accordingly.

It is becoming apparent that the Now
York, New Haven & Hartford was the
real purchaser of the New York & New
England. A short time ago the New York
& New England took Into Boston three
or four freight trains per day; now it is
taking in from ten to twelve. Much of its
business tho N. Y., N. II. & Hartford di-
verts from the Boston & Albany to the
N. Y. & N. E.

George D. Weaver, aged forty-thre- e, one
of the most popular locomotive engineers
on the Lake Shore & Michigan Southern,
died at his home in Klkhart yesterday of
typhoid fever, after an Illness of three
weeks. Before his sickness Mr. Weaver
was known as tho heaviest man in Elkhart
county, his weight being 328 pounds. He
was prominent in fraternal societies and in
the organization of locomotive engineers.

To-da- y. four vestibule coaches will be
turned out at the Pennsylvania Company's
shops at Columbus for the Southwestern
system. These coaches, it Is stated, will
represent the highest type of passenger
equipment. They will even be an improve-
ment on the coaches exhibited at the
world's fair by the Pennsylvania railroad.
The coaches are to be put in service on
trains 20 and 21, between Indianapolis and
Pittsburg.

General Manager Green, of the Cincin-
nati, Hamilton & Dayton lines. Is negotiat-
ing with the Union railway 'for rooms in the
Union Station in which to locate the super-
intendent of the Indianapolis division and
his force of train dispatchers. It is pro-
posed that the C, II. & D. take the rooms
now occupied by the Indiana Car Service
Association, and the latter take less desir-
able rooms near the center of the station
on the second floor.

A new method of keeping account of
coal used by locomotives has been intro-
duced on the Pittsburg division of the
Panhandle lines, of which J. J. Turner is
superintendent. The reqular allowance
hereafter Is to be twent"-flv- o pounds to
the mile for passenger engines and thirty
pounds for freight engines. In checking
up amounts of coal used the engine crews
on the fast runs will be allowed a larger
margin for premiums than on the slower
runs. Trains 11, ", 1W, 21 and 2 are ranked
as lirst-cla- ss and In all cases it must be
stated whether the engine was on the firstor second section.

James McCren, first vice president of the
Pennsylvania Company, and president of
the Union Railway Company, spent the day
yesterday at this terminal. Inspecting the
Belt road, examining the property, the shops,
etc. He also spent an hour at the stock
yards, and then inspected the Union tracks'
and station. In summing up his whole in-
spection he said he could find but little to
criticise. The track of the Belt road, he
said, was in much better condition than ayear ago, and he was satisfied there was
no terminal property in the country more
economically, managed or where a higher
standard was better maintained. He was
Impressed with the manner the business at
the stock yards is handled, and said that in
all his travels he had not seen any yards
which were kept in better condition or
more conveniently arranged to handle busi-
ness advantageously.

The citizens of Peru. Ind.. are asking forfaster trains between Peru and Indian-
apolis. The road for tho last l'orty years
has had about the same train schedule,
three hours between tho points named.
Investigation will show that the company
is not so much in fatdt as are. the powers
that be of the towns and cities on its line.
There are twenty-seve- n stations on the
line, or an average of a station every two
miies and a half, and most of the towns
have ordinances requiring trains to move
slowly in the town limits. Kokomo is
strung along its tracks three miles, and re-
quires a ten-mi- le an hour speed the entire
distance. Tipton limits the speed to eight
miles an hour; Fisher's, Arcadia, Atlanta
and Noblesville to six miles an hour, and
to make fast time is almost impossible
under present conditions. Two hours, Peru
to Indianapolis, is amplo tlmo to run the
best trains. At some points in running the
seventy-thre- e miles more time is required
running through the towns than between
the stations.

LIVE-STOC- K RATES TO UK I1ASED ON

ACTUAL WEIGHT AFTER JAX. 1.

Indianapolis Shippers Likely to Soon
IIhtc a Lorter Tariff on Freight

Shipped to Southern Points.

The Western Weighing Association and
the Transmissouri Freight Association have,
decided to return to the old plan of charg-
ing actual weight on shipments of live stock
Instead of by the carload. The new rule will
go into effect Jan. 1, Steps will be taken to
have the weighing done as expeditiously as
possible, as the delay occasioned by the
weighing of live stock has been the chief
objection of the shippers to adopting this
plan. The east-and-we- st lines between St.
Louis and New York and Chicago and New
York now have a proposition under consid-
eration to limit the number of horses, mules
and cattlo which shall be shipped In a car,
or elss return to the blllln- - stock by actual
weight. For years these lines have allowed
a minimum weight of twenty thousand
pounds to the car in this class of freight
Under this rule flva or twenty-fiv- e horsesmight bo shipped in a car. so long as the
total welsrht Uli not go under twenty thou-
sand pounds. This has led to the building of
hundreds of cars of extraordinary size by
private corporations, which has resulted in
the sidetracking of tho ordinary size cars of
the railroad companies. The official classifi-
cation committee now proposes that, under
the minimum weight of twenty thousand
pounds, no more than twenty animals shall
be loaded In a car at the carload rate. For
each additional animal loaded in the same
car in excess of twenty head, rates will be
charged at a minimum weight' of one thou-
sand pounds. The proposition will be votedon at the next meeting of the executive off-
icers of the roads.

