Ministry is the Minister of Marine, Hassan
Pasha, If published reports are to be be
lieved. Hassan Pasha, it is true, is a sailor,
but he Is said to be totally wanting in '"pro-
fessional dash.' and he has been charged
with cowardice. He pretends to be a de-
vout Mussulman, and In so doing won tne
support of the palace ulemas (priests), and
through them that of Abdul Hamld. Hassan
has been Minister of Marine through sev-
eral ministries, for seventeen years past, to
the extinction of the Turkish fleet and great
profit to him&elf and the riultan.

OTHER SEIZURES PROBABLE

SPANIARDS DETERMINED TO PERMIT
NO MORE RECRUITING HERE.

Participants In Expeditions to He
Pnnlshctl If Possible Seir Com-mand- er

for Spain Squadron.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 16. Minister Depuy
do Lome, of Spain, has been very active
for several weeks, through the Spanish con-

suls and his private , agents, in order to
put a stop to what he believes to be an
extensive and" systematic filibustering. His
vigilance led to several developments to-

day. Official information was received that
twenty-on- e members of a party which left
New York in October had been indicted by
the British authorities at Nassau, f

' Word came from Charleston. S. C, of the
seizure there of the steamer Laurala, with
te' prospects that this will bo followed by
other seizures and hy numerous prosecu-
tions of those in any way connected with
the vessels, on the charge of violating the
neutrality laws. From another quarter
cama information concerning another , fil-
ibustering expedition, thought to be on the
steamer Jamaica. The seizure of the Lati- -

raJa Is the result of a watch which has
been kept on the vessel for more than a
month. The Spanish autnorltles are con-

vinced that she carried the Cespedes fil-

ibustering party to Cuba, and they have ac-

cumulated a mass of evidence tending to
prove this fact beyond a doubt.

The present seizure of more than usual
importance, because an effort will be made
to hold all persons in any way connected
with the vessel, instead of moving against
the vessel itself. She is owned in Phila-
delphia, but was chartered by parties in
New York and commanded by a New York
captain. For thi3 reason tne United States
district attorney's office in this city has
been in It is understood that
the government officials Into whoso custody
the Laurada has been taken have been
furnished evidence that the last trip of the
Laura Ja was not the only one In which
arms were carried, but that the alleged
filibustering has been carried on for a
comparatively long period. The informa-
tion which has been furnished the Depart-
ment of Justice is said to Justify the sus-

picion that at least two of the stokers cm-ploy- ed

on the vessel were Spaniards. The
prosecution now rests with the Department
of Justice, though the latter will be aided
by the agents of the Spanish government.

The Spanish minister entertains no .doubt
that an Investigation will disclose the fact
that the Laurada has successfully landed
both arms and men in id of tho insurgent
cause, which places her clearly within the
inhibition against armed expeditions
against a friendly ration. In support of his
contention he has furnished the State De-

partment with affidavits of a number of the
crew who sailed the Laurada to Cuba and
returned with her and are cognizant of all
her movements. The evidence is said to be
conclusive on all of the material points
involved in the case, and, according to the
representations made to the department,
the result must necessarily be the con-

demnation of the vessel and the arrest and
conviction of Its officers. The officials here
have taken special 'Interest in this case, in
view of its importance, and have taken all
reasonable means to secure the seizure of
the vessel and the arrest of her officers. .

Information of another suspected Cuban
filibustering plot reached here to-da- y. An
official dispatch reports that an attempt
was made to-d- ay by representatives of al-

leged owners to have restored to them the
arms and ammunition found on a key off
Mobile, Ala., on Aug. 30. At the same time
a vessel, said to be the Jamaica, which
cleared recently from Philadelphia for Mex-

ico, was seen acting suspiciously in the
harbor, as If waiting for the result! of the
effort to secure the delivery of the arms
held by the government. The United States
marshal, however, declined to give . them
up, and the only recourse now left to the
claimants Is to bring suit against the gov-

ernment. Immediately after the refusal the
vessel disappeared from the harbor and her
real destination is unknown. Various points
are being watched, and the Spanish gov-

ernment is endeavoring to find whether she
proceeds direct to Mexico, where she would
be due within four or five days.

Official dispatches also announce the in-

dictment of the alleged filibusters who
left New York during October on the
stearner Delaware and were arrested at
Inagua, one of tho Bahama Islands, and
taken to Nassau by the English gunboat
Partridge. The men will be tried at Nas-
sau next Thursday.

American Steamship Seized
CHARLESTON, S. C. Nov. 16. -- The

American steamship Laurado was seized
here to-d- ay by Collector of Port George D.
Bryan, on orders from Washington. . The
boat Is charged with aiding & filibustering
expedition in behalf of Cuban insurgents.
The Laurado was also libeled here yester-
day in a civil suit. brought by John D. Kerr

Co.. of Philadelphia, for alleged breach
of contract. The boat is under command
of Captain Hughes. A revenue Inspector Is
now on board in charge.

No Cuban si Aboard.
PHILADELPHIA. Nov. 16. The Nor-

wegian steamer leon, from Port Moranta,
Jamaica, which was supposed to have a
delegation of officers of the Cuban republic
on board, reached this city to-nig-ht, but
there were no Cuban officials on board.
United States Marshal Colesberry and Dep-
uty United States Im'migration Commis-
sioner Hughes were at the dock when the
boat landed, but their presence was not
needed. But two passengers left the steam-
er after she had docked, Michael Gannon,
of Scranton, and an Irishman named Prin-ccll- o,

of New York.

