WASHINGTON, Nov. 1i.—Assistant Sec-
retary MeAdoo has transmitted to Secre-
tary Herbert the report of Lientenant Nib-
lack on the operations of the naval militia
during the past year. In indorsing the re-
port Mr. McAdoo says that the organiza-

tions are growing rapidly in favor and the
interest of the publi¢ in them is steadily in-

creasing. 'This organization, founded on
patriotic zeal, is entitled to every encour-
agement at the hands of the government, |

Speaking of the result of his own inspec-
tion of the vagious battalions last sum-

mer, he says that above all things they
need national encouragement and sufficient
boats to perfect themselves in drill.

Lieutenant Niblack's report shows that
New Jersey and Georgia were the only new

States to make returns and share in the
allotment of funds during the year. Under
the present system of allotments an undue

share of the money goes to the older or-
ganizations, which Lieutenant Niblack sug-
gests might be corrected by dividing only
one-half of the total apropriation among the
militia pro rata and then using the re-
maining half to aid the new organizations
and those which have not yet received the
loan of a ship or boats and arms. He
shows that the supnly of =hips for militia
purposes is now exhausted, and touching the
experiences of the CCalifornia militia on
their last cruises aboard Rovernment ves-
sels, he says that such short cruises are
of no real value to tue militia. Because of
the hot and debtiitating weather of the
herft summers, he suggests that the
time of crulses of the North Carolina, South
Carolina and Geosgla militia should be
changed to spring or fall
In the line of Improvement of the militia
a8 a whole, Lieutenant Niblack has many
important recommendations to make, He
says that there has been considerable dim-
inution in the eanthusiasm of the older or-
ganizations, due largely to uncertainty as
to the real purposes and aims of the naval
militia, sas indicated by the number of
resignations. 1'nless it Is desired that the
moVement should drift on in an uncertain
and hesitating way, with possible ultimate
fallure, a vigorous State and national
Initiative should be taken at once. The
State laws should be made uniform and the
Naval Department should be empowered to
three or four different State organ-
izations together in camp, which, with the
co-aperating squadron of sh(lfm. would re-
sult in increased efficiency and give definite-
ness or p . The appropriation for e
naval militia should be increased from
325,000 to $50.000 annually. As boat work is
“the utmost importance, the battalions
should be provided with good navy cutters,
with all equipments necessary, and to insure
uniformity in methods. signalling outfits
should be provi The outfits of the var-
ious divisions Should be standardj and
to this end Lileutenant Niblack indicates
gs_t what a sultable outfit should consit of.

WORK OF THE LIFE-SAVERS,

Only Twenty Lives Lost Out of 3.402
Persons Imperiled.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 17.-Mr. Kimball,
saperintendent of the life-saving service, in
his annual report states that at the close
of the last fiscal year the establishment
embraced 2] stations—184 being on the At-
lantic, 53 on the lakes, 13 on the Pacific
and one at the falls of the Ohilo, at Louis-

ville, Ky.

The number of disasters to documented
vessels within the field of the operations
of the service during the yvear was 453,
There were on board these vessels 542 per-
sons, of whom 5,382 were saved and twenty
lost. Eight bhundred and three ship-
wrecked persons received succor at the sta-
tions, to whom 2,238 days’ rellef In the ag-
gregate was afforded. The estimated value
of the vessels involved was 8,001,275, and
that of their cargoes £.66.9), making a
total value of property Imperiled $10,647,255.
Of this amount 9,145,086 was saved and §i,-
&m'h: The number of vessels

t_
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craft, on board of which there wera 421
, 415 of whom were saved six
t. Besides the number of persons saved
from vessels of all kinds ere were 110
others rescued who had fallen from
wharves, plers, etc,, the most of whom
would have perished without the aid of
the lfe-saving crews.

