Traffic Antes.
The Rig Four lints (proper) last week

handled at Indianapolis 8,719 loaded cars,
against 8.35 in the week ending Nov. 9,
an increase of 324 loaded cars.

The Ree-lln- e division of the Big Four sys-
tem continues to lead all other Indianapolis
lines, handling at this terminal last week
a total of 3,127 cars, 2,475 being loaded.

The Pennsylvania lines handled at this
point last week a total of 5,161 oars, 4,128
being loaded, which was a decrease of 723,
all divisions except the Indianapolis show-
ing a falling off In business.

Tiie Cincinnati,, "Hamilton & Dayton and
the Mcnon both show a decrease in loaded
car movement last week, but In neither
case was it owing to a lack of business, but
to a scarcity of empty cars.

The Vandalia continues to show unusually
favorable weekly exhibits, last week hand-
ling at this point 2.313 loaded cars, bring-
ing In 1,235 and forwarding west 3,108. Of
the in-bou- nd business 127 cars were loaded

The complaint is made by the
roads that bo many people object to the
upper berths that they are often compelled
to run extra sleepers in order to provide
the requisite number of lower berths. They
are obliged to do this or see the passengers
go to competing lines If the desired lower
berths can be obtained there.

Sternly lucrrnse Minister and
Half I n re Unlet.

A dispatch from Chicago rays: Private
advices received from the East indicate
the election of K. P. Ripley, present third
vice president of the Chicago, Milwaukee
& St. Paul, as president of the Atchison,
Topeka &. Santa Fe Railway Company,
and of D. R. Robinson, present acting pres-
ident of the company, as first vice presi-
dent. Mr. Ripley's name has not hereto-
fore been mentioned In connection with the
Atchison presidency, and his friends say
he made no personal effort to secure the
position. He is now on a trip through the
South with the ex-worl- d's fair directors,
of which body he was a member, and Is
expected to return to the city w.

Up to a few days ago the principal candi-
dates were D. IE Robinson, . the acting
president of the Atchison and general agent
for the receivers, and K. T. Jeffery, the
present president of the Denver & Rio
Grande. The Roston. and American inter-
ests, were strongly in favor of the election
of Robinson. The European bondholders
favored Jeffery. A few days ago Mr. Cop-pe- l,

chairman of the board of directors, an-
nounced the withdrawal of Mr. , JefTery's
name, it being the desire of the owners of
the Rio Grande to retain his services as
president of the company. This, it was be-
lieved, would leave the field clear for Mr.
Robinson. It appears, however, that the
American and foreign members of the joint
executive reorganization .committee were
unable to reconcile their differences. It
dawned on the American members that un-
less they compromised their differences
with the Europeans the latter would be able
to elect the new board of directors and a
president, regardless of the wishes of the
American bondholders. The American
bondholders are' mostly Boston people, and
Mr. Ripley, came originally from Roston.
The European Interests, it Is understood,
were brought around to Mr. Ripley's sup-
port by J. Pierpont Morgan, who knows
Mr. Ripley well on account of his connec-
tion with the Milwaukee & St. Paul, in
which property Mr. Morgan Is paid to hold
a controlling interest.

The east-boun- d movement of grain, cotton,
live stock and dressed meats is at its
largest tonnage. --In live stock and dressed
meats especially Is the tonnage heafy be-

yond precedent. The loaded-ca- r movement
of the Tanhandle is a fair example of that
of the other roads. Last week 1.143 loaded
cars were forwarded east and l,3 brought
in. From this statement it will be seen
that the west-boun- d; movement of loaded
cars Is large; in fact, the west-bou- nd ton-
nage of the higher-clas- s freights Is con-
siderably in excess of that of the cor-
responding period last year, while in the
lower-clas- s freights the tonnage is double
that of last year. This remark will apply
to iron structural work as well as to an-
thracite coal and coke shipments, which
have not been heavier at any time in the
Ust five years. Local business is highly
satisfactory: at the city freight depots and
In the loading and unloading yards, the
stock yards and the packing houses every-
thing deno;es an active, healthy business,
and each week for some time to come
will show further increase. The mild weath-
er is favorable to the roads doing a large
business and on an economical basis.

- MlnlNters Disposed to Rebel. .

To say that the clergy are not pleased
with the restrictions of the railroads In
making two cents a mile the rate and In
making it so difficult to secure permits
is stating it mildly. It Is stated that the
ministers of the different religious bodies
are about to call an indignation meeting
and endeavor to induce the ministers as
a body to refuse to accept what' they style
a miserable pittance of a reduction which
the . Western lines and the Central Traffic
Association have seen flt to allow them.
One prominent divine says that he had long
ago almost made up his mind to pay full
fare like any other lndlvdual rather than
submit to the annoying exactions demanded
by the railroads before they would issue
a half-far- e permit. He says that of course
many ministers of the gospel who are on
circuits and receive but small salaries are
almo?t compelled to beg the reduced rate,
but most of the high salaried preachers are
only degrading themselves by accepting
such permits under protest, and with the
understanding that they are all suspected of
being crooked. He says that the action of
the Western Passenger Association, as well
and the Central Traffic concern, could not
be Interpreted in any other light than as
being hostile to the ministers. The West-
ern association has almost openly declared
that.lt is not safe to grant one ministerial
permit without a rigorous investigation be-
ing previously made, so as to ascertain the
lltness of the applicant. If, because the per-
mits are carelessly allowed to get Into the
hands of u few dishonest speculators who
sell them, the entire army of Christ Is to
be subjected to such scrutiny as carries
with It the open suspicion of dishonesty, he
says, then It is high time for all ministers
to rise up as one man and refuse to accept
the little pittance of a cent a mile, under
the most degrading restrictions, which is
now offered to them.

