TREATMENT OF CORN SMUT.

Things That Can Be Done to Minimize
the Injurious Effects.

The appended bulletin, prepared by Mr.
J. C. Arthur, botanist of Purdue agri-
cultural experiment station, has just been
issued:

“The smut in corn differs in geveral im- |

portant particulars from the common smuts
of the =maller cereals, wheat, oats, rve
and barley. In no respect is the difference
more marked than in its mode of attacking
the plant, and in this fact lie valuable
hints to the cultivator. It has been as-
sumed that because the smut of wheat and
oats can be prevented by immersing the
seed in hot water or a solution of some
fungicide, the same method is applicable
to corn. But it 18 not true, and for the
reason that the method by which the corn
amut attacks the plant is very unlike that
of most of the other cereal smuts.

PROFESSOR BEMIS DISCUSSES EARLY
BIMETALLISM,

Does Not Believe in Jevons's Theory
of Equalization of Values Except
Many Governments Combine,

»

Prof. Edward W, Bemis continued his
discussion of the subject of *“Money™ in
the university extension course at the
Plymouth Church last night, The special
branch of the subject under consideration
was “Bimetallism Prior to 1573."" Professor
Bemis first touched upon the world's pro-
duction of gold and silver in the ancient
world and in modern times, Professor
Bemis said, in part:

“We are to consider to-night the use of
the precious metals as money. We have
seen that while banks perform some of the
functions of money, they do not perform
all its functions, and that there Is an in-
crease In the need of money. Siiver seemg
to have been used first, but both were used,
and it is hard to prove which was used first,
We know that in the history of the early
Roman empire silver was used, but gold
was introduced as the empire became
richer.” '

Speaking of the first great money famine
know to history, he sald: *“In the early
days of the Roman empire slaves were
used in mining. When slavery died out
there were no slaves left to operate the
mines, and coinage ceased. Rome appoint-

ing the period from 1856 to 1860 there was
only 28 cents' worth of silver mined for
every §l of gold, yet there was only a Aif-
ference of 2 per cent. between the market
ratio of the two metals in the diff t

periods. He seamed to think the qumatr.
of elther metal mined had nothi to do

with thelr relative market values, les=-
sor Bemis recited some of the attempts
made by other countries to establish &
fixad ratio between the values of the fwao
metals and the effects that follow those
efforts, He said:

“England had been on a silver basis, but
in thehlatter mttch of the tf&remoenth ct‘l;.—
tur sebe!'ln coin gold upon a ratie
which was different from that of the con-
tinent. The ratio u the continent was
about 14% to L fixed the ratio at
about to 1. This made it cheaper to
pay debts in gold than it did to pay them
in =ilver. Silver was, therefore, exported
from England and goid used to pay debts,
During the N-.roleon{c wars England issued
a large amount of paper money. About 181§
this paper money was withdrawn, creatfing
a great stringency. In 1816 Holland changzed
her ratio and overvalued silver, in cum-

rison with the French ratio, which had

ome 16 to 1. Holland made the ratio be-
tween 163 and 16 to 1. That made Holland
a gold country. It became cheaper Lo pay
debts in gold than in sliver. "This action of
England and Holland complicated affairs
in other countries.”

Professor Bemis exhibited a chart show-
ing how closely the two metals muuu-‘
their parity. Gold fluctuated less n
per cent.,, most of the time less than 3 per
cent., prior to 1873,

The fessor took up Jevons's theorﬁ of
substitution, or compensation, In affect
Jevons's theory is that when gold is high
people will pay debts in sllver, and vice
versa, This tendency has the eﬁ‘act of en-
hancing the demand for and the value of
| the cheaper metal and lessening that of the

dearer until their values become equal. The
Professor holds this will prove irue ong
when enough governments are united
