ing tried. Warrants were at once issued
and placed In the hands of Sheriff Starr,
who went after the persons named, and
"Hamp" Richardson was soon in custody.
When Prosecutor Scanlan learned what
had been done he at once informed Sheriff
Starr that the procedure was illegal, and,
after serving the same notice on the clerk,
the warrants were withdrawn and Rich-
ardson released. The warrants recited that
Information had come to the prosecutor
that justified the issue of the warrants,
and that it was his will that they be served.
The prosecutor, however, denied the state-
ment, as he was vigorously pushing the
case against Clark for the crime, and the
success of this move would have the effect
of killing his case. The defense Is making
a flght on Richardson and his son, saying
that they are the real criminals, and thatthere exists a conspiracy . to make others
bear the penalty of their crimes;. On ac-
count of this they undertook to file affida-
vits against the IUchardsons and Stlnson
themselves. It Is alleged that the defense
will, at the opening of court Monday morn-
ing, make a mdtlon before Judge Hu.ndy.
before whom the case is being tried, thata new prosecutor be appointed, and through
him file the affidavits. The whole matterwas roundly denounced by Prosecutor tcan-la- n,

AD THEIR PIPS LEFT TO DIE 0
PHIBYLOFF ISLAML

Twenty-Seve- n Thousand Victims of
Starvation Counted This Summer

F.vIU of Pelaalc Sealing.

WASHINGTON. Nov. 24. Information
reaches here that the revenue cutter Bear,
the last government vessel to leave Bering
sea, has just brought down some startling
evidence of the effect of pelagic sealing on
the Alaskan seal heard, which frequent
the Pribyloff, or Seal Island. In accord-
ance with the findings of the Paris arbitra-
tion court, 'schooners are now permitted to
hunt seals in Bering sea with spears in
a zone sixty miles around the islands from
the 1st of August. It was thought that
confining scaling schooners to spears and
reducing the season to practically five or
six weeks would stop the slaughter in
Behring sea and allow the herd to recup-
erate. This year not less than sixty-on- e

schooners began hunting the Bering sea
Aug. 1 and captured nearly 40,(00 pelts,
about 80 per cent, of which were females.
This does not show the full extent of the
injury done. The seal pups arc dependent
on their mothers milk for the first four or
five months of their existence, and without
It must suffer starvation. Acting under in-

structions of their respective superiors
both resident treasury orticiers and asents
of the North American Commercial Com-
pany made a count of the dead pups found
at the close of the season when the seal-
ing schooners had left the sea. The census
was Just completed when the Bear left.
The number reached twenty-seve- n thou-
sand, and does not Include those in the last
stages of starvation. The same condition
prevailed last year, but the count was made
with less exactness on account of snow'. It
is said that the actual pecuniary loss to
the-Unite- States and the commercial world
by this needless waste of animals will reach
hundreds of thousands of dollats.

The United States, which has never al-
lowed the molestation of breeding ground
or killing of females on land, made an ef-
fort last year to stay the slaughter goinr;
on by limiting the land killing to fifteen
thousand males. It is questionable if in
the face of existing conditions and the re-
ports of treasury officials further
restraint will be exercised, especial-
ly as h request made last January
by the United States to Great Britain tor
greater protection to the seals has been
practically ignored. It was the attempt
made by the United States to stop the bar-
barity practiced on the seals by seizing the
schooners that subjected the. government to
claim for damages on the part of
Canada. These claims, which were
rejected last year by Congress,
are again receiving attention from the
State Department and the' articles of a
convention providing for a commission to
sit at Victoria, are being considered. It is
believed in congressional circles that un-
less a treaty, which must be ratified by a
two-thir- ds vote of the Senate, con-
fines the assessment .of damages
strictly to vessels passed on by tho
Paris tribunal, it will suffer the same fate
as did Secretary Gresham's proposition to
pay to Canada $l23.(rK out of hand, despite
the fact that a number of the schooners
belonged to American subjects and nariy
three-fourth- s of the claims are for pros-
pective catches of seals.

