Yelanble Acquisition te the C,, H. &
D.=Atohison, Topekn & Santa Fe
Sold for 560,000,000,

The announcement yesterday morning
that the Indlana, Decatur & Western had
really been =old to men who would operate
it In the Interest of the Cincinnail, Hamil-
ton & Davtion was not credited in all quar-
ters, but yvesterday forenoon the statement
was fully confirmed by telegrams received
by R. B. F. Peirre, general manager. The
general expression among railroad and busi-
ness men 18 one of rejolcing that the Cin-
cinnati, Hamilton & Dayion is to control
the road, as business and rallroad men have
admiration for that company, s0 much ag-
gressiveness has it shown in improving
the property, making it a road second to
none and putting on tralns to accommodate
both the traveling public and delivering
freight with a promptness which meets
with favor on the part of shippers. The
Cincinnati, Hamilton & Dayton road has a
Western outlet which has excellent con-
nections and Is so located that it can be
extended west to even more impartant con-
nections. Unquestionably, the Brice syndi-
cate Is disappointed over the Lurn matters
have taken, without doubt. Those gentlemen

expected that the owners of the Indiana,
Decatur & Western would béecome dis-
couraged and the Lake Erie & Western
could secure the recad on about its own
terms,

The Indiana, Decatur & Westem road,
which extends from Indianapolis to Decatur,
152 miles, was organized by the stockholders’
commitiee in 18 to suceeed the Indianapo-
s, Decatur & Western. which was sold
under foreclosure of the Indianapolis, De-
catur & rtr;ngﬂt.-ld in 1876; in July, 1895, the
Decatur Eastern, formerly leased, was
co_nsolldcted with the Indiana, Decatur &
Western. The new company authorized
common and J)referrcd stock at 86,000 per
mile each, and first mortgage flves at §12.-
00 per mile, with H. W. Smith, of New
York, president. For some weeks negotia-
tions have been pending In a quiet way to
effect the deal completed yesterday. The
Indiane, Decatur & Western is a natural
Western outlet for the C., H. & D. Untlil
the Pennsylvania secured control of the
\9nda]la the road had a very friendly
Western feeder in the Vandalia, but the
last year the Vandalia did not glve as much
business to the Cincinnati, Hamilton &
Dayton as the latter did to the Vandalia,
and ‘he road has had no feeder of any val-
ue except the Indlana, Decatur & Western,
The C., H. & D. can now establish a good
8. Louls line in connection with the Tole-
do, St. Louis & Kansas City at Metcalf,
and with the Wabash at Decatur, and Is
comnaratively free to secure through busi-
ness, .

The terms on which the Cincinnati, Ham-
fiton & Dayton secured control of the prop-
erty are such as to make It a safe and wise
move on the part of the Woodford syndi~
cate, as single-handed the Indiana, Deca-
tur & Western has been mmlnr. the last
few months more money than is required
to meet charges and all other expenses,
and with tha Cinecinnati, Hamiiton & Day-
ton working heartuhwlth it the earnings
can but increase. e Cincinnati, Hamil-
ton & Dayton takes the road at a time
when its physical condition Is at the high-
est standard, and no money need be ex-
pended above ordinary repairs for several
years, The Indiana, Decatur & Western
shops will be very useful for the Cincinnati,
Hamilton & Dayton; in fact, for the three
vears past the latter has had three or four
of its engines In the Indiana, Decatur &
Western shops to be rebullt. Like all rail-

Sale of the Santa Fe Rond.

Edward King, of New York, acting for the
reorganization committee, yesterday bid in
the entire system of the Atchison, Topeka
& Santa Fe Rallroad Company, which was
sold at public auction at Topeka, Kan.,
under decree of the United States Circult
Court of Aug. 25 last. Bixty mii'ions of
dollars was the price pald. Probably one
thousand people were assembled on the
platform at the railroad tracks in front of
the local depot of the great system, at 2
o'clock in the afternoon, when John B.

Johnson, special master in chancery in the

celebrated recelvership case, appeared to
carry out the mandate of the court. A spe-
clal train from Chicago had brought to the
city Aldace F. Walker, John J. Cook, E. P.
Ripley, Edward King, Charles C. Beaman,
Victor Morawetz and several of the Santa
F'e bondholders and officials, and these gen-
tlemen were closely armnﬁed around the
auctioneer. When Judge Johnson began
to read the court’'s decree of foreclosure
and order of sale he was Interrupted by
Fuller & Whitcomb, a local law firm, wit
a petition trom the minority bondholders
of the 8St. Louils & San Francisco road, pro-
testi alnst the sale. Then, at 2:30
o'clock, the special master quietly, =and
without Any more flourish than {f he were
about to sell a town lot, offered the prop-
erty to the highest bidder,
“What am 1 offered?”
said.

