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a resolution by Mr. Caffery, of Louisiana,
calling on the Treasury Department for. the
reasons for the suspension. Postmaster-gener- al

Wilson's order forbidding postal
employes from urging postal legislation also
came In for attention. Mr. Peffer offering a
comprehensive ' resolution of Inquiry as to
the order. Another resolution, by Mr. Gal-ling- er,

calls for information as to the num-
ber of aliens in the various governmental
branches.

At the opening of the Senate Mr. Quay
presented a petition of the Wool Merchants
Association, of Philadelphia, and asked that
it be read and Inserted in the Record.

"That Is a bad example," Interposed Mr.
Sherman.

"What is this petition?"
"It asks," responded Mr. Quay with a

malicious smile at Mr. Sherman, "that the
wool schedule of the McKinley act be re-enac- ted

as a law."
Mr. Sherman Joined In the general smile.

"Certainly there could be no objection to
that," Bail he, and the petition was there-upon read.

Mr. Carter, of Montana, introduced a bill
authorizing the Pacific Cable Company, a
corporation organized under the laws of
New York, to build a submarine cable
from some point on the Pacific coast to
the Hawaiian Islands and Japan. It Is to
touch at Pearl harbor. In Hawaii, and such
other points as are deemed advisable. No
liability for construction is to attach to the
United States, but the United States shallpar for a period of twenty years a yearly
sum of 5 per nautical mile, not to exceed
7.2GO miles, and all messages of the United
States are to be carried over the line free
for the period, and given preference in
transmission. In case of war the United
States may take possession of the line.
Press rates over the line shall not exceed
half the rate paid for ordinary messages.
The line must be laid and in working order
within, two years from the approval of the
bill.

Mr. McMillan Introduced a bill authoriz-
ing the Michigan Central Bridge Company
to construct a railroad bridge across the
Detroit river at Detroit. The bill provides
that the bridge shall be made with three
unbroken spans between the bulkhead lines
on two s'des of the river. The-- ienKth cf
the main channel span Is to be not Ics than
1,100 feel In the clear. Only, two piers are
allowed Inside the bulkheads, and they are
to be located by the Secretary of War. It
Is specially provided that the bridge shall
not materially obstruct navigation.

Mr. Dubois Introduced a bill to make the
Indians subject to the game laws of the
several States. This bill is designed to
prevent any such trouble as occurred with
the Bannocks at Jackson's Hole last sum-
mer. -

POPULISTS ALL CARED FOR

EACH IlErRESKXTATIVC OF THE
I'ARTY GIVES A CIIAniMAXSIIII.

Klectlonr of Officers Postponed Till
After the Holiday Iteecws Financial

Speech by Senator Stewart.

WASHINGTON, Dec 15. The Republican
caucus committee of the Senate completed
Its work of assigning' the majority mem-
bership of the Senate committees to-d- ay

and ivill be prepared to report to the Re-

publican caucus to-morr- The assignment
of chairmanships is as follows:

Agriculture, Proctor; appropriations, Alli-
son; auditing contingent expenses, Jones, of
Nevada; census. Chandler; ' civil service.
Pritchard; claims, Teller; coast defenses,
Squire; commerce. Frye; District of Co-
lumbia, McMillan: education and labor,
Shoup; enrolled bills, Sewell; examination
of branches civil service, Peffer; finance,
Morrill: fisheries, Perkins; foreign rela-
tions. Sherman; immigration. Lodge; Im-
provement Mississippi river. Nelson; Indian
affairs.. Pettigrew; Indian depredations,
Wilson; Interstate commerce, Cullom; irri-
gation. Warren; Judiciary, Hoar; library,
Hansbrough; manufactures, Wetmore; mil-
itary affairs, Hawley; mines and mining,
Htewart; naval affairs, Cameron; organiza-
tion executive departments, Ilutler; Pacific
railroads. Gear; patents, Piatt; pensions,
Galllnger; postofllces, Wolcott: printing.
Hale; privileges and elections, Mltchstl, of
Oregon; public buildings. Quay; public
lands. Dubois; railroads. Clarke; relations
with Canada, Carter; revision of the laws,
Burrows: rules. Aldrich; Territories. Davis;

