Dec 20.-- The gTeat
trolley strike is in all probability off. Late
to-nig-ht Mayor Warwick succeeded In in
ducing a proposition to be made looking to
an amicable settlement of the troubles.

Traction Company to the strikers and is
that If the men will come back to work
and peace Is restored the management will
cordially and considerately receive a com
mittee from the ranks of their employes
and will "hear their complaints and griev
ances and remedy the same within the
range of fairness. The proposition was giv-

en by the Mayor to Rev. Dr. Baker and Mr.
Griffith, of the Christian League, and it was
authorized to be made by the Traction man
agement. Arbitration talk fills the air to-

night. To-da- y John Wanamaker and Sec
retary Griffith, of the Christian League,
called on the Mayor, but nothing was said
to be accomplished at the time

The strike leaders to-nig- ht sent telegrams
to Eugene V. Debs, president of the Amer
ican Railway Ufcion, and John McBrlde, of
the American Federation of Labor, asking
them to come to this city forthwith. A

CONSTANTINOPLE, vlo Sofia, Bulgaria,
Dec. 20. An official dispatch from Zeitoua
says that-th- e Armenians here, on Sunday
last, massacred all the Turkish soldiers im
prisoned in the town. This probably refers
to the four hundred Turkish troops who
were captured by the Zeltounlis when the
uprising first occurred, although it has been
announced that all the soldiers except nine,
who were dead, had been massacred.

The Porte has ordered Mustapha Remzl
Pasha to attack to-d- ay with 10,000 troops
and two batteries the city-o- f Zeitoun, and
to bombard and destroy It, and to massacre
the 12,000 Armenians in the city.

31. Henry Vij?nnads Vleir of the Pos
sible llesnlt of War.

PARIS, Dec 20. The secretary of the
United States embassy here, M. Henry Vlg- -
naud, in an Interview published in Gil Bias
to-da- y. Is quoted as saying: "The United
States cannot permit any nation to forcibly
annex any American territory. In this re
spect the doctrine of President Cleveland Is
more moderate than the opinion of the im
mense majority of Americans. Our only
fear Is that men of prudent minds, like Mr.
Cleveland, will be overwhelmed. It Is cer-
tain that the United States will yield noth
ing, and Great Britain, which has every
thing to lose In case of war, will recede, for
war means that Canada will enter the fed
eration of the United States, and that Eng
lish trade will be destroyed within a month
after the outbreak of hostilities. A few
shtlls thrown into an open port will ccstEngland dear. It would be the rnln t her
colonial empire. Unquestionably France will
take advantage or tne occasion to settle thequestions of Egypt and Slam, and Russia
will advance her interests in the direction
of India. These are the reasons whv Great
Britain will recede. The United States can
not yield a point of the principles of themessage.

WOXT ACCEPT TOE DOCTRINE.
Monroe's Declaration Is Xot Accepta
ble to European.), the Times Says.
LONDON, Dec. 20. The Times this morn-

ing prints dispatches from Paris, Berlin
and Vienna which teem with extracts from
editorials on the Venezuelan question, fre
quently containing either veiled or open
expressions of satisfaction at seeing Eni
land In difficulty. But the utmost unanim-
ity Is displayed by all European senti-
ment against accepting the Monroe doc
trine as international law. In addition to
five columns of telegraphic dispatches on
the subject the Times prints numerous let
ters from American and British corre-
spondents, "

discussing the question. from
various points of view. The Times also
says In an editorial:

"The evidence accumulates that, thouirh
President Cleveland's aggressive message
nas been severely criticised, even by some
of the organs of his own party. It has
been framed to accord with and play upon
a strong popular sentiment throughout the
United States. Prof. Westlake points outme inaaequacy or tne grounds on which the
proposed commission could form a Judg-
ment. But We fear the masses of Amer
icans will not be moved by legal arguments.
As Mr. Phelps Dodze writes to us. 'The
Americans have hazy Ideas of what thejaonroe aoctrine really is, but they are
quite ready to enter into a holy war in
defense of it. We must reckon with thisfeeling and must be prepared for the wild
est aberrations it may cause. But we must
not allow It to Influence our settled oollcv "

