D arena of Reciprocity "Which Is to
Diffuse Knowledge at Loir Rates.

New York Sun.
Tho latest invention of the Iowa woman

Is a bureau of reciprocity. It I not ono ofthe good old-fashion- ed kind by virtue of
which Mrs. Smith borrowed butter of Mrs.
Jones via the back door, with tho Under-standings that Mrs. Jones should borrow
coffee or something else of her the next
time. This sort of reciprocity still exists
In various out-of-the-w- ay parts of Iowaand in certain, circles of society, but, gen-
erally sneaking, borrowing isn't what itusd to be, even In the lUwkeye State.

The new-fangl- ed bureau or reciprocity
has another name. It is an adjunct of the
Iowa Federation of Women's Clubs, and Itsheadquarters, are at Cedar Rapids. The
reciprocity element consists In the Inter-
change of "lectures, talks, readings andmanuscripts," and. Judging from the cir-
cular Issued by the bureau, the Iowa wom-
en are not destined to remain in Ignorance
of any conceivable subject. Thirteen towns
In different parts of the State are repre-
sented m the bureau, although others may
benefit by it. Seventy-fiv- e women in these
thirteen towns have prepared a total of
l' "lectures, talks, readings and manu-
scripts," which they are prepared to lend
to women's clubs thirsting for information.
These various documents ranee over every
branch of thought, embracing such sub-
jects as "Arabian Caravan Routes."
'Women in Iolitlcs,,, "The Beginnings of
Aryan Civilization." and "Shall We Teach
Our Daughters Specialties?"

The seventy-fiv-e women are divlied Jnto
"half a dozen groups. Three of them, who
have probably been more abundantly
blessed with this world's goods than the
others, will visit clubs and read their re-
spective papers free of any charge, even
raving their own expenses. These three
will probably have a busy season. Perhaps
before soring Mrs. Caroline H. Oardner.
who is one of tho three, will know more
than she does now about the object of her
rarer. Tho Prose and Poetry of Poverty."
She will probably spend all her substance
In railroad rares this winter.

Next to these three free lecturers comes
a crouD of stay-at-hom- es who will Fend
their manuscrtps out on demand. Several
members of this group are from Coon Rap- -

DECKS CLEARED FOR KOSZTA.

An Initnnce of American Grit In the
Navy Fifty Years Abo.

Washington Star.
Among the Hungarians banished with

Kossuth for defying Austria was a man
named Martin Keszta, who came to the
United States and poon afterward declared
hist intention of beeomlnsf an American citi-
zen. But before he had irf fact become a
citizen private business called h!m abroad.
nnd July. 1S33. found him at Smyrna, in
Turkish territory. While there he was
recognized by the Austrian consul, was
seized by some toughs employed for the
work by this consul and hurried aboard an
Austrian tvar ship lying at anchor in the
roads and there ironed. Koszta" appealed to
the American consul at Smyrna, who at
once took up his case. The Austrian consul
held ti-a- t Koszta was still a subject of that
kingdom; that h had violated his promise
in returning from the United States, made,
it was claimed, at the time of his expulsion
from Austria, and that Austria's Jurisdic-
tion over him was complete. Koszta tjot
only Insisted upon his right to American
protection, but pointed out that he was not.
while In Smyrna, on Austrian soil, and
that, moreover, he had nofcome from the
United States on any political or revolu-
tionary errand.

The American sloop of war Ft. Louis
came Into tho roads at Smyrna while the
crse was up. Coptaln In graham, a South
Carolinian of courage and address, was in
command, and the American consul invited
him Into the management of Ko?ztas case.
Captain Ineraham not only responded, but
espoused Koszta's care with enthusiasm,
and in company with the American consul
went aboard the Austrian vessel and Joined
In the demand that Koszta be turned over
to the protection cf the French consul at
Smyrna pen ling a report home and a thor-
ough examination of the whole question.
But the Austrian commander and the Aus-
trian consul held back, nnd after Captain
Ingraham had returned to his shin he got
an Intimation thit Koszta was to be smug.
gleil oir that night into Austrian territory.

The American commander met th emer-
gency Inftantly and UUo a man. He sent
wcrd to the Austrian commander that Kosz-
ta murt be delivered on shore to the French
consul by 4 o'clock or he (Ingraham would
lay his ship alongside and take him by
force. Four o'clock came, but no response,
when Captain Ingraham, true to his word,
drew up to the Austrian, with his guns
shotted and his decks cleared for action,
and Koszta wi3 unlroned and sent ashore.
The St. Louis was net at all formidable in
herself. She probably would not have lived
an hour before the guris of the other fellow.
But the quiet but unmistakable air of busi-
ness about the transaction, the American
Mag at the masthead and the grit of the.
American sailor, who was sand to the cen-
ter, carried the day.

There was. of course, a gTeat outcry by
Austria. The same Mr. Huselmann who
had appeared for Austria In the Dudley
Mann uffalr appeared tor her also in this
affair, and, characterizing Captain Ingra-ham- 's

action as tantamount to a declara
tion of war and an outrage, demanded
that it b disavowed by this government.
William L. Marcy, the Secretary of State.
Teplled in a long note, a model of Its kind,
going over the whole case, supporting Kosz-
ta upon his bare declaration of an Intention
ta beccmo an American citizen and com-
mending, rather than disavowing, the course
of Captain Ingraham. Even Congress took
a hand, fcr it approved of the conduct of
the American commander by formal resolu-
tion and presented a medal to him. In addi-
tion to this he was made chief of the Bu-
rma of Ordnance and Hydrography of the
Navy Department, and enjoyed distin-
guished attention as long as he remained in
the service.

