fund in short, to create the 'endless
chain' of which the Secretary of the Treas-ury complains, and which has made It neces-
sary to sell Isjue after Issue of bonds toreplenish the reserve. I
HOW TUB "ENDLESS CHAIN" WORKS.

"This, will be clearly seen when it Is
remembered that the Secretary of the
Treasury has Issued and! sold a little over
J162.000.000 of 5 per cent, ten-ye- ar and 4 per
cent thirty-fiv- e year bonds, from which
he has realized about 12,000.000 and after
redeeming 1182,000,000 of United States legal
tender notes with the proceeds he has been
obliged to Immediately pay out $133,000,000
of these demand notes to meet current ex-
penditures and thus has furnished $133,000,000
of governmental demand notes to be again
and again used to draw gold from thetreasury. It is evident -- that so long as
there Is insufficient revenue tnls perform-
ance will go on and bond sale after bond
sale will be required. It is also evidentthat If there had been a. sufficiency of rev-
enue these redeemed legal-tend- er notes
w-ou- not have been paid out at once and
there would have been so much the less
opportunity to draw gold from the treas-ury. Indeed, there Is good reason to be-
lieve that if In the first six months of the
distrust which inaugurated the run on
the redemption fund, the treasury had
been receiving revenue more than adequate
to meet expenditures, so as to temporarily
hold the redeemed government notes, thedisposition to present these notes for re-
demption would have ; soon been over-
come. That would have undoubtedly been
the case if the redemption fund had been in-
creased in the spring of 1K)3 end never al-
lowed to fall below the JIOO.UOO.OX) minimum.

"And tho necessity for more revenue
from the point of view of the maintenance
of the redemption fund i3 not taken away
by the fact that we hacj &0,007I000 of cash
in the treasury In addition to the JIOO.000.000
(part gold) required for the redemption fund
and the twenty odd millions required as a
working balance. This $r0,000,000 repre-
sents $30,000,000 of redeemer United States
legal-tend- er notes, for whoso redemption
we borrowed $50,000,000 in gold. If we con-
tinue to pay them out to meet a deficiency
of revenue then presently they will come
back again to draw more from
the treasury, which we must supply by sell-in- s

$30,000,000 more of bonds. The sugges-
tion, therefore, that we nt-e-d no more rev-
enue because we have a cash balance of
SGO.OOO.OCO of government notes in the treas-
ury that can be used to pay any deficiency
for the next six or twelve months, 1j, In
effect, a proposition to Issue more bonds
to meet a deficiency which should be meet
at once by providing more revenue. In
other words, those who oppose raising
more revenue In such a situation, in ef-
fect whether they Intend to do so or not
favor borrowing in preference to paying as
we go along.

DUTY OP THE HOUSE.
"Your committee believes that It Is the

duty of the House of Representatives, to
which body the Constitution commits the
Inauguration of revenue legislation, to
frame and pass a measure that will yield
not far from $49,000,000, sufficient to put an
end to a deficiency and to do this without
delay, tocj leaving to 'others whose co-opera-tion

is required to finally place such leg-

islation on the statute books, to meet the
responsibility in their own way. And the
President's special message setting forth
so pointedly the seriousness of the situation
and the necessity for the promptest action
only emphasizes the duty of the House,

"In response to the urgent call of the
President, your committee has felt Impelled
to act with all possible dispatch. Two facts
have led your committee to look to an In-

crease of customs duties as the most ap-
propriate source of additional revenue.
They are, first, the fact that we are already
raising a disproportionate amount from in-

ternal revenue, which has always been re-
garded as a v.ur resort Indeed, Jefferson
took tho ground that excise taxes should
not be resorted to by the federal govern-
ment rs sources of revenue in time of peace,
and the iiniocratlc y:vUonal convention
maintained the same doctrine in 14. And,
secondly, the fact that by lncrea&ing cus-
toms duties on imported articles, which we
can and ought to produce or make at heme,
for revenue purposes we can at tho samo
time incidentally encourage stricken indus-
tries and materially aid in turning In our
favor the balance of trade, which has been
so heavily against us all through this cal-
endar year, and which has caused a de-

mand for gold for export, which our treas-
ury has been called to supply. For, so long
as the balance of trade Is against us on ac-

count of excessive imports we must export
gold or (what la the same thing) promise
to pay gold, to pay for the excess of im-
ports over exports.

