The paramount c.at." of social schol-
arship at thi3 mome-i- i i to reckon with
the epoch-makin- g fact taat to-da- y's men
have gradually cut the moorings of ethical
and social tradition f tradition, and
that society is to-d- ay A&.tt without a de-

fined purpose to shape its course or a su-
premo conviction to give It motion.

"Let us listen to tje anarchistla indict-
ment of society or us hear indictments
of Christian thinking Y representative
Christian ministers. Let us consider an-

archistic and Christian diagnosis as signs
of present physio facts and let us consider
what they denote. These divergent esti-
mates of society are themselves symptoms
of the unique condition of the thinking
parts of society. Men ire more generally
conscious than ever before of a discrep-
ancy between the demands made upon Hie
by the various principles of desire now
recognized as constituent elements of hu-
man personality, and on the other hand
the possible output of satisfaction from
traditional social doctrine and institutions.

"All our kicking against social pricks
means that men are agreed that something
is wrong, though they cannot yet agree
what is wTong. At last we aro wakened
up. Scholars ought to be able to see that
the fault lies deeper than the popular re-

formers suspect. All our contemporary dis-

content with oc!al Institutions and condi-
tions runs back to the fact that tho pres-
ent generation Is trying to make dead
trunks of so:Inl ideas bear living fruit of
social force, t We aro trying to feed the
humanity of to-da- y from tho desiccated
stocks of yesterday's conceptions. All the
familiar denunciations of social evils and
of tho individuals or classes that cause or
aggravate them, point to the ono radical
fact which men have already begun to ad-
mit, viz., that the words around which
our civilization has rallied no longer con-
vey our ultimate ideas, or rather they stop
short of reaction of notions which we will
accept as ultimate. They are Irredeem-
able currency and men are demanding liqui-
dation.

PROBLEMS SCHOLARS MUST GRASP.
'Wo have talked of liberty, but men are

wondering whether we have begun to know
wherein liberty consists. Wo have talked of
rights, but the suspicion is rife that the
majority of men have never understood, a
tithe of their rights. We appeal to ethics
at this late date, there is no more open
question than 'What Is ethlcsT 'What does
life presume? 'What does life involver
What should life containT 'Whoso is the

prerogative of life?'
"These conditions are the setting of the

urgent problems that confront to-da- y's men.
Scholars are shirkers unless they grapp.e
with these problems. That is what society
supports us Tor. We are presumed to be
exponents of the higher excellencies of
thought and action; wo are expected to
hold up Ideals of the best to guide the
endeavors of the masses of men. It is
nquanderlng money to put more endowments
into the hands of Institutions that are not
devoting their energies In larger and larger

THE POLITICAI SCIENTISTS.

An Unusually Able ra per Problems
That the Student Mnst Consider

Xcxy Conditions.

The second annual meeting of the Politi-
cal Science Association of the Central
States convened In the Senate chamber of
tho Statchou3e last night. The session will
continue until Wednesday evening. Nearly
every seat In the chamber was occupied
when Professor J. A. Woodburn, of the In-

diana State University, arose to preside at
8 o'clock. Tho opening meeting was de-

voted entirely to an annual address by First
Vice President Albion W. Small, of tho
University of Chicago.

Profesor Woodburn, In his Introductory
remarks, regretted the absence of the presi-
dent, Jesse Mocy, of Iowa College, who Is
at present In Europo endeavoring to recruit
his health.

Professor Woodburn spoke of tho organi-
zation of the society in Chicago a year ago,
which, he said, was the outgrowth of tho
action of tho historical and political science
teachers of Indiana. Tho need had been
felt, he said, of a closer alliance of In

structors and Investigators in tho four de
partments of history, political science, eco-

nomics and sociology departments natural-
ly cognato by subject matter, but becomnig
Bomewhat widely separated by recent ppc-cializi- ng

tendencies. The organization of
a national association devoted exclusively
to tho Interests of ono or other of these
departments, while of vqreat valuo to the
rpeclallst in tho single field, had at tho
same time tho effect to emphasi?3 their
withdrawal from tho others. It was be-

lieved that an association which would
federato the specialists of these four copr-nu- te

groups would be of decided advantage
to all, and would not disturb existing or-
ganizations.

