}
ROUSING TEMPERANCE MBETING AT

MASONIC HALL LAST NIGHT.

Coneclunding Affalir of the Series t?gcler

the Auspices of the Knights of
Father Mathevwr.

The seventh and concluding temperance
entertainment of the serles given under the
auspices of the Knights of Father Mathew
took place at Masonic Hall last night. The
seating capactly of the hall was taxed and
the crowd was so large that a great many
people stood up, and others, not belng
able to get seats, returned to their homes.
Nearly every prominent temperance grator
in the city was present. A number of the
members of the Murphy League sat on the
stage with the orators. Large portraits of
the late Father Mathew and Rev. Father
Bessonies occupled easels on the stage. The
portrait of Father Bessonies was framed in
by the American flag and the good priest

sat near it. P. J. Kelleher presided over
the meeting. Besides the speeches there
was entertainment by the Regal trio—
Misses Alice Halpin, Jennie Briggs and Mr,
George V. Hess; zither and guitar music
by Fremont Frey and Willis Scudder and
quartets and solos by other artists,
Twenty-five men made brief but eloquent
temperance speeches during the evening.
One of the most earnest appeals for the
cause was by Mrs. Lena Beck, of Blooming-
ton, Ind, She brought the greetings of the
Woman's Christian Temperance Union of

her city. Mrs. Beck paid a high tribute to
the holy life of Father Mathew, who organ-
ized a temperance crusade and dled with
the knowledge that over two million men
and women had gigned his pledge and wore
his badge. Mrs. Beck saw in the women of
the couu'.rg the salvation of the men. “The
secret of this temperance work lies with our
girls,” she sald. *““They have it In their
power to purify the lives of the men, and
we mothers believe they will do it.”” Mrs.
Beck f{llustrated her interesting .talk with
word plctures that were plain and each
held its lesson, Col. Ell Ritter, in a five
minutes’ speech, told of the temperance
work here In Indianapolis. He said that
every man in the Murphy League was a
member of a life-saving crew whose duty it
Is to save those who are sinking to the
depths of intemperance. Rev, Father
Gaviek, of St. John's Chureh, talked of the
earnest work which the Knights of Father
Mathew have taken up. He spoke of the
devastation made by strong drink and the
awful effects of liquor on the intellect. “God
has given man reason,” he =aid, “and when
man deprives himself of that reason he is
guilty of a sin.”

Luther Benson delivered a five minutes’
speech, The good that the Knights of
Father Mathew have done and will do
he said, will never go out with time. The
best time in the world to save a drunkard
is when he first begins to drink. Statistics
show that one drinking man in every thou-
sand quits. *'If you ever do save a drunk-
ard,” cried the speaker In his thrilling voice,
“it will be with love, with charity, with
patience and with Kindness. Neyer say
that & man *won't stick." Let us make this
our motto: ‘Live to do good that we may
die to be missed.” "

Rev. Father Bessoines, much of whose
life work has been in the interest of the
temperance cause, recelved an ovation when
he stepped to the front of the platform.
He talked but a few minutes, but nearly
every sentance he uttered was punctuated
with applause. He advocated the bullding
and loan assoclation as the safeguard
against the saloon. He belleved that the
savings invested weekly in these associa-
tions were the means of saving many men
from drink. Other speeches were made
by Rev, Mr. Rondthaler, Dev, Mr. CCarsten-
sen, George L. Knox, Samuel Johnston,
F. T. McWhirter, Joseph Taggart, Frank
MceGinnis and President Cleveland, of the
Murphy League.

The Diamond Robber's Wife Denles
Stories of Mistreatment.

Mrs. Annie Adams, as she calls herself,
wife of Charles A. Ketchum, allas C. A,
Hardin, arrested here for stealing a tray of
diamonds, refused avesterday to discuss her
past life. She said, however, that the sto-
ries told by Chicago detectives as to her
husband having abused her are groundless.
She says they have always lived happily to-
gether, and she married hign for better or
worse and means to stand by him. When
it was suggested to her she would not have
been arrested if her husband had not piloted
the officers to her room she replied that was
true, but if he had not gone to her she

would have followed him to the sta-
tion house. As to whether she hal
visited the Pinkertons, she said that
she preferred to s=ay nothing. "3
have never admitted being a shop-lifter. If
1 were to say I went to see them, that
would be an admission that 1 am dishonest.

RAILROAD SHOPS BUSY

THE YEAR 18035 WAS A BANNER ONE
IN INDIANAPOLIS,

Packing Houses Doing Well—=How the
Laundry Busineass Has Grown-—
With the Millers.

