WILL BE ONE SYSTEM

FUTURE OF THE
LINES

PENNSYLVANIA
WEST OF PITTSOURG.

The Operations of the Joint Traffle
Associntion Will Be Gradonl=Gen-

ernl Notes and Personais,

Inthe higher rallway and financlal circles
the impression prevai's that before many
vears pass all the lines known ns= Pennsyl-
vania Rallroad Company interests west of
Pittsburg will become, like the Pennsylva-
nia lines east, all Pennsylvania Railroad
Company, and its equipment will be 8o let-
tered. A Pittshurg paper says: “The Van-
daiia is one of the most valuable rallway
properties west of the Ohlo line. The main
line, from Indianapolis to St. Louls, is 24
miles In length, the St. Joseph division is 220
miles long and extends from Terre Haute to
St. Joseph, Mich., and the Peoria division,
running from Farrington to Peoria, has a
mileage of 170 miles, and the Center Point
branch, ten miles long, makes the entire
mileage 647 miles. The main line, extending
from St. Louls to Indianapolis, is the part
of the road in which the Pennsylvania is
more directly interested, as it forms the
most desirable connection for 8t. Louis and
gives the Panhandle a main line 618 miles
long. It forms not only the shortest route,

but Is also the best constructed road west
of Indianapolis, and the wisdom of the Penn-
sylvania in taking early steps to gecure con-
trol of it is now made manifest to all. The
policy of the Pennsylvania proper is to
gradually assume direct contrel and owner-
ghip of all the roads in which It is In any
way Interested at present, and railway men
who are well posted say it will be oniy A
matter of time till the time-honored names,
Panhandle, Fort Wayne and Vandalla, are
known only In the memory of the people, as
all the equipment from New York to Chi-
cago, Cineinnati and 5t, Lou's will be let-
tered in the conventional P. R. R. style.

Posxsible Rute War,

The Utah-Colorado business, which has
been troubling the Western lines for so
long, I8 not yet settled by any means, and
although there is a sirong bellef among the
roads that it will soon be adjusted, it is by
no means certain that such will be the out-
come. The Montana roads agreed to make
all their tickets for continuous passage
only, but have coupled with thls agreement
the condition that the Colorado-Utah roads
become members of the Western Passenger
Assoclation. At first the Colorado-Utah peo-
ple refused to do this and declared that
they would form an assoclation of their
own. It was pointed out to them that they
bad already placed a portion of their busi-
ness under the control of the Western Pas-
senger Assoclation, and for them to with-
draw it now would be the disruption of the
association, As a compromise it was agreed
that they should form an assoclation of
*helr own, with a separate chairman, whose
headquarters should be in Denver, he to
have jurisdictign over Utah, Colorado and
Wyoming busifess and all other traffic to
come under the agreement of the Western
Passenger Assoclation. The Cojorado Mid-
land and Denver & Rio Grande have agreed
to this, but the Rio Grande Western has
not as yet accepted. Its decision on tne
matter is expected to-morrow, and if It
should be adverse, it is more than likely that
a war in transmissouri passenger rates will
result.

No Radieanl Change.

There Is excellent authority for stating
that, pending a decision of the legality of
the Joint Traffic Association by the courts,
no radical change of the Trunk Line and
Central Traffic Association will be made, It
is not denfed that the threatened legal pro-
codure against the assoclation has ma-
terially interfered, at least for the present,
with carrying out the programme of the
presjdents’ agreement, and all action taken
by the board of managers of the association
will be of such a character as to Keep (rom
actual operation the seemingly oi.-jr_v::on:ihle
clauses. Another official is quoted as say-
ing that the railway companies in the or-
ganization have been expecting to lean
heavily upon that structiure Jan. 1 as a
means of keeping rates in line, and If the
prop is knocked out from under them the
moral effect will be bad and rate-cutting In
favor of the big shippers will probably go
on at the accelerated rate. But waen it
comes to a legal fight the railroads will
resist to the utmost the proposed rr;‘trair_:[..
They will probably contend against thie per-
manency of a temporary restraining order
should the latter be granted, and carry the
case through the United States Court, if the
decizgion below is adverse,

Will Benetit Indianapolis.

