AMUSEMENTS.
“Tannhauser."

ILovers of Wagner cannot heap too much
praise on Walter Damrosch for the beaurti-
ful and thrilling Interpretation of the Ger-
man master's great work, first given in
this city at English’s last night. The lavish
manner In which “Tannhauser’” was pre-
sented shows that this brief engagement Is
to be one of the rarest of musical treats,
The large audience which mnearly packed
all three floors of the opera house last
night, also shows thal the musical people
are not going to let the opportunity slp
by them. But even with such patronage
one can hardly see how Damrosch will re-
celve adequate returns for his engagement
here. With Klafsky at $800 a night, Gruen-
ning at 80 and an orchestra which Dam-
resch says cosis another 3800, there is an
expense of $2,00 a night, saying nothing of
the salaries of Fraulein Eibenschuetz, Con-
rad Behreas, Mertens and the rest, without

mentioning the $20,000 put in the scenery
and costumes and the traveling expenses ol
A& company of 16 people. One cannot he.p
wondering where Damrosch, himself, wul
come in when the saiarice are paid, This

actical side of art Is one that cannot be

-aored when one 'c"ndders such an enter-
talnment,

It 8 not surprising with Damrosch's
years of experience in directing purely or-
chestral produciiona of Wagner, that the
muasic rather dominates the general inter-
pretation. Il ne ercaestrg ia ihe foundation
of an adequate performance of Wagnerian
opera, anu tne excellence of the Damrosch
orchestra was, probably, more appreciated
Jast night than the masterly =sing:ng of the
score. But the mounting of the opera and
the powerful vcices of the principals, the
ensembles and the choruses, all aiding in
the elaboration of the =pint of *“ananau-
ser,” makes this production famous. None
can say when Indianapelis will have an-
other such opportunity. The great “Tann-
hauser” cveriure, as given last night,
called forth a siream of superiatives from
everyvone, The overtures to the sscond and
th acts wera hardly less extravagantly
meniismed.

But Klafsky! No two people had the same
opinion, except among those who were far
enough from the #tage to obtain an artist's
perfective. Kioafsky did not burst on the
andience as e dream of heauty. She is not
beautiful, as most peonle have learned to
expect from their experience with light
operatic singers. But from a Wagznerian
standpoint, as a Wagnertan heroine, one
of profound emotions and as a woman able
to give vocal int retation to the profound
Wagrerian motif, Kiafsky is not only heau-
tiful, but great—Leautiful as an actress
and great 22 a prima donna. Every expres-
sion of her tragie face, every motion of
her supple arms and every sten she takes
Is dramatic. Her volce is wondrous!y thriil-
ing, more particularly in the upper register.
It was made for Wagznerien music.
Its penefrating sweetness s never lost,
even when the great orchesira is roding up
its ting volume of melody between her
and the audience. [ts resonant ring is all
too powerful for such a conflnod auditor-
fum and at first meny no dJdoubt fal'ed to

its beauty. The great sctene during
the second-act fina e, with: the heavy or-
chestra and the volces of Gruenning and
Behrnes and Mertens and the chorus, mak-
ing the walls of English’'s Theater fairiy vi-
brate, with a grand Wagnerian climax, was
an astonishing trinvmph for Klafsky. Every
beautiful and true note from her throat
was distinct and melodious ns if she had
been rendering a chamber selection. As a
dramatic soprano cne could not ask for
a more perfect exponent. Her final scene
in the last act, when disappointed at Tann-
hauser's faflure to return with the pllgrims,
Elizabeth sa'emnly consecrates herself to
the Virgin and departs to die In solltuede,
held the attentlion of the audience in what
Is generally termed breathless suspense,
Klafsky Is not only great, but too great ta
be thoroughly appreclated in only one per-
formance,

iess had been heard here of Wilhelm
Gruenning, who took the title role in “Tann~
hauser,” and he was a welcome surprise.
The tragic expressicn in the face of this
new tenor strangely suggesis the features
of Edwin Booth. The conflicting emotions
necessary to a correct rtrayal of Tann-
hauser, who Is buffeted by passion row for
a goddess and now “for earthly joys, give
greAt wscope for an actor ef ability
as well as a singer, but Lthe
sometimes crude mannter of Gruen-
ning’s interpretation shows that he has
not Riven enough attention thus
.ar to dramatic art. As a tenor Gruen-
ning displays fine ability as a Wagnerian
singer. He may be considered a coming

at =inger, amd even now ranks oaly
0 less than the best In this countri’.

