"true faith." Evidently, she was entirely
satisfied In this regard. Again I say, I ad-
mire the spirit of th gentleman, but he is
broader than his creed or his Bible. Jesussays plainly: "I am the way. the truth and
the life; no man cometh unto the Father
but by me." Perhaps some one of our In-
dianapolis clergymen can put a broader
construction uion this saying than I am
able to do. No doubt It was the spirit of
charitableness which prompted the Hindoo
poet tc put these words in the mouth of
Brahma: "I am the same to all mankind.
They who honestly worship other gods in-
voluntarily worshm me. I am he that par-take- th

of all worship. I am the reward of
worship." It peems to be a waste of time
and money to estaWsIh missions among a
people whose doctrines are so nearly akin
to Christianity.

UNCERTAIN ASPECT TO FIVASCIAL
A.D POLITICAL OtTLOOK.

Dun A Co. and Dradatreet Hold Forth
Dubious Encouragement front Ex-lat- in

Trade Condition!.

NEW YORK. Jan. 17. R. G. Dun & Co.'s
weekly review of trade, which l?sues to-

morrow, will say: The situation could
hardly bo more perplexing for business
men. Practical merchants, manufacturers
or bankers can have little sympathy for
those who minimize their difficulties. None
doubt that the government will raise money
to meet obligations, but how far the money
market wlU bo disturbed or the treasury
reserve first diminished no one can say.
The business world cannot know as yet how
far foreign questions may upset calcula-
tions, though there seems every reason to
expect peaceful settlement. It cannot know
what may be the duties on any important
class of imports a month hence, whether
Imports are likely to exceed exports and
draw away gold, whether the deficit of rev-
enue will continue or what other taxation
will be levied. Failure of the Senate thus
far to take any action oa financial meas-
ures proposc1 by the President or those
passed by the House affects unfavorably all
branches of business. Under such adverse
circumstances it Is actually encouraging1
that shrinkage In transactions and resulting
commercial disasters have not been greater.
But four large failures within a day or
two lndicato that the same condition can-
not continue without much embarrassment.

"S eculatIon In products was not .very ac-
tive, and wheat was practically unchanged,
though Atlantic exports for twv weksflour Included, have been 4,4S3.1'J0 bushels,
against 4.273.123 last year. Western re-
ceipts still mako bhort crop prediction
