Sir. Tapfaart Say the Matter Will D

Governor Matthews has decided that h
will not call a special session of the Legis-
lature and made the statement In the most
positive manner last night. "I have decided
that I will not call a special cession," said
he, "and this Is a matter that I alone can
decide, but the question regarding the eligi-
bility of the hold-ov- er Senators is not within
my province, and I give It only as a matter
of opinion that their eligibility should not
be questioned. I believe also that the next
Legislature should be elected under the law
of 1SS3, though I cannot say, of course, what
may be done. But In no event will I call
a special session."

This expression on the part of the Gov-
ernor was not entirely unexpected, although
tho positive language, used so eoon after
the question arose, will no doubt meet with,
disfavor among many of the leaders of
both parties. The general expression has
been that the matter ehould be thoroughly
and carefully considered before any positive
stand was taken. The action Is, however;
simply a reiteration of what the" Governor
said the day the opinion was handed down.
Although his position in the matter of the
hold-ov- er Senators Is at variance with the

exactly with the views
held by Republicans. There has all along
been a disposition on the part of the Demo-cia- ts

to question the right of the hold-ove- rs

to &it with the Legislature of 1S37, this
view being taken from the remarks made by
Judge Hackney, in his concurrent opinion,
and by Judge Coffey, in his opinion In the
Parker case, decided ia 1S32. Beth of thcs
opinions touched lightly on the question of
the hold-over- s, but not in the way to decids
the question of their ellgnnlfty. The expres-
sion In both was that there was pome doubt
as to the rights of the hold-ov- er Senators.

On the other hand, the Republicans havt
contended all along that when a Senator
Is seated in accordance with the rules of th
Senate, and by that "body itself, there Is r.o
power- - that can question tho action. It
seems to bo this view that Governor Mat-
thews has taken of the question.

'Mayor Thomas Tagcart, an of
the Democratic State committee, was askel
last night for an expression on the state
ment of tho Governor that he did not think
the eligibility of the hold-ov- er Senators
should be questioned. Mr. Taggart said he
had not considered the matter, except as a
layman and did not know what construction,
tne lawyers or. party wou:a iace upon
the intimation of Judge Hackney that the
Senators had no rights in the Legislature of
1S07. Ho thought the matter was one for
the State committee to determine and that
it would be discussed at the next meeting
of the committee. He expressed the opinion
that It would be better for the party to rec-
ognize these Senators than to enter a con-
tent based upon very slim chances or hav
ing the courts declare that they are dmply
Senators de facto, although he would not
say that such a course would be recom-
mended to his party by him. 'This Is a
matter," he eald, "on which opinion is
bound to differ, but I think the majority of
my party is in favor of adopting a course
that will appeal to the people as right an4
not precipitate any trouble.""

Too Much Power In Supreme? Court.
To the Editor of the Indianapolis Journal:

The people of Indiana are to be congratu-
lated that by this decision the unjust and
sometimes outrageous apportionments which
have on various occasions been made by
each of the two political parties will b
hereafter rendered impossible. The clear
reasoning of the court against the power of
the Legislature to give to counties of less
population a greater representation than
counties of a larger population, and requir-
ing that the rules both of proportionate end
local representation prescribed by the Con
stitution shall be carried out by the General
Assembly, will receive the general concur-
rence of all honest citizens without regard
to party.

But there are some expressions contained
in the opinion which imply a power upon
the part of the court over the Legislature
which, it seems to me, may ultimately be-

come more dangerous than the gerrymander
itself. The opinion Indicates that tho
Supreme Court has the power to
review not mere' & violation of
the express terms of the Constitu-
tion, but even an abuse of discretion by tho
Legislature. The court says, in regard to
Vhe transfer of counties from districts
which would have elected Senators at the
next election to districts which would not
elect until two years thereafter, that this
might become a source of great abuse, and
"if such an abuse of discretion were grois
or wanton or indulged In merely to disfran-
chise the voters of certain counties, the ap-
portionment thus made might be declarej
Invalid." This seems to be a fair and Juu
conclusion, anl yet it Is a common maxim
that hard cases make bad law. If the power
of reviewing the mere discretion of the
Legislature, even in an aggravated case, is
vested in the Supreme Court, that court
will itself become the final depository of a
vast and lnd finite political power, the pow-
er of controlling all legislative appoit.'on-ment- s.

