INTERVIEW WITH HALE AND
HEARTY WM. GREENE, AGED 108,

Domestie Trouble and a Shortage
Drives Well-Known Muncie Man
to Suicide—=State News.

LOGANSPORT, Ind., Feb, 8.~Wililam 8.
Greenes, aged 108, passed through this city
yesterday. He was born in Pennsvivania
Nov. 27, 1781. The old gentleman was travel-
ing alone and stopped to change cars at the
Panhandle station, where he was the center
o attrattion during the two hours he re-
malined in the city. His eyvesight and hear-
ing are both good. He said, however, he
could thread a needle and demonstrated the
fact that he could read ordinary type with-
out glasses,

“1 was born in Pennsylvania, near Phila-
delphia,”” sald Mr. Greene, ““Nov, 27, 1787. 1
wlill therefore be 109 years old next Novem-
ber, if I live. 1 remember when my parents
removed to Ohlo; it was to settle upon a
tract of land which had formerly belonged

to George Washington—land to which he

had secured government patents. It was a
part of a twenty-thousand-acre tract that
Washington acquired bhefore the revolution-
ary war. My parents finally settled in
Trimble county and afterwards removed to

Butler county, where | was reared. 1 eame
to Indiana to live during the last year
of Jackson's second term as President.”

Mr. GGreene was under Willlam Henry
Harrison at the battle of Tippecanoe. He
was somewhat confused about the war of
1812 and said: ““There was no war in 182
The battle of Tippecanoe was fought on
the morning of Nov. 7. 1f11.
it well. 1 was a private under Captain
Davis, my uncle. We went into camp at
the request of the Indians on the night of
Nov. 6, the Indians claiming they wantel
to pariey, Geperal Harrison, however, was
too old an Indian fignter to be caught nap-
ping, and when the Indians at*empted to
surprise us at 4 o'clock they found us ready
for them and we gave them a severe whip-
ping, although we lost over a hundred men.”

Again in talking about the battle the old
man semed confused and talked about the
death of Tecumseh. He described the chief’s
attack on a mounted officer. He said the
Indian was just about to strike the officer
with his tomahawk, when the officer drew
his pisiol and fired. At the same time a
sollier who saw the attack fired and both
shots struck the Indian, In this account
of the death of the chief, Mr. Greene may
be right, but he is mistgken as to Lhe
chief being Tecumseh, as that gentleman
was not killel until two years later in
Canada. His brother, however, commanded
in the battle of Tippecanoe.

Regarding events in recent years, Mr.
Greene's mind was not very clear. It was
with some hesitation that he remembeved
that fourteen of his twenty-nine children
were living and as to the number of his
grandchildren he could not make an. esti-
mate, more than to say they would make
an army. His oldest !i\'lnr child is Mrs.
George Wolf, of Bweetser, Ind., She is sev-
enty-five yvears old. His youngest, ehild was
born when the father was eighty-two years
old. The old gentleman seems to have means
enough to provide for his wants, though he
fave he has no property and deplores the
fact that the government will not grant
him a pension. He lives with his sixty-year-
old son, Peter, six miles from Portland,
Jay county. He has been visiting at Bed-

ford and is now on his way to Sweetiser

to visit his daughter.

OUTPLT OF THE INDIANA FIELD EN-
COURAGING TO DRILLERS.

Hoonier Wells Average 24.5 Harrels
Daily, Being 50 Per Cent. Better
than the Ohio Wells.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal

MONTPELIER, Ind., Feb. 26 —indiana oil
operators are feellng jubilant over the oll
developments, So far the present year's
operations have proven very successful
More business would have Leen done in the
oil fields during February, but the condi-
tion of the highways waa such that supplies
and rig material could not be hauled. At
pro#ent more new locations have been malde

than in any previous month for the past
year, but rig material has not yet been put
on the ground. This will certainly be a
great vear in the oll country. A glance over
the State will prove to the readers that
the Indiana oil field is enjoying a boom un-
precedent in ita history for good-sized pro-
ducers, no less than a dozen wells with an
average output of over one hundred bar-
reis each have been completed during the
month now closing and they are distributed
over the entire field, Iin fact, each town-
ship in the field comes to the front with
recor Fbreakers. Those wiho have been send-
ing out specials to the dailies which have
stated that the oil star of the Indlana fleld
had passed out of gight must now take a
seat in the rear of the procession, for the
fleld |s growing and rigs are springing up
in a half dozen counties.

