WAHREN TATE DYING

O.M3 OP MOST CELEBRATED Tit AGE- -
DIES IX THE COIWTV RECALLED.

The Murder of AVIIIIum Uvo In the
Court Louie In 1 M7K Tnle

Acquittal.

Warren Tate, whose name Is familiar to
a majority of the older citizens of InJIan-apoii- i.

Is lying at the point of death at
his home. No. 14 North East street, lie
la suffering from pneumonia anJ other se-

rious complications. His physicians stated
last night that he could hardly recover.
Twenty yearaago no man was better known
in lndlanaiolis thin Warren Tate. About
that time he came Into prominence on ac-

count of a tragely la which be was the
principal actor. His victim was nokss
known in Indianapolis.

There are many In thl3 city who will re-

call the Tate-Lov- e murder, which occurred
Tuesday, Nov. 10, 1ST?. In the criminal his-

tory of tho city no more daring or tragic
affair ever happened. About 4 o'clock in
tho afternoon of the date above named Wil-
liam Love was shot and killed by Warren
Tate. The tragedy occurred orfMhe second
floor of the courthouse In the corridor, about
half way between tho doors of tho Circuit
Court and ltooni'2, Superior Court. The af-

fray grew out of certain litigation in tho
suit of Tato vs. FouJcrv which was being
tried by Judge David Burns In tho Circuit
Court. The suit involved a tract of land
pouth of tho city In which Tato was inter-
ested. A number of ral-estat- e experts had
been called Into court to testify as to the
value of the land, and among the real-esta- te

men was William" Love. Tho latter ap-

praised the land at Jl.OOd an acre, which was
against Tate's interests. Tnls action on the
part of Love angered tho litigant intense-
ly, but he dll not display his wrath until
he left the court room. Just outside the door
he met William II. Hobbs, who had also
been called as an expert. The men
Ktood conversing a few moments anout the
land and Hot&s called to William Love as
he came Into the corridor. lve approached
and Hobbs askpd him to put an estlmato
on tho land. His reply kindled afresh the
ancr of Tate, who turned toward Love
with a harsh remark. It was said that Love
Ftruck at Tate, but th blow fell short. As
Love turnctl away, Tate drew his pistol
nnd firM twice. Mr. Hobbs paw a murder-
ous expression on the face of Tate and
stepped into the court room, out of the way,
as the shots were ilred. One bullet struck
fxve In the right leg and the other pene-
trated tho right ldo of his body, between
th ribs and hip. The bullet ranged down-
ward and was thought to have lodged near
the base of. tho spine. Different versions
of the affair at once became public. Tate
declared that Love called him a liar und
struck hliA twice. W. H. Hobbs. who was
pro-n- t when the trouble began, testified
before the coroner that Tate gave the He
to Iove. Mr. Hobbs said that Love struck
at Tate, but did not touch him.

The news of the murder crtatM tho wiM- -
est excitement about the courthouse, and
much Interest was manifested In the details
all over tho city. l)Vo lived until about
C o'clock that evening. For an hour after
the shooting ho lay on a table in one of the
rooms of the courthouse, surrounded by
physicians and tho membersof his family.
His wife and daughter were notified and
hurried to IUh ride. Tate, after the affray,
p!acd his pistol In his pocket and returned
to the court room. In a few minutes be was
c.vlled to the witness tund and although
the piteous moans If hi victim's family
could bo heard In the e.djoinlnc room he
coolly replied to the questions of the at-
torneys concerning his land interests. Liter
in the day he was arrested and uUccd In
Jail on the charge of murder.

At the time thrc were few better known
men in Indianapolis than Warren Tate and
William Liove. Tate had come to tho city
from Iawrencebiirg about the beginning of
the war and had made money rapidly. His
fortune was estimated at JSjO.ooo. William
Lovo was also In good circumstances, and
was prominent In real estate circles. For
years he had been one of the pillars of
lioberts Park Church. He lived at the cor-
ner of Delaware and Pratt streets. War-
ren Tate's residence at that time was in
Chicago, where he had several years be-

