“SALT-RISING BREAD.”

Defense of an Article of Food Con-
demned by Mrs. Ewing.

To the Editor of the Indianapolis Journal:

In the report of Mrs. Ewing’'s lecture on
bread I was disappointed that no reason was
given for designating “Salt Rising Bread”
as a “‘rotien abomination,” that nothing was
said about the relative food values of the
different cereals. My grandmother came to
Michigan when that State was a vast forest
and raised as strong a family of seven chil-
dren on *“salt rising"” bread, varied with
corn and rye, as any of more modern years
who may perhaps enjoy more dainty fare.

Now bread is leavened simply that it may
be more digestible. Unileavened bread—used
by sallors, etc.—contg'‘ns more nutriment
pound per pound than any other kind. It
does not undergo fermentative changes by
long keeping, as is apt to occur in under-
baked veast bread. Aerated bread, by some

found most acceptable, is made by forcing
carbenic acid gas into the dough or by
mixing the flour with water saturated with
carbonic acld gas. The ?as can be made
by pouring dilute sulphuric aclid upon car-
bonate of lime, but since this gas must
be washed and requires special apparatus
for making it, we would hardly relegate this
process to the average cook. The nearest
approach to aerated bread is salt rising
bread—with its misleading name, as the
salt should be omitted until the sponge is
kneaded into loaves, else you will evolve,
by chemlical change, the odor which makes
it an abomination. I do not think any one
who finds this bread more digestible than
veast bread—as is often the case in some
forms of stomach trouble—need feel any fear
in using it, even if Mrs. Ewing has con-
demned it.

If sweet corn meal is used for the yeast
which stands only from night until morning
(this can always be ascertained by an edu-
cated smell, one not ruined by strong per-
fumes, or by mixing some of the meal with
water and testing the water with litmus
paper or a pinch of soda, and always re-
jecting meal which gives an acld reactlon,
as it shows that the oil contained in the
mea! has undergone putrefactive change)
breal can be made in the same time as that
allowed by Mrs. Ewing—flve hours. And it
has one advantage over yeast breald. Often
the yveast put into yeast bread is stale.
Indeed, sometimes the best .ompressed
yveast we can obtain in summer has the al')-
pearance of commencing to mold, but in
sait rising bread it is generated in one night,
When properly male a good loal of salt
rising bread, with its snow white interior
and sweet brown crust, is food fit for gods,
or the eplcure, and should not be condemned
except for the same reason that almost
any other article of diet might sometimes
be. namely, when improperly made or badly
cooked.

STRENGTH IN. WHEAT

BEARS, SCARED BY THE COLD-WAYVE
PREDICTION, BECAME TIMID.

Leading Cereal Opened Higher at
Chicago amnd Held the Advance—
Corn, Oats and Preovisions Lower.

CHICAGO. Feb. Zi.—Wheat to-day opened
from 3%c to %c higher than It closed yes-
terday and retained the advance to the end.
There was considerable bearizh news, but
apprehersion of damage from the predicted
cold wave kept the market fairly firme
Corn and oats both displayed some weak-
ness and closed fractiomally lower. Provi-
slons suffered considerable lossea

Wheat rulel higner to-day and at one
time showed S5 advance. Trade, however,
was moderate and mostly professional, but
sentiment was bullish. The basis of the
strength was the Cincinnati Price Current’s
statement that wheat in farmers' hands
was probably 20,000,000 bushels less than a
year ago and also a deficiency of 20,000,000
bushels in stocks outside of farmers' hands,
making a total shrinkage of 40,000,000 bush-
els from last year. In addition to this the
bulls found some grounds for encourage-
ment in the prediction by the =ignal service
of colder weather., The advance was
stayved, however, by the easy tone of cables,
Liverpool coming in 4@%c lower, and then
Northwestern receipts, which amounted to
465 cars, were conslderably larger than last
week and a year ago. May opened at 6@
6T, slid off to 66%¢c, rallied steadily to
67%¢c and reacted to tic. During the latter

half of the session business became very
Hght, but a firm feeling J\re\'alled which
held the price close around 67c during the
greater part of the time, there being a gea-
eral indisposition to be short until it should
be seen what views might be expressed
regarding the predictea drop in the tempera-
ture. It war evident, however, that the
market was extremely sensitive for a drop
to 66%c, quickly followed an attempt to
market some lines which had been bought
early. At this point scalpers were again
manifest and under good buyving the price
soon rallied to 67%c, closing steady at that
figure.

