quate. Within the ljst live years several of
fhe tmjortant cities have reorganized their
educational work under new and reformative
statutes. It Is a part of the same movement
which, throuyli the initiative and utrtted ef-
fort of this club, gave to this city Its chir--
IT. embodying and reflecting the best
thought and the exnerlenee of time uion the
administration of city affairs. The central
Idei old and fundamental was that thero
Should be clear definition between tho ex-
ecutive, legislative and Judicial departments.
Every simple organization of society, which
by growth becomes complex, demands this
sort of treatment. And. likewise, the work
of a school board naturally eeparates itself
into legislative and executive duties.

I heartily agree that the educational side
of the work, so f ar as Its purely profession-
al duties are ooncern-d- , should he free
from restraint. That the head of that de-
partment should have tho authority to de-
termine the course of Instruction and the
selection of a corps of teachers, and should
be held responsible for the results. This
Implies that every city which has any
pride In its educational standing can afford
to and. Indeed, must employ an educator
of tho highest professional fitness. Once
frame a law so that uch a man can work
out educational problems, free from the
petty embarrassments and tyrannies of
school boards (and 1 refer to them General
ly as a class) you dignify his labor and
guarantee his results. Throughout the whole
rank and tile of the teaching corps there
should be the feeling that permanency of
position and certainty of promotion, depend
alone on merit. It would be the electric
touch imparting strength and spirit to the
whole system.

"Rut unier a law suited to present condi-
tions thero should be an officer who. under
authority of the board, should have charge
of Important details ot its business. The
care of the property in the school city,
the superintendent of construction and re
pairs, the purchase of supplies, all involv-
ing tho expenditure of thousands of dol
lars, require executive ability of the first L

oraer. i no man wno is to oe ine Business
arm of tho board should be a man of wide
experience, of unquestioned integrity and
capable of conducting safely and wisely
large enterprises. Money invested in this
department in honest brains will ordinarily
return to any city thousands or collars upon
the investment."

Professor Ooss, superintendent of schools.
made a short address. He said that from
his personal experience he could heartily
indorse tho ideas advanced by President
Draper. He had no cause to complain, as
tho School Hoard was disinclined to hamper
him in the management of the educational
side of tho question; but he thought super
intendents as a class could accomplish more
if they wero given more power by law.

Professor I. H. Tomlln, or Sheibyvine,
made a few remarks. Tenure or office was
one great menace to good work by super-
intendents, he thought. "Give a man powder
and let him feel that he will be secure in
the exercise of that power." said he, "and
you will increase his courage. But If you
direct him to do something without backing
him, his courage wanes." He ought to
feel free to select teachers witnout rear
or favor, ho said, and asserted that 25 per
cent, or the teachers or tne ataie were
not worth their board.

School Commissioner Vonnegut also
SDoke. In some respects he differed with
Ircsldent Draper, he said, but agreed with
him In the main. Like President Martin- -
dale, he thought the question of erecting per
manent buildings ought to be agitated, and
the people ought to realize that nothing was
to be gained by putting up cneap buildings,
as had been done in years gone by.

D. iP. Irwin, president of the Commercial
Club, said he wanted to indorse the idea of
erecting' good buildlnjrs, even IT It were
necessary to go in debt to do It. He be-

lieved Mr. Martlndale was right in saying
that future generations should be made to
bear part of the expenses incurred.

It was announced that tne board of di
rectors would consider the subject at its
meeting next Tuesday night, when a com
mittee will probably oe appointed to take
further action.

Add rest to Teachers.

THE CABLES PARTED.

Elevator In Lilly & Stnlnnker .store
PuIIm and Injure Frnnk Vajen.

The big electric elevator, with three men
aboard, in Lilly &. Stalnaker's hardware
store, CI East Washington street, fell with
a crash about 0 o'clock yesterday morning
from the flcor of the second story to tho
basement, a fall of about twenty feet. The
men on the elevator were Frank Vajen and
George .Stroebel, clerks in the store, and
an unknown colored man, who had gone
into the store to purchase a shovel. In
tho confusion that followed no one asked
him his name, and the colored man walked
out. .

