Captain Hank Williams, of
the J. D. Jones, said this afternoon that
ihe was doubtful if the ship could be got
off withou having her cargo removed en
tirely. If the attempt to-nig- nt is unsuccess
ful It is understood that the work of lighter
ing will be pushed ahead as fast as pos-
sible in order to dry and have the New
York off in time to sail on her return for
Southampton on her regular sailing day,
next Wednesday.

This is not the first time that the steamer
has been aground in tho lower bay, as she
waa stuck in the mud ofl Homer shoals
about six years ago and remained there
three days. At that time she was owned
by the lnman line and was known as the
City of New York. The vessel Is a great
favorite with ocean travelers, as sne Is one
of the fastest transatlantic liners and holds
the westward record from Southampton of
six days, seven hours and fourteen minutos,
which she mado in September, 1SD4.

When darkness set in to-nig- ht the vessel
was lying on an even keel and stood per-
fectly upright without the slightest list.

Capt. C. F. Stannard, of the British army.
said: T lay awake about 4 o'clock and no- -
ticpd that the engines had stopped and con
cluded that we were taking a pilot aboard.
Then we went ahead slowly ana l went
to sleep. When I went on deck at 6:30 a. m.
some one told me we were aground. There
was not the slightest evidence of excitement
even anwne the ladies and children. Some
of the passengers would rather have stayed
aboard the New lork to-nig- nt, sooner man
be transferred in the rain."

Ll W. Wilson, of Brooklyn, said that he
was on deck when the ship struck and she
was proceeding very slowly at the time
sho struclc

Mr. Ecartin said: "We sighted the Sandy
Hcok light at 4:30 a. m., the ship going
ahead at full speed. Then the engines were
reversed and she went a3tern.

SUNK "WHILE AT ANCHOR,

Stenmer Allsa Sent to the Bottom by
JjH. nonrsognp.

NEW YORK, Feb. 23. The Atlas lino
steamer Ailsa was run down at 2:30 o'clock
to-d- ay by a French line steamer, supposed
to be the Bourgogne, while anchored in the
channel off Fort Hamilton. The steamer
which struck the Ailsa pulled away from
the yessel and disappeared in the mist.
The Ailsa carried a crew of forty men, and
there were fourteen passengers on board,
three of whom were women. All escaped
without injury, owing to the prompt arrival
of a large tug belonging to the Merritt
Wrecking Company.

The Ailsa left her pier la this city at
noon, bound for Kingston, Jamaica. She was
heavily laden with freight. A dense fcg pre-
vailed in the bay, and Captain J. W. Mor-
ris, a a precaution against disaster," decided
ta anchor his vessel until the fog lifted.
He. came to a standstill about half a mile
off the Fort Hamilton shore. A pilot was
on board, and both the whistle and the
fog bell cf the vessel were kept going at
short intervals as a warning. The passen-
gers had just finished dinner when the cra?h
rme. There was absolutely no warning.
The big black hull of the French liner
suddenly loomed up out of the mist and
struck the anchored ship about forty feet
from the bow, cn the port side. The great-
est confusion prevailed among the pasengers
and crew. Captain ' Morrls decided
that he would try to beach his
Vessel, which comrneseed to-fil-l, rapidly.
While he was preparing to do so the res-
cuing tug came, In answer to the Ailsa's
whistles of distress, and took off the pas-
sengers and crew, who had taken refuge
In tho rigging. It was at first reported
that one of the crew had been killed by
tho collision, but this was found to be un-
true. Ten minutes after the last person
had left the Injured vessel, and twenty min-
utes after tho collision, the Ailsa sank.
Only her smokestack and spars are now
visible. Some cf the passengers were land-
ed at Fort Hamilton, end returned to this
city by way of Brooklyn, while the re-

mainder came toNew York .on the tug
and were landed at the barge office.

Following Li a list of the passengers:
George H. Iierce, Postmaster-genera- l of
Jamaica, who was homeward bound, accom-
panied by his wife; J. P. Cantrell and wife,
Newark, N. J.; G. N. Douglas, Newark, N.

The chief engineer of the ship was J.
Werherspoon, cf Newark, N. J., and the
purser was It. P. Luzmore. Captain Morris
was not to be found when a reporter called
at the office of the steamship company.
Purser Luzmore was in the office, but was
rather uncommunicative. He was unable to
give an exact account of the collision, as he
was not on deck when it occurred. All he
could say was that the Ailsa was struck
and unk In twenty minutes.

