NAVY YARDS MH'.D "WORK,

Arguments for RuIIdlnc Battle Ships
nt Brooklyn and Norfolk.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 29. If the decision
of the House subcommittee on naval af-

fairs to make provision for th6 building of
six new battle ships shall stand, the off-
icials of the Navy Department will make
an earnest effort to have a clause Inserted
in the bill requiring that at least two of
the ships shall be built in government navy
yards. In. this effort they do not expect'
to be strongly antagonized by the private
shipbuilding firms' of the country. They
argue that there are but three concerns
now able to undertake such large work as
the building of battle ships. One of these
firms has already contracted to build two
such ships, and If the other firms are each
given a contract for two ships it is be-

lieved they will be satisfied and have as
much work on hand as they can safely un-

dertake. In this case the navy yards
would be left to deal with two of these
great vessels, and that is exactly what
all officers are anxious to bring about. For
several years past chief naval constructor
Hlnchborn has strongly urged on Congress
the wisdom of keeping together at least
the nucleus of an efficient working force
of mechanics at the constructing navy
yards by providing that at least one war
ship shall .be under construction therein
at all tlmeiJ' It would not be necessary to
hurry the work of construction along on
them, and in case of need for sudden re-
pairs to ships already in service a skilled
force of mechanics would be always on
hand tp undertake the work, by diverting
them temporarily from the battle ship,
which would thus serve as a stock Job.
Since- - the chief constructor's last annual
report the conditions have become much
worse at the great navy yards, owing to
thti completion of all of the important con-
struction work on hand.

Constructor Bowles, who is In charge of
construction at Brooklyn, says that in the
course of a' few weeks' there will not be
sufficient work on hand at that navy .yard
to employ even the skeleton of- - an" eff-
icient force, and he is seriously concerned
at the prospects for the future. He has
taken great pains to gather the best men
obtainable for the work of the government,
and holds that it will be extremely diff-
icult or Impossible to replace them after
they are once dispersed, so that this Im-
portant yard would be unable to respond to
a sudden - emergency. The same or even
worse ctmditlons exist at the great Norfolk
navy yard, and the commandant. Admiral
Brown, has made most strenuous appeals
to the department to have work sent there
to keep the fore together. In his ' case
the difficulties in the way of assembling
a force of good mechanics at short notice
are greater than at New York or any other
point where the population is large enough
to guarantee a considerable resident popu-
lation of such men. So it is expected tnat
when the navy bill comes before the
House, --nor perhaps while it is pending in
committee, the friends of the two con-
struction yards will make a strong effort
to have a ship ordered to be built at each
yard.

WASHINGTON. Feb. 29.-- The first presi-
dential veto of this session of Congress
was overridden by the House to-d- ay by a
vote of VJi to 23, 122 more than the re-

quired constitutional two-third- s. All the
Republicans and thirty-tw- o Democrats
voted for the bill, while the votes to sus-

tain the Preidnt were all cast by Demo-
crats. The till authorizes the Gov-

ernor and local ofTlcers cf Ari-
zona to lease the educational land of
the Territory for school purposes. The
President's objection to the bill was that
It did not give the Secretary of the Interior
power to disapprove the leases and did not
throw proper safeguards about the timber
on the lands. The statement was made on

trict aitorneys and marshals will bo off
fered as an amendment on Monday.

veto."

Notwithstanding this statement, Mr. Tur-
ner thought It couM be safely assumed that
the President had the advice of the Secre-
tary of the Interior and that the latter had
probably Inspired he veto. One of the prin-
cipal objections r.-ls- by the President was
that the lands. If leased by the local author-
ities of the Territory, could be denuded of
their timber by the terms of the bill, as it
was not necessary to submit the leases for
the approval of the Secretary.

tMr. Mcltae. who was chairman of the pub-
lic lands committee of the last House, said
he would vote to pass the blU over the veto.

Mr. Murphy reiterated his statement that
the till had received the distinct written ap-
proval of the Interior Department. The pro-
tests received by the President, he said, were
from persons who were being benefited by
th lands, rent and taxes free.

The vote was then taken on the passage
cf the bill, the veto of the President not-
withstanding. Under the Constitution this
vote was taken by yeas and nays. The vote
resulted 200 to SS.

People Drowned.

