Over 300 Negroes liare Savannah for
the African Republic. ,

SAVANNAH, Ga., March 1. With the
cheers from thousands . of other negroes
ringing in their ears, 311 negroes, repre-
senting half a dozen Southern States,
started this afternoon for Liberia, where
they will settle on land provided by the
government of that republic The Amer-
ican steamship Laurada, on which they
sailed, dropped anchor at Fort Jackson to
await an engineer from Charleston, one of
her corps having left her here. For nearly
a mile the wharves were black with
negroes, with a fair sprinkling of whites,
eager to catch the last glimpse of the
emigrants.

President Flammer, of the International
Migration Society, his secretary and Dr.
W. A. Rice, of Des Moines, and William E.
Roberts, of Washington, D. C, were the
only whites accompanying the emigrants.

The third cargo of negroes will leave here
for Liberia in the fall.. The present party,
like its predecessors, carried large quan-
tities of supplies of all kinds, as well as
considerable money.

WHIRLWIND IN CUBA

IT CAUSES AS MUCH 1IAVOO AS A
HALF DOZEN "BATTLES."

Train Derailed by Insurgents and an
Unknown Number of Spaniards

Killed Steamer Flrcl On.

HAVANA. March 1. A terrible whirlwind
passed through the towns of Rodas and Los
Abrcus at 7 o'clock in the evening of Feb. 28,
doing an immense amount of damage. These
towns are situated in the southeastern part
of the province of Santa Clara. In Rodas
the wind destroyed forty houses and injured
a large number of people. Among the In-

jured was the lieutenant of the detachment
of civil guards. The wife of the military
commander of the place was also wounded
in the head so seriously that she has since
died. The warehouse of Montevalvo and. the
station platforms were destroyed. In Los
Abreus the damage to life and property was
even greater. A large number of houses
were shattered and all traces of them ob-

literated. A white woman and a negro were
killed, and fifteen persons were seriously
wounded, many also having disappeared. The
families who had their homes destroyed took
refuge at the fort. The money loss has not
been estimated, but It 18 known to be heavy.
The Inhabitants are In a pitiable condition.

'Their loss on crops is very large. - -

Ab a political ' prisoner 'was being sent
from here to-d- ay to Ceuta, the convict set-
tlement In Africa, he jumped overboard and
a guard killed him while he was swimming.

The gunboat Heman Cortez had a chase
after a suspicious steamer off - Matanzas.
The' steamer was running at full speed, and
she put out her lights, when the gunboat
appeared and disappeared In the darkness
or the night. The gunboat fired first a
blank cartr;dge and tnen a solid shot In an
effort to etop the fugitive, but without effect.

A train running between Artemlsa and
Banaguisse, near Colon, In Matanzas, was
fired on by the Insurgents. The Mayor of
Banaguisse went to the assistance of those
on the train, and, advancing to San Martin,
found that the Insurgents had set fire to
two bridges. The .escort of troops with him
succeeded in extinguishing the flames, and
they disperse 500 insurgents. The train
then proceeded, but the engineer lost his
presence of mind and did not notice that
there were obstacles on the track, and In
consequence the train was derailed and the
engine and several cars capsized near the
estates of Neda, in San Martin. The de-
railed train was attacked by two hundred
Insurgents, who had been hidden. The
troops fired on the' insurgents, who made a
charge with the machete. The troops lost
all those 'who hhd 'bYen' on the pilot car,
the number of whom is not stated, and
eleven volunteers. The Insurgent loss is un-
known. After the troops had left the cars
were burned. . , ,

REAL BOILING SPKLNG.

Hot Water Rabbllnir Out of the Earth
nt New York.

NEW YORK. March 1. It Is no longer
neossary to go to Arkansas or outside of
New York to find a hot 6prlng. One has
been discovered right here, and the owner,
Mr. M. dimmer mann, a. sausage manu-
facturer, would willingly give It away If any
one would take it off his hands. This spring,
the Morning Journal rays, while It lacks
many of the attributes of those In the South
and West, Is nevertheless a bona fide article.
It doesn't boll, and there are none of the
symptoms of a geyser about It, but there are
a hundred people who are willing to swear
that the water Is hot. It was lukewarm
last night.

