VIEWS OF HEXRY CLEWS.
In Wall street, says Henry Clews, affairs

move on with little change. There Is a
strong undertone in values, but no marked
activity in opeifatlons. The investment
movement sho-w-s some revival, but it is
principally confined to railroad mortgages,
In which there has been some Improvement
in prices. In railroad stocks the transac-
tions are largely confined to professional
operator?, the general conditions of busi-
ness and of commercial credits being ap-
parently unfavorable to participation by
outside parties. For the last lew days in-
fluences from London have beenV unsatisfac-tory. That market doGs not appear to haveyet recovered from the feeling evoked by
the Venezuela scare. There are symptoms
of preparations there for another "bull"
campaign, but with little to indicate that it
is to include "Americans," unless we are
to supoose that sales here on London ac-
count aro used to depress this market pre-'limin- ary

to the sellers becoming buyers:
if so, the tactics have had little success.
Probably the truer explanation of these
London sales Is to be found In the persist
ent unfriendly tone of certain influentialJournals, which lose no opportunity for us
ing our currency situation to dissuadeEnglish Investors from holding our In-
vestments.

Domestic conditions affecting the mar-
ket are more or less conflicting. As a rule,
the interior trade appears to be In a fairly
healthy condition. Buyers arrive here pre-
pared to take about the customary amount
of goods. They find the local atmosphere,
however, chilly and discouraging, and areapt to buy sparingly and return home to
await later chances of supplying furtherwants at lower prices. There are reasons
for this difference, of tone as between themetropolis and the interior centers. Here
merchants are feeling the results of an
oversanguine yielding to the exhilarating
effects of the work of the loan syndicate
about a year ago. For the spring and fallseasons of 189G Importers brought in ex-
traordinary amounts of goods, which they
have not yet been able to dispose of. They
Lave, during the last three months, largely
diminished their importations, but in many
cases they still remain overstocked andhave to depend upon . , the for-
bearance of the banks a condi-
tion never favorable to prices. Home man-
ufacturers then fell Into the same error ofoversupply, though probably not to thesame extent as the Importers; and, whatnow proves to be wone, thay made large
voluntary advances in wages, thereby in-
creasing tha cost of their goods. These, to-
gether with the still deranged financial con-
ditions, which are more directly felt here
than elsewhere, are the main causes of the
difference In trade feeling at Xew York ascompared with the interior. With some cur-
tailments of production, however, indus-
trialists are getting their affairs Into a more
wholesome condition; and symptoms indi-
cate that they may soon make further prog-
ress in that direction through reductions inwages.

The stock market naturally feels the effects
of these local conditions; but at the same
time it can hardly fail to benefit, at an early
day, from influences of a different character.
It is not to toe overlooked that the great in-
terior, on which this center is dependent, is
In a reasonably healthy condition and capa-
ble of taking. In the long run, the surplus
stocks that at the mcment He heavy on the
hands of our local merchants. In other
words, there is sound reason for expecting
that these adverse circumstances will prove
only temporary; and that, as stocks of mer-
chandise go into consumption, the discount
market will work Into a condition of com-
posure and confidence, thereby producing a
better feeling in banking circles.

The current railroad movement best Indi-
cates what is the real state of business
through the country at large. The roads
show a remarkably uniform Increase of earn-
ings. Of fifty-fo- ur roada reporting their
earnings for the second week of February,
only nine show a decrease, and. In all of
those cases but one. the falling off is nomi-
nal. The total earnings of the fifty-fo- ur

lines amount to $5,200,000 compared with $4,-400.- 000

for the same week of last year, the
Increase "being at the extraordinary rate f
18 per cent. Here Is evidence of a growth of
trade that adml s ot no question from the
lugubrious "bear." It is plain evidence that,
in thj great producing regions, where men
know and care little about the treasury ques-
tion that harasses us so much here, business
is taking on confidence and productive cap-
ital flnds ample employment. The classes
who make freight for our railroads are the
same who make business for our markets,
and what they are doing affords the truest
evidence of the state of business in the coun-
try as a whole.

THE PROHIBITION CONVENTION.

Things That Interested, Amaied and
Amused a Looker-Oi- u

To the Editor of the Indianapolis Journal:
1 was much interested in the late Prohlbl

tion State convention. It was a study. First,
it was pleasant to look so many good men
and handsome worjen in the face. And,
then, there was an 'air of repose in every
countenance which comes only to those who
are conscious of bejng a.select crowd, farre--
moved from the common herd, me eeu
complacency that characterized Henry Clay
when he said, "I would rather be right than
to be Pre'sldent," was nothing compared with
the serenity which sat upon every face in the
convention as each said almost audibly, 'Td
rather train with these good people, though
I never succeed, than to succeed in a mixed
crowd." Many, if not most of them, were
preachers. That Is evidence that the moral
plane they occupy is a high one. There must
have been at one time four hundred delegates
or more, though they mustered only 328 when
they stood up to be counted on the nomina
tions, w..'."

