JEALOUS ITALIAN'S CRIME.

Alexander Fiore Shoots o Father and
Som and & Young Woman.

JERSEY CITY, March 4 — Jealousy
caused the shooting of a father and his son
and a young woman—all Italians—this aft-
emoon, and it is thought one of the vie-
tims will die. Al are dangerously wound-
ed. The shots were fired by Alexander
Flore, of No. M Mott street, New York city.
The wounded are: Glovanni de Luisa, ff-
ty-five years old, Jersey city, a shoemaker,
shot in the left shoulder; Ginovino de Lulsa,
twenty-nine years old, the son of Glovanni,
also a shoamaker, shot in the mouth and in
the right breast. At the hospital his
wounds are believed to be mortal. Clotilda

Nicoletta, about twenty-five years old, was
shot iz the head.

Accoprding to the statement of Fiore, he
brought the woman from Italy some years
ago. They lived in the Italian colony, in
Jarsey City, near the scene of the shooting,
until three years ago. when Fiore and the
woman moved (o New York. The De
Lau moved to Jersey Clty. Two weeks
ago Clotilda left Flore and thereafter lived
in the apartments of the De Luisas. This
afternoon Flore went to the De Luisas’
home, and, after a few moments' conversa-

tion with Clotllda, drew a revolver and |

shot the woman. Then he turned the pis-
tol on Glovannl and fired twlee.
sprang to seize Fiore, who shot him also.
The four shots were fired in about as many
seconds,

Frore stood with his pistol in his hand
when the police arrived a few minutes
after the shooting. A big crowd collected,
filling the house and blocking the strest
near it. There were threats of lynching,
but the police got their man to the station,
Fiore says that the De Luisas took the
wWoman away from him. When he went to
visit them he clalms he was at-
tacked, and says that he shot in self-de-

BRITISH BLUE BOOK

WHAT IT HAS TO SAY ON THE VEN-
EZUELAN CONTROVERSY.

Hinis by Londomn Neéewspapers thut
Surprises Are in Store for Amer-
foans—0ld Documents Found.

LONDON, March 4-The 8t. James Ga-
zetto this afternson publishes a forecast si'm-
mary of the British blu¢ book on the Vene-
zuela situation which is shortly to be is-
sued. It is said to contain extracts from
the archives of Holland from the latter
part of the sixteenth century to the second
decade of the nineteenth century and ex-
tracts from the arehives of Spain from Orel-
lapa’'s ascent of the River Amazon, in 12,
}ﬂ_mm@u‘s ascent of the Orinoco river
to' Dego de Ordaz, down to Venezuela's in-
dependence in 1830. All the documents in this
connection, it is said, have been ransacked
in order to establish the British case.
Against the Venezuelan clalm for possession
of the west bank of the Essequibo, it will
be shown, it Is sald, In overwhelming
strength, that the possession of that bank is
Great Britain’s beyond doubt. :

The statement of Sir Frederick Pollock,
Ceorpus profeasor of jurisprudence of Oxford
University, who has prepared the British
case, I8 described by the St. James Gazétte
as being remarkable for masterly detall and
skill in collating eyjdence and for the force
and clearness of hiS conclusions. Continu-
ing, the 5t. James Gazett: says: “The state-
ment shows the Dutch occupation of the coast
of Gulana up to the mouth of the Orinoco,
such possession lmplying the right of owner-
ship to the Hinterland (back country), which
right, it is shown, the Duich exercised in the
sixteenth century. The early Dutch maps
give the northwest boundary as starting
frum Barima point and going northwest-

ward inland, roughly pamllel to the Orinoco
to the confluence of the Caron! and Orinoco.
According to the map which De Lisle pre-
pared for Louis XV, In 174, the delimitation
of the disiriet and the Duteh boundary from
Barima point ke identical with the present
British claims, Sir Frederick Pollock proves
that the Spantards were never established in
Guiana proper until they overran a part of
the British territory to the Cuyuni, in 1558
Previously, the extreme Spanish sdttiement
was St. Thome. This i borne out by the
Dutch map cf 1788, prepared for the assist-
ance of the statesmen who were negotiating
the cession of the Dutch colonies in Amer-
ica to Great Britaln.”

