i SOCIAL REFORM.

Vigorous Expressions on the Subject
by New York Preachers.

NEW YORK, March 5.—"The Place of the
Church in Social Reform' was the subject
of a discussion at a public meeting held
under the auspices of the Soclal Reform
Club in Cooper Union to-night. Ernest H.
Crosby presided. dle sald that in his opinion
the chureh might say tHat the conditions
which did not give men work was wrong,
and that a system which compelled men
to work too many hours a day was wrong.
It could say further, he thought, that it
was a blasphemy that men should be com-
pelied to labor twelve or fifteen hours a
day. The great danger to this city wus
not Tammamy, but mammony, he declared
in conclusion.

Rev. Charles A, Briggs, of the Union
Theological Seminary, declared that the
prophets were the greatest of social reform-
ers and the Christian church has in the
main been faithful to the cause. It was
because of the effects of the church that
social reform was so much more advanced

in Europe than in Africa. But the church
in this country was hampered, because at
best it could only exercise a moral In-
fluence upon its adherents. The greatest
work could be done through church families,
he sald, such as was being done by the
Faulist fathers, by Dr, Rainsford, and by
Dr. Parkhurst. The church, he conciluded,
ought to reform itself first and unite to
?rmg about, as far as possibie, social re-

orm. .

Prof. George D. Herron, of Iowa, sald
there was too much mistaking of the re-
spectable for what was religious and right-
cous., A to alieged good citizens to
rise above sordld conditions and give the
city good government was one of the grim-
mest jokes upon the community. It was
the so-called business policy that was the
most impracticable, disgusting and corrupt-
ing. From a business government may the
Lord deliver the geople. he cried. From the
government of the Chamber of Commerce
and the money changers of the Stock Ex-
change, the city h more reason to fear
than from Tammany Hall. Maney, he sald,
had all but submerged constitutional govern-
ment in this country. Christ did not clean
out the temple at Jerusalem with any more
reason than the people of this country have
to clean out the Unlied States Senate at
the present time. The chairman read resolu-
tions cailing upon the churches to condemn
selfish laws which disceriminate against the

poor,

The last speaker was Rev, Thomas J.
Ducey, of St. Leo's Catholic Church. He
said {t was a violatfon of the principies of
Jesus Christ that immoral men should roll
in luxury while the pure were crushed
down with poverty.

WILL NOT PARADE.

Gen, Gordon Says Ex-Confederates
Cannot March at New York.

WASHINCTON, March 5.—The decision
publighed by Colonel Walker, commander of
the G. A. R, In reference to the proposed
joint parade in New York on July 4, was
to-day called to the attention of Senator
Gordon, of Georgla, who has been com-
mander-in-chief of the United Confederate
Veterans ever gince their organization. He
was asked If he purposed to take any action

looking to a change of the date of the next
annual meeting of the Confederates at Rich-
mond, June 30 and July 1 and 2. General
Gordon replied: “This date was finally de-
cided on In order to permit the Confederates
who came from further South to go to New

York immediately after the adjournment and
take part in the joint parade, but I see no
reason for changing the date of our reunion,
which was called 1o meet at Richmond by
the last annual meeting at Houston, Tex.,
and, although the date could legally be
ehartged by me, yet 1 shall not do so unless
I find it to be the wish of a majority of the
United Confederate Veterans’ camps and
best suited to the convenience of the people
of Richmond, who have been most generous
in making provision for our entertainment.
It will be readily seen that no change can
b2 contemplated if it in any - measure in-
commodes our host, the people of Richmond.
Of course, it would now be entirely incom-
patible with our self-respect as ex-Confed-
erates to take any part in the proposed joint
parade. I do not wish, however, to discuss
the action of General Walker. It has been
my effort since the war to cultivate the most
cordial relations b::ween the soldlers of the
two armies and petween the people of the
sections,. I am glad to know that
I have had the cordial sympathy and
approval of my old comrades in this effort;
and I wish also to add, In this connection,
that 1 have had the most cordial manifesta-
tions of a like sentiment on the part of the
great body of the Union soldiers.””

