A WIDOW GOES A VISITIN.

Her Family Puta Up at the Police Sta-
tlon Over Night.

The desire to “go a-visitin’" led Mrs,
Louise Colling and her four sons to adopt
unusual methods of getting from Cincinnatl
to St. Louis and then home again, Mrs. Col-
lins is a widow about fifty years old. Her

oldest boy is twenty-one. The youngest is a
lad of twelve. The widow has a sister liv-
ing in St. Louis. They had not seen each
other for a numper of years, when Mrs,
Collina decided to pay her sister a visit two
weeks ago. She and her sons did not have
enough money to pay railroad fare, but they
were not to be deterred by such a small
consideration as that., They went as far as
their money would earry them, when they
stopped over long enough to earn enough to
carry them another hundred miles.

By this method they
managed to reach St. Louis, where *“they
had a real smart'good time, and a heap o'

After two weeks they started home. They
got as far as the Indiana line, where the
boys got work with a farmer ‘“‘shuckin’
co'n.” In two days they *‘shucked” a hundred
bushels, the old woman lending a hand. Last

night they arrived here and sought quarters
at the police station. Matron Buchanan took
charge of the widow and ber youngest son,
giving them a narrow cot in the women’'s
cell room. The boys complained about hav-
ing to sleep on the floor in the “bum room,"”
but when they learned they would have to
do that or seek other quarters, they chose
the former alternative. It is seldom that a
more “shiffless” lot of peopie find gquarters
under the roof of the station house, While
their clothes were not in tatters and their
shoes were fairly good, thelr faces and hands
had evidently long ago parted company with
soap and water, and would have put to blush
a London chimney sweep or a charcoal
burner of the blackest type. .
The old woman and her little boy tumbled
into bed without removing their outer cloth-
ing. When aroused to talk to a reporter,
Mrs, Coliins had on her old sun-bonnet while
her young hopeful still wore a soft hat and
had a woman's fascinator about his neck.
The woman sald that she was a widow, and
had a “‘ral puttie house and lot in Chmein-
nait, which her uld man left when he died.”
She said that they came to the station house
to stay all night, as the “innkeeper’” wanted
to charge them a dollar each for beds.
