HAVANA, March 8.-C- aptain General

Weyler has issued the following circulars:
'I have promulgated an order that the

teachers of divinity of ' the provinces of
Matanzas, Santa Clara, Puerto Principe and
Santiago de Cuba who, confessedly, have
taken part in the movements of the rebels.
shall be pardoned on making their submis-
sion, surrendering their arms and placing
themselves under the surveillance of the
lawful authority, provided they have not
committed other crimes since the issuance
of my last proclamation.

"It will be a commendable circumstance
that these submissions may be made by
bodies of those affected.

"The teachers of divinity who, without
arms, snail come m under the rame cir-
cumstances, will be immediately transfered
to the encampments, forts, towns and in
general where they may be under the im-

mediate vigilance of the troops and all the
teachers shall be under the control of the
commandants in whatever jurisdiction they
may be assigned. A record of those so at
tached to each committee, encampment or
fort will be kept, and their superiors will
make a report every fifteen days concern
ing the conduct of the teachers and will
determine the time at which they will be
permitted to reside In whatever place It
may be deemed advisable to conduct them.
placing them under the supervision of the
local authorities or making any other dis
position of them which may be considered
proper, in tne meantime, iney win Decome
permanently attached to the military forces
ani will give their attentions to the dying
and will be entitled to such rations as are
furnished troops in the field or traveling.

'These directions will not go Into effect
in the provinces of Plnar del Rio and
Havana until these provinces have extended
to them the prevailing law In the case of
those who deliver themselves up to the au
thoritles."

WEYLER' S PROCLAMATION.
Troclamatlon of Don Valerlano Weyler y

Xlcolau, Marques de Teneriffe, Governor Gen
eral, Captain General of the island of Cuba,
and General-In-chi- ef of tho army, etc.:

I make known to our harassed troops and
to those who attempt to demoralize them as
they tmrsue eastward rebel parties more na
mercus than those whom they leave In the
previntc3 in iPmar dsl Rio and Havana, that
the time has arrived to pursue witn tne
greatest activity and rigor he little bands.
more of outlaws than insurgents, who have
remained in tho said provinces; and to adopt
whatever measure are necessary ror the
proper and immediate carrying out of that
intention, I hereby order:

First That the troops tie divided into col
umns to operate in both provinces, and that
puardist civil be on the lines
of that now existing in Plnar del mo and in
a part of Puerto Principe, and that it, Ha
vana and a part of the province or Santiago
de Cuba, and that they occupy only the
places remote from the present pacified or

'tranquillzed districts until they are able to
occupy the positions which they held before

Second That the commander of each zone.
or the corresponding official who may be
otherwise characterized in each place, shall
ba the commander of the native army and
shall have municipal powers, but In a les3
degree than those he exercises in the same
position cf a garrison force 01 the army.
In this case the command or the native ar-
mies will devolve in accordance with the se-
niority of services.

Third Each community seeking to do so
and applying to the general staff of the ar-
my, may arm a section of volunteers or
guerillas of thirty men, equipped as infantry
soldiers, which force will defend the country
and operate under orders or the military au
thorltles of the locality. Each eectlon may
be commanded by retired officers, or denuted
officials, or by persons of satisfactory quali
fications and antecedents, obtaining the pay
of those holding second command or in
fantry. the- - appointment of the officials of
these sections 00 approved oy tne captain
renerai.

"Fourth Those, who are in possession of
arms must be p:aco. in a state, cf com-
plete defense and enabled to avoid a asur--
prise. .

"Fifth The military governors of Havana
and Pinar del Rio will present reports to
the captain general for the guidance of
the commander-in-chi- ef of the Third Army
Corps, and will send to the Governor Gen
eral proposals for the nominations of
mayors or magistrates In the places where,
guarois civil exists, or, u tney aoem it
expedient to recall thoe officials, retired
persons or authorized persons who possess
the necessary quailhcations.