Lower freight rates from this territory to
the South will probably be established soon.
About a year ago, because of a difference
of opinion between the lines north and south
of tho Ohio river, the through tariffs from
Cleveland and other Central Tralllc Associa-
tion points to New Orleans, Chattanooga
and a large number of other Southern cities
were withdrawn. The rates now consist of
the two locais to and from the Ohio-India- na

Junction points, Cincinnati, Evansvllle,
Louisville, Indianapolis, etc., an-.- t are con-
siderably higher than the displaced through
tariffs. The Southern lines m the divisions
insisted upon a constructive mileage consid-
erably in excess of the actual mileage, and
this tho Northern lines wero unwilling to
concede. .Recently the question has been
taken up again with fair prospects that an
adjustment of the difficulty will be reached.

A Wonderful Piece of Mechanism.
The past week P. 11. Dudley's dynagraph

car, his private property, which fairly
bristles with sensitive Instruments which
will detect any imperfections in track, has
been going over the track of the New York
Central. Mr. Dudley is accompanied on the
trip by twenty-seve- n roadmasters of the
New York Central lines, and the trip will
require ten days. The principal instrument
Is the dynagraph, through which rolls a
continuous sheet of heavy paper and upon
which a dozen or more pens trace in red
ink lines which show ever possible varia-
tion of the track as the car roils over tho
road. The simple passage of the car over a
rail Joint Is shown by a V-sha- variation
of the lines from a quarter to half an Inch
deep. One pair of pens shows the slight de-
pressions, as at Joints; another pair shows
tho variation of distance between the rails,
another marks the- - rail lengths, another
shows the comparative height of tho paral-
lel rails. On a curve, for instance, where the
outside rail is higher, a considerable varia-
tion la shown. On each side of the car Is a
device which throws a dab gX blue paint
against tho side of the rail wherever there
Is a depression of of an inch. This
paint enables tho section foreman to see the
defect and repair it at once. The usual
speed at which this car is run is twenty
miles an hour. Several weeks are required to
summarize results In. detail of these trips,
but when the work U done a roadmaster
readily ascertains where there is any im-
perfection In track arvd can at once remedy
It. It la stated that whire the one hundred
pounds to the yard rail is laid the variations
of tho dynagraph line are very slight, but
where the lighter rail is laid the line is full
of waves and notches.

Difficult o Adjust.
The advisory oommlttee of the emigrant

clearing house continued its meeting at
Chicago yesterday and spent most of tho
time in listening to complaints of the di-

vision of traffic between the Grand Trunk
and Canadian Pacific.' Nothing detlnlte was
settled, and the old trouble stands just
about where It was before tho meeting
began. The roads were expecting ta hear
some word from the Southern Pacific re-
garding the rates on emigrant business
made by that road which have been de-
moralizing this kind of traflic for some
tltr.t. Nothing was heard, and tho roads
aro beginning to think they will be forced
to make a light against the Southern Pa-
cific to keep their share of tho traffic.

The Western freight agents aro still
struggling with the question of rates to
Utah points, to meet the rates of the
Southern Pacific from I the Pacific coast,
and It may be several days yet before they
aro ready to tako any action. They were
working all yesterday on the tariff, which
they propose to announce, and It is said
that when they are ready to mako it pub-
lic. It will give the Southern Pacific some-
thing to think about. if it intends to keep
up the Utah trade, which, of course, it
does. Tho reductions will be general from
Chicago, and will include all classes of
freight which the Southern Pacific handles
to Utah points.

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USE OP PAPER MONEY

ITS MAXY PHASES CONSIDERED LAST
MGIIT I1Y PROF. BEMI9.

Thinks Some of the National Dank
Hesalatlons Might He Itclnxed

for Public Good.

. Prof. Edward Bemls delivered the second
of his lectures In the University E-xten-

course on the subject of 'Money", at riy-mou- th

Church last night, the special topic
for the evening being "Greenbacks, Dank
Xotes and Checks." A fair-size- d audience
was present. Prior, to the lecture last
week's talk was reviewed by the class.
Professor Bemls spoke first of tho advan-
tages of convertible paper money, chief
among which are the convenience with
which it can be used, the cheapness of
cost of production as compared with the
cost of mining gold and silver and its value
as a means of securing forced loans In
times of emergencj'.