New Xntnl Commander.
HAVANA, Nov. 16. Admiral Jose Navar-

ro, who was appointed in the early part of
last month to the command of the Spanish
squadron in Cuban waters, arrived here to-

day and has assumed his functions.
The bands of leaders, Prlmellas. Labrado

and Miranda, were besieged for two days at
Fort Cascorro. According to reports re-
ceived here, troops assisted the insurgents
to effect a retreat. Leader Miranda was
wounded, however. The Insurgent leader

proportion to the gravity of the offense.

WESTERN RAILWAY AFFAIRS.

The ;TronMe with the Southern Pa-
cific "Not Yet Adjnited.

CHICAGO, Nov. 16. The advisory com-

mittee of the emigrant clearing house of
the Western roads adjourned this after-
noon until next Wednesday Nothing was
accomplished at the meeting, and all mat-
ters rest as they did before it convened.
The reason given for the adjournment was
that the Southern Pacific was not repre-
sented at the meeting, and the adjourn-
ment will' give it time to get a man here
prepared to do business. , The association
roads are very anxicus to have the trou-
bles In the Immigrant business fixed up,
and at present they lay most
of their difficulties on the shoul-
ders of the Southern Pacific. They
claim that low rates and excessive com-
missions, paid by the Southern Pacific with
the intention of drawing the coast business
down by way of New Orleans, had ma-
terially affected all their emigrant business,
and unless the Southern Pacific can see its
way clear to abandon its present tactics
they will be compelled to take active steps
In reprisal. Before beginning any warfare,
however, they are anxious that the South-
ern Pacific shall be given every opportun-
ity, to explain matters if It wishes to do so.
They have for the last three days been
looking for a statement from the Southern
Pacific, but have received no word of any
kind. This fact caused some of the lines
to object to the granting of any time before
meeting the rates and commissions paid by
the Southern Pacific, but it was finally
agreed to take an adjournment.

The axretment of the Western Passenger
Association is now in effect as far as the'Missouri river. It is at present nothing
more than an agreement to maintain rates,
and a row among the transmlssourl lines
may at any time knock the whole thing
into nothing. It will live anyway, until
Thursday of this week, when the transcon-
tinental Une will try to reach an agree-
ment on both through and Colorado busi-
ness. If they fall to get together, the as-
sociation lines will be floundering around In
uncertainty once more.

The Ohio Southern.
NEW YORK, Nov. 16. A meeting of the

stockholders and second-mortgag- e bond-
holders of the Ohio Southern railroad,
which is in the hands of a receiver, was
held thl3 afternoon In the offices of V. R.
J. Kimball & Co. About thirty were pres-
ent. The meeting lasted three hours, and
at its close Mr. Kimball said one-thir- d of
the stockholders and one-thir- d of the second--

mortgage bondholders were represent-
ed. . The counsel for the receivers, he said,
was present and made a general verbal
statement of the affairs cf the road; that
it came into their hands. Messrs. Smith
and Pates and the committee having the
affairs of the road in charge were alsopresent and told of the negotiations) under
way for the reorganization of the com-
pany. They did not submit any definite
plan. All the reports Indicated, according
to Mr. Kimball, that the road was belnff
managed economically and well. The com-
pany has purchased six new large locomo-
tives, and the business, as shown by the
earnings, has gratlfylngly Increased. The
statements were considered eminently sat-
isfactory, and a. resolution was passed re-
questing those now operating the road to
continue on their present lines. It is a
question now whether reorganization will
be r.ecssary or not, and all the trouble Is
set down to the formation of the car trusts
and the orders for thousands of cars which
were not needed, when the road was under
the management of the late Henry S. Ives,
the young Napoleon of finance, who was
also interested in the manufacture of the
cars. Had times continued prosperous,
said Mr. Kimball, nil would have been well
and legit."rate, but as it turned out the
whole thing went to waste and would have
gone whether Ives had lived or not.

Receiver Applied For.
CLEVELAND, O., Nov. 16. A dispatch

from Marion. O., says that application was
made there to-da- y for the appointment of
a receiver for the New York, Pennsylvania
& Ohio railroad, and that Herman Dressier
and William NIswanger were supposed to
be back of the movement. J. T. Warm, the
secretary of the company, and I A. Rus-
sell, its attorney, both of this city, declare
that they do not know anything about the
application. Dressier and NIswanger are
the trustees of the second and third-mortga- ge

bondholders, and represent $44.0 A000.
It is believed that if the news is reliable
the movement Is merely the first step,
taken unexpectedly, In the amalgamation
of the New York. Pennsylvania &. Ohio
with the Erie system.

A later dispatch from Marlon says the
basis of the action Is a Judgment for per-
sonal injuries for $5,500 awarded to a boy
named John Hoffman in --March. 1S04. but it
is believed this Is made the pretext of the
holders of the mortgage.

Rate Reduced.
SAN FRANCISCO, Nov. 16. --A rate war

The Oregon peo-
ple made a cut of W per ceit. and the
Southern Pacific followed with a similar re-
duction.

First-cla- ss rail-
way rates to Portland are reduced from $20
to $13 and second class from $10 to $7.50.

The Uody Robbed nml Placed on n
Hallway Track.

SPRINGFIELD, 111., Nov. 16.Thc dead
body of Charles Bucher, aged twenty-tw- o,

of St. Louis, a Wabash brakeman, was
found by niyht yardmaster George Kinder
this morningf. lying on the tracks near the
company's shops here, with the head and
arms severed from the body.