The crews saved, and assisted to save,
during the year, 379 vessels, valued, with
their cargoes, at $3,561,685, and rendered as-
sistance of minor importance to 181 other
veascls in distress, besideg warning from
danger by the signals of the patrolmen 249
vessels, a investigations made into the
details of every shipwreck involving lossg of
life and into the conduct of the life-sav-
ing crews at these wrecks show that the
unfortunate people who perished were be-
yond any possible aid from the service
and that no life was lost through lack of
prompt and faithfyl effort on the part of the
life-saving men. The number of disasters
within the scope of the service exceeded
that of any previous vear by seventy-nine.
This excess, it Is said, is in a measure due
to the extension of the service by the es-
tablishment of new stations, but grlnclpnl-
v to the conditions of weather which pre-
vailed during the year.

The record of the year shows a smaller
proportion of loss in both life and prop-
erty than in any previous year since the
general extension of the service, except, as
regards life, the vear 1888, and as regards
properiy, the year 1884. The cost of the
maintenance of the service during the year
was £1,345.821.40.

GEN. MASSO IS HERE

CUBAN VICE PRESIDENT SAID TO
HAVE LANDED IN PHILADELPHIA.

His Visit May Neot Help in Securing
Recngnition from Congress for

PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 17.—General Bar-
tolme Masso, Vice President of the Cuban
republic, and a general of the Eastern divi-
sion, is believed to have landed in this coun-
try on Friday night from the steamer Leon,
which arrived here at her wharf last night.

A PLUNGE TO DEATH

APPALLING FATE OF PASSENGERS ON
A CLEVELAND MOTOR CAR.

Fifteen Bodies Recovered of the Nine-
teen Whoe Went Down in Satur-
day Night's Acecldent,

SAD SCENES AT THE RIVER

WHERE FRANTIC MEN AND WOMEN

CAME IN SEARCH OF THE DEAD,

All Day Sunday Thousands Thronged
the Bridge, 100 Feet Above Where
the Divers Were at Work.

ONE GRIEF-CRAZED FATHER

THROWS HIMSELF IN THE WATER
TO COMMIT SUICIDE.

Motormon Rogers Charged with Man-
slanghter—=Story of a Man Whe
Was on the Rear Platform,

CLEVELAND, Nov. 1i.—The people of
this clity stood appalled to-day when they
realized the full horrer of the terrible ac-
cident which occurred last evening on Lhe
big Central viaduct. It was the worst ac-
cident that hald ever happened in this city,
and the story of hew the motor car, loaded
with men, women afd children, had plunged
through the open draw, straight down a
hundred feet into the river, wad told over
and over again. Thousands of people re-
mained by the river bank all last night,
and thousands were there carly this morn-
ing. Great crowds are still standing on the
bridge above the wrecked car and about the
place where the wreckage is burled In the
river, eagerly discussing every detail of the
accident.

The first reports of the disaster have been
verifiel in every particular, with the pos-
gible exception of the number of victims,
which is a trifle smaller than was at first
supprsed. The work of rescuing the bodies
of tae victims has gone on steadily since
8 o'clock last evening, and it is now believed

{ that nothing more can be done until the last

bit of the wreckage of the car has been re-
moved from the river.

The scenes about the river late last night
while the work of rescue was heing prose-
cuted were pathetic in the extreme. The
thousands of people who
vaited with bated breath for the discovery
of hodies. It was a sad crowd, and out of
respect for the unfortunate dead but very
little nolse was made. Oeccasionally the
scream of some frantic woman who believe(d
some one dear to her was among the un-
fortunate ones would echo over the flats,
only to be taken up at a distance by_some
other woman whose heart was breaking
over her loss. It was almost impossible to
get to the river. Patrol wagons dashed this
way and that, their bells clanging, adding
to the din and confusion. Ambulances
dashed up to the scene, only to turn and
drive away again, carrying the remains of
other unfortunates, It was almost impos-
gible to work with any system. The crowd
pusiied its way as® near the scene as pos-
sible, and the efforts of the large force of
police to maintain order were almost in
vain,

REMOVING THE DEAD.

It was with great difficulty that a body,
when recovered, was taken to one of the
deaid wagons. ¥Four bodies were found al-
most at the same time. They were placed
on gtretchers, and the solemn march to the
ambulance started. As the bodids were
passed from the fire boat to the willing
hands on shore, an aisle was made and the
bodles passed along. Every few feet some
woman would step out from the crowd, peer
into the face of a body as it passed, and
“It's not him, thank God!" she would say.
And =0 the sad procession moved on.