Shorter. Time to California.

1 ney put raw cnirooon the free list, and placed a heavy duty
on the manufactured article. What was the
result? Let Governor McKinley say: "In
less than ninety days after the bill became
law forty-seve- n chicory factories came to
this country from France and Belgium, and
we were soon paying millions of dollars for
chicory wages in this country." The farm-
ers were benefited also, for there was an
immediate demand for the raw product, and
the cost of transportation encouraged the
local growth. In many places it is taking
the place of wheat and maize, and is yield-
ing to the cultivator a better return. Thesugar beet industry is another example In
which protection has been of enormous ad-
vantage to the farmer, not only in substi-
tuting a payable crop for one which has
been overdone, but also In lessening thepressure of competition. Is there not In
this example much more of encouragement
to be found than In the picture of English
despair?

Rut there Is still another aspect in which
the Victorian farmer may be invited to
view the free trade onslaught on the policy
of protection. If duties are removed or re-
duced the customs revenue must suffer, un-
less the alternative be accepted that the loss
sustained will be the ruin of Victorian in-
dustries. In either care the position of the
farmer will be altered for the worse. If
thousands of artisans are to be added to the
ranks of the unemployed to drift away from
the colony, or by settling on the land to
be changed from consumers to competitors,
the demand for local consumption must be
lessened. Nor will the benefit be greater If
the loss from the revenue be made up by,
new duties of the necessaries of life, or by
the adoption of the direct taxation which In"
New South Wales Is accepted as an inevit-
able corrollary of free trade policy. The
farmers are invited by the free traders toserve as a cat's paw. It would be a reflec-
tion on their intelligence to assume thatthey will accept such a position.

Stump, of the Immigration Bureau,
has sent a letter to Mr. A. N. Hanna, sec-
retary of the Christian Endeavor Cnion of
Belatr, Md., In which he replies to the reso-
lutions recently adopted by the union, pro-
testing against the continuance of "the six
saloons" In operation on Ellis island, and
stating that the efforts of the W. C. T. U.
to help Immigrants landing there have been
antagonized and frustrated by them. In his
letter Mr. Stump says that there Is no
water on Ellis Island, except cistern water,
which becomes brackish; that the "soft"
drinks for sale, such as ginger ale, soda,
etc., were distasteful to immigrants; that
most of them were accustomed to the use
of beer and light wines as part of their
daily nourishment, and that it. was thought
that the granting of the privilege of selling
beer, , If properly guarded, would result
beneficially and protect the Immigrants
from' the imposition of deleterious drugs.
This privilege, under strict regulations, was
granted July .7. 1S93. In conclusion, Mr.
.Stump says there are no "saloons" on Ellis
island; that no spiritous liquors are allowed
to be cold, and beer only under strict regu-
lations. He invites members of the union
to visit Ellis island and make an investiga-
tion, and If any abuse of the privilege of
selling beer Is found or if it b shown that
It is prejudicial to tho cause of temperance
It will be revoked.

FREE TRADE EFFECTS. '

IIott the Farmer SulTer in Eujslnmi
nnil Australia.

Melbourne (Australia) Leader.
What free trado has dene for agriculture

in England is displayed in the gloomy
record of desolation and disaster which
the reports received by the Royal Commis-
sion of Inquiry are bringing to light. The
landed interest In Great Britain has suf-
fered an enormous depredation, and In
many of the most famous farming coun-
ties the cultivation of the soil is being
almost abandoned In despair. Mr. Arthur
Wilson Fox, in a recent report having ref-
erence to the county of Suffolk, observes:
"I have had the opportunity of reporting
to the Royal Commission on counties widely
dissimilar in character, and in which tho
agricultural depression has made its mark
in varying degrees namely, the counties
of Northumberland, Cumberland, Ianca-shir- e,

Lincolnshire, Suffolk and Cambridge-
shire. And having had this varied experi-
ence, I say, after an exhaustive Inquiry
in Suffolk, and with no desire to paint the
picture blacker than It is, that agriculture
In that county is well nigh strangled." This
unfavorable conclusion is supported by an
ominous array of facts. Hundreds are leav-
ing their farms, throwing up the only oc-

cupation they know, and breaking the tics
of their lifetimes. Others remain, too deep-
ly In debt to move, foreseeing certain ruin
for themselves and their children.