No one Is au-
thorized to speak for him and say that he
Is a candidate, or will be next year; anJ
yet there is no open candidate who is so
much feared by those who want the nomi-
nation, and those who desire . to control
the convention. This is not because the ent

!s popular with the politicians,
or because of personal popularity with
those who are likely to be delegates In the
convention. It is simply because of the
record his aJmlnstratlon made and which
stanls out In such marked contrast to the
administrations of Grover Cleveland which
preceded ani followed it.

The administration of Harrison- - was a
typical Republican administration. Its
popularity rested upon the principles of the
Republican party; not upon one particular
issue, but upon all that have grown into
the history' of the country. There is no one
issue represented by McKlnley, Reed, Alli-
son, Morton, or any other Republican that
does not find a parallel in the Harrison ad-

ministration. It was the administration
that put the McKlnley tariff law In force,
kept a surplus In the treasury, paid off
bonds Instead of issuing new ones, sought
to secure a free ballot and a fair count,
maintained the dignity of the government
at home and abroad, upheld the Monroe
doctrine, recognized the republic of Hawaii,
and was, in fact, a typical American admin
istration.

The Ontnrenka Have flerii Provoked
" by Revolutionary Airttntora.

From the very beginning of this deplor-

able muddle of alleged Turkish atrocity and
Armenian martyrdom in Asia Minor, we
have been assured that the massacres ana
persecutions of --which the Armenians were
the victims had for their Inspiration the
religious fanaticism of the Turks. Through
the medium of the literary bureau conduct-
ed bv the Armenian revolutionary commit-
tee In London the whole Christian world
rras been sedulously educated to this view
of the matter and harrowed almost daily
with chronicles of rapine, slaughter, as-
sassination, and Inhuman cruelty that
would shame the darkest age and the most
savar:e people the world has ever known.
For their own purposes,' the European pow-
ers gave tacit sanction to .these amazing
stories and so, although they were often
denied by distinguished clergymen, naval
and diplomatic officers, and travelers of
culture and experience, public opinion
throughout Christendom yielded to the
pressure of manufactured testimony so In-

dustriously circulate! and accepted the
hypothesis of the agitators.

Now, however, there has been a sudden
and complete change In the attitude of the
powers toward the Sultan. Ten days ago
they were deluging him with ultimatums
and declaring that they would destroy his
throne and dismember his empire unless the
persecution of Christians was arrested. To-
day they tell the world that the Sultan
must not be molested: that he means well
and that there would be no trouble were it
not for the revolutionary conspiracies and
persistent violence of the Armenian agi-
tators. The first Intimation of this change
was given five or six days ap.o by the Lon-
don Post, which. In an inspired article an-
nouncing Lord Salisbury's new policy with
reference to Turkey, sal J: "It Is difficult
to assign the blame between the Armenians
and the Turks." Now comes M. De Nell-dof- f,

the Russian embassador at Constanti-
nople, who, addre.-sin- g tne Armenian Cath-
olics in Transcaucasia, savs:

"The Armenians of Constantinople are
now reassured. They are threatened with
no danger. In the provinces, however,
there are regrettable conflicts which, in most
cases, were caused by the Armenians who
were Instigated by their revolutionary
committees. The result Is terrible revenge
on the part of the Turks in the shape
of horrible massacres of Christians.

"The Sultan has sanctioned the scheme
for reforms submitted by the three great
powers, and preparations are now pro-
ceeding to carry them out. To this end It
is necessary that the leaders of the peo-
ple should persuade the latter to desist
troni revolutionary attempts, to abandon
the idle hope of foreign intervention: to put
a stop to all disturbances and to co-oper- ate

troduction of the new order of thing."
Of course Salisbury and Nelldnff, and.

for that matter, every really well-Inform- ed

person, either in Europe or Armerica, has
known from the beginning that there was
absolutely no truth in the version sent out
by the London committee. Equally, of
course, this radical change on the part of
the powers has been caused by their In-
ability to agree upon 1 a partition amons
themselves of the Turkish empire. Having"
no further occasion for a pretext, therefore,
they now repudiate the Armenian agitators,
discredit their statistics of religious perse-
cution by the Turks, and serve notice on
them that they must behave themselves for
the future or take th consequences.