“I offer 360,000,000, said Edward King, in
a low volce.

“Do I hear nnly more bids?”" erled Judge
Johnson. “Once! twice! the last call! The
grogerty is scld to Edward King, Charles

. Beaman and Victor Morawetz.”"

This ended the greatest auction sale ever
known, and the crowd dispersed to the Fed-
eral bullfng, where Judq'e Henry C. Cald-
well confirmed the sale. The new charter of
the company is all ready and will be flled
in Topeka with the Secretary of State to-
day. The charter iz exactly the same as
the old one, except In the matter of the
name, and that only differs in the slight
chane of the word “rallroad” to “rail-
way,” the new name to read "“Atchison,
Topeka & Santa Fe Rallway Company."

An Improved Ountlook.

J. M. Quigley, ex-president of the Toledo,
St. Louis & Kansas City, is In the efty. He
cams West for a conference with R. B. F.
Peirce, with whom he will to-day go to
Toledo. Mr. Quigley resides in New York,
keeps well informed as regards the move-
ments of railway officlals, and is much In-
terested in the presidents’ agreement, which
has led to the formation of the Joint Traffic

Association. He says it is a great niove-
ment on the part of the controlling powers

of the great roads, and, he thinks, is based
on so solid ground that it will not pa=s out

of existence, as have assoclations formed
previously., There i8 great unanimity in its
formation, and the association Includes ev-
ery one of the important roads in the
trunk-line territory and Central Traffic
Association, all having signed the assocla-
tion agreement or have agreed to abide
by its provisions. Already stocks and se-
curities of rallways stand in a better light
with home capitalists and with foreign in-
vestors. He was confident the agreement
does not mean an advance ih rates unless
between points wherns present rates are
unreasonably low, the roads now being
operated so economically that with pres-
ent tariff rates fully maintained, the earn-
ings would be more satisfactory than at
any time in many years., The fact that a
better feellng exists in raillway affairs is
helping other lines of business, as every
other business is more or less favorably
affected when the railroad are prosperous.
“Summing the whole thing up,” said Mr.
Quigley, “unquestionably the presidents are
making an earnest and sincere effort to
hit upon a plan which will be satisfactory
and just between the ‘-'L:l'ﬂdﬁ and those who
do business with them, Mr. Quigley rep-
resents the original first-mortgage bond-
holders in the complicated T. C, & St. L.

The accident to the water scoop on the
New York Central’'s locomotive last week,

| which prevented the Empire express from

maxing a record, says the New York Mafl
and Express, recalls the first experience of
the New York Central officials with that
device. (General Manager Toucey and Su-
perintendent of Motive Power Buchanan

undertook to try the method, and the iat-'
ter agreed to run the locometive on the
occasion of the test, while the former was
to stand at a point where the water trough
began so as to enable the fireman to drop
the scoop at the right time. Mr. Buchansan
moved his engine along, and wihen that
point of the track was reached abreast of
Mr. Toucey the scoop was lowered. Instead
of scooping up water the device tore up the
ground, and created a smal-sized sensa-
tion among the onlooking officlals. It was
afterwards discovered on Investigation that
the scoop worked all right, but that
Mr. Toucey had fnadvertently moved down
the track and forgot to return to his as-
signed point. Mr. Buchanan subsequently
tried the scoop again, but he took pains
that i was dropped at the right time.

ROBY LAW SUSTAINED

SUPREME COURT AGAIN CERTIFIES
THAT IT IS CONSTITUTIONAL.

This Time bui Few Words Are Used
ia Expressing the Opinion—
={ther Court News.

The Supreme Court yesteiday affirmed
the decision of the Lake Circuit Court in
the case of Edward Roby et al. against
The State ex rel. Clauvde Matthews, Gov-
ernor. This was a case that involved the
same questions as were decided in the
oth>r Roby case last summer. The opin-
ion is short and simply says that as this
case invelves only the questions that were
before the court in the other case the
same ruling will apply and the judgment
of the mower court is affirmed. This is
the second -time the Supreme Court has
declarzd that the Sellers &ct, passed by thas
last Legislature regulating horse racing, is
valid.

A Spark That Didn't Coest $110,000.

The Supreme Cour: yesterday handed
down a decision in the case of the Amer-
ican Wheel Company, of Fort Wayne,
against the Nickel-plate Rallroad Company.
The plant of this wheel mmpanﬁ was
burned and it was charged that the fire
was caused by a spark from one of the
railroad com ¥'s locomotlves. Suit was
entered for 0,000 damages. A jury re-
turned a verdict for the railroad company

and the case was appealed. The lower
court's decision was affirmed.