This disposes of the chairmanships, of all
but eleven committees. The committees un-

disposed of are known as the minority com-
mittees. The Republicans now control them,
and they will fall to the Democrats under
the new organization. The caucus commit-
tee has made provision for the Populist
Senators, as the Democrats did in the last
Congress, and have given each of them a
chairmanship, giving each the same posi-

tion held under the Democrats, except Sen-

ator Kyle, who Is promoted, from the chair-
manship of the committee on education and
labor to that of the University of the
United States. The committee will recom-
mend the enlargement of all the more Im-

portant committees. Including finance, from
eleven to twelve members; Judiciary,
from eleven to thirteen; appropria-
tions, from nine to twelve; foreign
relations, District of Columbia, com-

merce, military affairs. naval af-

fairs and public buildings. The incentive
to this change is found in the difficulty of
harmonizing all the elements In the party,
but It is Justified by the growth of the Sen-
ate as a body. The Republican membership
of the more important committees, if the
caucus committee's recommendations are
adopted, will be made up as follows:

Senators Chandler and Burrows are added
to the committee on postofflces. Senator
Warren to the committee on public build-
ings and grounds and Senators Wetmore
and Pritchard to the District of Columbia.
After the list Is passed on by the Repub-
lican caucus. It will be handed to the Dem-
ocrats, when It Is supposed they will pro-
ceed to fill out the minority representation
on the committees. It Is hoped that this
can be done in time to permit the commit-
tee appointments to be made late this week,
but the Republican managers realize that
they, are at the mercy of the Democrats in
this respect. They have given up all hope
of the election of officers before the holi-
days.

STCWAIVTS LATEST TIIEOIt.Y.

He Thinks Cheap Silver Is Mnklnj;
Japan Onr Trade Competitors.

WASHINGTON, Dec 16. The Senate was
In session about two hours to-da- y, half of
that time being given to Mr. Stewart, of
Jsevada, in a vigorous assault on the gold
"combine." In one respect the Senator pre-

sented a new phase of the subject with
which his name has been so much identified
In Senate speeches. He urged that the great
depreciation of silver gave to the chaep la-

bor of Asia a tremendous advantage In com-
peting with the domestic products of the
American market. Japan, in particular, he
aid. was profiting by this difference of CO

per cent, between our money and that of
Japan, and Japanese merchants were to-

day underselling our home producers In
many lines of goods. Agents of Japanese
manufacturers, he said, were now In the
United States selling their goods at prices
far below the cost of production In the
United States offering bicycles of Japanese
make at $12 each, and parlor matches, door
sash, blinds, cooperage stock, hats, gloves
and wearing apparel ar CO per cent, below
the domestic price. J&pan had taken the
Initiative, but China would follow. At the
basis of this menacing condition, said Mr.
Stewart, Is the gold combination. It has re-
duced the value of silver 50 per cent., thus
giving the Asiatics an advantage of GO per
cent, on exchange. The only means of avert-
ing this complete commercial supremacy of
the Asiatics was to place gold and silver on
an equal basis. Olr. Stewart used severe
language In arraigning the gold syndicate,
declaring that it controlled national1 con-
ventions, selected Presidents and directed
the affairs of the national administration.
During Mr. Stewart's speech Mr. Matsu.secretary of the Japanese legation, was an
attentive listener in the diplomatic gallery.

Description of the Gown Worn by
the Yonnjf Lndy Walking Dress

That Will Astonish Stnld People.

ST. LOUIS, Dec. 16. An . international
event, the most notable of its kind socially
that has ever taken place in St. Louis,
was celebrated at 7 o'clock this evening at
the Church of the Messiah, corner of Gar-
rison avenue and Locust street. It was the
marriage of Miss Clara Hazel Eusch,
daughter of Adolphus Busch, the brewer,
to Herr Paul Von Gontard, a prominent cit-
izen of Germany. The beauty of the bride,
the wealth of her father, the station of
the groom and the magnificence of the wed-
ding arrangements made the affair one
long to bo remembered.