The article concludes as follows: "There
is no need to discuss the argument that
we must yield because we have lent money
to the United States. The repudiation of
uert as a war mmsure Is a thing of thepast. There Is. however, reason to believe
that President Cleveland is supported in
some quarters because It Is supposed that
the confusion may provide an opportunity
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drain of gold which his own .action has
now made inevitable: What an aDsurauy
was Mr. Carlisle's financial statement wnen
he was awaro hat President Cleveland's
dispatch contained the germ of an ex-

penditure of which hundred million dol
lars is the first Installment:

Continental opinion continues to support
Great Britain and this is naturally made
most of bv the Enrllsh newspapers. A dis
patch to the Standard from Paris, dwells
on the ract that rrencn opinion is vaiueu
in the United States more than that or any
other country, and adds: "The French peo
ple entertain the most friendly feelings for
the United States, yet their opinion unani-
mously condemns President Cleveland."

The Russian newspapers generally aiscuss
the Venezuelan question and express the
hMef that It will have a pacinc issue.
Thn Xovosti considers that the position as
sumed bv the un ted States is in connici
with the interests of the whole of Eu-
rope. It suggests that the mediation of
certain European powers ana a new ana
peaceful settlement, therefore, would be
opportune.

The Novoe Vremva savs: "If It comes to
a war between Great Britain ana me
United States the former will have to en-

counter internal as well as foreign foes, for
th Irish are not llkelv to look on passively
at such a conflict. In that event England's
affairs in Turkey and. the far t-as- t will
not wear so favorable an aspect, and there
would come the hour of bitter retribution
for the cast uron which Englishmen prid
themselves, forgetting that successes gained
by guile and rorce are never enaunng.

The St. Petersburg Bourse Gazette re
marks: "The one honorable means left for
England to extricate herself from the affair
is a vole of censure against tne Marquis or,
Salisbury, and a new Cabinet might be
able to rectify the blunders of Its predeces-
sors.

CANADA'S MIL.ITAIIY FOHCE.

Thirty Thousand Men Conlil Be Pat
Into the Field nt Once.

OTTAWA, Ont., Dec. 20. Officials of the
government claim that In case of war be
tween Great Britain and the United States
Canada could, In twenty-fou- r hours, put SO,- -

000 fully equipped men into the field, and
hold any force the United States Is likely
to bring against this country in check for a
couple of months at least. The situation Is
generally viewed as one of the greatest
gravity, caning ror prompt preparations ior
defense, but not for any alarm. In the event
of hostilities General Montgomery Moore,
commander of the imperial forces at Hall- -
fax, would take charge of the derense, as
the senior Imperial officer In the country.

The Journal says on the Venezuelan ques
tion: "The Dominion government should
take time by the forelock, and take all rea
sonable steps to Insure our making as good a
showing as we can if Invasion comes, im
mediate application should be made to the
home government for a commission of offi
cers to co-oper- ate with some of our own in
deciding on a plan of action."

A "WOMAN'S PROTEST.

Writes to Clerelnnd.
BOSTON, Dec. 20. Mrs. Elizabeth Stu

art Phelps Ward has Just sent a letter
dated Newton, Mass., to President Cleve-
land, in which she protests against any sit
uation whlcn may have a tendency to
cause trouble between the United States
and Great Britain. She says, among otno
things:

"Mr. President I venture to appeal to
you. I am sure that I am expressing the
voice of every woman and of most of the
humane and thoughtful men in this coun
try. But there is no time to collect names
and sign petitions. The possibility of war
with England seems at the date of this
writing to be .made by your message a
danger. War, at the best, is but legalized
murder, civilization now is far beyond it.
We have outgrown the time when it should
even be considered a solution of
even serious difficulties. The morality
of war Is superseded. The statesmanship of
the future must rest absolutely upon this
principle as that ci the past Presidentsupon the principle or brute force, ir Bis-
marck found the whole of Bulgaria not
worth the life of one of his Pomeranian
grenadiers. If, even in a cae of humanity.
Emperor William II holds aloof from Inter
ference In the Armenian question because
no believes that happy security at home is
worm more to his countr-- than bloody phi
lanthropy abroad, to secure the life of one
American citizen Is at least worth a hun
dred thousand or even a million acres of dis
puted wilderness, more than a thousand
miles from our borders, and the peace of thliRepublic Is worth more than the questionable
application of a doctrine which mav have
not been originated for such purposes, as
mat to wmcn it is now put."

NEW YORK, Dec. 20.- -A dispatch to the

Herald, from Vienna, says: "A member of
the Conservative party said to me: Presi
dent Cleveland' must be Joking In thus de
parting from the glorious tradition of Wash
ington by surly .treats. No serious poli-

tician here will approve him. Does he want
to copy European dynasties and Introduce
militarism? If he did Its fatal effect on the
economic life and the liberties of his nation
would soon become apparent.

ezuelan message. All of them confine them-
selves to denunciations of President Cleve-
land and to expressons of confidence In
what they describe as the "good sense of
the American people, which Is beginning
to assert Itself." The National Observer
Is a notable exception to this, in that it
Indulges in very direct language as to
Its ientlznents towards Americans general-
ly. It says: "The message ought in the
ens In to be not unwelcome In this country.
Its menacing tone, Us outrageous preten
sions and the general approval of it amount
to a demonstration of that which has often
been denied, but is none the less true
that Americans, outside of a very select
circle of millionaires and mugwumps, are
profoundly hostile to England. They may
like the individual Englishman, but for
the British government they have nothing
but detestation and pleasure In seeing It
crossed and humiliated. Those who have
been living in : a fool's paradise made up
of maudlin sentiment about kindred, com-irunitl- es

and blood being thicker than
water may experience a disagreeable shock
wfcen the unsympathetic reality Is forr
oa their attention. Now that President
Cleveland comes forward and, with a firm
hand, strips all cant aside, amid the gen
eral applause of Americans, we iinow
where we stand."

After dealing with the "hollowness of
President Cleveland's claim." the National
Observer proceeds: "Diplomatic good man
ners has made It Impossible for Lord Sails
Lury to say what we do not scruple to
write: that nothing more Impudently provo
catlvo ever came from the pen even of
an American Secretary of State, playing
the patriot, with a view of a coming presi
dential election. President Cleveland has
taken the most effectual measures to com

mit his country to a pretension from which
It cannot recede without discredit and to
which we cannot submit without danger
to our interest and honor. Unless this Is
disavowed by the American public, which
Is eminently unlikely, there is no satis-
factory issue to the dilemma. If the worst
happens tho fault Is not ours. If the
United States chooses to fasten a quarrel
upon us the responsibility must be left with
It. It is idle to hope for peace with a
persistent bully." The National Observer
Is Unionist in politics.

The Saturday Review, which is Independ-
ent In politics, attacks President Cleveland
most violently. "The truth of the matter
Is," says the Review, "that President
Cleveland, having fully realized that his
tariff policy has cost the Democrats New
York and New Jersey, ha3 resolved to win
the support of the Irish and Jingoes by
twisting the lion's tail. Unluckily the Re-
publicans drew him into the declaration of
a spirited foreign policy six months too

oon and his message has already been rid-
dled by Impartial criticism. Sensible peo-
ple on both sides have recognized that Pres-
ident Cleveland has played the 'Dogberry'
to no purpose, and that he has written him-
self down an ass, and that all he has ac-
complished by his message -- Is bad bunkum
that stands no chance of serious acceptance
by the States.