AGKMKXT OF RAILWAYS.

Tronic Line nnd Central Traffic Ato.
clntlons to He Continued Solution

of the Cnr Question.

In conversation recently a railway pres
ident said that he knew of no line of bus
iness In which so many official changes
could bo recounted In tho la.st five years
as In tho railroad service. SalJ he: "There
is hardly an important system of road in
thl3 that ha. as Its head officials
the same men it had five years ago. In
some ca3es elderly men have stepped to
ono side to admit of the promotion of
younger men, and in the last five years
many an overworked railway ofilclal at tho
head of some important department has
passed over to the other side." Ho then
named ten general managers and general
superintendents who, at the time of their
death, were said to have died from too
close attention to business. Many Incompe
tent men who had been placed in position
through moneyed influence have been
dropped and others have gone into busi-
ness which was more congenial. As a
rule, however, the roads of tho country
have been operated by upright, honorable
men, and at present ho was confident most
of the lines were in the handa of the most
competent men In their history, owing to
tho fact that practical men who had be
gun at the bottom round of the ladder were
now the general managers and general
superintendents, and tho finest compliment
that has been paid to the competency of
men .educated on American roads 13 the
large' number who are being asked to take
high and responsible positions on foreign
roads.

"Would Solve the Cnr Question.
J. R. Cavanaugh, superintendent of the

car service of the Big Four, who has given
much study to the problem of how to use
freight car equipment to the best advantage,
strongly favors the pooling of cars. In con-

versation yesterday he saM:. "Tho only so
lution of the car situation Is a reasonable
per d!em rate for use of freight cars and
a general car pool of the equipment of the
country, something: after the plan as out-
lined In the Railway Age of Aug. 22. Rail
ways can build and keep on building cars,
and still the situation grows no better; in
fact, each year pets worse under present
conditions. Per diem and car pool will give
the roads all the cars they want for the
next four or five years, and there will be
no need to build a single car, except to
maintain the present number. Did It ever
occur to railway managers how much money
Is spent each year In yari work, delays to
shipments at Junction points on account of
cars being transferred, expense of transfer
ring, wear and tear on cars in switching,
spotting, etc? Inquiries of a number of
representative men elicited the fact that the
lowest estimate was oo.CJO cars per day Idle
from the above causes; the lowest estimate
of loss of 'revenue, 2 per car-pe- r day; lowestaverage cost of transfer, tl per car, mak-
ing a total los3 of To.OOO per day, or $27,373.-CJ- O

per annum, making no allowance for
switching expenses, etc. Here is anillustra-tlo- n

of the result of a car pool as compared
with the present method: The American
Cereal Company at Chicago receives a car
lead of machinery from New York in a
West Shore car, and receives an order from
New Orleans for a car load of 'flakes. As
soon as the West Shore car Is made empty,
under the present p'.an. It 13 switched out
and an I. C. Car switched in. thus involving
double switching. Under the pool, the same
car would take the load out without switch-
ing, and, in many cases, save switching or
trackage charges. Again, the C, M. & St.
P. railway receives fifty car load of west-
bound freight for Minneapolis in eastern
cars. They have no return loading for these
Eastern cars. They have loading for
Memphis via Kansas City anl the
Scott' route. They are compelled to
handle the Eastern cars empty, to
Chicago, or hold them indefinitelyand work
the home with loads. They may also have
to haul 'Scott cars or their . own long
distances, empty, to care for the Memphis
shipments. Under the pooling plan they
would use the same cars. It is very diffi-
cult to estimate the saving to railroads from
decrease of empty mileage. By having tho
car initials represent class, length and ca-
pacity intead of ownership, would effect a
great saving In clerical and yard work, tele-
graphing, etc. In connection with the pool-
ing feature, a good per diem charge should
be the basis of settlement, thus compelling
all lines to pay alike, uniformity. The
courts have decided time and again that II
per day was a reasonable charge for a
freight car between railways and shippers.
Why not between railroads themselves? The
mistake made by many in figuring an equi-
table rate of compensation as between roads,
they have never taken into consideration the
earning capacity per day, simply the mile-
age at three-fourt- hs or three-fifth- s cent
per mile, so many miles per day, wear and
tear and depreciation. Cars are built for
'revenue.' " ,

Work for Locomotive nnd Car "Works.
The opinion generally with the managers

of the locomltlvo and car work3 of the
country is that ty the first of February a
majority of the wtrks will be pushed with
equipment building, and that some of the
largest orders ever placed will be given next
month. One welt Informed on the condition

To the Editor of th Indianapolis Journal.

. In your Issue of the 24th Inst., there ap-
peared a short letter from Mr. W. IL Stokes,
of Muncle, In which he depicted the sup-
posed condition of the colored people of this
country. I have known Mr. . Stokes for a
number of years, and can testify that he

, ranks nigh as a citizen, and is a leader
among his race, but from some cause he
seems to be laboring under a false misappre-
hension when he makes the declaration that
a negro cannot.be President, Governor, Sen-
ator, Representative, or "hold any other im-
portant office, because he carries the dis-
tinguishing mark of color. There Is no ques-
tion .but the white man concedes that no
race of people has ever made the rapid
progress" In education during the short space
of thirty years that has been accomplished
by the negro when we take into considera-
tion the fact that on the day they were
emancipated not one In WO could repeat the
alphabet: now many of them are filling
professors cha!rs In some of our leading
colleges, while others are far advanced In
other professions, and, besides, six out of
ten at the present time can read and write.
There have been negroes In the United
States Senate and House of Representa
tives; many nave occupied omces of trust
and honor under th government anl in sev
eral States. The coiored people cannot exoect
to reach tht pinnacle of fame In lets than a