"Your: committee has not undertaken a
general revision cf the tariff on protection
lines, as a majority hopes can be done In
1837-D- 8, not only because the committee
knows that such tariff legislation would
stand no chance of beccmir.g a law, but
also because general tariff revision would
require many months, and there is
need of more revenue at once.
It believes, however, that this need
of more revenue 13 so great that
an ample measure Increasing all duties of
the dutiable list, and taking from the free
list of the present tariff a few articles
that were always on the dutiable list until
Aug. 27, 1804, and which have always been
Important revenue producers, and limiting
the operation of such legislation to about
two years and a half until the present de-

ficiency of revenue Is overcome ought to
receive the approval even cf those who do
not favor protective duties, on patriotic
grounds; and that the fact that it may In-

cidentally encourage the production of many
articles that we require, at home instead of
abroad, will not bo regarded as a ground
of opposition under present circumstances.

THE HORIZONTAL INCREASE.
"In framing the bill submitted for your

consideration it has been necessary, if ac-

tion was to be taken promptly, to resort to
a considerable extent to a horizontal raise
of duties, for the reason that it would have
required months to deal with each article
separately. Horizontal dealing with tariffs
cannot be Justified In ordinary times, but
In such an exigency as now exists, so ser-

ious that the President felt It his duty to
send you a special message of extreme urg-

ency, especially for a limited time, it 13 not
only defensible, but Is the only alterna- -
tive.

"But while we have presented In the brief
measure reported a horizontal increase of
15 per cent, of existing duties on all sched-
ules, but two of which is an addition of
133 than, 8 per cent, of the average ad
valorem rate giving about J15.0O0.0iK) reve-
nue from that source; yet more than
000,000 of the $10,lA)O.ObO which it Is estimated
this bill would add to our annual revenue,

Republicans Adopt m TarlS Bill De-lft-n- ed

to Raise $40,000,000 for
Relief of the Treasury.

NEARLY STRICT PARTY VOTE

227 MEMBERS IN FAVOR OP THE BILL
AND 81 AGAINST IT.

Incidents of the Debate Not of a Sen-
sational Character, bnt Some of the

Speakers Made Telling Points.

REPORT OF THE MAJORITY

ADDRESSES BY DINGLEY, CRISP,
DALZELL, TURNER, HOPKINS,

Henderson, Johnson, McMIllln and
Others Provisions of the Measure

as It Will Go to the Senate.

WASHINGTON. Dec 28.-- The House to-
day responded to the appeal of the Presi-
dent by passing a tariff bill, tho operation
of which is limited to two and one-ha- lf

years, and which is designed to raise $10,-000,0- 00

for the relief of the treasury. The
bond bill will bo passed w. The
vote to-d- ay was on party lines, with two
exceptions. The Republicans all voted for
the bill except Hartman of Montana, who
did not vote, and the Democrats and Pop-
ulists against it, save Newlands (Populist)
of Nevada, who voted in favor of the
measure. The special order under which
the bill was brought to a vote at 5 o'clock
this afternoon, after three and one-ha- lf

hours cf debate, was iron-cla- d In. its char-
acter, and compelled the members to adopt
or reject it without opportunity of offer-
ing amendments of any kind.