"In tho departments on the educational
side," continued Profesor Woodburn, "there
are problems to bo wonted out In the
Mississippi valley that do not so directly
concern other sections of tho country, while
for the investigator there Is hero oppor-
tunity for research and study of industrial,
political and social institutions and ideas
unsurpassed in any other section. The
aiTUlatlon and associated activity of tho
large body of men and women in this re-
gion who are directly engaged in these lines
must certainly result in gaining for the
allied subjects fuller consideration and more
adequate instruction in tho universities,
colleges and schoo'.s, while tho resultant
conferences and comparisons of work should
discloso new and fertile local fields for In-

vestigation and research and lead to an
increased contribution of valuable original
matter."

With these remarks Professor Woodburn
introduced Vice President Small, who pro-
ceeded with the annual address:

"My first purpose this evening Is to regis-
ter a protest against arrogated pre-einl-ne- nce

of that type of scholarship which
deals exclusively with facts. The latest god
In the Pantheon Is science, and the only or-
thodox theophanies of this divinity have
their eyes in the backs of their hcad3. The
scholarship which has the forward look is
barely tolerated under the stepmother's
protection: that 'it may be useful In its
way, but it is not science.' Very well, let
us go about our business with tho under-
standing that within the scope of scholar-
ship there is. first, science, and second,
something better than' science.

"That something better Is, first, prevision
by means of science, and second, intelligent
direction of endeavor to realize the vision.
I would have American scholars, especially
In the social sciences, declare their Inde-
pendence of do-nothi- ng traditions. I would
havo them repeal the law of ?ustom which
bars marriagu of thought with action. I
would have them become more profoundly
and sympathetically really scholarly by en-
riching the wisdom which comes from
knowing with the larger wl3dom that comes
from dolng. I would have them advance
from knowledge of facts to knowledge of
forces and from knowledge of forces to
control of forces in the interest of com-
pleter social and personal life.

"The scholars of this genpration are so
dazzled by the play of evolution that they
cannot set its operation in their own en-

vironments. Many an evolutionist can trace
the processes of progress In every moment
of history except the present. The things
of to-d-

ay are but cruie products which
yesterday began to shape, which a thousand

ws will mold toward perfection.
A primary Inference from the law of evolu-
tion as we now read it is the decrco to every
intelligent person: 'Apply to-da- y's force to
make fact.'

"Men's Inst'ncts accept more frankly than
their Intellects tho provisional and mediate
character of present institutions. In orJer
to contend that improvement is the present
and the future order of the day it is neces-
sary to presume that tho things of thepresent aro defective. Thl3 premise is vir-
tually an Impeachment of est Mlshed order.
It is a reflection on accepted institutions.
Hence It is easy for conservatism to regard
it as a letter of marrjue sanctioning pirat-
ical intentions upon thf ship of state. Al-
though every advance of the civilization of
the past has been by virtue of a flexibility
in Institutions which permitted a certain

elf-surren- der of tho old order and the
Installation of a substitute, conservatism
is timid about becoming party to tho con-
tinuation of the cosmic process. In pre-
ferring the ills he had to others which
ho knew not of Hamlet wn th eternal
conservative. Scholarship is likely to . be-
come retrospective and so not conservative,
but obstructive In proportion to Its In-
sistence that nothing belones !n Its province
except demonstrative evidence.

SCHOLARSHIP AND SPECULATION.
"The only things which to our minds are

absolutely certain are accomplished facts.
Scholarship which would guard against
coming speculation and adventure dreads
departure from this suro region of the ha
been for exploration of the somewhat con
jectural realm of the more reasonable and
porslblo and desirable which la to be.