Not in many years, taking the entire
twelve months, have the local raliroad
shops been busier than in 188. At the

Brightwood shops a number of practically
new engines were turned out and a large

number of cars, both for frelght and pas-
senger service, were rebullt at the shops,
and those of the Big Four at Dillon street,
Five hundred and fifty men were employed
most of the year full time. At the Pan-
handle shops, 40 men have been employed
most of the time, and the shops have made
an average of five days and a half a week,
mostly on repair of locomotives and cars.
So heavy has business been on the Pan-

handle lines that an unusual amount of
work has been done in 185 in the way of re-
palrs, At the P. & E. shops, West Side,
about seventy men have been employed,
largely on repair work; at the Indianapolis,

Decatur & Western shops, most of the
time 100 men were employed, doilng their
own repalr work and rebullding three of
the I, D. & W. locomotives. Several en-
gines of the Cincinnati, Hamilton & Day-

ton were rebullt there. The Belt road
shops kept about thifty men busy during
the year. Beside general repair work two
of their engines were thoroughly rebullt.
It is stated that more money was paid out

at the local ghops in 189 thau in any year
since 1892,

Growth of Laundry Business.

Seldom fs anything =ald about the de-
velopment of the laundry business at Ine
dianapolis and a history of growth slnce
the first steam laundry was established
will be read with interest. The first steam
laundry was the Excelsior, established by
Major Taylor in 1878, Previous to that year
all the persons who wanted their laundry
work done in the best style were compelled
to send it to Troy, N. Y., and it was two
or three years before many could become
convinced that just as good laundry work
was done In Indianapolis as in Troy, N.
Y. The express companies were making a
good thing out of it and employes of the
express companies encouraged the belief
that work done by Indlanapolis laundries
was inferior. The second steam laundry
was established In 1880 by W. M. Reed, who

dled some years ago and who for some
years was a sharp rival of Major Taylor,
which tended to imprave the work of both,
as each Invested money liberally in their
plants, purchashing the latest machinery
for doing good work. To-day Indianapolis
has thirteen steam laundries of different
des and cagacity, none inferior plants.
he year around these thirteen laundries
glve employment to 350 people and in the
busier season to four hundred or more, ana
of that number fully 8 per cent are women,
It is stated that fully $100,000 is now In-
vested in laundry plants In this c¢ity. The
business of these laundries is by no means
confined to Indianapolis, as there is not an
important city or town in the State that
laundrf work is not done for and some
work is sent to cities and towns of ad-
joining States. A large amount of waork is
done for manufacturers of shirts, One es-
tablishment in Richmond last week con-
tracted with one of the Indianapolis laun-
dries to do wup one thousand dozen of
colored shirts, There is no laundry work
which cannot be done as well to-day in
Indianapolis as in any place in this country.,
The work done by Indianapolis laundries
has an excellent reputation at home and
at a distance, At each laundry from ten
thousand to twenty-five thousand pieces are
laundried weekly. The weekly pay rolls are
about 2600 or about 5 per cent., of the
gross receipts. The business is not now as
wrofitable as a few vears ago, as prices are
ower and help more expensgive. Then it
requires fifty or more wagons to gather up
the laundry work and return it to the
owner, Originally everybody brought in
their laundry and then came after it
More attention I8 given to sanitary ar-
rangements. Several of the laundries have
the bhest ventilated, best lighted and most
comfartable temperatured rooms to be
found in any line of business, consequently
the work is very appropriate for women
and the women emploved make better
wages than they could at other occupa-
tions,

A Bad Year for Loeal Millers.

Not in many vears have the millers ex-
perienced so bad a year of business as in
1805, the several mills turning out but 44,501
barrels of flour, agalnst 690,086 in 18M,
against 670,108 in 1883, and ag«inst 638,543
barrels in 1882, During the entire year it

was quite difficult to get wheat in quantities
aegired and when the millers did get

prices were relatively hlmher than was
flour, and during the year the mills did not
run to more than two-thirds thelr largest

capacity. The early part of the year ex-
port demand was light, but improved after
July 1 somewhat. At no time was it at ita
maximum in demand. Domestie trade was
about as usual, but low prices prevailed.
The last three months a large per cent. of
the wheat used has been purchased in Chis
cago and shipped here, and the outlock for
the next s=ix months or until the wheat
crop of 1886 comes on the market, is not
very promising.
The Packers Are Busy.

Since Nov. 1, the beginning of the win-
ter packing season at Indiaapolis packing
houses, there have been killed 218,000 hogs,
against 194,000 In the corresponding two
months of 1894. At the twenty-two packing
points which report there were Kkilled 3,-
920,000 hogs, against 3,590,000 1n 1884, Indian-
apolis and Chicago were the only polnts
where more hoge were killed in November
and December than in the corresponding
period of 1884, Indianapolis now ranks as
the fourth packing peint in number of hogs
killed, Cincinnat! having taken the fifth
place. Local uackrra say that the quality
of the hogs killed this season has been
the best In several years, the hogs being
better fatted and healthier than usual,
Shipments have fallen off somewhat, but
next week will likely become heavy again,

as it is sald thers is a large number of
hogs yet to be marketed.

THE INSTRUCTIUNS A BLUFF.

Some of the Down-Town Saloons Even
Hnd the Front Deors Open.

Saturday night Superintendent Colbert
called attention to the insiructions to patrol-
men to watch saloons yesterday and make

reports of all violations or attempted vicla-
tions of the liguor laws gbserved by them.