The Quincy, Omaha & Kansas City rall-
road, running from West Quincy to Tren-
ton, Mo., has virtually been transferred to
a syndicate composged of Drexel & Co., Gil-
man, Son & Co. and the Missouri, Kansas
and Texas Trust Company. The deal was
effected by the purchase of aboft $1,500,000
of the preferred bonds of the company.
This lien will be foreclosed, and the syndi-
cate thus take possession and reorganize.
The road will at once gain an entrance to
Kansas ity and St. Joseph, and a new line
will be built from Trenton to Pattonsburg,
to connect with the Omaha & St l.ouis
read. A new line will also be bullt from
Quincy to Decatur, paralleling the Wabash
and counecting with the Indiana, De-
catur & Western. This will make another
through trunk line from Kansas City, Oma-
ha and Quincy to the seaboard. Bondhold-
ers of the present company have becn op-
erating the road for s=everal years, and
‘Manager Savin bas built it up inlo good
property. These bondholders will be pald
in cash or shares in the new company.

The “Nypano'” Ordered Sold.

Judge Voris, of Akron, O., has appointed
John Tod, of Cleveland, who has been re-
ceiver of the New York, Pennsylvania &
Ohio rallroad, as master commissioner to
sell the road. The date of the sale has
not been fixed, but it will be about the
middle of March. The pmce must be at
least ten millions, and must all be paid
within thirty days. The appointment was
made on the application af the Farmers
IL.oan and Trust Company, of New York.
The report of the auditor of the company
which accompanies the petition, shows that
the liabillties are: First mortgage and in-
terest, $44.548,000; deferred Interest war-
rants, $%7.640.3%; intercst earned and pay-
able., $2621.8M;: prior liens, $8.000,000. Ac-
cording to this statement, after the prior
lien is satisfled the first mortgage bond-
helders will get but a small amount of the
principal and interest of their bonds, There
will be nothing for the bondholders under
the Drisler and Nieswanger morigage,
which is for $27,64,345, to cover the de-
ferred interest wal;rrants.

& Western, A. P. Lewis, for nine years past
auditor of the 1., D. & W, and ., B, Mec-
Vey, for eight years paymaster and purchas-
ing agent of the company, are left out.
BBoth, however, would be continued in the
service, but to remain would necessitate
their residing at Clncinnati. Both are valu-
able men and bave made good records in
their respective positions. - Mr. Lewis was
for many years with the Indianapolls,
Bloomington & Western.

The lines which connect with the Ohlo
Southern are refusing to allow that road
three-fourths of a cent per mile for its
cars when on their lines, claiming that the
action of November, 1880, is still in force,
and that 6 mills per mite should be the
rate. The Big Four and several other roads
have notified the Ohio Southeérn to that
effect. The Ohio Southern has more cars
than it can use with its present power,
they say, and it would be quite an item
for that company could they get three-
fourths of a cent per mile hauled instead of
6 mills when its cars are on other lines and
connections could not profit by such ar-
rangement, as the cars of conrecting lines
geldom are in use on the Ohio Southern.

On Jan. 1 Charles Hays entered upon
his officlal duties as general manager of the
Grand Trunk. No one, as yet, outside of
his family ecircle gseems to know what his
poliecy 2 to be or who he will take from
the Wabash road in an official capacity.
In describing Mr. Hays the Detroit Free
Free Press says: “Mr. Hays appears to be
one of these men who, while spontaneous
in their utterances, evidently give much
thought to what they say. In conversation
he is invariably pleasant, open and {rank
and apparently believes that there s
nothing to conceal about the management
of a great system like the Grand Trunk.
Mr. Hays sirikes the casual beholder as a
man of brisk methods, quick both to con-
slider and aect, In personal appearance he
looks like a well-to-do merchant or banker,
hig attire boing very neat, but never showy,
He wears & rather lightwelght brown mus-
tache and a thick brown beard, carefully
brushed, and evidently given care. If he
carries out the evidences of his manner
he will lop off a head here, there and
everywhere and never lose that smile a
minute. He says He does not know any-
thing of the conditions of the road, but that
can be taken with a g7ain of salt.”

It is also charged that
after the passage of the ordinance granting
the franchises certain members of the
Council received remuneration in certain
positions, described as *'soft jobs,” from
the pump company. A member of the
Council, it is also charged, received the
contract for the erection of the power
house.

The charges ara denled In toto by M. L.
Howe, manager of the company, in an In-
terview printed at Rushville yesterday.

The Howe Pump and Engine Company Is
located on Hillside avenue, near the Belt
rallroad, and has recelved a number of
good contracts recently for building water
works plants in different parts of the State.

Benjamin J. C. Howe is president and M. L.
Howe general manager. A call was made
last night at the home of Benjamin J. C.
Howe, but no one could be roused. Later
it was stated by a man at the shop that
Mr. Howe {8 not in the city.

DENOUNCED SUNDAY NEWSPAPERS.

A. Hare Makes o Most Re-
markable Statement.

Rev., C.