Riza Eilbhenschuetz, with a face of pleas-
ing grace a a volte not powerful when
compared with Klafsky's, but much sweet-
ness, gave an excellent impersonation of
the goddess Venus. Comnrad Behrens shows
the deep Wagnerian feeling in the basso
solo of the Landgraf, and Witheim Mer-
tens makes a soulful Welfram.

In handling the chorus Damrosch does
not lay remarkable talent as an oper-
atie 4 or. He has selected strong
volces, excepting among the high so-
prancg, and pald leas attention to dramatic
detall. The opening to the tournament
song in the second act was sung with fine
affect, and it did full justice to this celebra-
ted chorus,

“Lohengrin" To-Night.

Walter Damrosch was the leading actor
and a crowd of local Wagnerian enthusiasts
had tha director cornered and poured hot
shot into his ears because he had changed
the bill for to-ndight from *“Die Walkuere"
to “Lohengrin.” Mr., Damrosch seemed not
a little put out that he should be taken to
task =o vigorously, and offered in extenua-
tion that his manager had made the change
purely on account of the box office. He
frankly put it on this mercenary basis. He

sald: “We can’t give a 8,00 performance
of ‘Dis Walkonere' with §1,09 in the box of-
fico and s0 we it to ‘Loaengrin,’
which bas been our most popular perform-
ance and In which you will get Alvary, the
great Wagnerian tenor, and Gadskl, who is
a great Else. You may have had ‘Lohen-
grin® here, but surely your people will not
class our %trfonnnnce of ‘Lohengrin’ with
that given by minor organizations. For my-

PENNED UP, BUT WORKS ON THE
SYMPATHY OF DR. BEDFORD.

Offers Checks Purporting to Be
Signed by John S, Spann, but Falls
to Get Much Money.

A young fellow giving the name of Harry
Hart worked the bogus check game on Dr.
E. M. Outland yesterday morning and bare-
ly escaped capture. Hart went into Dr.
Outland’'s office at 26 Massachusetts avenue
and asked to have his ankle examined,

saying he had sprained it the night before,

He said he was a nephew of John 8. Spann

Wednesday
night, he said, he and Mr, Spann were

on thelr way home and started to race.

While running his foot slipped on the ice
and he fell. Dr. Outiand examined the
young fellow's foot and ankle, but could
find no indications of a sprain and so in-
formed him. Hart insisted his ankle pained
hin considerably and wanted something
done for it. The Doctor bandaged it and
directed him to go home aud rest for a
day or two at the same time writing a
prescription and directing him to go to
Bedford’s drug store, corner of Indiana
avenue and Illinois street, to have it com-
pounded. Hart then told the Doctor he had
no money, but kad a check for $4 given
him by Mr. Spann in payment for four
days’ work. He tendered the check in
payment of the Doctor's fee of 1, expecting
to receive §3 In change. When the Doctor
hesitated about accepting the check Hart
proposed that the Doctor advance 50 cents,
the price of the prescription which he was
to have filled. “I was somewhat suspicious
and questioned him closely,” said the Doc-
tor, “but he told such a plausible story I
was deceived and gave him 50 cents. -
handed me the check and said he woald
get the change from me the first time he
was able to be down town. After he left
I noticed the check was made payable to
his order, but he had not Indorsed it. I be-
gan to think I had been worked and went

In the meantime, Dr. Bedford, proprietor
of the drug store, talked to the young fel-
low and got him (o admit the check he was

| trying to pass was a forgery. He seemed