The court might in any case say (to
quote the language of this opinion), "we car
find no words too strong to express onr tm
damnation of such an abuse of legislative
discretion! and for this reason alone we will
not hestitc to declare such a law invalid."
Is it not evident that If the court acts upon
such principles it will becomenore and nnre
a political agency? Is there not grave dan-
ger that unscrupulous Judges In future times
may take the place of the unscrupulous
legislators in our past history and undertake
to control our electoral machinery by wield-
ing this vast power of apportionment, which
In many cases amounts to the ultimate po-

litical sovereignty of tiie State Itself? Shouid
this be so. the remedy would be worse lha
the disease.

It Is evident frem reading the opinion that
hereafter the duty of apportioning con-
stituencies so as to conform to the Consti-
tution will be complex and difficult. Even
with the best intentions, mistakes on tl.j
Prt of the LcRislature are likely to ovur.
It will certainly be a public calamity if we
shall frequently have our entire legislative
machinery thrown Into chaos by derisions
declaring the apportionment laws unconsti-
tutional. Their e is a very simple way out of
this dlflleulty. Let an amendment to the
Constitution be proposed authorizing the
Swiss system of proportional reprtsenU-tlo- n

a plan which has already bt-e-n In suc-
cessful operation In several of the rontons
of that republic during the pit five years.
By that system members of the LgtsUturo
ae chosen upon a general ticket, each par-
ty electing a number of candidates exactly
proportioned to the number of votes cast In
its favor.

THE M CAR A tit A CAXAL.

House Commerce Committee "Will Re
port Rill Favorlnq; Construction.
WASHINGTON, Feb. 2. The special sub

committee on the Nicaragua canal of the
House committee on commerce, which has
been delaying for some weeks the beginning
of its work that President Cleveland might
furnish Congress with the report of the
commission which visited the Isthmus last
summer, has concluded to wait no longer
and to-morr- will begin to draft a bill.
Chairman Hepburn, of the commerce com
mittee, selected seven members to compose
the subcommittee about three weeks ago.
These gentlemen desired to have in hand
all possible information on the project be
fore they recommended any plan to the
House for constructing the canal; more
over, they thought their action might be
construed into discourtesy toward the Presi
dent if they should proceed independently of
the views of the commission or should seem
to ignore the commission. It is understood.
however, that President Cleveland has been
unable to find any time for studying the
various phases, international, engineering
and financial, which the canal project in-
volves because of the other matters of
dominant importance, notably the Venezue
lan boundary and the maintenance of the
gold reserve, which have been canstantly
before him since this Congress met. That
h the report brought from the White
House by members who have spoken with
the President urging him to use his in-

fluence in aid of the movement for gov
ernment control of the cancl. In view of
the probability that Congress will reach an
early adjournment, about the 1st of June,
the committee fears to delay its under-
taking Ioneer.

No forecast of the probable lines of the
canal bill'can be had from the seven mem
bers of the committee as they say that
there has been no discussion yet except of
a tentative sort, but they believe that the
plans which were before the last Congress
can be improved on. They "believe that they
will be able to report a plan to the House
well within a month. If, in the meantime,
the President furnishes the reports of the
commission that will be given due con
sideration. Mr. Sherman, of New York, the
cnairmaa of the subcommittee, and Mr.
Dooiittle. e.f Wrshui'ioi.rr, -- its second mem
ber, believe that this Congress will s:art
the canal. The congressional contingent
from the Pacific slope is enthusiastic for
the canal and a Pacific cable to the Ha
waiian islands nnd Japan. The only stum-
bling block which they can see is the op
position or Mr. Reed and other Republican
leaders to increases appornriatlons. on ac
count or the condition of the treasury.

Army and navy
officials are Interested In the wonderful
achievements in photography attributed to
tho Rentgen light, by whic'h conditions
prevailing throughout the interior of solids
are accurately depicted, as In their opinion
it will revolutionize the methods now In
vogue for the inspection of armor and gun
material, obviating any possibility of con-

tractors foisting blow-hol- e plates and other
internally defective material upon the gov-
ernment. Among .the other desirable appli-
cations of the process to the practical pur-
poses of the armament experts, it is thought
to afford an opportunity to investigate the
reliability of expensive gun forgings. to as-
certain with certainty whether incipient
fractures exist In material which upon sub-sc-iue- nt

strain might produce disastrous re-

sults. Commodore Melville, chief of naval
engineers, foresees Incalculable benefits to
the work of his skilled corps, not only In
the dectectlon of hlddan flaws in machinery
upon which the efficiency of ships in action
is totally dependent, but In studying the
mysterious workings of boilers and other
machinery.