Operators of three years ago became dis-
couraged over the large number of salt
water weils and left the field and are now
sorry. The Held is yvoung yet. The oil busi-
ness of the State will continue for many
years, as new and prolific fields are being
‘found. The main ..l pool of the State has
not been tapped. The pressure developménts
are merely located on the tributary belts
When the main and productive belt Is
struck it will cause great excitement, as
large and enormous producers will be the
result. In Ohio wells with a capacity of
better than ten thousand barrels a day
have been struck and there is reason 10 be-
lieve that some of this Kind will be found
in this State. The formation of the oil
sands is the same and the great gas fields

are also here. It {3 only a question of time
until a monster gusher is unearthed. Tnese
style of wells are jooked for in the vicinity
of Broad Ripple and Noblesville, in localiti
where the lamous gas field commences v
dip. Large producers could not be expected
to exist on a level with the gas field, as
the gas pressure i so greal that it forces
the o1l back to the edges where the forma-
tion or the oil-bearing strata is found at a
greater depth from the surface. The day
1s aot far distant when hundreds of der-
ricks can be counted only a few miles north
of Indlanapolis. There is plenty of terri-
tory to keep the leasers busy for some
time to come, as oil has been found at the
following places outside of the present oil
field: At Broad Ripple, Brownstown, Cicero,
Farmland, Fort Wayne, New Haven, Fow-
ler, Francisville, Peru, Terre Haute, Win-
chester, Maxwell, Larweill, Tipton, Knights-
town, Valparaiso, Royal Center, LaPorte,
Muncia and in many other localities where
wells were drilled for gas.
" During the month of February there were
140 wells completed, of which forty were dry
or worthless for oil. The new daily produc-
tion from the producing wells is 2,440 bar-
rels. In drilling wells there are 165 and in
rigs up ready for the drill 137. The follow-
ing tables give a more definite idea of the
work of February compared with that of
January:

I first met Edgar Wilson Nye fifteen years
ago, while passing through Laramie, Wyo.
Mr. Nye was then practicing law and mak-
ing his firey reputation as a humorist
through editorials and paragraphs in his
weekly Boomerang., These editorials were
irresistibly quaint. Every one was reading
his newspaper and everyone loved the genlal
writer, He never had but one enemy, and
that was the editor of the Democratic news-
paper across the way. This man saw noth-
ing funny in Nye. He wasted columns week-
ly calling Nye, to his great amusement, “‘an
idiot an® a crack-brained rattlesnake editor
from Moosehead lake.”

Bill Nye was then, as ever aflerward, a
delicate and retiring man. When 1 asked
him why the rival ediior called him such
naines he said: 3

“Well, he is a Democratic editor and has
to-be precise in his statements. 1 was born
on Moosehead lake, in Maine, and grew up
among the Indians and rattlesnakes of the
West.”'

“| see you are a lawyer as well as an edi-
tor,”” 1 said.

*Yes, 1 practiced law about a year, but,”
he added, without changing a muscle, “‘no-
body knew much about it here; I Kkept it
very quiet. I have been a justice of the
peace in Laramie for six years.”

“Oh, yes; 1 married my wife, and after
that I used to marry others and then (ry

them for other offenses."”
Noticing that the humorist had very white

whitenesg, and asked him what kept them
g0 white,

“0, that's natural,” he said. *All teeth
remain white if they are properly taken
care of. Of course, I never drink hot drinks,
teeth every morning and
evening, avoid all acids, and, although I am
thirty-five years old, my tecth are as good
as ever."

“And this is all you do to keep your teeth
white?"

Don’t go around hunger-
ing for literary pie while your eyes #re
closed and yvour capacious ears are filled
with bales of hay.””