fore gone into business.
It was not the killing of Love that first

brought Tate into notoriety. Ten years be-

fore he had created a good deal of com-
ment by marrying Jennie Dally, the pro-
prietress of a house of ill repute. Shortly
after his marriage to this woman she sold
out her house and they moved to Chicago.
Immediately after hla arrest Tate began
to make arrangements for his defense. He
employed John S. Duncan, Jonathan W.
Oordon and (Jen. Fred Knefler to look after
ht case. It was generally understood that
money was to be spent lavishly in saving
the slayer of Love. When the cas? came
to trial In the Criminal Court a plea of

elf-defen- se was . entered, and on that
ground the legal battle was fought. John
B. Elam was the prosecuting attorney, and
had the best of assistance. After a two
weeks' trial Tate walked from the. court
room a free man. Before the murder trial
Judge Burns, of. the Circuit Court. lined
Tate JlO.axj for contempt of court. His at-
torneys aptwaled to the Supreme Court,
where the line was "et aside.

Immediately after his acquittal Tate went
back to Chicago, but a few years ago re-

turned to this city with his wife. They
built a handsome brick residence on North
East street, where they at present reside.
Tho nou 1 brilliant throughout with
costly furnishings, anil nothing Is lacking
in so far as bright surroundings iro to com-
plete the happiness of the occupants. Tate
ha a sister in this city and a brother who
lives at Kokomo.

In addition to its
missionary work, the society supports thirty-t-

DENIAL OF REPORT THAT ITS STOCK
IS IX S PECV LATO US HAJSDS.

Neither Is Entrance the City via the
Vitntlulla Contemplated Chicago

JL Alton u. Model' Road.

To the Editor of the Indianapolis Journal:
I notice in a late issue of tho Journal an

article respecting tho I., I & C. Railway
Company, which, for misinformation, would
be difficult to excel. Among other things
Is tho statement that a majority of the
stock has gore Into the hanls of speculators,
etc. Now, tho truth Ls, that every dollar
of the ftoek Is held precisely as it was
when it was subscribed, more than four
years ago, and by the same partiea who
subscribed It, with tho exception of fifty
shares, and they aro held by two of tho
original subscribers, so that the original
subscribers and incorporators have now, and
always have hal, every dollar of the stock.

The projectors of this lino havo never
had, nor havo they now, any other Inten-
tion than the construction of the line; first
directly as an independent ono from In-dlmap-

to Logansport, and thenco to
Chicago; it never had any purpose of ppec-ulatio- n,

but grew out of the desire of tho
citizens of Logansport and the territory
through which it runs to have a direct and
competing line to the capital, n-- also to
Chicago; that desire Is yet strong and ur-
gent with the citizens of Logansport and
on the line of the road, arid had its promot-
ers npt believed they would meet as hearty
a welcome from the capital city as they
have In this city and along the line, they
would have Ibeen very far from entering
upVn what tho article intimates Is a specula-
tion. That some opposition would be en-

countered was to bo expected; it has al-wa- ya

been so and I presume always will
be so; all matters of the kind do, but the
clamor for years has been so strong In
this city for direct railway communica-
tion that the tlmo seemed a proper one
when tho Incorporation was projected, In
March, 1S91, though a stringent and continu-
ing depressed condition of the money mar-
ket soon after Intervened.

We havo never, except during the world's
fair year, had any satisfactory means of
reaching Indianapolis. A morning and an
evening train on the Panhandle was, during
that timo run, with great accommodation
between the two cities, which when taken
off only served to intensify tho 'interest in
a permanent service. It may be said that if
a service of that kind would pay why did
not th Pennsylvania Company keep it up?
The reason i appirent. With the Pan-
handle and Vandalia lines practically one,
and - without they have this
city at their own blading so far as Indian-
apolis un l Chicago are concerned. We t:ave
always felt that this city is isolated from
the capital and this In a measure is true.
The line traverses a wlJe and rich terri-
tory between IiOgansport and Inlianapolis,-wit-

several Important towns, notably
Young America, Itussiavllle. Kempton and
Sheridan, all in most fertile territory and
either without railway communication at
all or Indirect, and no competition; these
people havo no les and perhaps more In-

terest than the citizens of logansport If
that were possible. Our citizens and those
on the :lne Intervening have more interest
in Indianapolis thai Chicago, and the ter-
ritory south of Logansport I naturally trib-
utary to Indianapolis, but its business goes
largely elsewhere, so that the projectors
of thb line, the majority of whom, in num-
ber and pecuniary interest, live in logans-
port and on tho line between here and In-
dianapolis, supposed that they would natur-
ally be welcome to that city, where wo
were asking nothing by way of bonus and
entering a territory tho least pivslbly

as affecting tho travel and
street of that city.