Corn was heavy and duil. May onened
4e higher at 30%@30%c, but soon lost the
advance, the heavy local receipts proving
too much for the influence of wheat and
closed rather weak at 30%c. .

Oats were decidediy dull, what little trad-
ing there was being in small lots and prices
being influenced almgest entirely by corn.
May opened unchanged at 21%c and kept
within a narrow range all day, cleosing easy
at @21y c bid.

Provisions were dull until the last hour,
when trade became fairly heavy. Prices
were higher at the opening on the firmer
live stock market, but later a pronounced
bear raid worked havoe and at the close
pork showed a loss of 15¢ and lard and ribs

RIGHT TO THE TAXES

THE CITY NOW HAS NO REVENUE
FROM NORTH INDIANAPOLIS,

Township Gets the Taxes, While City
Pays for Schools—=The Whisky

Ordinance.

City Attorney Curtis is to be asked for an
opinion in regard to the right of the city to
the taxes assessed by the township in 185
against North Indlanapolis. The ordinance
annexing this territory was passed by the
Council a short time before April 1, 1895, but
the last publication, as required by law, was
not made until about a week after April 1.
The ordinance had to be printed two weeks
before it could become a law. The taxes are
aseessed on ali property on April 1 of each
yvear. The township trustee made a levy
amounting to 55 cents on each $100, and this

is now being paid by the rezidents of North
Indianapolis. It is deemed unfair that the
city should derive no benefit from this tax,
when it is bearing all the expense of main-
taining police and fire protection and schools
for North Indlanapolis.

Jt is not known just what the assesament
in North Indianapolis will amount to, but jt
is thought the taxes derived from the levy
of 55 cents will be between $8,000 and §5,000
Under present conditions the city will receive
no revenue from this part of the clity until
the taxes are paid in the spring of 1807,

The Board of Safety is considering what
must be done to give Nortn Indianapolis
proper fire protection, and will take some ac-
tion on the question in a short time. The
board, the Mayor and the city controller will

go out and look over the ground =o as to de-
termine what is needed. There are no water

pipes, and it would be very expensive to have
them laid. It is believed that a few large
cisterns, which could be filled by engines

from the canal, would answer the purpose,
for all the larger buildings are located near
enough to the canal to enable the engines to
pump water from it. An engine house wwill
also be necessary. Altogether the expense
will be very large, and the city officials think
it is not just that the township should re-

celve the benefit of the taxes assessed for
last year, with the city paying all expenses,

There are decisions by the Supreme Court
which cover the point and show clearly that
the city is entitled by law to the taxes. Judge
McBride yesterday recalled from memory one
decision that covers it fully. There were two
townships with adjolning Dborders, which
were asked to vote on the question of grant-
ing a subsidy to a railroad. One voted In
favor of the grant and the other against it
Before the tax was collected the County
Commissioners changed the boundary lines so
as 1o take from each township a part of its
territory and annex it to the other. The Suy-
preme Court held that the land annexed by
the township which had voted for the tax
must pay its portion, although the people in
the annexed part had voted against the tax
when a part of the other township, and that
the part annexed by the township that had
voted against the tax need not pay it, al-
though it had voted In favor of the tax.
There is a case from this county that was
recalled by ex-Mayor Denny. A man living
in one of the out townships moved to the
city shortly after April 1. He had been as-
sessed In the tewnship from which he moved,
and was later assessed in this city. The Su-
preme Court held that the assessment in the
city was valid, and could be collected, while
that in the out township should be dropped
from the duplicate,

It is thought that these two cases are suffi-
cient to show the legal right of the city 1o
the taxes that are now belng paild as the first
installment of the tax of 18% by the citizens
of North Indianapolis,

There would still be another gquestion that
would cause much bother. The assessment
in the township is 5 cents and a poll tax of
50 cente. The clity levies a tax of 6 cents,
and the levies of the School Board, for vari-
ous purposes, brings this up to about % cents.
The question would be on the division of the
levy of 55 cents, Of that amount, 25 cents is
a tuition fund.

A New Ordinance for Better Whisky
Will Be Drawn Up.

Sections 2072, 273
and 274 of the Revised Statutes of 1831
cover all the points embraced in the ordi-
nance and prescriba penalties for thelr vio-
lation. Section 2074 makes the penalty for
using polsonous drugs In the manufacture
of liquors, or for (he sale of liquors con-
taining poisonous drugs, imprisonment for
not more than seven years nor less than
one yeay, and a fine of not less than §0.