Mr. Vajen was more seriously hurt than
Mr. Stroebel. His ankle was badly wrenched
and the bones of his foot were crushed.
His thumb was pulled out of Joint so the
bone protruded through the flesh. Dr.
Wagner was called and Mr. Vajen was re
moved to his home, 123 rvorth .Meridian
street. One of the wire cables parted and
fell unon the prostrate men when the ele
vator landed. Mr. Stroebel was slightly cut
about the face, but his injuries were trifling
compared with those sustained by .Mr.
Vajen. He was too badly Jolted up to
continue his duties and he boarded a car
for his home, 124 Laurel street. The negro
was thrown upon Mr. Vajen s back. "I
ain't hurt," he said, as he scrambled out of
the elevator. "Where's my shovel?" he
asked, and then walked from the store.

No cause is known for the accident. The
elevator was examined a few days ago by
the inspector of an elevator insurance com-tan- v

before a yearly policy was renewed.
The machinery was oiled by the Janitor
yesterday morning and found to be In good
order. Several heavy loads had been
lifted Just before the accident. The
men rot aboard and the elevator
reached the level of the second Jloor
when the wire cables suddenly parted. The
safetv devices failed to work promptly, and
the elevator plunged downward. Mr. Stal-nak- er

says the elevator stopped before
striking the ground. Otherwise, he says.
the accident might have been even more
serious.

This subject was brought up at the
nurning session by R. M. Seeds, whD said
the publication of these reports haa already
unearthed numerous frauds. It was decided
to appoint a legislative committee to have
this and the interest of the publishers
in charge.

J. A. Kautz, of the Kokomo Tribune,
spoke of the necessity of a better news
service and a committee consisting of Mr.
Kautz, R. M. Seeds and W. S. Wright was
appointed to confer with a like committee
representing the Democratic Editorial Asso
ciation to see what can be done for tho
betterment of the service.

The committee appointed to determine
what paper was entitled to the prize offered
by tho Inland Type Foundry, of St. Louis,
reported unanimously in favor of the La
fayette Weekly Courier. The prize was of-

fered for the. neatest and best newspaper.
Tho prize was seven fonts of new JoAi type.
Mr. Charles E. Wilson, editor of the Courier,
thanked the commltteo' for tho award and
then generously placed the prize at the dis
posal of Frank W. Willis, whose Waterloo
Press office was recently destroyed by fire.

of the State and political freedom of its
citizens.

"Resolved, That we express our approval
of the work done by our last Legislature
In the enactment of wise laws atTectinar
the interest cf the people of the State; and
we recognize the faithfulness witn which
the maiorlty in both houses labored to
eliminate the - vicious measures that had
been enacted by preceding Democratic Leg
islatures and to carry out the principles
of the Republican party.

sion of Aulliorlly Advocated.

The Commercial Club has on foot a move-
ment looking to the reformation of Htatc
laws irovernlnsr the public schools, especially
as they affect tho larger cities. A commit-
tee will be appointed to m ike an exhaustive
research of the laws and draft a report to
be submitted to the next General Assembly,
embodying a new system. As a first step
In this direction President Draper, of the
Illinois State University, was Invited to ad-dr- ej

the club on the subject of reformation.
He spoke at a dinner plven In the Commer-
cial Club last night.

President Draper made acknowledgements
for the courtesies extended to him by the
Commercial Club and paid a compliment to
the public-scho- ol system of tho city. While
he had no personal information as to the
details of the Indianapolis school system.
he knew that it had been highly commend-
ed by persons of experience and discrim
inating Judgment. Ills acquaintance with
the last superintendent of school and
tho esteem in which Mr. Jones wa held
by the educators of the country had led
him to recommend that jrentleman to suc
ceed the speaker as superintendent of In
struction at Cleveland. The fact that the
present superintendent was anxious to have
him come and address tho Commercial Club
and also address the teachers of the city
was added, evidence that that officer was
Interested in all that could be helpful to
tho school system.

PRESIDENT DRAPERS REMARKS.
"Rut the city school system which stands

still and is rot progressing Is being de-
stroyed," he raid. "As cities grow lrr size
the work of the schools becomes more and
more complex and tho task of securing a
sound teachlns force becomes more and
more difficult.

"In large cities the two extremes of social
life, the artificial life of the aristocracy
and the helplesj life of the slums, tax the
resources of the schools to the utmost.
If th well-to-d- o people send their children
to private schools they lose Interest in the
public schools, and then the public schools
lose caste. If the very poor are not gath-
ered into the schools they fail In their
greatest purpose, and the theory upon
which they are ooerated at common ex
pense is overthrown.