THE COOK'S STORY.
The only member of the crew that could

give a connected story of the disaster was
the cook, George Murray, an Intelligent
Englishman of middle age. He said that
the Ailsa had proceeded early to sea, but
was fearful of meeting disaster In the
heavy fog, which was very thick In the
Narrows. The Ailsa anchored, and every
now and then the blowing of the steam fog
horn took place. The head of the Ailsa
swung around so that it pointed northeast
"In that position she lay," said cook Mur-
ray, "when I went on deck to eee the lay
of things. It was raining 'cats and dogs
and rot a passenger was on deck; no one
tiut the captain and the man on watch were
there, and the fog was dense. Some time
after this the Ailsa got a thundering bouncean the port bow that sent all things shiv-
ering and dancing below. Such a scattering
was there then to get on deck. Every man
tried to get up the companlonway at the
same time. When he did get up he saw thata big steamship was looming up over theside. But we had no time to waste. It was
plain to see that the Ailsa could not lastlong. The water poured in the gap madeby the French ship, as it does through acanalway wJhen the gates are opened. The
Ailsa quickly listed over, and all this time
the crew and passengers were preparing
to leave the Ailsa and go aboard the nu-
merous tugs that were puffing ind blowing
In the Narrows. Thank heaven, all were
taken off safely."

A. L. Z. CavascitI was a passenger on
the Ailsa. When seen to-n'g- ht at the Astor
House he said: "I am on my way to South
America on a gold mining expedition, go-
ing flr3t to Jam ilea. I too pasaage on tho
Ailsa. There were fourteen passengers and
thirty-seve- n of the crew. When oft Quaran-
tine we ran into a dense fog and came to
anchor oft Fort Hamilton. We rang bellsand gave warnings at intervals. Suddenly
there waa a terrific crash and the ship
trembled. W had been run into by one
of the French liners. We found that sixto tea feet of our bow had been cut oft
below the water line. On account of theairtight compartments w did not sink atonce. A tug, the Harold, lying off FortHamilton, started to come to our rescue.
Ten .minutes after tho collision the Ailsabegjfn to founder. We all took to the rig-
ging. The women acted admirably. Therewas no screaming, but they were nearly
frigttene-- d to death. Six of the crew took
the lifeboat an J went ashore at Fort
Hamilton, one iaay ana one gentleman
Jumpel overboard an1 were rescued. Thetug Harold played about us twenty-fiv- e
yards distant, not daring to come nearer
for fear of tho taction. In threo minutes
more the Ailsa was under water. Tnen the
Harold came alongside and all with the
exception of tnree were takensafely aboard and were rescued
by another tug. The captain am!
officers of the Ailsa were as kind as
possible to all on board. After running
into us tne irencn nner oacaea off anddisappeared In tho fog. She sounded no
warnlnsr and we kmw nothlnr of herpresence until ehe struck us. Had our shin

Latter AI so Injured Steamer Ceora;e
W. Clyde in Collision irlth the

Guynntlotte and Run Ashore.

NEW YORK, Feb. 29.-- ThIs has been a
day of disasters about New York harbor.
For nearly forty-eig- at hours a dense fog
has hung over the greater New York dis-

trict and made navigation almost impos-
sible. Four steamships, it Is reported, have
come to gTief owing to the mists that have
spread over the waters hereabouts, but for-
tunately none of the accidents has been
attended by lo?s of lite. ,

The steamship Ailsa, bound for the West
Indies, was sunk by collision in the Nar-
rows this afternoon. A few minutes after
being struck she went to the bottom and her
passengers had a marvelous escape.

The American line steamship New York
is aground In the lower bay and though her
passengers were landed to-nig- ht the vessel
may remain on the shoal where she is
now Imprisoned for several days.

At ausk to-nig- ht the Old Dominion line
steamship Cuyanaotte, while passing in
through the Narrows, struck the. steamship
George W. Clyde. The collision tore a hole
of uca dimensions In the Clyde that sha
had to be beached to prevent sinking. The
latest report from the fleet that Is grop-
ing about in the bay is that the steamship
Advance Is aground In the upper bay.

THE NEW YORK ASHORE.

Run Into a Sand and Mud Dank Dor
ins: a Fog.