VICTORIA, B. a. Feb. 23. The last weefe
3f January of this year will long be re-

membered by residents of tne AuitraKaa
jolcnies, by reason of the fact that it wit-
nessed the most terrible gales and floods
jver know on the Queensland coast. A
large numcr C vessels were wrecked an J
entire T destroyed, the dimag
ashore a! jeiag estimated at 000,000.
The less property at sea was not ro
great as toat ashore, but the loo of life
by incidental marine disasters was even
greater. Townsville, a small city on tha
northeast ccast of Queensland, st-eme- d to
be the center of the storm, not a tow or
vessel in the harbor escaping. Ross Island,
a short distance away, was also flooded,
and many lives were lost In attempts to
reach the mainland with small boats. Th
damage wrought by tho hurricane ia
Townsville harbor alone is assessed at
2C0,Oj0, this including damage to water

front property. On Ross Island many house
were swept from their foundatiocs, and tha
wind upset a rescue boat, and Mrs. Hurt
and her Infant. Mrs. Gunlman, Gertrude
Rew, ML3 Rew and a bey named Willla
Wallace were drowned. A housemaid ia
Judge 'Chubb's employ, while walking to-

ward a puat, was wathed off her feet and
drowned. Sandy Walker was drowned while
trying to cross Victoria bridge, whera
there were six feet of water, on the rails.
Many fteamers were overdue at different
points along the coast, and it was feared
that they had been wrecked.

The steamer
Lavinia was wrecked with the loss of all

LINTON LEADS THE FIGHT

HIE HONORED PIONEER MISSIONARY
DENOUNCED AS A JESUIT.

Resolutions Introduced In the House
for Removal of the Statue Tem-

porarily Unveiled Yesterday.

WASHINGTON. Feb. 23,-- The prepara-
tions for unveiling the statute of Father
Marquette, in Statuary Hall of the Cap-

itol, have provoked an unexpected flurry in
the )lIouse. Since the newspapers began
printing notices of the forthcoming event,
a few days ago, members have been re-

ceiving many communications on the sub-
ject from their constituents, and to-d- ay the
opposition had representatives in the lobby
to make protests. Mr. Linton, of Michigan,
who is an advocate of A. P. A. doctrines,
to-d- ay introduced a resolution to have the
statue taken from the Capitol, and the mat-
ter rivaled the Cuban question In the gossip
of the floor. The Linton-resolutio- n was as
follows:

"Whereas, For the first time la the his-
tory of the United States there ha3 been
placed in the Capitol a statue of a man
in the garb of a churchman, said statue
being that of a Jesuit priest named Mar-
quette, who died In or about the year 1673,
and who is referred to, in the Joint resolu-
tion, as a reason for accepting the statue,
as a faithful missionary, and

"Whereas, the revised statutes of the
United States, Sec. 1814, provide only 'for
not exceeding two statues In number, of
marble or bronze, from each State, of de-
ceased persons who have been citizens
thereof, and Illustrious for their distin-
guished civic or military services, and when
s.i furnished the same shall be placed in
the old chamber of the House of Repre-
sentatives, now known as Statuary Hall,
in the Capitol of the United States;' and

"Whereas, The said Marquette never was
a citizen of any State nor of the United
States, nor performed any civic or military
duty therefor, and

"Whereas, The statue representing him
Is of ecclesiastical character alone, being
dressed in church habiliments and para-
phernalia, and otherwise entirely inappro-
priate for the position occupied in Statuary
Hall, thereby being contrary to the intent
of the Joint resolution which provided for
its acceptance; therefore, be it

"Resolved, That the placing of said statue
in the Capitol is not only without authority,
but in direct violation of the law; and be it
further

"Resolved, That said statue be removed
from the Capitol and returned to its don-
ors."

Mr. Linton says that the statue Ls ob-

jectionable, in his view, chiefly because
Father Marquette is represented attired In
his priestly robes, with the crucifix and
because the pedestal has, after his name,
the initials "S. J." (Society of Jesus.)

It would be necessary for Mr. Linton to
secure recognition from the Speaker to bring
his resolution before the House. The
statue was presented to Congress by an
act of the Legislature of Wisconsin and
it was formally accepted by a Joint resolu-
tion of both houses, passed in the special
session of the Fifty-thir- d Congress. The
date of the ceremony of unveiling has not
been fixed. It Is expected that Cardinal
Satolli and other,, church dignitaries will
participate in the ceremony.