Mr. Zimmermann has his sausage factory
at No. 323 East Houston street. In a six-sto- ry

building. Recently the demand for
sausages became so great that the factory
could not turn them out fast enough. Mr.
Zimmermann consulted with his son-ln-Ja- w,

E. Gluckenhelmer, and it was decided to
tear down'the three-stor-y and basement
building .nett jloor to the factory and erect
a eix-sto- ry addition on the site. The old
building was razed three weeks ago and the
cellar dug deeper for the foundation of the
new structure. The side walls of the latter
had been partially laid and the girders
placed for the ground floor, when laborers
were set to work digging- - & pit on a line
with tho front wall, sa sj to place a tank
for an ailglne. A casement of planks was
sunk to prevent the sides of the pit from
caving In. The soil Is a' sandy loam and
the two men at work in' the pit found no
difficulty in shoveling out the dirt.

By Feb. 21 they had made a hole six feet
square' and.eoouf five feet below the level
of the cellar excavation. The bottom of the
pit wap fully seventeen feet below the level
of the sidewalk. It was at this point that
hot water made its- - appearance. It boiled
up through the sand, and the two Irish
laborers had to hastily clamber up the rope
ladder.' The day was cold, and when they
turned to look back into the hole to their
astonishment they saw steam rising from
it high as the second story oC the adjoining
building. The temperature of the water
when It first appeared-ha- s been variously
given. Engineer Anton Miller said It was
eighty degrees, but Mr. Gluckenhelmer last
evening said it was Just below boiling heat.

The water rose steadily until It threatened
to overflow the casement and flood the
cellar excavatipn. . Four men were set to
work on a hand pump, but they could not
gain on the water. It beat the pump, and
at last a steam pump, throwing a three-Inc- h

stream, was started. It has been working
ever since, but the spring shows no signs
of giving out. The water is " clear, and is
said to have a slight taste of sulphur.
Specimens of it were given to Dr. M.
Landesman, Of No. 77 Fifth street, for
analysis, but he had not completed his ex-
amination last night. People In the neigh-borho- od

of the spring are delighted. Fully
three score women visit it every' morning
and fill buckets from the stream thrown by
the big steam pump. i

BJt Zimmermann and Gluckenhelmer are
perplexed.' Mr. Gluckenhelmer, who was
seen at his home. No. 162 East Seventy-nint- h

street," last night, said: "There is
no doubt that it is a genuine hot spring.
There are no steam pipes running through
East Houston street, and no steam pipes
from the adjoining buildings run under the
cellar excavation at No. 224 East Houston
street. We thought at first the hot water
was caused by the heat from the old bake
oven over the spot.' as the place had been
used as a bakery, but the water continued
hot. .At night, when the casement fills, the

At full speed the pump throws
about 120 gallons a minute, ani it could
keep the pit free by running at about seven-eight- hs

of its capacity. V"e hardly know
how to stop that spring unless we keep
the pump at full speed and then seal up the
bottom. We struck cold water springs when
erecting the building next door, but I never
before heard of a hot water spring In New

York."

HATtTFORD, Conn., March 1. The great
raliutrom which was In progress all day
Saturday, Saturday night and to-d- ay caused
the greatest damage to property throughout
the SU.te known In twenty years. Many
serious accllents. washout and wrecks are
reported. The Connecticut river is swollen
until It has reached a point three times
frreater than Its normal prop j.-tio-

na. The
big Iron bridge at Mlddletown was in great
danger all the afternoon, and a portion o?
tho false work was swept away, but the main
structure Is stJll intact. The bursting of the
old copper mine dam in the town of Bristol
this morning caused the greatest Hood ever
known in that section and it is estimated
the damage will reach over J100.000 from it
elone. People living along the tanks of the
roquabuck river were obliged to leave their
tiornes In the darkness. anJ many lost near-
ly everything they possessed. Ten highway
bridges across the river were swept away,
and. the tracks of the New England railway
were washed out In many places. A bad
freight wreck occurred early this morning
rear Forestville. The engine of a special
freight ran Into a washout and was cip-ffize- d.