But, after all, there is a great sameness in
these Prohibition conventions. The proceed
ings consist to-d- ay in about what they were
twenty years ago an abuse of the Republic-
an party and a glorification of the rapid
growth of the Prohibition party, whereas the
Prohibition party is relatively only about
half as strong as it was ten years ago. In
1S86 It !had a vote of. 294,853 In an aggregate
vote of 8,526,488, being 3.45 per cent, of the
whole, vote, whereas in 1892 it cast only 270,
710 in -- an aggregate vote of 12,167,102, or only
2.3 per cent., and every election since has
shown a rapid decrease, and yet the speeches
the other day sounded Just like those made
at the national convention in tnis city in 1888,
when, encouraged by the wonderful growth
between 1884 and 1886, they promisel to elect
a. President in 1896. It was a study to read
the countenances of the faithful as orator
after orator assured them the Prohibition
nartv was there. They smiled as if
they more than half believed It, though the
orator was laughing in nis sleeve all the
time at their gullibility.

One feature of the convention was really
comical the semblance of a fight between
the broad-gaug- e and the narrow-gaug- e, as
they called it as If it were a new departure
to tack on something besides prohibition In
the platform, whereas it ia only an attempt
to unload the sinking ship. In 1888, and ever
since, they resolved on every conceivable
thing, and to this some of the leaders have
attributed their constant decrease, hence the
burning question is whether to unload or
sink. There Is nothing new in their seeking
strength from outside sources, though the
fairness of stealing sliver tnunaer just now,
when the Democratic party has a cinch upon
it, not to mention Its natural parent, the Pop
ulist, is not ciear.

One thing pleased me much. In their auest
for something new and popular to buoy themup their few remaining days they failed to
discover my favorite politic good roads. We
good roaders are quietly working up our
hobby, creating a wholesome public sentiment
m its behalf, and most of all we dread the
'bare possibility that some of our friends,
with more zeal than political sense, shall or
ganize a good roads party. Then farewell to
good roads for a generation or two. lust as
everybody knows that there 1s not now halfas much sentiment for prohibition as there
was when the Prohibition party was organ-
ized, a quarter of a century asro. We will
have good roads all the sooner if it be kept
out of party politics. We do not only not
want a good roads party, but we want allparties to keep hands off. Just as all wise
iTohlbltlonlsrs want tnem to let prohibition
alone as a party measure. In the votes
taken on prohibition in seventeen States itwas demonstrated that 34 per cent of the
votes were In favor of prohibition. Less
than 7 per cent, of these left the great body
of Prohibitionists, going off to themselves In
a party, and these are they that now trainwith these good men and handsome women.

One thing, however, amazed me. Prominent
among these Were men and women who were
at one time equally conspicuous in the Good
Citizens' movement. Have they fallen from
grace? They cannot be- - sincere in both.
Though the objective point is somewhat thesame with each, the methods are so unlike
that no one can work with both. The central
Idea of the Good Citizens' Association is to
keep their movement out of party politics.
It anneals alike to men of all Darties. and
how eueessfully was seen in the passage of
the Nicholson law. Not only were the
memorialists men or an parties, even Includ-
ing some who had been and probably then
were Prohibitionists, but the vote in each
branch of the Legislature was indeoendent
of oartv lines, those for and azalnst hetn
almost in exact proportion to the relative
strength off the parties in the Legislature,
whereas the central thought of those in con-
vention the other day was party the law
must be Indorsed by some party. Out upon
such statesmanship! hen we get our good
roads we want the1 Indorsement of men and
women, as men and women, but no party
slull appropriate its success. If the Good
Citizens' organization can be heard no party
in its piauorm wm inaorse it not even theprohibition party. U. I SEE.

CHICAGO, Feb. 29. Business In wheat to
day was almost entirely in the hands of
the scalping1 contingent. News was con
flicting, and fluctuations were frequent in
consequence, but were within narrow lines,
the close showing a c recession. Corn and
oats were almost lifeless and made no ma
terial changes. Provisions were stronger
and showed good advances. Wheat was less
active and averaged lower. There was not j

much disposition to operate, and the trade
was narrow as well as light, and the whole
fluctuation of the session only c, but keep-
ing most of the time within a c range.
The opening was rather weak and nervous,
due, to a great extent, to the failure of
cables to advance in the face of the rise on
this side yesterday, they, on the contrary.
showing slight declines. Xorthwestern re
ceipts, which amounted to 490 cars, were
considerably more than last week, and cut
some figure, aa did the large shipments
from Argentine 1,250,000 bu. Another factor
of like tendency was the more moderate
exports from both coasts last week, 2.209,--