Sir ¥rederick Pollock enters into the de-
tails to show that the cession was affected
on this basis: ““An important map printed in
Venlce in 1776 and another In 1772 agrees with
tha Louis XV map of 1714 Sir Frederick
Pollock establishes a brief question that Hol-
land vigorously protested whenever the Span-
jards entered the Cuyunl valley, that Spain
had no answer to these protests, and that,
any way, she never clalmed its ownership.
But, the states general twice. in 1739 and
1769, demanded reparation for Spanish viola-
tion of the Dutch territory on the Cuyuni.
Dutch correspondence s cited aserting own-
ership of the entire watershed of the Esse-
quibo, lay'ng great stress on rights to the
Cuyuni, where the Dutch had gold diggings
and forts, and with whose Indian tribes they
had intercourse for 160 years. The Spanish
correspondence quoted shows that the gov-
ernment rejecied the advice of Goverpor (u-
mana to push the Dutch out of Cuvuni. The
government declared (hat the proposals were
too audacious, as they attempted to show
that Gulana was more extensive than was
actually the case. The Dutch grehives have
been 80 well kept that Sir Frederick Pollock
was able to establish an irrefraighle case
for tha Britlsh ownership of the Cuyuni ba-
gin, though there i no adducible evidenpa
as to how far the Dutch held the country
between the Schomburgk line and the Orl-
noco."”

The Chronlele says that the government blue
book on Venezuela will reach Washington on
Saturday and will be distributed here on the
same day. ‘“There is reason to believe,"” sayvs
the Chronicle, “‘that the present state of trm
maiter is that Lord Salisbury and Secretary
Olney have both made proposals and each has
declined the other’'s proposal.”

MADRID, March 4 —Fhere have been re-
newed disturbances h to-day and demon-
sirations of popular anger against the United
States government. The students of the uni-
versity seem to have Been the offenders or
the leaders in the 4 nstration, In spite
of the special prohl fi directed agalnst
them by the government, the students and
other inhabitants indulged in renewed mani-
festations of their ufifriendiy sentiments
against the United States, They assembled
before the Madrid Umniversity to-day and
there publicly burned an American flag. The
police dispersed the mieeting after making
several arrests. As & result, the Cabinet
council to-night declded to temporarily close
the unlversities, It was also decided to cre-
ate a special budget for naval armaments.

The Minister for Forelgn Affairs, Senor El-
duayen, has resigned, owing, it is said, to
{il health. The Duke of Tetuan, who re-
signed the office of Minister for Foreign Af-
fairs on Jan. 18, owing to the recall of his
friend, Marshal Martinez de Campos, from
the captain generalship of Cuba, will again
take the portfolio of Minister for Forelgn
Affairs,

The Premier, Senor Canovas del Castillo,
denles that Spain is negotiating with any
foreign power with regard to Cuba. An of-
ficial dispatch from Havana says that the
Spanish have obtaine@ several victories over
the Insurgents. General Hernal's brigade, at
Mamej, routed threé thousand rebels, killing
thirty and wounding fifty and capturing four
hundred horses, a quantity of arms and am-
munition and explosives. The Spanish loss
was four killed and elght wounded.

The opinion prevalls in official circles here
that President Cleveland will not approve of
the Cuban resolutions adopted by the United
States Congress. General Weyler has cabled
the government on the subject, and, refer-
ring to the question of American interven-
tion, says he hopes it will not be necessary
to resort to_extremg JreSsyres. He' added
that no alarm was feéit «t' HavaAfid. The of-
ficial dispatch also says that In the latest
important engagement between the Epanish
troops and the insurgents in Cuba in which
General Bages attacked the insurgents, who
were protecting the *“‘so-called Cuban govern-
ment,”” the Spanjards lost ten killed and
wounded.

v Views of a German Scold.

LONDON, March 4-~The Times has a dis-
patch from Berlin reporting that the Kol-
nische Zeitung has an article which is be-
lieved to represent the views of the govern-
ment on the subject of the attitude of the
United States towards Cuba, and whi
treats neither the United States nor Spain
with leniency. It taunts the Americans with

concealing their scheme of conquest under
the mask of humanitarian sentiments,
though, it adds, it is not thelr custom to
clothe their ambitious designs in diplomatic
forms. It warns the Spanlards against giv-

ing violent expression to their national feel-
ing, as they did in the Caroline islands dis-
pute, because they have now to deal with a
much leas indulgent adverszary than Ger-
many. The correspondent proceeds to quote
as follows from the editorial: “Germany’s in-
terest in the dispute will be confined to the
protection of her Cuban trade. She has no
debts of -gratitude to either Spain or the
United States for kindness received, but rath-
er the contrary. It is generally believed that
Germany’s trade interests would fare better
under American predominance than under
the Spanish maladministiration, but the dif-
ference would be smail, and Germany will
be guided by her conception of international
law. We should advise Spain to follow the
precedent of the United States in the sezes.
slon war, when it repelled with republican
boorishness the English and French medla-
tion in behalf of the South.