Walker Denounced by Wise.

RICHMOND, Va., March 6.—The executive
committee in charge of the arrangements for
the reunion of United Confederate Veterans
refused to-night to adopt a letter (o the
camps, writtenn by General Peyton Wise,
chalrman of -the committee, because it de-
nounced QGeneral Walker, commander-in-
chief of the Grand Army of the Republic.
General Wise's references to General Walker
were suggested by the action of the latter in
regard to the proposed parade of the blue and
the gray in New York. In his letter General
Wise sald Walker was not a patriot, and
deserved the censure and condemnation of
all good people. The subject brought on an
excited debate, and a stormy scene resulted.
General Wise declared that unless the letter
was approved he would throw up his position
and let some one else look after the reunion.

House Cuban Belligerency Resolu-
tions Accepted, but Final Action
Postponed Until Monday.

MADRID, March 5—The disorders which
were prevalent throughout Spain when the
news was first received of the action of the
United States Senate on the Cuban ques-
tion broke out afresh at Valencia to-day,
and there were renewed demonstrations of
hostility to the United States. The mob

made its way to the United States con--

sulate, which was stoned, and the windows
of which were smashed by the infuriated
populace. The University at Valencia has
been closed under orders from the govern-
ment, as it was feared the students’ meet-
ings would be a hotbed for breeding dis-
orders. But this measure proved unavall-
ing, and the poiice were kept busy dispers-
ing studemts’ gatherings nearly all day.
Several attempts were made by disorderly
paraders to make their way to the United
States conswate, but they were frustrated,
as the authorities had received orders to
be on the lookout for any demonstration
against the property of the United States.
Special protection was afforded the build-
ing in which the office of the consul is lo-
cated with a view to the same end. The
mob gathered before the building befpre
the police were aware of what was occur-
ring, and stones began 4o fly from the

crowd, with the result that windows were
The crowd was cheered on by.

broken.

sympathizers in the streets and from the
nelghboring houses. The police lost no time
in charging the rioters, and t;l::l mob was
speedily dispersed, the missiles being flung
aimost while those who threw them were
takfhg flight. Thera was no violence in-
dulged In other parts of the city, the
demonstrations being confined to noisy
clamor, cries of derision against the United
State government and attempts to make
speeches, The orators were not allowed to
proceed far before the police drove away
their hearers and warned the speakers to
desist. A number of arrests were made as
a resuit of the defiance of the oslers Issued
for preserving the peace.

Numerous groups of students, armed with
cudgels, took part in a “patriotic meeting”
in Buen Retiro Park to-day. A strong force
of police, mounted and on foot, dispersed

them. The police are guarding the univer-
sity, the veterinary college and medical col-
lege. All the principal universities through-
out the kingdom were closed to-day.

It is stated here that several English ship-
owners have offered the government to equip
privateers on their own account in case of
war between Spain and the United States.
The government has decided to purchase two
additional crulsers.

There is a strong belief prevalling that
Great Britain and France will support Spain
against the United States.

According to a statement in E! Dia, Senor
Dupuy De Lome, the Spanish minister to
Washington, has telegraphed {o the govern-
ment that President Cleveiland wiil refuse
as long as he is P ent either to recognize
the rebeis or intervene in the Cuban question,

May Influence Congress.

WASHINGTON, March 5.—The late hour
at which the reports of disorders to-day in
Valencia were received made it jmpeosz'bie
to learn whether any cfficizl information
had been received here in regard to the
trouble at Valencia. The attack will no
doubt create renewed indignation in con-
gressional circles, and may have the effect
of hastening action on the Cuban resolutions
when the conference report is taken up In
the Senate on Monday. In this, as in' the
case of the attack on the consulate at Bar-
celona, last Sunday, the Spanish govern-
ment, it is quite likely, will promptly express
to the United States [ts regret for the occur-
rence and make a complete disavowal of it.
The Spanish minister has not received any
advices concerning this latest disturbance.