"Sixth The authorities of the villages
who will show themselves friendly within
a term of ten days, and those of the vicin-
ity of the same and all those within its
limit that are engaged in the insurrection
are warned to surrender themselves within

"Seventh If, in the case of insurgent

parties who have robbed, packed, burned
or committed other outrages during the re-
bellion, any one will give Information as to
the participation that such. persons may
have had In them, not only those who may
have been In the rebel ranks, but also
those who have succored them or who
have not remained In their homes, they
will be P.ttlngly punished; and, moreover,
if any town or other pjace where robberies
have been effected is Renown to them they
will be required to make identification that
onorer responsibility may oe nxea.

"Eighth Rebels who may not be respon-
sible for any other crimes, who within the
term of fifteen days preseni themselves to
ihe nearest military authority in both prov-
inces, and who will assist In the apprehension
of any one guilty or tne foregoing oiremes.
will not be molested, but will be placed at
my disposal. Tnose who have presented
themselves at any earlier time will be par
doned. Those who may have committed any
other crimes or who obstructed any public
carj;o proceeding to its destination will be
Judged according to the antecedents, and
their case will be withheld for final deter
mination. He who presents himself and sur
renders arms, and, in a greater degree, if
there Is a collective presentation, will have
his case determined by me. All who present
themselves after the time mentioned in this
warnlnir will be placed at my disposal.

"Ninth All the authorities or civil func
tionaries of whatsoever kind who do not hold
a license for attendance on the sk-k-. and who
are not found at their posts after the end of
eight days, in both provinces, will be named
to the Governor General as ceasing to act for
the local authorities.

"During those festivities strong proofs of
mutual esteem were given by both coun-

tries.
"I became convinced, and still am per-

suaded, that never, never should that tra-

ditional friendship be broken, much less
should peace be disturbed.

"Being apart from affairs of tate, I can
only pray God fervently, that cordial rela-

tions between the two countries may never
'wcease. EULALIE."

The World correspondent was received by
the Infanta (Princess Eulalle) to receive
from her a. message of good will for the
American people. The Infanta had made
the appointment through Senor Canovas,
the Prime Minister, who had kindly ob
tained the Queen Regent's willing assert
to It, which assent is Indispensable for
any communication with a princes of the
blood royal. The Spanish Premier Informed
the correspondent before the visit that the
Infanta' was, to quote, her own words, 'Me--

lighted to have an opportunity to show that
I cherish pleasant recollections of my visit
to the United States."

At the appointed hour the World corre-
spondent was received by her Royal High-

ness In a beautiful gallery filled with rare
plants and antique furniture.

Her message was written on court note
paper in English in her own handwriting,
and In giving it to the correspondent she
remarked: "You need not apologize for

OFFERS TO ASSIST SPAIN.

Foreign Military Officer Want to En- -
lint Against the United States.

MADRID, March 8.-S- everal foreign mill
tary officers, including some Englishmen,
have offered their services to the Spanish
Minister of War, Senor Marcelo de Arcar
raga, in the event of war between Spain and
America. The official belief, however, is ex
pressed that no conflict will occur. Patriotic
demonstrations have occurred throughout
the country since the action of the United
States Congress on the Cuban question,
and many wealthy Spaniards are offering
money to the government Several towns
also sent messages offering goods and
the lives of their citizens in defense of the
country. The ship owners of Seville have
offered to place fifty steamers at the dis
posal of the government. , In the Basque
province a subscription has been opened to
present a war ship to the government.

The disorders have ceased in this city and
the state of Madrid has been tranquil since
the university was closed. The Queen Regent
was cheered to-d- ay on- - leaving church by
the crowds In the street. The gendarmes
dispersed a crowd that was cheering In front
of the French consulate in Barcelona as an
expression of a hope for a Franco-Spanis- h
alliance.

The loss of
the troops was three killed and nineteen
wounded.

certain direction should keep a siding until