Taking up the subject of Inconvertible Ta-

per money, he next showed how its use
might result in danger to foreign trade. A
country on different money basis from
other countries has much trouble In estab-
lishing a basis of calculation In buying and
belling goods with those countries. He
cited the case of Mexico, which is on a sil-
ver, basis. "Prices fluctuate there," said
he, "and money fluctuates constantly. A
man buying goods in Europe for wiilcn he
must pay in gold has uimculty la deter-
mining the basis of calculation between the
gold price he pays and the silver price for
which he will be compelled to cell.

The professor also showed another dan-
ger of parer money not convertible into
gold to be the consequent inflation of prices
that must necessarily follow, as, for In-

stance, In the case of civil war. "It Is a
good tmng tor those wno oweu money wnen
the boom prices came, but rather unfortu-
nate for tho lenders," said he. He spoke of
the tendency to speculation which usually
flxed itself upon the people in times of great
commercial Dooms that had their founda-
tions upon no substantial foundation, and
which inevitably resulted In disasters and
commercial crashes.

Taking up the subject of the value of in-

convertible paper money, tho Professor held
it to be dependent upon ilrst, the quantity in
circulation, and second, the conndencc of
the people in the source of Its issue. An-
other thing which had something to do with
its value wa3 the question of whether or
not It would be accepted by the government
in payment of government demands.

The Professor touched lightly upon the
history of paper money. "Wo find," said
he, "that even In the middle aces paper
money was usd." He spoke of the secur-
ity that must lie behind the Issue of paper
money to insure conndencc. and Paid that
various schemes have b?en devised from
time to time. At one time France Issued
nancr mcney upon the, yecuri-- y of land
values, but this was found unsatisfactory.
Q'he method of requiring the deposit of
uol 1 is the most satisfactory.

"There seems to be a tendency of people
to think wo should retire our national bank
notes," he continued. "I am not able to
agree with the radicals. Our country need
not have less money, it seems to me. There
is no agitation for the reduction of paptr
money In England, France or German',
riome people object to the laws of the coun-
try which allow banks to Issue notes, upon
the theory that they must pay double In-

terest," said Professor Bemls, in "the dis-
cussion of the question of whether the
greenbacks shouM be retired. "While It Is
true we. pay double Interest, It amounts to
tout little In the long run, as the cost of
printing the notes amounts to about 1 per

cent., and the other incidentals amount to
nearly 2 per cent, more, fo that after all.
the 4 per cent. Interest, for an Illustration,
is reduced to about 1 per cent. The last
report of th Controller gives statistics
ehowlng this."

Professor Bemls spoke of the restrictions
that surround the issuance of notes by na-
tional banks. "The law," naid he, "requires
that the national banks must hare at least
Jl in cash for every 3 it owes. The mo-
ment it gets down to that point It mut
stop making loans. If It docs not the Con-
troller may close Its door. The banks do
not always observe this law. In August,
1S3:1, the deposits were 16 per cent, loer
than they ought to b. In Germany tU
laws arc not so rigid. They may issue
notes to the ratio of $1 to S3 on deposit by
paying the government 5 per cent, interest
and hnlf their profits.'

The Professor held that In times of special
crises, when there was a lark of currency,
the laws ought to permit banks to lsue
money without requiring the ordinary baris
of security. If this had been the rule (Ta-
ring the late panic, he said, many Arms
whose credit was good but who were un-
able to borrow money from the banks, be-
cause they had leached the limit of their
loaning powers, would have been able to
get money and would have escaped the ne-
cessity cf bankruptcy.

In conclusion, the Professor said he
thought the need for money was not de-
creasing, for the reason that credit trans-
actions are decreasing and business is being
conducted on a cash basis.

The discussion whifth followed the lecture
was rather spirited, because a GreenbacRer
interjected some of his newest theories and
would have been delighted if he had been
permitted to talk, as he said, until daylight.
He wanted the government to do the whole
banking business, to loan money and super-
sede all other banks. The cause of money
panics was discussed. One side attributed
such panics as that of July, 1K3, to the sud-
den alarm of depositors, who withdrew
their deposits and put them It safety vaults.
The other side believed that the lack of con-
fidence In borrowers led the banks to re-
fuse credit when thev could have extended
It. Professor Bemls did not believe that the
banks ever refused to lend money when
they had it and the security was fairly
good, but bank managers studied the condi-
tions, and when they were not conlident of
the future they were very particular about
the security on loans. They aro not ronfl- -
dent Just now In Chicago, for while th
would o aengniea 10 oan money ii pr
cent., they refused It at 6 or 7, because the
futuro Is not altogether certain. As a
whole, the lecture and discussion was much
more Interesting than the previous on. The
next lecture is on bimetallism In the Unite!
States prior to 1S72.