As the body of a young boy was taken
from the fire boat an old lady nearly fell
into the river In her anxiety to see the
face of the dead boy. 3he would not bhe
put back. She threw herself on the body,
looked into the face, and cried: “Thank
God!"

Falling upon her knees, she raised her
volce to heaven and prayed as only a
mother could under the circumstances,
Pressing cloge around her were anywhere
from 1,000 to 5,000 people. Those who could
see her raised their hats, and not a few
‘joined her in prayer.

At another spot two men were trying to
hold an almost distracted woman. She he-
lieved her hushand was on the ill-fated car,
and was almost insane with grief,

On board the fireboat, alongside of which
was the raft containing two divers, Coroner
Arbuckle and several of the boat hands,
all were bhusy grappling for bodies and all
was confusion. A hook would catch on

{ something on the bottom of the river. The

man handling it would shout, “I've got
another.” The crowd on shore, who could
see what was going on aboard the boat,

But in many cases
the man was wrong. His hook would brin
to the surface an old board or a piece o
rubbish. Again the news would be carried
to the anxjously walting crowd,

All the time the search was going on
cars Kept running over the viaduct. Both
rails from the west to the east approach
of the bridge were blocked with people.
in the center of the bridge men, women
and children went this and that way,
screaming, jostling each other, women
tom-ini their hair and calling on God
save thelr dear ones. Women fainted and
were trampled on by the mad, rushing and
insane crowd. It was impossible to keep
any kind of order, and the effort was
finally abandoned. It was a crowd with a
common grief. Not one of the multitude
but knew that perhaps a brother, mother,
father or sister was at the moment lying
cold In death at the bottom of the river.
Everybody tried to sympathize with every-
body el=e, and as & result it was hard to
distinguish any one.

From the dizzy height the thousands of
people who occupled positions on the bridge
itself watched the proceedings below. Their
view was uncbhstructed, and they saw ev-
erything that took ce. The second a body
was brought to thé surface, those on the
bridge reported to those in the center of
the bri and then a rush for the rall
was made by hundreds,

BRIDGE CAPTAIN'S STORY.

Among the people who gathered at the
viaduct to-day the blame for the frightful
calamity was lald at the door of motor-
man Rogers and Conductor Hoffman. Nearly
all the blame, however, was placed with
Rogers, who had been in the employ of the
big Consolidated Street-rallroad Company
for several years, The following is a de-
scription of the accident as related by
Bridge Captain Charie=s Brenner:

“I was on duty at the time. It was about
7:3 o'clock when a hoat coming up the river
whistled for the drawbridge. 1 then gave
the signal= to engineeer Patterson and the
gate gwards. 1 shut bhoth gates at the

the bridge. The bridge had swung clear
around and the boat had appreached almost
under it, when I was dumfounded to see a
large combination street car, with perhaps
twenty passengers inside, approaching and
only about forty feet away. I cried out
with all my might, ‘Stop, stop! For God's
sake stop that car!" The motorman was en-
deavoring to stop the car, but it seemed
that his efforts were of no use, for the car
came steadily on and crashed into the iron
gates, which gave way, and in a s=econd
the car had gone over tne precipice. Just as
the car struck the gates the frightened
motorman jumpea and rell on the bridge.
As soon as the car went over I leaned over
the brink and cried to the men on the tug
and vessel passing through under the bridge
to notify the I'*¢ and the ambulances of
the awful accide t when they went up the
river. I saw th- motorman about ten min-
utes after the accident, but he disappeared
shortly afterwards. No blame can at-
tach to those in charge of the bridge.
The accldent is entirely the fault of the
crew of the motor car. Special Constable
Phil Beck and another man were talking
with me when the accident happened."”