Unquestionably, there have been fright-
ful tragedies In Asia Minor tragedies of
fire and sword and pillage and barbaric
cruelty.

PETROLEUM BECOMING SCARCE.

Great lleerritNe In the Output of the
Oil Wells of, lut. Country.

New York Herald. ' 1

That this country's supply of petroleum is
decreasing perceptibly, and that all indica-
tions point to a prospective failure of thesupply ia the condition confronting the re-
finers. Whereas the product from the wells
In the Eastern district was l,0fQ barrels
dally In 181. it is now not much more than
half that amount. This, too, notwithstand-
ing that the producers have leen sinking
wells a 1 over the country In the hope ofstriking oil. More wells have been drilled
this year than In any preceding year, buta large percentage of. them have been found
to be failures. The market is very active
and prices have advanced all along the line,
until now they are better than at any time
In the last thirteen years. In April last
there wete sales in this city at $2.7 a
barrel, the price in Oil CRy being 30 cents
higher. This., of course,, Is due to the
scarcity of the oil.

The dally production of the Eastern dis-
trict wells, which is more valuable than
that from Western Ohio or in any other
locality here or abroad, fell to 72,50 barrels
In February last. There has been a slight
increase since, but it is so slight that it has
been altogether out of proportion to the
efforts made by the producers to find fresh
ell. Every location where it was thought
likely that petroleum might be found In
paying quantities has been worked by the
drills. In September 77r wells were sunk
in. the Eastern district, and 727 in the suc-
ceeding month. But of these a very large
number was found to. be nonproductive.
This work is much more expensive than
It formerly was, as In following the oil
belt Into West 'Virginia and eastern Ohio
the oil is not found until a greater depth
Is reached.

The average production of eacli well In
the Eastern district during October was
eighteen barrels a day, while In September
It was twenty-tw- o barrels and In August
nineteen barrels. The average was much
higher In the cat ly part of the year, rang-
ing from twenty-thre- e to twenty-si- x bar-
rels. But even at that rate the output was
smaller than it had been in a decade. The
stock of Pennsylvania oil, the name given
to the product of all the Eastern district
wells, has fallen from r6.00i).CC barrels to
less than r,(si',tn. scarcely more than
enough to kep the refineries and the pipe
lines In order.

In western Ohio and northeastern Indiana
there is a large section of country in which
wells have been sunk, the yield from which
Is known In the trade as Lima oil. Ths
Is so greatly inferior, to the Pennsylvania
article that it brings a very much lower
price. In rcflnlnjr it is refractory, and e.
perts have not succeeded . In making as
good an illumlnant of.it as of the Penn-
sylvania article. iThe refiners say the
trouble with It is that it contains a mineral
substance that cannot be entirely elim
Inated. The prices of this product have ad-
vanced with that of the Pennsylvania arti-
cle. In these Western districts the pro-duce- rs

have been more successful In In-

creasing their output than In Pennsylvania.
Their production for October was greater
than during any of the earlier months of
the year. It was. according to the reports
of the Buckeye pipe line, a Standard con-
cern. 1.S22.000 barrels, or 4C0.0W barrels
greater than during" the same month last

'year. But In these districts there Is u
vle'.d which is not reported by the pipe lint
companies. This is variously estimated at
any where Jfrom )0.)CQ to barrels a day.
but it has no weight In Influencing prices.

The CanadUn production is of the sam.
nature as that of western Ohio, and, its
fact, comes out of a combination of the
same strata of.. limestone, which extend
northward from, Ohio under Lake Erie.
The production of this district, which was
once very. large, ,!s. now Insufficient to sup
ply tho CanadUn demand. In Kentucky.
Kansas. Colorado and in the southern part
of California. many wells have been kuuK,
but the prospects for producers are such
that only slight attention has been at
tracted toward them. The shipments or
Ohio and Indiana oil were 1..7)7,txw barrels
In October, an Increase over the am-mont- h

The
exporting of the petroleum of this country
has fallen off materially. The total from
this city, Philadelphia and Baltimore since
January has been ni,,C21." gallons, includ-
ing illuminating oils, benzine and cruJd
oils. This amount was 24.421.000 gallons les
than was exported during the same period
last year.