Shortly before 7 o'clock the bridal party
arrived at the church in carriages. They
entered the sacred edifice and proceeded
up the aisle to the strains of the wedding
march from "Lohengrin." The bridal proces-
sion was headed by the ushers, Messrs.
Arthur Gempp, Rudolph Bang, Ernest Hahn
and Gustavlus Kurtz. Following them came
the groomsmen, Messrs. Edward Pretorious,
Jr., Edward Faust, Henry Konler, Jr.,
Charles C. Orthweln, Henry Conrade and
Fred Orthwein. Next camo two little
nephews of the bride. Masters Adolph and
Edward Magnus, Miss Lillian Busch, a sis-
ter, and Miss Lilly Schuttler, a niece.
iMIsses Ilulda ;Lemp, Marie Saussenthaler,
Alma Hahn, Alice Orthweln, Fannie Con-
rad and Marie Elizabeth Schneider, the
bridesmaids, followed, and after them came
Adolphus Busch, wlthi Dorothy Magnus, and
Capt. Hans Von Gontard, a brother of the
groom, who acted as best man. In full reg-
imentals of the German army. Mrs.
Adolphus Busch, on the arm of the groom,
preceded the maid of honor, Miss Anatole
Busch, and, last of all, the bride, leaning
upon the arm ofvher father.

Rev. Dr. Snyder, pastor or tho Church of
the Messiah, awaited the couple at the al-
tar, around which, the bridal party grouped
themselves. Mr. Adolphus Busch gave
away his daughter, . and the ceremony,
which was according to the ritual of the
Unitarian Church, was short The bride
and groom exchanged rings according to
the old German custom. The church,
which was beautifully decorated with a
great quantity of flWers and plants, was
crowded to overflowing during the cere-
mony.

From the church the party took car-
riages for the Southern Hotel, where a
magnificent supper and reception lasting
two hours was held, at the conclusion of
which there was a dance. The entire sec-
ond floor of tho hotel had .been reserved
for this function. For a week a corps of
decorative artist3 have been at work upon
this, part of the hotel and no expense
spired. To-morr- ow .the couple will leave
for a short trip to Florida, returning then
to St. Louis. Thousands of invitations were
issued, and among those present weremany from Chicago, New York and else-
where. It Is estimated that the weddingarrangements cost Mr. Busch fully Jioo.ouo.
The wedding presents were numerous andcostly.

THE BRIDE'S GOWNS.
The wedding gown is made in the Louis

XVI mode. The material is magnificent
satin duchesse of ivory tint. The court
train, which is brocaded in Bride roses, is
lined throughout with silver-spangl- ed

mousselln de sole. The empire bodice is
covered with old Brussels point . lace - in
Bride-ros- e pattern, under which is worn a
Mme. Sans-Gen- e girdle of fine seed pearls.
The sleeves are the regular Louis XVI
court sleeve, plain at the armhole and
drooping over the upper arm. Under thegown Is worn an underdress of plain satin
duchesse, made with short, full skirt with-
out the train. The bridal veil is of tulle,
and is conllned at the brow with a cluster
of orange blossoms and a mercury wing of
gold set with diamonds, the groom's gift--It

will completely envelop the tall, slender
figure. White suede gloves, shoulder length,
will be worn, and the bridal bouquet is of
Urlde roses. A handkerchief of the Brus-
sels point will be thrust in the bodice.
These two pieces of rare old lace, the hand-
kerchief and the fichu draped on the bodice
of the wedding gown, are pieces of an en-
tire set consisting of fan, headgear, corset
cover, fichu and handkerchief, , owned by
Miss Busch, and are priceless. A necklace
of flawless diamonds graduating from the
size of a small pea to that of a hazelnut
will clasp the round, white throat of the
bride.

The slippers are of the same material
as the gown and are Louis XVI shape. The
buckles are gold, set with diamonds. The
golng-awa- y gown might aptly be termed
a "picture gown." It Is of billiard-gree- n

.Venetian cloth combined with old tapestry
colorings In dull red and green shades. It
has a Paquin skirt without decoration and
short, rippled waistcoat. The vest Is of
silk in the tapestry colorings. The full
sleeves are also of the silk with strappings
of the cloth from shoulder to cuff, between
which the silk puffs out. The gown is lined
throughout with exquisite red and green
changeable silk. With this is worn a top
coat of biscuit-colore- d cloth, with deep col-
lar and cuffs of Russian sable. The coat has
a lining of the lightest shade of fawn-colore- d

silk. A toque cf sable, with white and
gold crown, completes the costume, with
the exception of the gloves, which are of
dark green glace kid, embroidered on the
back with black.