Although there was brilliant setting that
usually accompanies r field day in the
Hcuse, the debate lacked much of the spir-
it and vim which generally characterizes
a partisan battle In the lower branch of
Congress. Even tho preliminary skirmish
over the adoption of the rule, which or-
dinarily precipitates the fiercest wrangling,
passed off quietly. The debate Itself was
participated In by the leaders on both
sides. The Republicans contended that the
first necessity of the treasury was revenue
to supply the continued deficiency. Every
speaker denied that the proposed measure
was a Republican protection' bill. It was,
they claimed, an emergency revenue bill
on protective lines. It was significant that
several, notably Mr. Dalzell, Mr. Payne,
Mr. Hopkins and Mr. Grosvenor, predicted
the passage of a genuine protective meas-
ure A3 soon as the Republicans gained
control of the White House. The Demo-
crats took the position that there was no
lack of revenue In the treasury, and that
the passage of a bill to Increase taxation
would In no wise help the situation, nor
furnish the relief desired by the President
and Secretary of the Treasury. All who
took part in the debate acquitted them-
selves well. Mr. Dingley and Mr. Dolllver,
of the Republicans, and Mr. Crisp and Mr.
Turner, of the Democrats, carried off the
honors.

The bill passed to-d- ay repeals the pres-
ent tariff law until Aug. 1, 18D5. It restores
GO per cent, of the McKinley rates on
wools and woolens, lumber and carpets,
and makes a horizontal Increase of the
present rates in all other schedules, ex-

cept sugar, of 15 per cent. When the bill was
put on its passage it was parsed 206 to 81

the vote being taken by yeas and nays.
There was no demonstration of any kind
at tho announcement of the vote.

Mr. Cannon, the Delegate from Utah,
asked for immediate consideration of a
Joint resolution directing the Secretary of
the Territory of Utah to turn over to the
Governor of Utah, on the Issuance of the
executive proclamation admitting the Ter-
ritory as a State, all United States prop-
erty In the hands of the Secretary. The
resolution was adopted, and, at 5:37 p. m.,
the House adjourned until to-morr-

Later The final vote on the passage of
the tariff bill was much confused, and In-

dividual counts do not tally with the offi-

cial record. The vote as it will aprear In
the Congressional Record shows the yeas
227, nays 8L The enly divergence from
party lines was as follows: Baker of Kan-
sas, Bell of Colorado, Kem of Nebraska
and Stroud of North Carolina, all Fopu- -
Usts, voted against the bill.

THE COMMITTER'S REPORT.
Reasons Thnt Led to the Introduction

of Revenue Measnres.
Immediately after the reading of the

Journal, Chairman Dingley, of the ways
and means committee, reported from that
committee the revenue bill, which the
Speaker forthwith referred to the commit-
tee of the whole House on state of the
Union. The report follows:

"The committee on ways and means, to
whom was referred so much of the Presi-
dent's messape ani so much of the Secre-
tary of the Treasury's report, and also the

in a direction calculated to brim? relief, re-
port that the committee appreciates the
seriousness of the situation ani the im-
portance of prompt remedies so far as Con-
gress can give thtm.

"Vour committee regards the chronic de-
ficiency of revenue fcr the past two years
ani a half as a moat potent cause of the
difficulties which the treasury has encoun-
tered, and an Important factor in the cre-
ation and promotion of that serious distrust
which has paralyzed business an J danger-
ously shaken confidence even In the finan-
cial operations of the government. It Is asimpossible for a government to have a con-
tinuous deficiency cf revenue for two years
and a half without affecting its financialstanding as It Is for an Individual. It isimpossible also for a government to con-
tinue in this condition without casting a
shadow of doubt and discouragement over
all business operations within lis borders.

The serious fact which we are called on
to confront Is that In the two and a halfyears that have elapsed since July l, 1S33
this government has had an Insufficiency ofrevenue to meet current expenditures,
amounting in the aggregate to about Jlil --
OW.COO. and even In the first half of thepresent fiscal year the deficiency will reachabout J20.CW0.) and about $3,000,000 for thepresent month. And up to the present time
there Is no sufficient grounds for opining
that this insufficiency of revenue will not
oor.tinue during the remainder of the fiscal
yen.r; and how much longer no one can
safely predict.