"Cut the state of human evolution upon
which we have entered presents an order of
facts which scholarship cannot much longer
acquire. Man is beginning to discover him
self, and this self-discove- ry of man incites
to men world discovery and world conquest.
Now only a human animal demands of the
world animal comfort. Now this animal
Is become a self-conscio- us center of myriad
wants expressed in an infinity of physical
desires. Men are thereore attacking at
mora points than ever before the resisting
material and moral environment. In this
conflict mind wields the balance of power,
and mind Is swinging over into alliance
with man. This make-wel?- ht mind once
decreed man's temporal damnation under
tho theory that mortal life is for the sub-
jugation and repression and crucifixion of
man. Mind now begins to declare that this
mortal life is man's opportunity to possess
and expand and enjoy.

The Irrepressible importunities of this
newly self-asserti- ng sovereign, man, make
a new order of facts which scholarship
may not Ignore. Laws of moral motion
begin to discover themselves In man's move-
ments as positively as tho laws of physical
motion In their sphere. Laws of moral
affinity begin to sugs"t physical impor-
tunities as reeular as the action of chem-
ical affinity. The ultimate social fact, man.
Is a fact whose many phases and many
potencies already enter with new powers
into the social equation.

"Man always wanted life, liberty and
happiness, but never did these wants mean
so many things to any man as they do
some men to-da- y. Never did the mass of
men bring within the sweep of their wants
so largo a fraction of that which complete
man will demand and obtain. The things
which to our view make life and liberty
and happiness are more and larger than to
any previous men. Our bodies are to-d- ay

covetous of more and more complex sat-
isfactions than physical man ever claimed
before. Men's midns once yearned for the
one sedative of authority; they now demand
the stimulants cf criticism. Men's social
wants seemed to be potentially assured a
century ago with the conquest of political
freedom. Scxflal man to-d- ay finds political
freedom without Industrial security a fraud,
an Insult and a delusion.

"The latest phase of mwn is thus a new
order of fact. Scholarship cannot contem-
plate these fact3 without finding itself face
to face with the now unsealed decree of
nature. Be thou a forceful part of that con-
tinuous cosmic enterprise which forever un-
makes the things of to-d- ay to recreate them
in the things of to-morr-

RESPONSIBILITY OF ritEVTSION.

XCARLY A FOOT OF .LIGHT, FLEECY
S.OW SOW LIES OX THE STREETS.

Street-Ca-r Trafllo Demoralised
Heaviest Fall In One Day for

, Trrenty-Fiv- e Years.

There were two classes of people who did
not swear at the snow yesterday like the
many who hud to flounder down town
from the suburbs. These two classes were
the men who rejnt sleighs and the men who,
by force of unfortunate circumstances, are
glad to earn a dime clearing off pavements.
No man able to work need to have gone
without employment yesterday, for tho de-

mand for help was far in excess of the
supply. The Citizens' Street-railroa- d Com-
pany had shovels for all comers, and the
private citizens were ready to hire men on
the front walks.

The liverymen did not have a large call
for sleighs during the day, for the flurry-
ing snow made It somewhat disagreeable,
but towards night the unusual tinkle of
tho Elelgh bells was heard upon tho streets.
To-da- y, and as long as the snow lasts, the
llverymon expect a big business. Inci-
dentally, It might be mentioned that a
young man can take his best girl out In
a cutter and remain one hour for $1 For
each additional hour ho must xny JL A
double Blelgh costs $3 for the first hour
and $3 for each hour following.

There is enough snow on tho ground to
last for many days if it dos not melt,
for, according to the Weather Bureau,
which is always rcllablo In its record of
events after they have happened, tho snow-
storm yesterday was tho heaviest for one
day in the last quarter of a century.
Aimo3t a foot of the Arctic fleece fell to
tho ground and It was of that excellent
variety which has no trace of slonpinss
to it. At 1 o'clevk the measurement on
the level showed" 9.9 Inches. The greatest
fall of snow before on a single day during
tho last twcnty-ilv- o years was on Jan. 11
of this year, when a depth of 9.G Inches
was noted. Not until this year, within tho
samo quarter of a century period, was the
fall on one day in excess of eix Inches.
There was considerable drift in some places
yesterday, and on nectlons of the State-hou- se

roof there was as much as six feet
of snow. Tho steam In tho pipes along the
roof soon melted tho snow, removing the
danger of so heavy a weight on the roof.