The superintendent was not at roll call last
night, and it could not be learned what the

reports from the patrolmen disclosed. Up

to 11 o'clock last night, however, no arrests
for violations of the law had been made.

A trip through the down-town district
vesterday showed that liquor was being
sold in at least thirteen places, all within
less than half a dozen blocks from police
headquarters, Between the Park Theater

and Illinois street three saloons did a big
business, customers being admitted to one

through the front door. At another, en-
trance is gained from the alley, customers
being compelled to walk through the bil-
liard room in the rear to the front bar., In
these three places about twenty-five people
were being served shortly after
dark. At John Huegeie's saloon
and restaurant, customers were ad-
mitted through the front door. The bar
occuples the front end of the room, the
restaurant being located in the rear. A
large blue curtain, reaching from the floor
to the ceiling, was stretched across the
room immediately back of the bar yester-
day. A policeman walking in through the
open door must have noticed this circum-
stance. (Customers were gerved in the res-
taurant bhehind the curtain, the beer and
liquors being carried from the bar. At
Monninger's place, corner of Illinols and
Ohlo streets, the curtains of the windows
were all down, and on looking into the
room it was noticed a large curtain
shut one corner of the room off from view.
The curtain I8 never seen hanging there
on week-days. Men desiring to get into
this saloon entered the side w next the
livery stahle and walked through a hall to
a door that opened into the corner of the
large bar-room, behind the curtain., Any
policeman looking into this room ¥esterday
must have seen the curtain, and if he were
inclined to be at all suspiclous, its pres-
ence must have convinced him something
wWas Wrong.

Business was fdone at a saloon on the
circle and at a place between the circle
and Ilinois, on the north side of Mar-
ket. At Orstendorfs, on North Illinois
street, the usual signs were observed, A
light was burning in the back yard last
night and men were seen going in and
out. On Massachusetts avenue, above the

NO OFFICIAL ASTROLOGER.

Mayor Taggart said last night, In responsé
to a Journal reporter's query, that no offi-
cial astrologer has been appointed for the
city administration; at least, one is not yet
on the pay roll, neither has one passed
the civil service examination.

He did not say so in as many words, but
seemed to think there mizht be something
Incompatible in having an official astrologer
and then placing a prohibitory license on
fortunc-tellers.

The exact position of the officlal star
gazer has not yet been determined, but this
official may examine the stars to decide
whether the improvements this year shall
be confined to the original mile square er
will extend to the outlying districts, As
there are no sfars that govern street im-
provements, those controling eleetions may
be brought into piay, and if the indications

PROTECTION OF LIVE STOCK.

Suggeations Which Farmers Wil
Find Uneful and Valuahkle,

The appended bulletin on winter protee-
tlon of live stock has been issued by the
officers of the experiment station of Purdue
University:

A common winter slght is a herd of cattle
exposed to severest Kind of weather, brows-
ing in corn fields or standing humped up'in
chilling winds. ' "

Food is fuel to the animal body. N re-
quires more fuel to Keep up steam in a
boller when the weather is Intensely cold
than it does when it iz mild,
menner, other things belng equal, It re-
quires more food to sustaln an animal
freely exposed to the chilling blasts of win-
ter than it does for one given protection.

In experiments conducted at the Indlana
Agricultural Experiment Station, milch
cows exposed to all sorts of weather in
winter, but provided with night shelter,
made a very unfavorable showing as com-
rared with these glven the shelter of the
stable, except for a brief airing when the
weather was suitabie, The exposed cows ate
the most food, lost slightly in weight and
also Iin milk wield. The sheltered ones
gaired in weight and otherwise made a bet-
ter showing than the exposed lot.

At the Hansas Experiment Statlen, hogs
kept in condition of winter exl.osure did net
prodnce pork so economical as those
given reasonable ghelter, althcugh the same
kind of fecod was f[sd to each lot. In re-
porting the feeding experiments with steers
at the same station, Prof. Georgeson says
that steera give the beat returns when being
fed for beef should be provided with shelter,
Warm, low, open ghads {n the feed lot give
eomfortable shelter Lo steers.

While live stock sheuld be protected from
inclemoney of the weather, it is impertant
that the stable should be well ventilated and
not too warm, Disease propagates” easlest
whers the alr is stagnant and impure,
hence speclal efforts should bhe mpade to keep
the stable alr pure. Without doubt, tuber-
culosis i3 more prevalent among cattle
closely confined in stalles where the venti-
lation iz bad, than where the air Is geod.
Livea stock should certainly he allowad out-
door exercise when the weather 1= mild and
comfortable, but If it snows or rains and the
gir is chilling, the animals should be given
stable protection.

It is al=o important that the stable ghould
not be too warm in winter. A temperature
of 4 degrees is a very satisfactory one.
When it i= as high as 60 degrees in a barn
stock turned from this into a freezing at-
mosphere to water are very apt to be se-
versly chilled and take ecold. When the
gtable Is at 40 degrees animals are not so
easily chilled when turned from the stable.
Every stable should have a thermometer to
guide one In keeping the temperature of
the room as uniform as possible.