Rev. C. A. Hare read a paper on the Sun-
day mewspaper at the monthly Ministerial
Assoclation meeting yesterday morning. He
made a vigorous attack on the Sunday pa-
per. He said it was an outgrowth of the
civil war, and that after the excitement of
that struggle passed away the Sunday pa-
per did not pay for a long time, but since
then, on account of the demand of those
people who are entirely out of the church,
it has been made a paying enterprise, Hor-
ace Greeley called it a ““demon of evil,” he
sald. It flrst appeared, b said, clothed in
a religious garb, but this was soon thrown
off, and now it is anything else than a re-
ligious paper. He denounced the siatement
recently made by the Pittsburg Commer-
clal-Gazette to the effect that most of the
work on the Sunday paper was done during
the week. ke said this statement s not
true, which is in itself remarkable informa-~
tion to those who make up Sunday news-
papers. In regard to the evils of the Sun-

day peaper and what should be done to sup-
press it Dr. Hare said:

“The Sunday newspaper stands charged
with demoralizing the youth of our land. It
calls into service a greatl many of our boys
who use the early hours of the Sunday dis-
tributing it, when they should be at Sun-
day scheol and church; thus it teaches
thousands of the future men of our land to
violate the law of God and man.

“It is taking the place of the Bible. The
Bible is the %muk above all others to be
read on the Lord's day, but Instead of read-
ing it many read the Sunday newspaper.
The devil hates God's word,. and would
crowd it out by means of the Sunday paper,
The Christian community may do much to
protect their Sunday against this enemy by
creating a’ healthy public sentiment against
it, and which will gecure eflicient legislation
against it. Much can be done also by the
friends of the Lord's day refusing thelr
patronage either by their subscription or
their advertisements to these journals, for
after all the publi¢ press s largely sup-
ported by Christian people.

“Fwvery man who has any regard for him-
gelf and famlly ‘shicdid dlscriminate between
the sheet that is ciean and morally healthy
and the one that o degrading in its tone
and tendency, and'one may be assured
that a dally journal which has conscience
and character enough to ke the Lord's
day holy, as God has commanded, is a safe
journal to bring Into your homes.”

Dr. Goodwin was the only one present
who defended the Sunday paper. He thought
that if the boys who were on the street
selling it were not doing that they would
be in much worse company and condition.
The paper was discussed by a large number
of ministers, and the sentiment was strong
agalinst Sunday issues.

THE BLOODHOUND CONTESTS.

There Will Be Four, Two on Thurs-
day and Two on Friday.

While it was not intended that the poul-
try and pet stock show at Tomlinson Hall
should be open to the public yesterday,
hundreds avalled themselves of the oppor-
tunity, and though the exhibits were not in
position many felt they were well repald.
The express companies were constantly de-
livering crates of dogs, chickens, pigeons
and other pet stock, and not until 6 o'clock
did the work of checking and assigning
the entries cease. Much to the surprise of
the management many valuable dogs were

recelved from all parts of the country, mak-
ing this the largest exhibit of the kind ever
shown in the State. It Is by far the largest
display of St. Bernards ever recorded. An-
other surprise was an old English sheep
dog, entered by Mr, Dougherty, perhaps the
only one in this country west of Pittsburg.
A Welsh spaniel, a curfosity in this section,
was another attraction not counted upon.

Among the exhibits in the dog depart-
ment which will attract more than ordinary
attention are “Grover" and "Queen Bess,”
two large English mastiffs, The dogs are
the property of Sam Murray, of the United
States Card Company, this city.

At the meeting of the executive commit-

We sorrow because we are
hurt. "Tis the old wicked emphasis laid
upon the words I, me and mine. John Rus-
kin =aid that a man who emphasized these
words habitually was a mean man. Cain
had this kind of serrow. He murdered his
brother and then saild, ‘My punlshment is
more than 1 can bear." The rich younz man
who came to Christ had this same Kind of
sorrow. He went away sorrowful, hecause
he had great posses=ions and Jesus had
tokl him to take a true interest in other
people by feeding the poor. I want to say
a word about this young man. | do not
suppo=se for an instant that Jesus was spe-
cially concerned that the yvoung man should
get rid of ail his possessions, but rather
that Jesus could not be true to him and per-
mit him to be selfish. I believe that the
TLord would give every one of us gold as
plentifully as spowflakes if it would really
bless us. But when it hecomes a question
between man and gold, Christ always takes
sides with the man. With Him it is man
up and gold dewn, until by and by He rep-
resents a heaven for man where pavements
of gold are under his feet. Christ always
takes the part: with the man.

“But there i a godly sorrow, an unsel-
fish sorrow, a sorrow wihich comes into a
man’'s heart because God's goodness has
heen depreciated and Gold's government has
been wronged.