PHILADELPHIA, Feb. 2. - Chestnut
street, above Broadway, was visitea eariy
this morning by one? of the fiercest fires
this city has known for years. The big
seven-stor- y building of Charles II. Hazel- -

tlne, Nos. 1116 and 14i8 Chestnut street, and
the adjoining five-stor- y structure of the
American Raptist Publication Society and
the American Baptist Historical Society,
No. 1420, were destroyed. The buildings
damaged by fire and water and falling
walls were the four-stor- y dry-goo- ds house
of Homer, Le lioutilller & Co., Nos. H12 and
1414. the dwelling house at 1422. owned by
the Wistar estate, and the Hotel Lafayette.
at Eroad and Sansom streets. On either
side of the main entrance to the Ilezeltine
building were the piano warerooms of
Hallet & Davis, at No. 1416, and of Stein-wa- y

& Co., at No. 141S. -- The two Baptist so-

cieties lost large and valuable collections
of paintings, books and curios. The de
tailed losses have not yet been made up.
but a conservative estimate places the ag
gregate at close to $2,000,00i. It is thought
that this is almost fully covered by insur-
ance.

Thero were about 250 guests in the Lafay-
ette Hotel, which is in the rear of the de-

stroyed buildings. Among these were Por-
ter King, Mayor of Atlanta, Ga., and the
others of his party who escorted the Lib-
erty bell home and reached Philadelphia
yesterday. They are Albert Howell, T. B.
Neal, W. 11. Block, John F. Ryan, W. L.
Bell, II. L. Culberson, W. A. Hemphill, A.
D. Adair, W. R. Dumnock, M. L. Taburt, J.
Daniel and P. 11. Harralson. Olga Nether-sol- e,

the actress, her brother, Louis F.
Nethersole, and Madge Meadows and Maud
Clayton, of her company,, we re also guests
of the Lafayette. Whilethere was consid-
erable confusion In the hotel, the guests,
tarring a few fainting women, kept cool
heads and all were removed in safety. The
Atlanta party was carried in a patrol
wagon to the Continental Hotel, five blocks
away, and the Nethersole party to the
Metropole, opposite the Lafayette. Every
other hostelry in the city was thrown open
for the reception of the disturbed guests.
Only tho eighth and ninth floors of the
hotel were burned, although the back part
of the building, from cellar to roof, was
damaged by smoke and water. It had only
recently been opened by a new manage-
ment, after thorough renovation.

FLA.ME3 FANNED BY THE WINDS.
It was shortly before 3 o'clock when po-

licemen Rice and Howard, while patrolling
their beats at Broad and Chestnut streets,
detected the smell of smoke. They straight-
way ran to the Lafayette Hotel and went
from floor to floor, looking for fire. When
they reached the sixth a fierce blaze met
their sight. It was in the, rear of the Hazel-tin- e

building, which reached dangerously
near to the back of the hotel building.
An alarm was, struck immediately, but be-

fore the first engines could reach the scene
a strong west wind had carried the flames
throughout the entire building. A dozen
lines of hose were turned on the Chestnut-Stre- et

front, but the light wood and paper
which stocked the second, third and fourth
floors were easy food for the flames. The
upper part of the building was known as
the Hazeltine Art Galleries. Many leading
artists had studios there and the art col-

lections stored under the roof aggregated in
value thousands of dollars. At 4 o'clock
the walls began to collapse, and the flames
spread on the east to Homer, Le Boutilller
& Co. and on the west to the Baptist Publi-
cation Society. A general alarm was turned
In and the firemen directed most of their
energies to preventing the destruction of
the entire block, which was for a time
threatened. The upper portion of the La-
fayette Hotel was ignited by sparks flying
from the burning buildings on Chestnut
street, but the. blaze was confined to the
eighth and ninth floors. The fire was not
controlled until long after daybreak, and
lines of hose are still playing on it.

Mayor King, of Atlanta, when aroused
from his bed by the fire refused to leave the
threatened hotel until he saw that every
member of his party had escaped safely.
Olga Nethersole was one of the calmest
persona In the building. She saw most of
her effects safely removed before she left
the hotel, with her little collie dog tucked
in her arms. Many of the other guests
rushed from their rooms In their night
clothes, and would have continued into the
Street had assurance not been given that
the lower portion of the building was in no
immediate danger. Among the guests were
Jennie Steele, of Tcrre Haute.

The Hazeltine building was valued at
$500,000, and was fully insured. It was
erected in 18S8, and tho first floors wero
"fire proof." The loss on paintings on the
second floor Is between 1300,000 and $100,000,
uninsured. Among those destroyed were
two by Xi. H. Selous, valued at 0,000 each;
one by Roberts-Fleur- y, valued at $10,000.