Wo have spent much time and money In
the matter. Wo have twice had arrange-
ments made to construct the Jlne and felt
that It was due the city of Indianapolis
that when we went to it for a right of en-
trance wo could go with tho proper assurance
that wo were prepared to construct the
line, but on each occasion we were denied
the riant of entrance.

I notice, also, that the article referred to
spciiks Of an arrangemcr.t by which the lino
should branch from the Vandalia at Cam-
den and enter tho city by the Vandalia
line. How such a report gained any cur-
rency I am unable to say, but I do know
that this company or its olflcer an 1 stock,
hollers neither Jointly or severally ever
heard of such a thing. It Li wholly without
foundation. That thing Itself would evaV
ono of the very objects sought to be gainer!,
viz.. an Independent, competing line.

We aro at a loss to understand the motives
which have thus far kept us out of the
city of Indianapolis, but I do know that
the faet that the lino U not now built and
In operation Is due wholly to tho city of
Indianapolis. I trust that I may be par-don- eJ

this lengthy explanation, but I know
that a lnrge majority of the citizens of In-
dianapolis desire the line constructed and
cannot understand why It has not been,
and It Is due to them, at least, to know the
reasons.

The
Financier say.: "Space will not permit
such an exhaustive study of the system,
but when It is mentioned that the road
Is decreasing its bonded debt through a
sinking fund and will at. no distant day
almost entirely liquidate obligations which
are becoming permanent liabilities with
Other companies, some Idea of the road's
Intrenched position will be gained. The
Chicago & Alton charges nothing to con-
struction account, and It has expended In-

definite millions in improving the condition
of its property without issuing securities
there against. In short, the road shows the
effect of good business management, and
Lhe remarks of President Blackstone on the
question of Ill-advi- extensions are
worthy of careful study. To t&e policy of
conservatism as displayed In the control of
this property is due its Inherent reserve
strength. For the reason that this road L
so firmly established on a plane of pros-
perity, the details of Its earning power, as
mentioned above, need er.ly be FtuJIed to
show that American railways, rightly eon- -

' ducted, can be kept out of bankruptcy. It
1 is to be regretted that the policy of the

Chicago & Alton his .not been followed
mere closely by other Western systems
which might be mentioned."

PnMPDKi'r Ilntew Threatened.
A good deal of uneasiness exists among

the Western roads just now over the pas-
senger rate conditions at Denver. When
the Colorado Midland and the Rio Grahde
Western agreed to become members of the
Western Passenger Association it was on
tho distinct understanding that the Union
Pacific would abstain from supplying the
brokers with tickets or do anything tend-
ing to demoralize Colorado and Utah rates.
A test of the market has Just been made
at Denver, and it shows brokers to be lib-
erally supplied with tickets. Seven-ninth- s
of those found were of the issue of the
Union Pacitic road. It was after months
of hard labor anil an endless amount of
negotiation that the Colorado lines were
got into the association. If present condi-
tions are allowed to continue, they are
hardly llkeiy to remain in. Their with-
drawal would be considerably more disas-
trous in Its results than if they had re-
mained out.

Official announcement has been made
that th extensions of the Kansas City,
Pittsburg & ulf road will be completed
by Sept. 1. The road will then be thrown
open for trafllc from Kansas City to Sabine
Pass. It will be 7 miles in length. There
are miles of the road now under opera-
tion from Kansas City to Stillwater, I. T.
When the road is open to the gulf it Is
expected it will divert a large amount of
grain and provision traffic from Chicago,
its opening may result In a great disturb-
ance of the rate situation.

Equivalent to it Cut.
The local passenger association at Min

neapolis has got Itself Into hot water. It
undertook to amend the agreement pre-
scribed for it by the general association,
and In doing so has struck at ono of the
fundamental principles cf the general
agreement. The amendment in question
make second-clas- s rates good In sleeping
cars.