"There are two great departments of
school administration. They rest uponwlde-l- y

differing foundations. One relates to the
management of the business affairs of the
schools, and the other to the supervision
of the instruction. In both of these de
partments there will be inefficiency unless
responsibility can, be located and punish
ment for incapacity or neglect is certain.

"Rut. of course, the lire or tne scnoois is
In the instruction. The great question in
school administration In a large city is how
to pet a teaching- - force of uniformly high
capacity and of the light spirit. Ry this I
mean a teaching force In which all the mem-
bers have a sound, general education going
far bevond the routine or their worn, ana
are sDeclallv or professionally trained in
addition to that, and are alsa possessed of
th BDirit of the teacher. The development
of such a teaching force In a large city is
entirely practicable, but it cannot be done
if political, or church, or neighborhood, or
social, or any other outside Influences are to
interfere. The teaching iorco is to be
wholly on the merit basis, or there is no
hope.

JEALOUSY OF TEACHERS.
"A large teaching forco Is likely to be

honeycombed with Jealousies. Unless pre
vented It will become prolific of gos?ip and
full of cliques formed to advance personal
ends. But teachers worthy of the name
quickly follow an authoritative and capable
leadership.

"Thero is no government so weak as one
in whlcli legislative, judicial and executive
functions are all vested in one body. Restrict
school boards to legislative power alone, give
adequate authority to independent executive
officers and charge them with responsibility.
and you will largely improve the city school
systems of the country."

For a number or years President Draper
was superintendent of the public schools of
Cleveland, O.. and was actively instrumental
In securing reform legislation along the lines
indicated above. He was ono of a committee
of flftearo who undertook to secure better
legislation, and drafted the report which wa3
presented to the General Assembly of that
State, embodying what they considered a
very good law. If not an ideal one. As an
illustration of what could bo accomplished.
President Draper referred to his experience
under the new lav in Ohio. Cleveland, he
said, had always been progressive on the
school question, and had an excellent sys-
tem, as a whole. The superintendents ap-
pointed the teachers, and were vary careful
in making selections. Iocal prejudices and
Influences did not dictate tho appointments.
Professor Rlckoff, for years at the head of
the schools, went over the country seeking
teachers who knew how to teach. He con-
sidered their ability to teach, not whetherthey were residents of Ohio. Rut this method
was simply allowed to survive by sufferance
and had no legal foundation.

OHIO'S NEW LAW.
Ry and by politics came to dominate the

schools, and teachers were appointed by
the force of political influence and per-
sonal and local considerations, without ref-
erence to their quallilcations as teachers.
"Weak superintendents brought in weak
teachers," Professor Draper said, "by
dark-lanter- n systems and through back
doors." People began to realize the condi-
tions Into which they were drifting and
arose in their might and swept out the
politicians. Business men got together and
formed a committee for the purpose of in-
vestigating the evils and proposing reme-
dies. Under a new law the school com
missioners were deprived of all authority
except mat or making plans. The execu
tlon of those plans was intrusted to other
otnclals. who had power to act independ-
ently of the commissioners. A business
agent was Intrusted with the duty of mak
ing all contracts and was held responsible
for results, irnder the system proposed.
the superintendent of schools was given
power over all questions affecting the busi
ness of teaching. He appointed teachers
and was responsible for the failure of
those under his control. Contractors with
designs on the public treasury, people who
wanted to have girl who ought to be at
work scrubbing floors or running sewing
machines appointed teachers, and the rasr
tar and bob-ta- ll of society were opposed to
this system, he said, but the intelligent
people and the newspapers of the city sup
ported ii.

In conclusion President Draper said: "Set
up a plan of operations. System Is strong-
er than any officer. Set It up by legislative
action. Separate the functions of otilcers.
and discriminate between them. Confer
adequate authority. Ixcate reionfelbllity.
Promote tho deserving. Dismiss the weak.
Appoint men and women of standing to
administer the whole system, lou will
tell me that right here is the whole difti
culty. I admit it. but the difficulty Is not
insurmountable. Find the way which will
work best in each particular community.
The Intelligence of the community once
aroused will find that way. And the
aroused and alert intelligence of the coinmunlty Is the price of a good school sys
tern equal to the need ot the rapidly de
velonlng life of the city."