NEW YORK, Feb. 29. Once more the
International Navigation Company has had
a streak of bad luck with one of its steam-
ers. Early this morning, during a thick
fog, the fast ocean racer New York ran
aground on the tail of the west bank, a
mile to the south of Swinburne island and
about a thousand yards west of the ship
channel." Up to'5:5 o'clock this evening
the fog had not lifted, and at that time it
looked as if the weather-woul- d be thicker
during the night. The first and second-cabi- n

passengers, with their baggage, as
well as the malls, were transferred by
steamer from the ship to this city. The
steerage passengers may bo taken oft later
to-nig-ht, but it is more than likely that
they will remain on board until to-morr-

The Associated Press dispatched a repre-
sentative on a special tug, with Instructions
to locate the New; York, a task which was
no easy one, considering that cne could
scarcely see two boat-lengt- hs ahead through
the drifting rain and thick fog. Navigation
In the upper bay was a dangerous under-
taking such weather. Shortly after 1 o'clock
the lines of the big steamer, with her three
smokestacks, loomed up dead ahead bf the
tug, and it was easily seen that the Amer-
ican liner was hard and fast in the sand
and mud. There she lay, perfectly helpless
and headed northeast. She drew seventeen
feet aft and fifteen feet forward, leaving
a space of nearly eight feet below her
water line visible. One of the blades of
the propeller on the port , side was half
exposed above water, and from her draught
It would seem that she Is Imbedded about
five feet In the muddy and sandy bank.
The quickstep bell buoy bears east by north-
east of the stranded feteamer, and is is Ju3t
possible that the pilot may liave mistaken
this bell for the one which is placed at
the Junction of the awash and ship chan-
nels.

When the tug drew up alongside the vessel
the passengers crowded to the rails and said
they felt no uneasiness and that there was
no excitement on hoard. None of the off-
icers cor the captain of the ship could be
Induced to make any statement in refer-
ence to the accident. The name of the pilot
who had charge of the vessel at the time
she grounded was also kept a profound
secret. One of the passengers, ilr. Robert
Wcodhouse, of Grahamstown, South Africa,
said tha he was on deck at half past 3
o'clock this morning when the pilot was
taken aboard. About an hour later the ship
came to a sudden stop while he was In his
berth. When he went on deck again he was
Informed that she was aground. It was
raining heavily at the time and the ship
was enveloped in a thick fog, which was
so dense that objects oil deck c6uld not be
seen more than twenty feet away. Mr.
Woodhouso said that the passengers had
taken the matter philosophically and were
thankful that nothing worse had happened.
Of course, there was a good deal of grum-
bling on account of the uncertainty of many
of them reaching their destinations in good
time, but on the whole they were a rather
cheerful lot.

The Merritt Wrecking Company's boat.
D. S. Arnott, Immedlatey dispatched one of
its officers on the Arnott to quarantine to
make arrangements for the transfer of the
passengers and mads to this city. A number
of boats were hurriedly dispatched to the
New York. The work of transferring the
baggage and mails was begun at 4 o'clock
by about sixty men, who had been sent
down from this city by the company. As
soon as the malls and baggage of the cabin
passengers had been lowered over the side
the first and second-clas- s passengers were
transferred to the George Starr. The main
gangway was lowered for their convenience,
and they left the ship quietly without the
slightest exhibition of haste or anxiety
When they were all safely aboard, the Starr
got under way. As she left the side of the
New York the passengers cheered lustily
for the company, the captain and the crew.
The Starr then headed for quarantine, where
Dr. Doty was in readiness. Tlie Starr then
came on to this city and reached the com
pany's dock at 7 o'clock. Just about twelve
hours later than If the accident had not
occurred. The steamer John E. Mooro ar
rived at the same hour with the baggage.

After the.steamers had left the New York
the wrecking company's derrick was placed
alongside for the purpose of lightering the
vessel and at the tarn time lour ox .the

LONDON, Feb. 23. The ncw?paper3 of
Madrid are getting very wrathy at the action
of the United States Senate, and the even-

ing newspapers of that city express them-

selves in even more violent language than
their morning contemporaries. They say
that, "apart from tho resolution, the lan-

guage used during the debate In the Fen-a- te

has made a painful impression. It is
averred that the allegations of the Senator
are wholly false, .and that the insurgents
have no organization, are not masters of a
single town, and as for their conduct, it is
maintained that they have, massacred the
helpless, and burned, destroyed and pillaged
plantations and railways. On the other
hand, it is maintained that the Spaniards
have respected all prisoners, and to ca'J
them barbarians is regarded as an unpro-
voked and unjustlnable Insult.

The Correspondencia asserts that the vote
of the United States Senate on the Cuban
question has created a profound Impression
in Madrid, adding: "The extraordinary ma-
jority shows that the Senate is entircjy hos-
tile. The UnitM States' recognition of the
rebels Is a graver event than has happened to
Spain for a long time." .