The veil covering the statue of Father
Marquette recently placed in the Statuary
Hall of the Capitol was temporarily re-

moved to-d- ay to enable J. W. Losey, rep-
resenting the Governor of Wisconsin, who- -

has authority to accept the statue, and the
Wisconsin delegation in Congress, to view
it. Senators Vila3 and Mitchell, of Wiscon-
sin, were present at the time. Very general
satisfaction was expressed with the work
of the sculptor. The statue is heroic in
size, represents Father Marquette in his
priestly robes and is mounted on a pedestal
of about four feet In height. On the pedestal
Is inscribed the following:

: Wisconsin's Tribute.' :
: JAMES .MARQUETTE. S. J.. :
: Who, with Louis Jollet. dlscov- - :
: ered the Mississippi river at Prairie :
: Du Chlen, Wis., June 17, 1673. :

Later in the day the veil was again placed
over the statue and will remain there until
the formal exercises of unveiling, which are
expected to be quite elaborate, take place.
It ls understood that the statue Is satis-
factory to Mr. Losey and will be accepted
by him on behalf of the State.

T.ireats to disfigure the Marquette statue
have already been heard by the Capitol
police. To-da- y an arrest was made for such
threats. It was that of a well-dresse- d, well-appeari- ng

man of about huy years of age,
who &ave his name as Edward Jones,, of
New York city, and who said he was here
on a visit. It was Just a short time after
the covering, which had been temporarily
removed from the statue, had been replaced
that the man was heard by a member of
the police force using loud and boisterous
language in the vicinity of the statue
and making threats against it. Just then
Captain Garden, in chargo of the Capitol
police, came up and arrested the man and
escorted him to the guard house in the base-
ment. Here the man continued his threats
to disfigure the statue if an opportunity
occurred. He said that he would like to be
around at night with a broadax, when he
would make short work of the statue. He
also expressed the wish that he might have
a rope to put around the Columbus statue
in New Ycrk city because Columbus was
also a Catholic, and pull it down. He final-
ly cooled down, however, and apologized to
the captain for his words, and after tjelng
confined in the guard room for less thanan hour he was permitted to go, which he
did without demonstration. The man was
escorted from the grounds surrounding the
building by a member of the police force.
The Capitol authorities are exercising much
vigilance in seeing that no harm ls done to
the statue, as threats of that kind have al-
ready been heard

Treasury Statement.
WASHINGTON, Feb. 29.-- The treasury

to-d- ay lost $133,100 In gold coin, and 110,800
in bars, which leaves the reserve $122,638.-09- 3,

a net loss since last Thursday of $1,993,-04- 8.

The amount of gold so far received on
bond account is $94,700,000, and the amount
of bonds so far delivered, $73.2u2,2o0. Of thisamount $47,053,230 was in coupons and $28
137.000 in registered bonds.

For the month cf February the receipts
from customs show a falling off of $2,474 --

403, and internal revenue receipts a decrease
of $234,649. As the expenditures during themonth, however, were exceptionally light,
a small surplus is shown. The total deficit
for the present fiscal year amounts to
$18,558,537. and It ls the opinion of the treas-ury ofllcials that the deficit on Julv 1 next
will not exceed this amount. This 'estimate
is regarded as conservative, in view of thefact that the expenditures during the last
months of every fiscal year are much small-
er than during the early months.

Emigration Asrcncy Fined.
WASHINGTON. Feb. 29. Commissioner

Stump, of the Immigration Rureau, has re-
ceived through Earon Fava. the Italian
embassador, a copy of the findings of the
Arbitral Commission of Italy in the case
of an emigrant who -- aa refused permission
to land in this country by the immigration
authorities at Ellis Island, New York, be-
cause of his poverty. The Immigrant
brought suit against the agency of Imm-
igration of Italy to recover damages for
their negligence of duty in allowing him
to sail for the United States, they knowing
his condition and the fact that under thelaws he would not be allowed to land. Thecourt fined the agency 200 nre. ThJs clrcumstance is commented on as showing the
zeal with which the Italian government isendeavoring to prevent the prohibited class
from leaving that country for the United
States.

BALTIMORE fc OHIO RAILWAY UN-

ABLE TO MEET ITS OBLIGATIONS.

The Road Placed In Charge of Presi-
dent John K. Cowen and Vice

President Oscar G. Murray.