Seven cars were smashed to atoms
and ono ot the trainmen bally Injured. The
road has been blocked all day.

The storm in Wlnsted and other sections
cf LltchflelJ county was very severe. The
Philadelphia, Reading & New Englani rail-
road tracks are under water In many plasms,
and traffic has been suspended. The lo. In
Litchfield county alone is estimated at near-
ly ilOO.COO. At Brooklyne, a well-know- rn mill
owner lost his life and several acclJ-snt- ore
reported from many section.

BRISTOL FLOODED.

Waters of the l'etinabni'k Let Loose
ly the Jlnrstlnjj of n. Dam.

BRISTOL, Conn., March 1. The greatest
flood In the history of Bristol swept down
the Pequabuck valley this morning, spread-
ing ruin and desolation on every hand. The
town of Bristol was a heavy sufferer during
the storm ot a few weeks ago,' when six
men lost their lives, but the -- waste-of

waters before daylight this morning eclips-
es all previous records. The heavy rain
and melting snow on the mountains swelled
the basin of the old copper mine dam in
Whiggsville, the northern section of this
town, until it burst, tearing away one hun-
dred feet wide cf thr granite masonry and
letting a volume of water covering seventy-fiv-e

acres and forty feet high into the river
below, which Itself was a roaring torrent.
The break occurred about 2 o'clock. The
treat body of water tore down the valley
with a roar that was heard above the noise
of the storm for miles away Tor the first
two miles there were no buildings near the
liver, and the water poured out on the
marshes and plains. At Forestville, four
miles below, people living near the river
were obliged to abandon their residences,
as the water broke into the lower stories
In many cases before the inmates were out
of bed. The roar of th flood aroused fami-
lies for miles around, and many people
whose houses the floo had not reached
packed up what effects they could in antici-
pation of being summarily evicted.

The highway bridges on nearly all roads
crossing the Pequabuck were swept away.
Ten, in all, have gone out and others are
badly damaged. The streets of Bristol and
the village of Forestville are badly washed
In many places. The lower stories of dozens
of houses were covered with water all the
morning, and much property in the cellars
was ruined. The New England roadbed)
was uimerniineu in many places ana wreck-
ing crews have been at work all day. The
Bristol Brass and Coke Company's factory
was flooded, the water at the dam gorging
a channel "fifty feet wide and twelve feet
deep. The highway bridge at Forestville
Center sagged several feet and Is in an
Impassable condition. Itis estimated thatthe town of Bristol will lose from 0.000
to J73,OX by damage to the bridges androads.

IX XEW YORK STATE.
Street-Ca- r Service Suspended on Ac-

NEW YORK, March l.-- The warm, almost

continuous rain of yesterday, last night and
to-d- ay throughout New York State served
to bring the frost out of 6ie ground, break
up the Ice in tho Hudson and , smaller
streams and do considerable damage to
property by flooding cellars and carrying
away bridges. Trafflc on many railroads
has been seriously delayed by washouts,

NEW YORK, March 1. Balllngton Booth,
der of the Salvation Army in the

United States, gave out the following state-
ment to-nig- ht:

"Being continually pressed on all sides to
state definitely the action we shall take in
the future, we now desire to make known
our present position.

"First We do not wish it said we had
taken the Salvation Army that we had,
through ambition; swept the organization in
this country out of the General's hands, or
that we had taken property which we had
acquired while owing allegiance to him. Fur-
thermore we did not want to Influence those
under his authority, through their loyalty
and steadfastness to us, nor have it said
that we had proved faithless to a trust re-
posed In us, so far as the administration was
concerned. We had no alternative but to ac-
cept our dismissal, which ended our alle-
giance to the army and closed negotiations
with London.