THE CUBAN RESOLUTIONS,

Confervnce Committee Promptly Ap-
pointed by the Senate.

WASHINGTON, March 4.—-The Senate
committee on foreign relations to.day voted
to recommend that the Senate should non-
concur in the House subsiituie for the Senate
Cuban resolutions and should ask for a.con-
ference. The greater part of the time of the
committee meeting was devoted to the Cuban
question. The Sena'e and Houss resolutions
were caitefully analyzed and compared. Sev-
eral of t\\e members expressed themselves as
satisfied to accept the House resolutions, and
the opinion was ventured by one or two of
them that the House substitute was in better
form than the Senate's original measure. In
view of this fact it appears probable that if

the House insists on its substitute it will win.

and the House resolutions be accepted as the
expression of the joint opinion of the two
bodies, Messrs., Sherman, and Morgan
wvere appointed conferees on the part of the
Senate, when the report of the commitiee
was printed ¢his afternoon.

The very clear and exclusive statement
last night of the views of the administra-
tion on the question of recognizing the Cu-
bans as belligerents created interest in the
House to-day. Several members who are
enthusiastic for Cuba suggested that the
resolutions should be peconsideres

tlons, so that President Cleveland would
be compelled to sign them or veto them,
but the proposal was discouraged by the
leaders in foreign affairs. It is pointed out
that the administration practically holds
the same position that President Grant
maintained during the ten years’ rebellion.
Most of the constitutional authorities con-
cede that recognition is an executive aet,
s0 that the friends of the resolutions find
little ground for hope that recognition will
be extended until the insurgents win a de-
oisive victory or materially change their
plans of campaign and government.

Members of the foreign affairs committee
say that Congress has done all that lles in
its power In expreseing by the medium of
resolutions its convictions on the polley
which the government should pursue. Mr,
Adams, of Pennsylvania, chairman of the
subcommittee which investigated the revo-
lution, says that it is an erroneous state-
ment that the insurgents do not hold terri-
tory nor malintain a government. They
have, he says, actual possession of the
most of the island, and the central gov-
ernn‘u::;;:i while not established In any city,
has h quarters in the mountains. In ad-
dition they have in every province of Cuba
officers similar to the French prefects, who
collect the taxes in the provinces. IL was
true, he said, that newspaper reports from
Havana show that the insurgents have
been losing power lately, but he pointed out
that the facilities for galning authentic
information lég the newspaper correspond-
ents are mu narrower under General
Weyler's administration than they Wwere
under General Campos, and that ~orre-
spondents can no longer visit the insurgent
forces, as they did before.

The State Department hasg not been in-
formed of wholesale resignations from the
United States comsular service of persons of
Spanish birth, as reported by cable from
Madrid. In Spain and the Spanish colonlal
possessions there are just thirty persons ap-
pointed to the United States consular serve-
ice from Spaln, most of these being of Span-
ish birth. Generally they hold offices of
minor importance, such as vice consuls and
consular agents, and the compensation of
these officials, being made up s=olely of fees,
is s0 small that it fails to attracn.aultsble
persons of American nativity or citizenship.

NEAR HAVANA.

Towns In theé Viciaity of Guanabacoa
Burned by Insurgents.
HAVANA, March 4,—The small towns In
the vicinity of Guanabacoa, which is only
five miles out of Havana, have been burned
by the Insurgents, whose intention apparently
was to attack that town. The troops are

now pursuing them.

There is a report that Maximo Gomez is
completely besieged by the troops. Maceo,
Gomez and Lacret are all supposed, accord-
ing to the official reports here, to be in a des-
perate situation. A letter has been seen
from Antonio Maceo, complaining that he s
short of ammunition. Gomez camped on
Monday night at the plantation of Doloiia,
near Cardenas, province of Matanzas, A dis-
patch from Union de Reyes, in the same
province, says that Lacret, the insurgent
leader, is suffering from a bad ulcer, which
was recently dressed by a surgeon near that
place.

Lively musket firing was heard to-day at 3
o'clock from the town of Jaruco.

The gunboat Mensajera, which is at Man-
imar, Bania Honda, was attacked by about

five hundred Insurgents in rowboats, who
made an attempt to board her and capture
ker. The gunboat was bravely defended by
the twelve sallors of the crew and Com-
mander Buitron, who succeeded in beating
off the attack.

A column of troops commanded by Briga-
dier General Munoz, In an engagement with
the insurgents In the Mansanilko district of
the vince of Santiago de Cuba, killed two
of enemy and wounded six.