From a source, the accuracy of which
cannot be questioned, the report that Min-
ister Dupuy De Lome has telegraphed his gov-
ernment that President Cleveland will refuse
as long as he is President either to recogniza
the rebels or intervene in the Cuban ques-
tion, can be safely denied.

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DISORDERS IN ITALY

TURBULENT DEMONSTRATIONS 1IN
ALL THE CITIES YESTERDAY'

Streets in the Vicimnity of the Parlia-
ment Bullding at Rome Packed
with Howling Mobs.

TUMULTUOUS SCENES INSIDE

WHERE THE DEPUTIES QUARRELED
AND ALMOST CAME TO BLOWS,

Premier Crispi’s Announcement of the
Cabinet's Resignation Greeted
with Cries of Derision.

ONLY A BRIEF SESSION HELD

CHAMBER ADJOURNED TO PREVENT
INFLAMMATORY SPEECHES.

Impeachment Proceedings Proposed—
Rudini Asked to Form a Ministry
—Latest from Abyssinia.

L

ROME, March 5.—<The wildest scenes pos-
sible, ghort of riot and slaughter, were
witnessed here to-day inside and outside
the Parliament bullding. The announcement
yesterday that Premier Crispl would to-
day notify the Chamber of Deputies that
the Cabinet had resigned in consequence of
the criticlsm of the government's conduct
of the campaign in Abyssinia drew mobs
cf excited people to the vicinity of the
Parliament building. The crowds amused
themselves by shouting. “Down with Crispi!"’
and other expressions intended to show their
disapproval of the government. Troops were
calied out, and, with the aid of the regular
police force, struggled so successfully with
the mobs that the latter were held in check,
but it was with difficulty that order was
maintainéd. As it was the soldiers and
police were frequently jostled by the ex-
cited populace and had it not been for the
great forbearance displayed by the authori-
tles many serious disturbances would have
occurred.

The Chamber of Deputies was crowded
and the galleries were packed with excited
spectators. The crowds about Monte Citorio,
on which the Chamber of Deputies stands,
every now and again ralsed cries of ““Down
with the government!” “Death to Baratieri!”
ete,, ete, and from the galleries, previous
to the entry of the Ministers, a number
of persons were ejected by the police for
uttering similar eriles. Almost Immediately
after the appearance of the Premier, who
was greeted with cheering by some of his
supporters and by cries of derision from
his opponents, he announced that the Cabi-
net had resigned and that the King had
accepted its resignation. The announcement
was followed by loud cheers which were
heard by the crowds outside and, being
understood, were taken up and echocd far
and wide, Some moments elapsed before
the cheering subsided and even then the
loud excited shouts of the Leftists continued
for a time, Crispi gazed calmly on the
shouting, cheering Deputies as if such a
demonstration was quite -an ordinary oc-
currence and whlen he was agaln awvie to
make himself heard, he added: “The Min-
isters will remain at their posts until thelr
successcrs are appointed.” More cheers and
shouts of disapproval followed this state-
ment after which the president of the
Chamber asked that the house adjourn until
the crown decided on the successors of
the Ministers, who had just announced
thelr resignations. The Leftists raised a
storm of protest against the proposition,
saying that the government should be im-
peached; that the public were entitled to
know who was responsible for the disaster
in Abyssinia and that there was no excuse
for not making public promptly all the facts
in the possession of the Ministers. But,
when the protests of the Leftists had been
exhausted, the hcuse adjourned pending the
appointment of a new Cabinet.

POLICE CALLED IN.