On the rear platform of the fatal car lasl
night, before it made the terrible plunge,
were O, A. Ferguson, of Parma, O.; John
Seriger, of No. 364 Woodland avenue; Hank
Peters, of Dover; G. O. Ross, of No. 38
Quiney street; Andy Radke, of No. 80 Pel-
ton siresat, and Jake Haller, of Swan sireet.
All jumped and were saved. Heller says
the car was going slow and that he heard
some one cry out: ‘‘Stop the car, stop the
car!” He al®o says there was= a woman on
the platform and that she jumped safely
away, but immediately cried out that her
daughter was in the car. John Seriger re-
lated his experience as follows:

“On nearing the draw on the viaduct I
noticed the conductor leave the car and pull
a chain, which I supposed operates a safety
device in the track. The conductor waved
his hand and the car moved slowly forwaridl.
I first heard a ecry ‘Stop, stop!” Then a
little man standing nearer the car steps
than myself yelled, ‘Jump!” I felt the rear
part of the car begin to raise up and blindly
Jumped over the plaiform railing, not know-
ing how or where I would land. I picked
myself up about six feet from the edge of
the open draw and picked my hat from
among several others lyving about. There
were three other men on the platform be-
sides myself. One wore glasses and an-
other, the one who yelled “Jump! had on a
mackintosh. It came throuzh my mind that
the car was going down, as I saw the iron
gate moving the moment I jumped. 1 was
leaning against the door jam, but turned
my head when some one on the viaduct
gave the warning cry. I heard screeching
and screams as the car was going down.
There was an awful crash when the car
struck.” ‘

The finding of the body of little Gertie
Hoffman filled the cup of sorrow for A.
W. Hoffman, a grocery salesman living at
W8 Pearl street. She was the last member
of his family.- His wife and son Harvey,
the latter aged seven, were taken from the
river last night. The little girl's body was
found lodged against the bank of the river.
Her little hands were filled with splinters
from the  wrecked car. When offman
realized what had happened to him he be-
came hereft of reason. Rushing to the
river, he plunged in and tried to drown him-
self, but was rescued by friends who took
him away and tried to comfort him.

The final identification of the body of
Curt Lephne, by his stepfather, Prof,
Charles [E. Clements, to-day, disclosed a
romance. Lephne's mother was an Engligh
girl. Several years ago £he went to Berlin
to study music and there met and married a
German army officer named lLephne. Four
children were born to her and her husband
died. Last summer she met Prot. Charles

THE MOTORMAN'S STORY.
August Rogers, the motorman, is still de-
tained at the central station, though he is

| now held only as a witness before the

coroner. He talked about the accident to-
day. “It was my second trip,”” he began,
“Just after leaving the market house I
looked into the car and from what I can
remember there were about twenty or twen-

ty-five passengers, They were mostly
women and children, 1 think. When my

motor reached the switeh at the approach

of the draw in the viaduet I ot off my cur-
rent and applied the brake. The car came
to a full stop and the conductor ran
ahead and threw the switech. He motioned
me ahead with his arm. I put my lever on
the first notch and as 1 passed the con-
ductor, who always stands at the switeh
lever until the car has passed, was run-
ning at the rate of possibly four miles an
hour, I looked back, as 1 always do, and
saw him get on the réar piatform.

“l.ooking ahead I thought 1 saw the gales
at the draw closed over the track, but as
my lights.were burning and 1 had current
the thought occurred to ime that my eyes
must have been at fault, I was just In the
act of giving, and possibly gave, the lever
a sllraht pusa forward when I was startled
by the gates just in front of me and I
heard some one vell ‘Jump!" [ don't know
whether 1 reversed the current or not, for
I realized the danger and leaped from the
vestibule, As | leaped I thought I would
Iilunge headlong down and into the river,
ut as the car struck the gate I fell on it
and caught the iron frame and saved my-
self. The car went down with an awful
crash, but I never heard a murmur or any-
thing that resembled a scream.”

Here Rogers buried his face in his hands
and erfed: “My God, it's an awful thing!
His wife, who stood bi; his side, consoled
him by saying: “Certainly it was no fault
of vours."

“No,”” he veplied, *but think of it! Oh,
mﬁ God, just think of 1t!"

ogers then burled his head deeper In his
hands and began to sob, moaning: *“My
God, my God! It's too bad, too bad.”