Very striking is a reception gown of pale
blue Mme. Pompadour silk. There is a deep,
flaring flounce around the bottom of the
skirt, which is extremely full. A broad belt
or girdle of royal ermine encircles the
waist, and is me; ct the waist line with a
tucker of point api-liqu- e lace over the silk.
The sleeves are tight-fittin-g and have large
circle cuffs of royal ermine. The lining is
of pale blue taffeta.

An apparently simple and Inexpensive ball
dress has a skirt of white tulle covered
with four-inc- h flounces of knife-plait- ed

tulle from hem to waist. The baby waist of
tulle Is trimmed with garlands of pink
roses, which form a bertha around the
nock and fall In points over the short, very
bouffant sleeves, which are also covered
with flounces, but only three inches wide.

The opera wrap to be worn over thisdainty creation Is of royal ermine, lined
with pale blue satin. It hus a caleche hood
of duchesse lace. Unlike most opera wraps,
it has large sleeves. It reaches from throat
to foot.

Perhaps the most magnificent of thegowns in the trousseau is a calling cos-
tume of emerald velvet combined withbreltschwanz, the beautiful soft fleece ofunborn lambs. The Iouis XIV coat is madeentirely of the breltschwanz and the vest
Is of white satin embroidered with gold ingeometrical designs. Six large buttons ofwhite enamel, with a design of oak leaves
In Iridescent colorings, the green tint pre-
dominating, fasten the coat in front. The
velvet skirt is cut after what is known as
the 1S30 style and the seams are edged
with breltschwanz. A cravat of rare point
d'Alenoon lace finishes the neck and fallsover the vest.

The Marie Louise bonnet worn with thi3
costume has a crown of breltschwanz em-
broidered with a sunburst of iridescent
beads. The trimming Is cream lace and a
cluster of pink velvet roses.

What a sensation the baroness will make
In the staid old German city where her
husband's town house Is situated In thefollowing Frenchy-lookin- g walking gown.
The material is pearl gray broadcloth and

DRUXO SC1IMITZ PROTESTS A fJAIXST
BRONZE OX THE MOXUMEXT.

Negotiations with Marmonnlra Prac-
tically Off QniiTterly Report of

the Commissioner.

Gen. Fred Knefler,', superintendent of the
4 "soldiers' monument, has submitted his

quarterly report to Governor Matthews. He
deals at some length with the question of
the side groups, arid, con'qjudes, after much
correspondence with . Bruno Schmltz, the
architect, that these groups should be or
stone. The report In full is as follows:

"In conformity .rwlth the law providing
for quarterly reports of i the board of re-
gents of the State soldiers' and sailors'
monument, I have the. honor to Inform you
that since the last- - report'the board of re-
gents has entirely" completed the installa-
tion of the monument cascades as contem-
plated by the late : board ,pf commissioner
of the State soldiers' and sailors' monument,
and have paid by Warrants drawn upon the
funds in the State treasury all the con-
tracts for labor and material which have
been entered Into by the late board of com-
missioners for that purpose. The plant of
gas and electric machinery; In tho- - crypt of
the monument, as deslgued by the late
board of commissioners , for operating the
cascades, the elevator and- - the pumps, are
now complete and,in perfect running order.
A detailed account Of the moneys paid to
complete the contracts made by the late
board of commissioners, which the board
of regents was required hy law to do, will
be submitted with the. annual report.