"If the consequences of such a deficiency
were only the necessity of borrowing money
to meet current expenses in time of peace.

MAlfY REPUBLICANS OP TI1E HOUSE

WASHINGTON, Dec. 2G. An attempt was
made by several new members of the House
to secure a caucus of Republicans on the
bond bill Immediately after the session to-

night. The petition was started by several
Republicans, and the necessary number of
names fifteen) was secured. The leaders
discouraged the plan, however, and Mr.
Hooker, of New York, at tho request of
Speaker Reed, It is said, induced several
signers to withdraw their names, so the
movement fell through. The petition was
addressed to the chairman of the caucus,
Mr. Grosvenor, and besides asking for a
caucus on the bond bill, made the general
request that a caucus be called whenever
party .measures were to be considered In
the House.

While a general caucus of the Republican
members of the House was frowned down,
the Republicans who are opposed to the
bond bill met In caucus at the Ebbltt House
to-nig- ht to mature plans for opposition.
Forty members representing twenty-thre-e

States were present. While the Western
and Southern States were most largely In
attendance, there were also members
from the East and North. It was claimed
by the leaders that not more than half of
the Republicans who antagonized the bond
bill attended the caucus and that they have
enough votes to defeat the bill, unless it
is modified. Johnson, of California, called
the caucus to order. Mr. Broderick, of
Kansas, was elected chairman and Mr.
Colson, of Kentucky, secretary. The senti-
ment of the caucus, as It was voiced in
numerous speeches, was In opposition to the
Issue of bonds In time of peace, and the
greenbacks ought not to bo retired, at least
in the manner prescribed by the bill. There
"was no little talk to the effect that ' the
committee on rules should give
the rank and file of thw party
opportunity to express their opinions on
proposed legislation before it was adopted
as party policy. The caucus chose a com-

mittee of seven to confer with the Speaker
and committee on rules to-morr- ow and ask
for an extension of the debate on the bond
bill to two or three days. Proposals were
made that It should be attempted to secure
a party caucus, but It was decided to be too
late for such a step. The members of the
committee of seven are Broderick, of Kan-
sas; Baker, of New Hampshire; Bowers, of
California; Cannon, of Utah; Plckler, of
South Dakota; Milne, of Michigan, and
Burton, of Missouri. They will urge tin the
committee on rules that there is no ex-

igency demanding the immediate passage
of the bond bill and that If one has existed
the revenue bill passed by the House to-d- ay

should suffice to meet It. They will also
ask to have the rule for debating the bond
bill amended so that there will be oppor-
tunity to offer amendments to the bill.

There may be an important change mado
by the ways and means committee in the
bill before the scheme Is brought before
the House w. As shown by
the caucus to-nig- ht, considerable dissat-
isfaction has arisen among the Itepublicans
since the text of the bill was made public,
the dissenters asserting that it could be
used by a hostile administration for the
permanent retirement of greenbacks. In
yesterday's committee meeting a similar
charge was made by the Democrats, who
asserted the Republicans proposed to do
what they had always opposed and what
President Cleveland advocated retirement
of greenbacks. Accordingly there will be a
committee meeting to-morr- ow morning to
consider an amendment prepared by Mr.
Hopkins, of Illinois, which follows: "Pro-
vided, that nothing herein contained shall
be construed to repeal or modify existing
law which authorizes and directs the re-

issue of said legal-tend- er notes." Mr. Hop-
kins is confident that the amendment will
be adopted.

A partial canvass of the Republican mem-
bers of the ways, and means committee
shows that while there is practically una-
nimity among them In desiring the accom-
plishment of the object Mr. Hopkins's
amendment has in view, there is some doubt
concerning the necessity for the amend-
ment. Members say that a careful ex-

amination of the laws will be made and
the question thoroughly discussed In com-
mittee w, and that if the necessity
for amendment in this particular is devel-
oped, an amendment will be made.