The greatest lnconvenieuce, from the
heavy fall of snow was in the inability of
tho Citizens' St root-ra- il road Company to
move its cars till late in the day, and then
tho service was unsatisfactory. Early In
the morning sweepers were sent out, and
later in the day a number of machines used
for making roads were sent out to assist
In moving the snow. Tho first efforts of
the company were directed to clearing Col-
lege uvenuo and Illinois street. It was
with great difficulty that the East Wash-
ington line was made passable. It was
nearly U o'clock before on Irvlngton car
reached the city, taking three hours to
make tho trip. It was not until late in
the afternoon when communication with
Brlghtwood, Haughvllle and West Indian-
apolis was established. The Broad Ripple
electric lino owns a snow plow and was
more fortunate than the other company in
opening a way for traffic. The probability
of severe, freezing weather following the
storm and packing the snow solidly alarmed
Manager Mclean, of tho street-ca- r com-
pany, and all niht large pangs of men
were working Industriously on the various
lines. Tho Weather Bureau could give no
hope for Immediate milder weather.

The street commissioner has been ordered
by the Board of Works to clean tho princi-
pal down-tow- n business streets. The
sweeping contractors are supposed to look
after the other streets.

' RUIMXG THE ASPHALT.

Effect of the Street-Ca- r Company's
STreeper on Prospect Street.

Much dissatisfaction and Indignation was
expressed by patrons of the street-ca- r com-
pany in tho southeast part of the city on
account of the poor service. Heretofore It
has been the- - custom of the company to
clear Virginia avenue early In the day; be-

cause it dnrws patrons from, such a largo
territory. People out that way have come
to understand that this line would be
cleared early, the same as a few other
lines. College avenue. North Illinois street,
Washington street and a line to the south-
west, so as to open travel In the different
quarters of the city. People who usually
patronize the English-avenu- e and South
East-Stre- et lines always go to the Vln-glnia-avc- nue

line on such mornings as yes-
terday, expecting to find it open, on ac-
count of Its great Importance.

Yesterday tho company did not send a
sweeper out this line until nearly C o'clock,
and by that time the snow had become so
firmly racked that it was Impossible for
tho sweeper to move wi'thout assistance.
For a time It took three motor cars to
push It. Several times it was off the track
on Prospect street, and plowed its way
through the expensive asphalt pavement.
When it would get off the track the circuit
for the electrio current would be made by
means of a switch hook, and then tho
motor would 'be set in motion, the wheels
merely revolving in one place, without
moving the car an inch. This would be kept
up until the friction caused the asphalt to
get warm enough to glvo the wheels a
grip, and then 'the sweeper would move
back to the track. Thre will doubtless be
a number of deep cuts in the pavement
when the snow leaves It.

TREASURER SCHMIDTS OFFER.

He Wnnts to Give Delinquent Prop-
erty Owners n Chance.

County Treasurer Schmidt, who is also
city treasurer, called on the Board of
Works yesterday morning concerning suits
which havo been filed against property
owners for nonpayment of improvement as-

sessments. Mr. Schmidt said he was willing
to give delinquent property owners moro
time in which to pay these assessments,
and he offered to take upon himself the
burden of sending out postal cards of warn-
ing at the expiration of the thirty days In
which tho payments can be made, if the
board would obtain from contractors a
promise not to file sulta until fifteen days
after the thirty days.

Such an arrangement will glvo property
owners forty-fiv- e days in which to pay im-

provement assessments and provide for a
notification in each case, so thero need be
little excuse for nonpayment except in
cases of financial distress. The members of
the Board of Works were very well pleased
with the proposed arrangement and letters
were sent to all contractors asking that no
sulta be brought for collections until fifteen
days after the expiration of the thirty days
given by the terms of the improvement
contracts.