There were thirty-nin- e offices in the build-
ing, occupied mainly by artists, lawyers
and dentists. Drs. Edwards and Curry,
dentists, on the third floor, lost a collection
of South Amsrican curios, valued at $10,000;
partly insured. Other tenants lost sums
ranging from $30 to $1,000. The valuable
stock of pianos in the stores on the first
floor was destroyed, but the amount of this
loss has not yet been estimated.

The Baptist Publishing Society house was
valued at $100,000; insured. The Historical
Society lost ten thousand volumes, valued
at $200,000, and insured for $25,000. Dr. Way-lan- d,

the eminent divine, also lost a
valuable private library, on which there
was no Insurance, and Dr. T. C. Sttlmerier
lost $4,000. The losses on the Homer-L- e

Boutilier and Lafayette Hotel buildings
have not yet been approximated. The
origin of the fire has not been learned.

Rut when
the appeal was made to the New York
Senator on the plea of "senatorial courtesy'
he was, of course, compelled to submit.
Saturday's vote may cost the government
many millions In the way of lower offers
which will now come in for the bond3, but
the loss of a few paltry millions by the
people of the United States cannot, In the
Senate, be regarded for an instant when
"courtesy" to a brother Senator Is at stake.

NEVADA JONES'S TURN.
The Arkansas Jones thus yields tho cen-

ter of the stage to the sagebrush namesake
from Nevada. What the Nevada Mr. Jones
will do about the revenue bill is still a puz-
zle, although it Ij very probable that the
majority obtained by the free coinage bill,
being two more than they had really hoped
for, may induce Mr. Jones to permit the
committee to report the revenue bill as it
came from the House. Mr. Stewart has al-

ready announced that he will offer the Inev-

itable free-silv-er amendment, and Mr. Jones
will probably insist on his sugar amend-
ment. Indeed, without Mr. Jones's assur-
ance it would only require a glance ht the
tape to show that something is brewing in
Wall street to affect Susar stock. As for
the bill, there Is reason to believe that the
free silver men in the Senate will be guided
in their conduct toward it by the fate of
the free coinage bill in the House, back to
which it will- - go to-morr- For it is a
Very significant fact that when the bill
passed the Senate Mr. Jones, who was in
charge of it, did not put the usual motion
for a conference committee from the two
houses to discuss the differences between
the two bills as they passed their respect-
ive houses. This Is the usual course, and
it is impossible to believe that Mr. Jones
unintentionally neglected to ask for a con-
ference. On the contrary, there is every
reason to believe that the free silver men
are unwilling to see the bill referred to con-

ference. In the event of such a reference,
Speaker Reed, would, of course, appoint a
round money member of the ways and
means committee, and that would sound the
death knell of the free silver bill, for the
conference would never report. In the pres-
ent condition of affairs the bill, when it
comes to the House from the Senate, goes
to the Speaker's table, and It seems Im-

possible to hope that tho free silver men in
the House will not And some way of forcing
a vote on the silver question under one
parliamentary pretext or another. For
there were many free silver Republicans
who voted for the bond bill in the House
who have since heard a howl of indigna-
tion from their constituents, and they are
all anxious to "square" themselves with
their people at home. Had th bill gone
immediately to conference, no opportunity
for a vote wxuld ever have presented itself.
By keeping the bill out of the conference
room the free silver men In both branches
have a prospect of a. chance to force a vote
some time. The silver Senators know per
fectly well how anxious Speaker Reed is for
the passage of the revenue bill in order that
tho tariff may bo the supreme issue in the
coming presidential campaign, and so long
as the silver bill is kept out of the con
ference room they can make their attitude
toward the revenue bill in the Senate con
form exactly to the Speaker's treatment of
the free silver bill In the House.

IX HOlSn AXD SEX"ATE.

Ilnynnl Resolution noil Other SIntters
to Re Discussed This Week.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 2. The Important
features of the week's proceedings In tho
House will be In connection wiih the reso-
lution to censure Embassador Uayard,
adopted by the foreign-affair- s committee
yesterday, and the Senate free-coina- ge sub-
stitute for the House bond bill.

New York Architect- - Draw PInn for
4 a Building UOO Storle Hlch.

NEW YORK. Feb. 2. Harding & Gooch,
architects of this city, have drawn plans
for the greatest building on earth, a struc-
ture two hundred stories high. A capitalist
of this city submitted the idea of this build-

ing to the architects soon after they com-

pleted the new Postal Telegraph building.
At first Harding & Gooch ridiculed the
idea, but as they were well paid for their
work they consented to draw the plans
which are now complete.