Charles Martlndale. president of the School
Hoard, indorsed President Draper's ideis. He
referred at length to the work done by the
sehool boards of this city, and said they h id
been largely instrumental in developing what
was regarded throughout this country as an
ideal system In many respects. The main
question that confronts the present board, he
said, was that of proper school buildings.
His idea was that in buildings of a temio-rar- y

character should be erected. If neces
sary. Urge debts should be eomraeted and
long-tim- e bonds Hsucd for nuking jrmannt
Improvements. The peo;le of this commun-
ity should beur in mind that future genera-
tions will share in the benefits .m.l should
als. share in the costs. He referred to the
fact Chat In this city the superintendent is
virtually allowed to appoint ill teichers, but
he thought the superintendent's tenure of
office should be lengthened at least live years.
He sail he was heartily In a.vjri with Pres-
ident Draper upon the proposition that the
leglslatlte and bu'lrefs ends of the system
hhoul 1 be divorced. He urged th. Commer-
cial Club to continue the agitation of the
question.

Mr. Rairden Is a forcible
speaker and his subject was "Our Wards
of Forest and Plain." Mr. Rairden has
worked as a missionary largely among the
In liana and it was of the wild Indians who
live la, tho Oklahoma Territory that ho
spoke. He says they are veritable heathen.
They have some knowledge of the Great
Spirit, but none of the Christian's God.
They worship the sun, moon, stars, rain and
wind, and in fact almost everything that Is
greater than themselves. They are very su-

perstitious. They are largely under the In-

fluence of the medicine men, who not only- -

treat them for their illnesses, but they alio
direct them spiritually. Mr. Rairden told of
a camp where measles broke out and the
medicine man was called. He said there
was fire in the children and that water
would put out lire, so all the children and
those who had the disease were carried to
the river on a cold day and out in the water.
Some of them died before they wero brought
to land and about 20) perished. 'Ho believes
the Indian has a noble mind and is patriotic.
One of their best traits is love for their fam
ilies, and it is a trait which is helping to
redeem them. Mr. Rairden strongly con-
demned the treatment they have received
from the government. They have leei
grossly cheated, and this had made them
suspicious of white men. 'Many have been
taught to believe in the white man s God,
but there are thirty tribes yet that have
never had tho gospel preached to them.
one great reason is that while there are
ministers who are receiving as much as
$1,000 a year, who are willing to give this
up and leave their churches to go to do mis-
sion work among the Indians for little more
than half that amount, there Is not enough
money in the treasury to send them. "The
Lord's treasury is to-d- ay overdrawn $112.- -
000," said Mr. Rairden In closing. iA hymn
was sung and then there was a general dis-
cussion of the subject, led 'by Rev. C. E. W.
Dobbs, D. D.. and others took part.

D. J. Ellison, pastor of, the First Baptist
cnurcn, occupied the chair, and Rev. Lee
Fisher, of Brlghtwood, made the Invocation.

BLACKS AND BLACK LAWS.

Colored. People tVant IntermnrrltiKe
Prohlbltlou Removed.

The Hooker T. Washington Literary So
ciety, an organization composed of promi
nent Indianapolis colored people, last night
discussed the topic, "Indiana's Riacks and
Rlack Laws." The meeting of the society
was: held at Rlackford-stree- t Zion Church,
which was crowded. The recent marriage at
Muncle of a white woman and a colored
man provoked the discussion. Under a law
prohibiting the intermarriage of whites and
blacks the couple was arrested and bound
over to the grand Jury In the 'sum of 00.
Tho man is James Walker and the woman
Hallie Shaffer. The arrest of the couple has
stirred up much indignation amons the col
ored people over the State, W. II. Stokes
and 11. L. Rurnham. representative colored
citizens of Muncle, attended the meeting heU
here last night and expressed the sentiment
of their race at Muncie.

The discussion was led by William Watson
Woollen, who enlightened thac society as to
tne amerent laws tnat nave been, enacted
In the State and which operate against the
colored people. All of these laws, he said.
have 'been abrogated except the statute pro
hibiting marriage between the races. Per
sonally the speaker did not believe in amal-
gamation, but he was in favor of wiping out
all laws that operate against the negro.
The literary and musical programme of the
evening was sandwiched with live-minu- te

talks by colored orators. Among the speak-
ers were Joseph Ward, A. E. Manning, Ga-
briel Jones, Geo. L. Knox. Mrs. Lillian
Thomas Fox, J. T. V. Hill and Allison
Sweeney. All of the speakers considered the
law la question an obnoxious one. They be
lieved mat a coiorea man should be oer- -
mitted to marry the woman of his choice
regardless of her color.