El Liberal devotes an article to showlrj
that "nothing is more unjust and more op-

posed to law than the recognition of the
rebels, wno are onl7 bands of filibusters,
and who do not represent the Cubaa people,
cf whom a majcrlty are faithful to Spain.
The are merely the factions of a savage, in-

cendiary minority which Is striving to obtain
booty by pillage. Such a minority cannot
change the power established by a ration
supported by historical rights." The article
concludes with the declaration that the "pre-
tension of the chambers at Washington in
beggins President Cleveland to interpose h!i
good offices for the recogn'tion of Cuban in-

dependence is "inconceivable. Against such
an attack on the sacred cause of the coun-
try, Spain will cot be fcupd wanting In the
supreme energy and 'vitality of resistance,
and Spanish soil will be drenched with the
fruitful blcod of thosa who have never sub-

mitted to the affront of any foreign Inter-
vention."

Other newspapers express themselves la
about the Fame terms, or demand "what
right has the United States to meddle In af-

fairs which are the exclusive concern of
kSpain?" The Imparcial says that the in-

ternational situation is very grave, addlrg
that the recognition of the Cubans as be-
lligerents by the United States involves trie
dai.ger of daily conflicts. The Imparcial
also accuses the Spanish Premier, Senor
Canovas del Castillo, of "excess of patience
before Yankee pride." "Spain," continues
tho Imparcial, "must prepare for every
eventuality. Our maritime resources aro
not great, but we have not before us a
gigantic naval power. Our humility has
been badly construed, and our enemy, in-

stead of being appeased, thinks she cooil
treat Spain as she could Turkey. A llr:n
and resolute attitude would have gained i;s
more consideration, for we are not so weak
as to render our hostility Indifferent to a
trading people whicli have no warlike qual-
ities. Moreover, Spain is cot Isolated la
Europe."

The Epoca, commenting upon the situation,
sail: "We do not fear the aggressions of
our enemies upon our coasts or uoon the
coasts of Cuba. The Spanish government
will take all the necessary measure to de-
fend our rights in Cuba. Spain will pjt
down this rebellion without heeding toexpressions of bad taste uttered by the
friends of filibustet."

El Heraldo, In an editorial, ars: "The ir-
ritation increases in all minis in conse-
quence of the vole taken by the American
Senate." The same paper, in other columns,

large popular agitations In Spainfredlcts of the existing trouble In
Cuba and possible complications between
tho United States and the Spanish govern-
ment.

Stenmer George W. Clyde Ran Into by
the Guayandotte.

BROOKLYN, Feb. 29. Hardly had the
steamer Ailsa disappeared from view in the
waters of the Narrows than two other
steamers came in collision hardly three-quarte- rs

of a mile from the scene of the
first accident The George W. Clyde, of the
Clyde steamship line, was run Into by the
Guyandotte, of the Old Dominion line fleet,
and had to be run ashore In order to pre-
vent her from sinking. Sh was beached on
the Fort Hamilton shore in the Narrows.
The accident occurred about 5 o'clock. A
thick fog prevailed at the time. The Guy-
andotte bore down upon the Clyde and tore
a hole fifteen feet wide in her side. Three
tugboats happened to be in the vicinity and
all of them made at once to the scene.
They tied fast to the disabled
vessel and backed her into the shore.
They were helped by the steamer's engines
and the speed of the vessel was so great as
she approached the shore that she was
Jammed in for quite a distance. She is now
resting on a sandy bottom in less than fif-

teen feet of water. No attempt will be
made to float her until morning.

Wrecked in Mldocean.
VICTORIA, B. C, Feb. 29. A private dis-

patch from Gibraltar brings news cf the
wreck in mid-Atlant- ic of tho steamer St.
Pierre, which was on her way from Hali-

fax to 'Victoria, having been recently pur-
chased by the Canadian Pacific Navigation
Company, of this city, for the west coast
route. She was in command of Captain
Scars, of Victoria, and, in fact, all her
officers were from 'this city. The vessel
foundered at sea. The crew were picked up
by a passing steamer and taken to Gibral-
tar. The St. Pferre left Halifax on Feb. 33.
She was considered an unusually ood sea
boat, having been built to contend with
storms on the Gulf of St. Lawrence. She
was fully covered by insurance.

AN AMERICAN ARMY

TO BE LED BY BAIXINGTON BOOTH
AXD HIS GIFTED WIFE.

Steps Taken That AVI 11 Split the Sal-

vationists in This Country It cs-ignntl- ons

of Officers.