LOADED DOWN WITH DEBTS

AND SECURITY FOR INTEREST ON

BONDS ON MANY LEASED LINES.

Johns Iloplclns University Likely to
Re One of the Greatest Sufferers-Ot- her

Railway News.

BALTIMORE, Md., Feb. 29. The Balti-
more & Ohio Railroad Company, one of the
oldest and most extensive transportation
systems. in the United States, and until re-'cen- tly

one of the most profitable, has con-

fessed its insolvency and gone into the hands
of receivers. John K. Cowen, its president,
and Oscar G. Murray, its third vice presi-
dent, will hereafter operate it for the ben-

efit of the creditors and bondholders, under
the direction of the United States court. This
action was taken to-nig- ht after a prolonged
struggle against tthe Inevitable, and was the
immediate result of the failure of the di-

rectors to negotiate loans to provide for In-

terest and other payments due and about to
become due. For several years,

. however,
the road has been losing money, and while
the collapse, coming at this time, was a
surprise to many, but few believed that It
could be averted much longer.

Since the last regular meeting of the di-

rectors, two weeks ago, MaJ. Alexander
Shaw, chairman of the finance committee,
and President Cowen have spent a great deal
of time in New York, endeavoring to borrow
enough money to provide for a large floating
debt and payments of interest amounting to
$400,000, falling due on Monday next.

It was thought at one time that they
would be successful, but President Cowen
gave up the fight and returned to this city
yesterday. Immediately upon his arrival he
called a meeting of the directors for this
afternoon. This was fully attended and
took place about 4 o'clock. After a session
lasting an 'hour and a half the directors
and legal officials of the road repaired to
the United States court room in the federal
building and general counsel Hugh Bond
filed an application on behalf of the di-

rectors asking for the appointment of re-

ceivers upon the showing made in the peti-
tion that the company was Insolvent.
The United 'States circuit Judge of West
Virginia, who had been called here for that
purpose, In conjunction with United States
District Judge Morris, heard the applica-
tion, and, there being no objection, granted
it. All reporters were excluded from the
court room, and the hearing was strictly
private. After the adjournment of the court
a statement was issued by the officials of
the Baltimore & Ohio 'railroad. John K.
Cowen, the principal receiver, has been con-

nected with the Baltimore & Ohio company
for more than twenty years as its counsel.
Six weeks ago he was elected president to
succeed Charles F. Mayer, and it was hoped
that the change might save the road. At
the same time several prominent New York
financiers were taken into the directory and
a thorough reorganization was contem-
plated.

Mr. Murray, the other ; receiver, who had
been third vice president of the Big Four,
was invited to accept a similar position In
the Baltimore & Ohio service. He consented,
and has since been acting in that capacity.
Mr. Cowen ls also a member of Congress
from the Fourth Maryland district, and ls
the. leader of the Democratic opposition to
United States Senator Gorman. He is fifty-on- e

years old, and a native of Ohio.
The Baltimore & Ohio system includes 2,065

miles of railway, extending into all pans of
the country east of the Mississippi river. It
was one of the first railways built in the
United States, and 'lov many years was con-

sidered the most reliable aad profitable. Un-

der the management of the late John W.
Garrett, of this city. It attained an enviable
position among the interest-earnin- g aad dividen-

d-paying lines In the country, and its se-

curities were looked upon as gilt-edge- d. Its
stocks and bonds are largely held for Invest-
ment purposes In this city, where the re-

ceivership is looked upon as almost a public
calamity. Johns Hopkins University ls one
of the largest holders of Its preferred stock,
and the loss of refenue from that source will
be keenly felt by the institution. The stock
of the company ls $30,COO,COO, divided as. fol-

lows: First preferred. $3,000,000; second pre-
ferred, $2,000,000; common and script, $23,C00,-00- 0.

Its bonded Indebtedness, according to
Poor's Manual for 1896, Is $75,000,000, and its
floating debt- - ls thought to be between $10,-000,0- 00

and $12,000,000. It owns and leases
twenty-nin- e different roads In Maryland,
Virginia, West Virginia, Pennsylvania, Ohio
and Illinois, Including some of great Impor-
tance. The Balthnore & Ohio Company Is
the guarantor for rentals amounting to $1,-157,-

on leased lines, and for interest on
bonds in double that amount. Its charter
was granted In 1827, and some of the greatest
historical events of the present century have
centered about it, notably the military riots
at Camden Station, in this city, in the early
part of the late rebellion, at which time the
federal troops on their way to the South
were mobbed and great loss of life ensued.
Charles F. Mayer, who succeeded John W.
Garrett as president, held the place for five
years, until the election of John K. Cowen
to the position, a few weeks ago.