"Second We cannot, however, close our
eyes to the fact that we have another alle-
giance; we are not our own and cannot dis-
pose of our lives and influenaes to please
ourselves. God has called us to worK for
Him. We dare not, therefore, remain Idle.
We have also at heart the interests of our
country which so loudly call to us to con-
tinue cur mission. Seeing that the people of
the United States of America, in an urgent
and unmistakable manner, have voiced their
desire that we should inaugurate a movement
affording us an opportunity to continue our
labors for the uplifting of the unchurched
and unchristian people of our country, andas there appears to be no alternative be-
tween this course and retiring from public
service, we have decided on the former
course of action. It is furthest from our de-Sir- es

that fuch a new and independent move-
ment should be hostile to the one we have
labored so long and so hard to upbuild. The
United States, with its vast and ever in-
creasing population, should offer ample room
for such efforts without unchristian warring.

Third It would be premature to decide
on the details of our future labors. We
seek, above all else, God's leading-- , and an
organization cannot be formed within a day.
and one that owns Christ as Its head cannot
be founded on the opinion and enthusiasm
of the moment. We shall probably have but
a small beginning, and gain step by step.

"Fourth We shall assuredly, under any
circumstances, stand for the principles we
have hitherto upheld, having for our aim

i the saving of souls, the unity of effort in
work, spiritual plainness and self-sacrific- e,

and simplicity of dress that speaks of our
Christ following. :

"Fifth We cannot at this Juncture, over-
tired in body and overstrained in nerve,
give the date when we shall be able to
commence public work. Indeed, it will bo
seen to be wise to do nothing in haste, lest
it should be 111 done, but to do all with fore-
thought, that it may be 'well and perma-
nently done. We are most "anxious not to
act on impulse or under strong pressure,
but as God shall guide us through circum-
stances, and with cool and calm judgment
as to what we believe and feel to be right.
In closing, we desire to assure all who are
interested In this matter that we have earn-
estly consecrated our lives to the service of
strengthening righteous principles and ex-
tending God's kingdom in America.

to-da- y;
. "I suppose of the 2,000 bills

that have been introduced In the House and
referred to my committee, 1,500 are from
men whose military records are under a
cloud. When I tell you that, of this number
we have made reports ,on less than a score,
you will understand how the committeo feels
toward such measures. There are, of course,
some meritorious cases. In such Instances
we make a favorable report after a most
searching Investigation. But as a general
thing we look askance on the efforts of any
man to clear his military record thirty
years after the war Is over. It is the gen-
eral fact that these bills are merely pre-
liminary to later bills for pensions. There-
fore the suggestion has been made that we
might report favorably all these record-clearin- g

bills with an amendment stipulating
that the passage of the bill should not be
used as a step toward securing any pension.
But such amendments would be useless, for
a succeeding Congress could promptly nullify
them. The truth is, that the legislation al-

ready on the statute books Is very liberal
toward any man who served faithfully and
who Is marked as a deserter on purely tecn-nic- al

grounds. It would be a charity to mem-
bers of Congress who, of course, cannot de-

cline to introduce such bills when requested
by their constituents, to announce in the
most publrc way that of these bills, many
are called but few are chosen. Of the 1,000

or more bills still before the committee,
which we have not yet taken up, I doubt
If twenty-fiv- e will receive favorable reports.
And the fact that such a' hill is a veteran
of several Congresses, which means that
several preceding military committees have
not felt disposed toward favorable action,
will not strengthen it before my committee.
I am In receipt of communications from
numerous Grand Army posts protesting
against the passage of these bills to wipe
out the stain of cesertlcn, and I believe our
committee is acting in accord with the best
soldier sentiment throughout the country
whan we subject every one of these bills to
the most searching scrutiny."

THIS WEEK IN CONGRESS.

How the Cuban Resolutions May
Come Ilefore(tbe House.