Before Premier Crispl made his announce-
ment to the Chamber each of the Ministers,
on arriving in the house, was loudly hooted
and the opposition leaders were as energet-
ically cheered. During the uproar the Pre-
mier was as cool as if nothing was hap-
pening and bowed ironically on all sides
while the Lefticts were hooting him, Event-
vally the people in the galleries became
so excited and took such an active part in
the demonstration that the police cleared
that part of the house, But this was only
accomplished with a great deal of diffi-
culty. Several arrests were made and
there were a number of encounters between
the police and the people in the galleries,
the Jatter hooting and yelling as they were
driven out, Later several thousand met
on the Piazza Coionna, and after listening
to a number of flery orations, during which
the African policy of the government was
strongly denounced, the police and troops
intervened and the meeting was dispersed,

After adjournment of the Chamber a
majority of the Deputies remained inside
the lobbies, quarreling violently and in
several instances almost coming to biows.
After the neighborhood of the Chamber of
Deputies had been cleared by the police and
troops large crowds of people marched
through the streets, headed by the Leftist

Deputles, shouting “Down with the govern-
ment!"” Down with Crispl!” and other
violent cries. The police and soldiers made
an attempt to disperse them and much dis-
order followed. The Plazza of Montecitorio
and the adjacent streets remained filled
with excited crowds of peopie until they
were dispersed by the police and soldiers,
who occupied all the approaches to the
House of Parliament.

Signor Crispi, after leaving the Chamber,
made a similar statement in the Senate,
which then adjourned sine die. King Hum-
bert has already consulted with several
statesmen regarding the formation of a
rew Cabinet. Among thogse who have been
sent for by his Majesty are the Presidents
of the chambers, the Marquis Di Rudini,
Viscount Venosta and General Ricotti.

THROUGHOUT THE KINGDOM.

Many Serious Disturbances in Which
the Women Took FPart.

ROME, March 5.—The excitement through-
out Italy caused by the defeat of General
Baratleri, at Adowa, on Sunday last, by the
Abyssinians, with the loss of from 5,000 to
10,000 men killed and wounded, according to
generally credited reports, shows little sign
of abatement. It is true, however, that the
disturbance caused by the news of the great
disaster and the consequent display of indig-
nation against the government has been
greatly increased by the calling out of the
army reserves of the class of 1872, which
calls 80,000 additional men Into aclive service.
The great majority of these reservisis are
married men, whose families will thus be
deprived of their chief or only support for
an indefinite period. Thus, at Miian and
other places, serious rioting ocurred when
the reservists were preparing to obey or-
ders, and in many cases they have been pre-
vented by force, women and children lead-

ing the agitation, from leaving their towns,
Rallroad cars have been demolished, ralls
torn up and telegraph wires cut, and the

lice have been beaten and stoned into help-
essness. The soldiers have been attacked,
the bayonets have been freely used, and
men and women, frenzlied ¢with rage, have
thrown themselves on the naked steel of the
troops. Large numbers of arrests have been
made, and the troops everywhere are either
confinexi to barracks or occupying the streets,
and night has been turned inio day by torch-
light processions, indignation meetings, riot-
ous demonstrations in public squares and in
front of municipal and government build-
ings. This is a summary of what has oc-
curred, in a greater or less degree, at Mlilan,
Florence, Turin, Como, Terrera, DBelluno,
Lodl, Verona, Parmo, Bergamo, Napies,
Brescia, Venice, Hassara, Palermo, Cremona,
Catalina and aimost any other town men-
tionable. The agitation has been read to
the country districts, and from all sides come
accounts of rioting and indignant protest, of
bitter denunclation and loud cries for ven-

eance upon those who have been responsi-

le for the terrible reverse to the lialian
arms,

The official and private residences of the
Cabinet ministers, the royal palace, the
embassies and all important pubiie bulid-
Inga here were guavded by troops through-
out the nizght and the soldiers were still
on duty to-day. The neighborhood of the
Chamber of Deputies was held by a strong
force of infantry and police and every

recaution was adopted to quell an out-

reak. In addition to the crowds of people
belonging to this city large numbers of per-
sons, including many Soclalists, reached
Rome from the country yesterday evening
and this morning. Nearly all the Deputies
are in town and Capriana, the BSoclailst
leader, boldly declared that proposals would
be submitt in the Chamber of utles
to impeach Premier Crispi and his Minis-
ters on the charge of miamanagement of
the Abyssinian campalgn.