When he had recovered himself somewhat
Rogers continued: “When I was freed from
the ifron gate I scarcely knew what to do.
I was dazed. 1 finally concluded to run
back to the market house and tell the po-
lice, 1 did this, and then ran back to the
scene of the accident, I hurried dewn the
embankment and began to pull bodles out
from the wreck. I worked there for fully
an hour—may be an hour and a half. Then
I grew sick and went home."

“When you first saw the gates of the
draw, were your lights burning and did you
have a current?”

“l did have a current and my lights
were burning. That is the reason why I
thought of no danger. When the draw is
open the lights usually go out, but it was
not the case at the time of the accident,
as I can swear. As I told you, I was sur-
prised when I saw the gates and knew that
I had both lightas and current, which has
never been the case before when the tes
have been closed, a® the swinging of the
bridge cuts off the current and, of course,
whcla_il thl?l is done the lights go out.”

“How do you account for the
fact?”

FIFTEEN BODIES RECOVERED.

Four Missing People Supposed to Be
in the River.
CLEVELAND, O., Nov. 17. — The num-
ber of victims was Increased to fifteen
to-day by the discovery of two more
Lodies In the river. All of the dead have
been identified, but four persons who were
supposed to have been on the ill-fated car
as it made the awful plunge are still miss-
ing. There seems to be no doubt that their
bodies will be taken from the boitom of
the river when the heavy iron trucks of
the wrecked motor are raised, One of the
bodies found to-day was that of little Gertle
Hoffman, aged four and a half years, who
was going home from the store where her
father we.s employed with her mother and
brother. The child's body was found lying
against the bank of the river some dis-
tance below the scene of the accident and
was ldentified soon after being taken from

the water.

The other body found to-day was that
of Louis Huletz, a mail carrier, aged twen-
ty-six, who lived with his wife, at 38
Brevier street.y His head was split open
from the forehdad down to the chin and
there is no doubt that he was Killed before
the car settled in the water.

LAONDON, Nov, 17.—8ir Philip Currle, Brite
ish Embassador to Turkey., who has beey,
England the past month in consultation with
Lord Salisbury in reference (o the troubles
between the Turks and Armenlans, starts
in the morning for Constantinople, via
Vienna. His journey back to Turkey wiill
bo made in as short a time as possible,
and he will resume his post at Constanti-
nople without loss of time,

Lord Salisbury, accompanied by his wife,
went to visit the Queen at Windsor Castle
last night. It is evident that ‘mportant
decisions have been arrived at regarding
Eastern affairs, since to-morrow morping's
Post will publish an article evidegfly in-
spired .by the Foreign Office. The article is
understood to indicate that the Prime Minis-
ter has decided that the utmost effort must
be made to maintain the integrity of the
Turkish empire, and therefore efforts mumst,
in the first place, be directed to restoring
order in the disturbed districts. Continuing,
the article says:

“For the moment all thought of coercing
the Sultan should be laid aside. He has
already given evidence of A d to intro-
duce reforms. It cannot be douMed that he
will defer to the wishes of the powers as
s00on as circumstances permit him to do so.
It is difficult to apportion the blame justi
between the Turks and the Christians, and it
Is believed, on authority, that the dis-
orders are partly due to the carelesa order
of the Sultan, who commanded the provin-
clal Governors not to molest the Armenians
while they were guiet, or, if they revolted,
io exterminate them. This order has been
interpreted with much generosity by the
Turks, while the Armenians themselves*are
blamabhble, to some extent, for fomenting
disorders,

“The embassadors of the forgign powers
in general, and Sir Philip Currie in partieu-
lar, have acquired a position enabl
to give important support to the
government at this eritical time. Sir
Currie's instructions are such as to justify
him in delaying the execution of Mﬁg
until the authority by which they are to
carried out has recovered from :
weakness, At the present mo
naval demonstration in the Turkish waters
or undue pressure on the Turkish -gvm-
ment can onjy help precipitate a crisis from
which Turkeyv's friends can h 10 gain
nothing and her encemies everything.™

SIR PHILIP'S DUTY.