"Since the making of the last report the
army astragal for. .the mpnument, designed
by the artist Nlkolaus Gelger, of Germany,
and cast in bronze by ,the Actiengesellschaft
vorm H. Gladenback & Sohn, Bildgiesserel
Friedrichshager b., Berlin, for the execu-
tion of which a contract.was entered into
by tho late board of commissioners, has ar-
rived In this city from Berlin, Germany,
and has been successfuly erected in its de-
signed place upon ,the .monument. In ac-
cordance with the terms of the contract
entered Into by and between the late board
of commissioners and Mr. Gelger, the board
of regents have paid all charges and ex-
penses for railroad transportation; ocean
freight, insurance. Scaffolding and all other
incidentals. A detailed statement of all ex-
penditures connected with said astragal
will be submitted with the annual report.
The estimated expenditure for the placing
of tho astragal on the monument for
freight, etc.. was the sum of J7.MK). and the
board of regents IS 'pleased to report to you:
that the work has.bee done at. a greatly
reduced, amount.

"The board of regents is much gratified to
Inform you that safd astragal, as an appro-
priate work of art 'has been approved by
Mr. Bruno Schmltz, the original designer
and architect of the monument, and that
this great and ponderous work has been
successfully placed, in 'position upon the
structure under the direction and able su-
perintendence of Mx. JI.' Noack, the repre.
sertative of the bronze 'foundry of Berlin,
where it was cast, without the slightest
damage to the monument, and that by the
exercise of the utmost care in providing
suitable scaffolding', appliances and other
necessary apparatus, without injury to any
of tho many persons engaged in the work.

"The board of regents much regrets to
Inform you that itba not yet arrived at ;--.

definite conclusion in the 'matter of a con-
tract for the ereptlon of the great side
groups for the monument.'" The negotiations
entered into by tbeJboanl of regents since
its appointment' and .Mr. , Frederick Mac-monni- es,

the distlnsruisbed, American artist,
residing In Paris, .would have been success-
fully concluded bcfore"tMs time, but have
been Interrupted byithe Unyielding disposi-
tion, ungenerous! interference and deter-
mined opposition of: the, authorities of other
American cities for whom Mr. Macmonnlee
is engaged in the .execution of some artistic
work, who have p'rotested agalnst the com
ing of Mr. Macmorirtles" to 'America in order
to confer personally wltlx this board. The
board of regents has exhausted all availa-
ble means at Its command to secure the
personal presence of Mr. Macmonnies, t nd is
reluctant to assume the grave responsibility
of entering Into a' contract with anybody
calling for the expenditure of a very large
sum of public money, amounting, as In this
case, to $103,000, by correspondence, one or
the contracting parties residing in France
and the other in Indiana, without any per-
sonal conference whatever. To obviate fur-
ther delays In this, important matter, th
board of regents, upon careful consideration
of the subject, as one affecting the highest
artistic features of the monument, have
placed themselves In- - correspondence wltn
Mr. Bruno Schmltz, of, Berlin, the designer
and architect of the .monument, and have
determined to defer' la this matter to his
artistic judgment and advice. Mr. Schmit2
has protested in st'rcCnrest terms to the
board of regents against the placing or
bronze groups upon1 the monument, such
action being contrary ; to the law creating
the structure, which prescribed that the
material used in Its .construction shall be
Indiana stone, and . lor . the reason that
bronze groups in place on the monument
would make a glaring artistic incongruity
out of character with the original design;
and tho further and weighty reason, that
the execution of the side groups in stone
could be effected for almost haif the price
of bronze groups, as estimated by the late
board of commissioners. Impelled by these
reasons, the board of regents has' discon-
tinued its negotiations with Mr. Macmon-
nies, and is now awaiting the further ad-

vices cf Mr. Schmltz. ' -

"In concluding the discussion of this sub-

ject it may not be improper to say that the
board of regents and its individual mem-
bers were anxiously solicitous to secure for
the finishing touches of the artistic feature;
of the monument the .services of the dis-
tinguished artist, whose superb work cf art
at the world's fair elicited the enthusiastic
admiration of the American people; the
board of regents is conscious that it is not
its fault that the rersistent efforts to bring
about the much-desire- d result were not re-

warded with success. It-i- s because it was
encountered by an unyie.dlng want or
comity and a hostile spirit bred of na.row,
local e'nshnes.4 which in matters of art
is deserving the indignant condemnation or
all liberal and enlightened people. It Is tnis
reprehensible cause that compels the board
to save further loss of. time to abanJon
protracted, useless negotiations with Mr.
Macmonnies, believing that If it is the in-