After the second revenue bai has been
disposed of, to-morr- ow night, the House
will do little business until Monday, Jan.
5, and will practically have Its holiday re-

cess, of which it has partly been deprived,
next week. It cannot well adjourn fcr
more than three days, under the rules,
while the Senate is in session, but It was
decided by the committee on rules to-d- ay

that there will be formal meetings every
third day with adjournments over, and that
no important business will be brought for-
ward on the floor.

NO NEWS CAN DC LEARNED AS TO
MOVE3IEXTS OF INSURGENTS.

They Are Snld to lie In Possession of
the Railways and Telegraph Lines

Leading to the Capital.

CAMPOS STILL CONFIDENT

HE SAYS THE CXILIX ARMT BUST
SOON FIGHT OH SURRENDER.

Unconfirmed Report that the Patriots
Are Marchlnjr Toward the South

eru Part of Mntnnzas.

ACTIVITY AT THE CAPITAL

SPANIARDS MAKING PREPARATIONS
FOR DEFENDING THE CITY.

Earthworks Thrown Up on the Iand
Side and 3Iarlncs Taken from War

Ships to Man the Guns.

HAVANA, Dec. K. Since the arrival here
last night of Captain General Martinez de
Campos from Matanzas he has been In con-

ference with leading military and naval of-

ficials, the civil dignitaries and the leaders
of the different political parties. They as-

sembled at the palace last night, and, in the
course ot a cumuer oi painoiic ppeccnes,
pledged thslr unconditional support to the
government In its efforts to suppress the
Insurrection, and promised to do everything
possible in tho way of moral and actual as-

sistance.
Senor Galvez, president of the Autonomist

party, during tho course of a speech, which
was warmly applauded, advised the Cap-
tain General not to expose himself to the
fire of the Insurgents, who, the ppeaker
claimed, made war against the lives and
property of civilians, never making a stand
long enough to cause an engagement be-

tween the troops, and aloptlnj all methods
of savage warfare. Senor Galvez alto
stated that, in spite of the supreme effort
made by the Insurgent army, they had not
heard of the capture of any towns, tbt
mischief of the enemy being confined t
small villages and the plantations of th
island. He compared the army of Gomel
and Maeeo to "wandering hordes of Tar-
tars," and expressed the opinion that the
raid of the Cubans into the province of
Matanzas, where they had done so much
injury to crops, would turn out to be th
worst thing for them In the long run, as
the fields, cleared of the standing car.e,
were now much better euited for military
operations.

News from the front seems to be Inter-
rupted both by rail and telegraph, and no
information was oixa:nao.e concerning ir:
movements of the Insurgents. The Captain
General, on hl3 arrival here, announced that
the Spanish troops In Matanzas occupied ad-

vantageous positions, and that tho Cubans
would cither be compelled to fight a pitched
battle in that province or surrender. It Is
not generally believed, however, that the
march of Gomez and Maceo on Havana
has really been stopped and that they ere
in retreat. In support of this it is atl
that, If Gomez and Maceo were retreating,
the government would not be slow in mak-
ing public every Item of news obtainable
concerning this feature cf the hitherto tri-
umphant march of the Insurgents from the
province of Puerto Principe, through the
province of Santa Clara and the province
of Matanzas, and to tho vicinity of the
borders of the province of Havana, in spite
of the numerous columns of Spanish troops
ia the territory traversed. The last new3
of the movements of the Spanish columns
w3 that they were heading for Guanabana,
the headquarters recently evacuated by
Campos, situated not far from Matanzas.

PROBABLY NOT RETREATING.
The fact is so many announcements of

the defeat and retreat of the Insurgents
have been made that It will require strorg
confirmation to make anybody here believe
that such Is an actual fact. When the in-

surgents first entered the province of Santa
Clara it was announced that they had been
defeated with great loss and had retreated
across the border. But the next news re-

ceived from the front was that the Cuban
army was threatening Tlacentas, more
than half way between the border and the
capital, Santa Clara, and since then they
have apparently pushed onward with little
or no Interruption.