"Scholarship may get In its work in two
ways; first, by clarifying fundamental and
general conceptions, and second. In perfect-an- d

applying subordinate devices and
plans. By way of illustration I turn to the
discuss'on of our institution of property
with Its incidentals, inheritance and be-
quest. Certain agitators declare that the
Institution of property In itself, and es-
pecially its satellites. Inheritance and be-
quest, are inventions of the devil, to make
the strong stronger and the weak weaker.
My argument Is that in every such, case of
Impeachfr-rn- t of an existing institution or
of proposed trial of a new institution, it is
the scholar's duty to hold his services at
the disposal of his fellows in reaching per-
manent conclusions.

"I am not now undertaking to capture
anybody'3 assent to heretical views of prop-
erty. I am illustrating my main contention
that there Is work for scholars among cur-
rent social problems by calling to your at-
tention phases relative to the Institution of
property with which the members of this
wsociation are familiar, but which have not
been duly regarded In our laws and cus-
toms. My contention is that when Institu-
tions, hedged about by tho sanctions and
sacrcdness of. tradition begin to provoke
men's skepticism, it is the business of schol-
ars to rise above the superstitions which
forbid Inquiry with the rishtfulness of the
traditional and to represent the people In
dispassionate examination of the things in
question with as little awe or prejudice as
thouRh th'py were untried inventions.

"More than this, the only way to save
from deserved ridicule attempts to read-Ju- st

industrial relations so that manhood
as well as property will be respected is to
discover flaws In the premises which have
logically lei to despicable conclusions. I
cannot wonder that hard-head- M men of af-
fairs have nothing but contempt for these
garrulous peddlers of reform programmes
who can find no fallacies in the postulates
upon which industrial and political admin-'trntlo- n

Is based, but deciaro Implacable
feud with the consistent consequences of
the postulates. Largo and satisfying im-
provement of present social order depends
on the deepening and broadening of the
foundations of order. It Is accordingly a
sample duty of present scholarship to re-
consider all that is assumed and involved in
the rrescnt Institution of property."

A SEED COMPANY'S LOSS.

Fire nt the Huntington Store Cnnses
t a Loss of 91,000,

About 11:45 last night John Huesele, owner
of a saloon and restaurant, discovered
smoke curling out over the door of the
Huntington Seed Company's store, C5 Ea9t
Washington street, four doora away. Mr.
Huegele was Just closing for the night and
sent his cook to turn in an alarm. No
blaze was seen, but when the firemen opened
the door a dense cloud of smoke poured
out, and it was some time before the fire
could bo located. A fireman entered the
room wearing one of the new fire helmets,
but wa3 unable to find his way In the dark-
ness and backed out. The nre was finally
located in a large show case at the side
of the room, tilled with fancy baskets and
bouquets of fine grasses. It seems it orig-
inated from an overheated furnace flue in
the basement and found its way up through
the floor. After tearing up part of the
floor and directing a stream Into the base-
ment it was extinguished. John T. Hunt-
ington, president of the company, says the
concern had a stock worth about $,000 on
hand, fully insured. He was unable to make
an estimate of the loss, as he could not
determine how extensively the seed had
been damaged by water. The building be-
longs to the John M. Butler estate. The
department estimate the loss on stock and
building at $1,000.

An attempt was made to use one of the
new ball nozzles, but it was found un-
necessary to use a large stream of water
and the line of hose was taken out. Two
streams from the chemical wagons were
found sufficient. The firemen consider that
the conditions last night were not "such
as to make a fair test of the new appar-
atus possible. There wa3 no Maze from
the fire and they could not see their way
Into the room. The entire building was
filed with smoke. Two young men who have
sleeping apartments in one of the upper
stories were nearly suffocated before they
awakened. One of them got his clothes
together and carried them to a restaurant
near by. Considerable smoke poured out
of the rear of the building into Court street.