The proposed building will resemble some-

what the Eiffel Tower in Paris, tut It will
be nearly three times as high as the Eiffel
Tower, and its construction presents vastly
greater difficulties. The structure will oc- -
cupv one lar:e city block, and will be called
the" King Building. It will, of course, be
built of steel and no inflammable material
of anv kind will be used. The King Bulld-in- sr

vvill have 120.C0O square feet of space
on each floor; 24.tCO.OGO square feet of space
on the two hundred floors. It will contain
thousands of separate offices and suites,
and will easily accommodate SUO.oO!) or 400,-- (x

people. Necessarily, tho first question
to be answered in planning for this sky-pierci- ng

structure was "How will people
reach the upper stories?" The answer is:
"By electric elevators." There will be fifty
of these. There will be express elevators
and '.'way" elevators. The express eleva-
tors will stop, say at the twenty-fift- h,

fiftieth, seventy-fift- h, one hundredth floors
and so on to the top story. It has been
calculated the express elevators will make
the Journey the word "trip" scarcely de-
scribes it in two nnd a half minutes. The
way elevators will stop at each story where
passengers await them, making an ordinary
Journey in ten minutes.

It Is the purpose of the projectors of the
building to gather on its commodious floors
three hundred distinct communities of busi-
ness men, making it a bazaar wherein
everything may be obtained at market
prices. In the plans It has been determined
that the thickness of the lower walls of
the building shall be about sixteen feet,
gradually diminishing towards the upper
Ftories. A roof garden Is planned for the
dome, which is in the form of a globe, set
on top of the building as If to hold It In
place.

FLOODS IN THE SOUTH

HEAVY RAIXS HAVE CAUSED THC
STREA3IS TO OVERFLOW.

In 9IlMstftlppl Towns Are Innpdnted
and Railway Tracks Under Water

The Rrncos Rising.

VICKSBURG. Miss., Feb. 2. No trains
have arrived to-da- y over the Alabama &
Vicksburg railroad from. Meridian, owing
to the washouts, nor any from New Or-

leans over the Yazoo Mississippi Valley.
Floods and rains .are reported everywhere,
the following being some of the dispatches
received:

From Madison, Mi?s. There was a ter-
rific rainstorm here last night that washed
away bridges and roadbeds all through this
section. The water at Calhoun's station
was the highest for thirty yearst

From Terry, Miss. Heavy rains here the
past forty-eig- ht hours, causing a general
overflow of streams. Bridges were carried
away in all directions, causing a loss of
many thousands of dollars to the country.

From Canton, Mis?. Rains in the past
forty-eig- ht hours have caused the most de-

structive overflow known In this region for
twenty years. The entire western portion
of the city Is inundated from two to five
feet, houses are flooded, and In some cases
the inmates were aroused this morning by
water coming into their bed?. The people
have been taken by boats to other sections
of the city. The Illinois Central railroad
is submerged and many bridges restroyed.
News was received here this morning of
the drow nlng of four children on the Reid
place, four miles from Canton, the parents
having gone to a festival ani the dwelling
being flooded before their return. Rain fell
at Port Gibson for thirty hours continuous-
ly. The government gauge shows a fail of
7 1-- 3 inches. The streams are overflowed
and bridges destroyed or badly damaged.
Dave Barnej, colored, was drowned by the
upsetting of a dugout in which he was at-
tempting to cross an overflowed field.

From Columbia, Tex. The Brazos river
began rising from the normal stage less
than forty-eig- ht hours since; now it I out
of Its banks in a number of places. Trav-
elers from Brazoria report that the road
between that place and this is now covered
at several points and that if the rise con-

tinues until morning travel in tho direction
of tho county seat will be entirely Inter-
rupted. The water now entirely surround
this town, except toward the north 'or
Richmond road. The rise is almost

From Navasota, Tex. The Brazos river
Is still rising, being six inches over the
Santa Fe track for two miles near Allen
farm. The two rivers have united between
Navasota and Allen farm, making a stream
twelve miles wide. Traffic, though Inter-
fered with, will not be suspended.

"One Vnst Sen of Water."
MEMPHIS, Tenn.. Feb. 2. The unpre-

cedented rainfall In the lower Mississippi
valley during the past ten days has caused
all streams to overflow, and the lowlands
in Tennessee, Arkansas and Mississippi are
one vast sea of water. Bridges have been
washed away on several of the railroads
and the traffic is seriously delayed, in
Arkansas the damage from the flood will
reach high figures. The Ouachita river rose
thirty feet within thirty-si- x hours, and the
torrent of waters swept everything before
it. Many fine plantations and farms in that
fertile valley have been submerged and out-
houses and fences swept away. EaSn has
been falling almost steadily during the past
forty-eig- ht hours and the water will go still
higher. ,