NEW YORK, Feb. 20. The World will
publish the following w:

Ballington Booth, is making plans for an
Independent American Salvation Army, of
which he and hl3 wife will be the leaders.
He announced the decision to start such a
movement yesterday, but it will be several
weeks before he can tell Just on what lines
the work will ba undertaken. The deposed
commander said in regard to the matter:
"I have received a very large number of
letters and telegrams and messages from
people in all parts of the country, many of.
them auxiliary members of the Salvation
Army. The practically unanimous sentiment
expressed in them is that Mrs. Booth and I
should organize and lead an independent re
ligious movement. Both Mrs. Booth and my-

self are strongly Inclined to comply with
theso demands; in fact, may say that such
an organization, will be established. Consid
erable time is needed, however, to perfect the
plans and details of such a widespread move
ment. It will be essentially American in
character, and we have already received
most cordial assurances of support from men
and women of nrominence in all walks of
life. Although most of our former associates
in the army have given their allegiance to
the new commissioner, they are watching
every move made by us with the deepest in
terest and concern. From many of them I
have received messages assuring me of their
personal devotion.

"Information reached me to-d- ay of the res
ignatlon of Staff Captain Blanche Cox, in
command of - the Maryland division, with
headquarters at Washington. She is un-
doubtedly the best special worker in the ar-
my, and her influence cannot be underrated.
I may say that three more high officers,
whose names will be surprising, wlU soon
announce their resignations. Already seven
secretaries of district auxiliary organiza-
tions In Eastern cities have resigned, carry-
ing with them many persons who have
hitherto been valued supporters of the Sal
vation Army. As to the property of the ar
my which is still In my possession, it will be
turned over in dus time to those In power."

Ballington. Booth has, prepared a long
statement In the form of a letter, which
will be sent to-morr- ow to his former com
rades. It relates to circumstances of the
dissension among the leaders and em
phatically denies that he resigned, but de-
clares that he wa3, on the contrary, forced
out of the army. "Threats were thro-w-n

out as to evidence supposed o be heldagainst us," writes th
"in place of calm and loving persuasions
they spoke with bitterness, threats andcutting insinuations as to our motives.
Oh, none will ever know the darkness of
sorrow and the agony of disappointment
with which we went out of our beloved
national headquarters with the stinging
words ana tne threatened curses on us
and our little ones still stabbing our
hearts.

Commander Eva C. .Booth and her lieu
tenant, Ool. Alexander Nlcol, left their
offices In the national headquarters of the
Salvation Army in West Fourteenth street
early to-nig- ht. They had been waiting all
day to hear from Ballington Booth through
counsel representing the former command-
er on the one side and the Salvation Army
on the other, but up to the time of their
departure to their respective quarters for
the night. It was said, no Information had
reached them from Montclair, N. J., where
the der is reported to be indis
posed. Commander Eva C. Booth will con
for with the officers to-morr- ow and will
then proceed to Newark, where she will
speak in the afternoon, returning to New
York in time to preside at a meeting in
Cooper union at nignt.

WAR MADE O.Y BUCKET SHOPS BY
TIIE3 CIVIO FEDERATION.

Proprietors and Every Employe Of
Forty-Nin- e Concerns Indicted by

the Grand Jury. (

CHICAGO, Feb. 29. The grand Jury to-
day voted true bills against 2S3 persona ac-
cused of conducting" bucket-sho- p operations
in Chicago. This practically! covers every
bucket eaop In this city forty-nin- e in all.
The grand Jury's action is the result of an
Investigation carried on by a committer
of ihe Board of Trade and wa3 made under
the direction and oy the aid of the body
of public-spirite-d citizens known aa the
Civic Federation. The committee of the
Board of Trade was composed of John Hill.
Jr., I. H. Leech, W. II. Chadwlck. S. II.
Greeley and D. W. Storms. It spent three
months la collecting the evidence. Not
only are the proprietors of the bucket slops
Indicted, but the chalkers, telegraph opera-
tors, stenographers, bookkeepers, porters,
messengers, in xact every one in any way
connected with tha bucket shops are in-

cluded in tho indictments.
The presentation of the evidence was a

surprise to the grind Jury and there was
opposition on the part of several members
to taking the matter up. State's Attorney
Kern Is said to have Informed the Jurors
that in case they refund to take the bucket
shop cases up he would be compelled to
call a special grand Jury. It was decided,
after some consiieratlon by the Jury, to
hear the evidence. Capiases will be issued
Monday for the arrest of each person in-

dicted. This wholesale indictment of bucket-sho- p

operators was never before' equaled
In Chicago. State's Attorney Kern remarked:
'It is a clean sweep of the bucket shop.

People have been demanding that the buck-
et shops be wipel out. Many times before
indictments have been found, but invariably
the evidence was weak an! convictions
could not be obtained. Now, I am assured,
the evidence la strong and conviction may
be had."