Xt dispatch from Cincinnati says: A very
prominent high official of the B. & O. South-
western railway, who desires that his name
shall not be mentioned, said to-nig- ht that the
receivership of the B. & O. railway would
not in any wise affect the Baltimore & Ohio
Southwestern railway. The latter has been
making money, and was the most profitable
part of this system.

furnished the clew that Jed to the identity
cf Pearl Bryan, thus tells the story of Pearl
Bryan's shoes, and the part they assumed
leading to the identity, of her body, found
decapitated at Fort Thomas, Ky.:

"Some remarkable features; have been
brought to light In the, case of the shoes
worn by Pearl Bryan. After a thorough
and systematic research, ;l , can prove thatin this wide world- - of eurs but one pair
of shoes having the - distinct and peculiar
marks on them from any other shoes ever
made, was on the feet of that headless
body. I can also prove" that this peculiar
marked shoe was sold to' Pearl Bryan.

"J.ast April a shoe house at Greencastlegave a representative of a shoe factory of
Portsmouth, O., an order for some ten dozen
pairs of ladies' shoes. The order- - wa to be
made for September shipment. In this order
one dozen pairs were ordered to be stamped
In 'French sizes and widths. Every eoarate
lot or a dozen . pairs, or oven less amount
of lot, is given a separate stock numberby the factory; this stock number rs never
used again. Hence, if you get but one dozenpairs of shoes made, fir; even. 'a, less number
of pairs, that lot is clven an 'exclusive stock
number. The dozen pairs of shoes orderedby the dealers at Greencastle to bestamped under the 'French system weregiven by the factory the stock numberBut one pair of size 3, on the B last(or width), was ordered in this dozen, andwhen finished this pair, was marked on thelining thus: By having this fac-tory's key to their 'French system of sizesand widths, you would ascertain that 22
stood - for size 3, and U stood for lat B (or
width B). The G213S stood, of course, forthe lot's stock number. The order complete,as taken in April, was shipped to Green-
castle Sept; 3. None were sent back; con-
sequently all, the shoes were either in theirstock yet or sold out to their trade. PearlBryan was one of their regular customersI called at the morgue on the morningof Sunday, Feb. 2. Of the clothing, etc!!
the shoes would naturally be to me of themost interest. I was struck by the small-nes- s

and narrowness of the shoes, and stillmore interested upon discovering the figures
pertaining to the size and width, for theywere marked under a 'French system un-
known to me. No two factories use thesame set of figures as a French system.
I realized at once , that 'if I could learn
who the makers of this pair of shoes were,
and also get the key to their system, itought to be easily established what shoe
dealer got them, and from him learn thename of the customer. This would reveal
the identity of the body, and also find who
her murderer wasrtc. I could not get tosee Sheriff Plummer . until evening thatSunday. Upon my request, he and I went
to the morgue. I thrre showed and ex-
plained the peculiar markings on lining cf
the shoes. He became Interested, and re-
quested me to try and solve It and report
to him. I commenced my work of solution
on Monday, Feb. 3, at -- 8 a. m. Two hours
later I had the 'key ..which proved to me
that the shoes were made at Portsmouth.
At noon I took a train for Portsmouth, ar-
riving there at 3 p. m., going direct to the
shoe factory. At 4:30 p. m. complete de-
tails were sent by me by telegraph. That
evening the sheriff, in company with his
detectives, started for Greencastle. On
Tuesday, Feb. 4. at Greencastle, In the
store of the shoe dealers to whom the Ports-
mouth factory had shipped, an entry was
found upon their daily fales book like thl3:
'Nov. 18, '95. Pearl Bryan, ladles' doth
top buttons; size 3, B last, 22, 11, 6213S, at
U50.V

"These dealers could Fell no other person
a pair, for they only got ope pair marked
thL way. Neither could any other dealer
in this world, who may have the same
style shoe, same size and width, from same
factoryt for It would have had a different
stock number than 62458, which the Green-
castle dealers alone got."