WASHINGTON, March 1. The conspicuous
feature of the House proceedings this week
will be In connection with the Cuban reso-

lutions which the committee on foreign af-

fairs reported and which are now on the
calendar. After the objection raised by Mr.
Boutelle, on Thursday last, it became almost
certain that unanimous consent could not be
secured for the consideration of the resolu-
tions, and as the Senate resolutions were re-

ferred on Friday to the foreign affairs com-

mittee, it is certain that unusual methods
will be required to get the subject before the
House. Two methods' are open. Under the
rules the first and second Mondays of each
month are suspension days. To-morro- w,

therefore, is one of the days when the Speak-

er could recognize Mr. Hltt to move the pas-
sage of the resolutions under a suspension of
the rules. Such a motion would require a
two-thir- ds majority, but It is not believed
that a dozen votes would be recorded in op-

position. Only thirty minutes' debate on a
side would be allowed If such a motion were
made. The other way would be for 'the com-

mittee on rules to bring in a special order.
The general Impression to-nig- ht Is that the
former method' will be followed. The fact
that the Senate resolutions' were referred to
the committee Indicates that the majority
prefer the House to the Senate resolutions,
but when the question comes before the
House, unless It is by a special order, which
would cut off amendment, a motion probably
will be made to substitute the Senate resolu-
tions. The latter action would have the ad-

vantage of ending the matter. Delay would
be a natural incident to the passage of a
different set of resolutions by each house
and the temper of members is enthusiastically
in favor of action. There has been some talk
of making the resolutions joint, Instead of
concurrent, In order that the President may
be forced to approve or reject them, but there
is no probability that this change will be
made. The remainder of the week will be
occupied with appropriation bills. The legis-
lation which Is under consideration will con-
sume two days, possibly more, and the post-offi- ce

bill will probably take up the rest of
the week.

The Senate probably will pass the agricul-
tural appropriation bill early in the week.
Senator Mitchell, of Oregon, chairman of
the committee on privileges and elections,
has given notice of his intention to call up
the Dupont election case on Wednesday. He
will make a speech on thl3 subject at that
time. suDDorting the claim of (Mr. Dunont to
the vacant Delaware seat, and will be fol- -
lowed by Senator Turple In support of the
views of the minority. Senator Pritchard Is
scheduled to follow Mr. Turple, and other
members of the committee will be heard
later. It is not expected that the decision of
the Senate will be reached during the present
week, and the result is as yet very uncertain.
The Republican side of the Senate has been
canvassed, with the result of ascertaining
that there will be a solid Republican vote
In support of the proposition to seat Mr. Du-
pont, but this is one short of a majority, and
it Is not yet known whether this vote cm be
obtained. It is believed that the entire Dem-
ocratic vote will be cast against Dupont.
The Republicans, therefore, rely entirely on
securing at least a part of the Populin vote.
Senator Berry will make another effort dur-
ing the week to secure consideration of the
bill providing for settlement of the accounts
between the State of Arkansas and the Unit-
ed States, and Senator McBrlde will make a
like effort on his bill providing for the. re-
funding of Ji.25 per acre paid on land em-
braced In unearned railroad land grants.
The calendar continues to grow and will af-
ford plenty of material for work If circum-
stances permit it to be taken up. It is also
probable that Senator Teller will find oppor-
tunity during the week to discuss the tariff
bill as it relates to the silver question, and

It was noticed that
the Armenian school children, who usually
line the route cf the Sultan's march cn the
occasion of this ceremony, were absent to-
day.

President Kraser'i Terms.
LONDON, March 2. A Johannesburg dis-

patch to the Times says: "When President
Kruger visits England it is stated that he
will stipulate as his conditions for granting
the Uitlanders the franchise, first, the ab-

rogation of the convention of 1884 and the
substitution of a treaty of commerce and
amity, recognizing Great Britain as the
paramount power in South Africa; second,
the inclusion of Swaziland in the Trans-
vaal; third, the guarantee of the indepen-
dence of the Transvaal; fourth, that a pre-
emptive right to Kosi bay and Delagoa bay
be accorded the Transvaal.