An intimate friend of the Marquis DI
Rudini, the ition leader, is quoted as
saying that udini will not consent to
accept office durln? tho present crisis, He
is reported to be of the opinion that Signor
Crispl, whose friends have now rallied
strongly to his support, should be compelled
to stralghten out tne diffcuities Into which
he has led the country and that the de-
feat of General Baratjeri is not s0o much a
misfortune as the greater financial troubles
which are likely to follow, This view of
the case i shared by some of the more
thoughtful newspapers. They =ay that ltaly
is confronted by a knotty problem—whether
it would not be better to make peace pt
any price with the Abyssinians than incur
the immense expense involved in undertak-
ing a successiul campaign against Abyssin-
ja. Fears are expressed that the disaster
of Adowa will have a very bad effect on
Itaiian securities abroad and any finance
minister would, under the circumstances,
dread the task of floating another loan. The
financlal aspect of the situation, consequent-
ly, may be such as to so alarm Crispl's
enemies that they may not press him to
‘t:he wall, even if they are in a position to

o so.

There seems to be no cessation and no
amelloration of the agitation and disorlors
among the people, notwithstanding the less
disastrous character of later reports of the
battle at Adowa. The agitation this even-
ing is as threatening as ever, and during
the evening the rioters
smashed numerous windows., Almost evary-
where excited crowds are parading the
streets, and the police have great difficuity
in dispersing them, as Is shown by the re-
ports of many conflicts that have occurred
tetween the pelice and the people. A large
number of arrests have been made, The

ublic apprehension of trouble is indicated

v the number of shops that have been
closed for fear of the damage that would
result to them from an outbreak of dis-
turbances. The troops -are also confined to
thejr barracks.

The utmost efforts of the police and sol-
diers to disperse the mob which has held

ssjon all day of the Plazza Calonna
ront of the Chamber of Deputies hgt-l
proved fruitless up to 9 o'clock to-night,
and at that time the cries of derision and
disapproval of the government of Premier
Crispi and of the commanders in Africa
were still belng pertinaciously kept up by
the parading crowds.

THE ITALIAN ROUT.

Later Detalls Show Genernl Baratierd
Was Not Whoelly to Blanme.

ROME, March 6. —Further detaills of the
slaughter of Italians in Abyssinia have
been received here. The report that Gen.
Baratieri had committed suicide turns out
to be incorrect; but it would seem as if
that would have been the best thing he
could do under the circumstances, for, if
the darker and darker reports which are
reaching Rome from Massowah are sub-
stantiated, he will have great difficulty in
escaping a capital sentence on his trial by
court-martial. It is said, among other
things, that he deserted his troops while

the latter were fighting gallantly against
overwhelming numbers of Shoans, and that

he flead to a place one hundred kilometers
from the scene of the massacre (for that
seems to be the proper term of the rout of
Italy's troops), without knowing or ap-
Emnuy caring what became of Generals

rmida and Arimondi, whose columns
have never gince been heard from, so far
as can be ascertalned here. The column of
troops commanded by General Albertone
also to have been crushed, and
that cer is still missing.

The War Office to-day admitted that “at
least” 150 ltalian officers were killed: but
the officials still refuse to admit that over
5,000 men were killed. They say, however
that they “belteve” 9,000 Italian troops and
8,000 native troops in the Ialian service
were engaged (17,000 In all), and that “near-
ly ail” the artillery, ammunition and =up-
ﬂu fell into the hands the enemles,