The absence of news of the movement
of the Insurgents Is causing some anxiety
among their friends here, but they claim
Gomez and Maceo are in possession of the
railroad and telegraph lines and that It was
with difficulty that Campos succeeded In
reaching Havana last night. Be that as It
may, the news obtainable is that furnished
by rumor and if the authorities are In pos-

session of any additional facts all such
matter Is carefully suppressed.

In the meanwhile active preparations are
being made here, both for defense of th
city and for forwarding to the front all
tho troops that can be spared. It Is under-

stood that the Spanish columns in the rear
of the insurgent army have been ordered
to concentrate as quickly as possible to
the frontier of Matanzas and that every

of the Cubans into Santa Clara. While
these preparations aro being mado to ap-

parently stop the insurgents from escaping
back into Santa Clara, the land fortifica-

tions of Havana are receiving attention
dsy and night. A number of additional
earthworks have been thrown up during
the last month also and these are being
hastily completed and strpplied with guns
as rapidly as ios.Ible. The magazines ar
being plentifully sunlieJ with ammunition
and the outposts of the Spanish troops
around Havana are telng strengthened and
more securely fortified.

Throughout the night and all day there
has been an air of hurry and anxiety at
the different headquarters here which doe
not eeem to indicate that the supremo
authorities are in any, way satl.-fie- d that
the Insurgents are retreating, and if mil-

itary activity goe3 for anything, th most
determined efforts are being maJe to pre-

vent a surprise.
STRENGTH OF THE BELLIGERENTS.

Doth Awarded to the Newport News
Shlp-Ualldl- ns: Company.

WASHINGTON, Dec 2C.-Sec- retary Her-
bert to-d- ay formally awarded to the New-
port News Company, of Virginia, the eon
tracts for building both the new battl
ships, for one of which the Union Iron
works, of San Francisco, was a competitor.
The award of the contract has given the
Secretary great concern for the reason
that he desired, If possible, to meet the in-

tent of Congress that one ship should be
built on the Pacific coast, and he has made'
it the subject of a special report to the
President, showing how he was absolutely
obliged by the law to make the award to
tho Newport News Company. He says:

"The bid3 on the department's plan are
as follows: Cramp & Sens One ship, $2,80,-00- 0;

two ships, 2,To0.000 each. Union iron
works One, $i7i0,0u0; two ships. UJ0,)J)
each; Newport News Ship-buildi- ng andDry Dock Company One, $2.30, 0a; two
ships, ri.i2.0-J- each. It will thus be seen
that there is a very great disparity be-
tween the bids. Were it not for the sec-
tion of the law appropriating for these
ships, which looks to the construction of
one of them on the Pacific coast, there
would be no room for argument and the
Newport News Ship-buildi- ng Company
would undoubtedly be entitled to both. The
peculiar wording of the law authorizing
tho construction of these ships, howevei,
has rendc-re-d it necessary to examine into
the questions very carefully before reach-
ing a conclusion. The act requires that
one of the ships shall be built on- - the Pa-
cific coast, subject to the provision that
'If it shall appear to your satisfaction
from the biddings for the contracts when
the same shall be opened and examined
by you, that the proposed battle ships can-
not be constructed at a fair cost on the
Pacific coast (that is In this case by the
Union iron works) you may then authorise
the construction of such Dattle ships else-
where, that Is to say, by the lowest and
best bidder (the Newport News Ship-buildi-ng

and Dry Dock Company.) One e,f the
questions raised Is whether the Union iron
works is bound to stand by its bid, or caa
It be allowed, if its bid does not represent
the fair cost, to reduce its bid to a price
that would be 'the fair cost of the ship."
An examination of the statute seems to me
to preclude the idea that this company
can now be allowed to do this and th
actual wording seems to clearly indicate
an Intention to preclude all such dickering,
since it must appear 'from the biddings'
for the contracts, when the same shall be
opened and examined."

Continuing, the Secretary says: "The only
remaining question is whether the bid of
the Union iron works for one ship can be
accepted. It will actually cost the govern-
ment $3)0,000 more to give one of these ships
to the Union Iron works than it would to
give both to the Newport News company.
There is an element of cost to be consi-
deredthe freight across the continent for
the armament and equipment of the ship
built upon the Pacific coast, which would
amount to about $&),000. If this be added
to $590,000, it would cost the government
$650,000 to give one of these ships to the
Union Iron works. To me it seems clear
that the department cannot undertake to
say that a bid by a responsible and compe-
tent company, fairly made after due con-
sideration, is lower than a fair price for
such work. This company is bidding no,t
only for one of these ships, but for both,
and it Insists upon Its right to build both.
For the government to reject the bid under
these circumstances and Insist upon paving
a higher price for the ehips. or for one of
them to bo built elsewhere, on any such
ground as that the Newport News company
is below the market rrice, would be a ruin-
ous rnllcy. The government Is entitled to
have its ships built at the lowest prices at
which It can procure the doing of the work,
and the true policy would dictate the en-
couragement insteid of discouragement of
low bodding. I. therefore, recommend the
acceptance of the bid of the Newport News
ShiD-bulldi- ng and Dry Dock Company for
both ships."

This recommendation was approved by the
President to-da- y.

RUSSIA'S GENEROUS OFFER.

It Wns Made In 18n:i, and Tendered
Uncle Snm HO,00M00 In Gold.

WASHINGTON, Dee. 26. The facts in re-

gard to Russia's offer in 1S33 to supply thb
government with gold with which to meet
the emergency existing at that time are
gradually coming to light. It can now be
stated on unquestionable authority that
during the panic of three years ago, which
resulted in heavy withdrawals of gold for
export, the Czar of Russia, through his
minister here, Prince Cantacusene, formally
tendered to this government a iloan of

for the term of three years. No spe-

cific rate of interest was named, nor were
any details as to terms of repayment en-ter- er

Into, the proposition not passing to
this stage. It was simply the generous
offer of a nation on particularly friendly
terms with ours, and was not coupled with
any 'hard conditions such as might have
been reasonably expected from a power on
a less friendly footing with the United
States. Mr. Cleveland, after due delibera-
tion, very courteously declined the offer.
He recognized the unselfish generosity of
the offer and the very friendly feeling that
prompted it, but he was unwilling to ac-
cept, fearing that at some future time :t
might result in entanglements with other
European nations, whicli it 'has always been
the policy cf the United States to avoid.
The offer has not since been repeated. In
the event of another bond Issue, however,
it possibly may resilt in the loan being
placed with Russian capitalists, and It is
probable the President has given some
thought to rhe advisability of proposing
terms with them rather than with capital-let- s

of other European nations, in case all
of the bonds are not placed in the United
States.

The rumors that Mr. J. Plerpont Morgan,
of New York, came to Washington early In
the week to tender to the President In case
of another bond issue financial aid from
London bankers are not credited here. Itcan be stated on excellent authority that if
Mr. Morgan was in Washington he saw
neither the President nor any of his Cab-
inet advisers, nor did he hold any com-
munication on that or any other subject.
So far as can be learned Mr, Morgan is not
expected In Washington.

SALVADOR C03IPLAINS.

Says This Government Permitted Fil-
ibusters to Leave San Francisco.

NEW YORK, Dec. 20. A dispatch to tJie
World from San Salvador says: The rep-

resentative of this country in Washington
has been instructed to complain to the
State Department that the authorities at
San Francisco have permitted the outfitting
of the boat Golden Barclay by the friends
of Ezeta, designed as a filibustering expedi-
tion against a friendly nation, such act
being a violation of the nrutrallty laws. It
i3 claimed that the American government
should have prevented the vessel leaving
San Francirco, and should have impris-
oned Casln and the members of the Central
American Land Company, who have fur-
nished mcney to Ezeta to carry out Tils
revolutionary plans.
