Mrs. Sewall Would Like for This In-

stitution to Be n Part of the Pro-pos- ed

Kcit University.

The directors of the Indianapolis Art As-

sociation have not been Idle this winter, not-
withstanding the fact that the bequest left
the association by the late John Herron is to
be litigated. By the provisions of the Herron
will the association Is to come into possession
of about $200,000. The directors feel con-

fident that the result of the suit brought In
the Circuit Court to set aside the will will
be favorable to the association,

"We are not going to contest the suit with
an employed attorney," said Mrs. Sewall,
president of the association, yesterday, "be-
cause we feel that the executor, who is fa-

vorable to us. will defend our interests. Of
course,- - the pending litigation will Interfere
somewhat with our plans because we do not
want to build too many hopes until we are
sure of the. money. But we have not been
idle. The directors are busy all the time
planning how to put the fund to the best
use when we get it."

In addition to the contemplated art museum
the association has in view a school of art
that will be a credit to the State and to the
association. If the plans of the directors In
this direction are ever realized the city will
have an Institution to be proud of.

"It is .to be a school of art for Lndiana,"
said Mrs. Sewall, "a school that will en-
courage the best work of our own artists.
Of course, we don't want to build a Chlnese
wall' around it, for I think that would be a
very bad plan. While we hope to get a staff
of teachers composed principally of Indiana
artists, we shall not confine It strictly to our
own State. We will want the best Instructors
wherever they can be found, but I think we
have some of the best right here In Indiana."'

Mrs. Sewall is much interested in the pro-
posed university for Indianapolis. She says
the Aft Association has not received an in-

vitation to become a part of the university,
with its contemplated museum and art
school, but intimated that such a proposi-
tion would bear discussion. Mrs. Sewall is
an ardent supporter cf the university plan,
and believes that when such an institution is
established here the State University should
be connected with It. In this connection she
said:

"I have long been convinced that the State
University should be brought to Indianapo-
lis. The great majority of the young men go
there from the farm. Theyare naturally
endowed with the physique and splendid
strength that farm life gives, and they go to
college alone for its educational advantages.
While I have the highest admiration for the
ability and learning of the university fac-
ulty the young man requires something more.
They need the culture and the polish thatcity life, with its art, its concerts and Its
theaters, can give."

NOT SEEKING CONGRESSIONAL- - N03I-INATIO- NS

THIS YEAR..

Third DUtrlct the Only One xrltL More
than One Candidate Anxious to

Be Sacrificed on Party Altar.

The only congressional district In the
State In which it is shown that thers is a
contest for the Democratic nomination for
CongTess i3 the new Third, composed of tlie
counties of Floyd, Scctt, Washington,
Orange, Harrison, Crawford, Clark and Du-

bois. On the vote of 1834 this district would
have shown a Democratic plural-
ity of a few hundred, and the
Democrats aro counting that at the
next election it will surely elect a Demo-
crat. The Democratic candidates are Cha3.
1m Jewett, of New Albany; Tom Busklrk,
of Orange county; Judge Zenor, of Hirri-so-n

county, and James Marsh, of Clarke
county. At one time there was a probabil-
ity that State Senator Michael Sweeney,
from Dubois count, would be drawn Into
the struggle, but Senator Sweeney has
measured the opposition with his eagle eye,
and appears to have reached the conclu-
sion that he will postpone the launching; of
his boom.

The counties of Floyd and Scott have
elected delegates pledged to the candidacy
of Mr. Jewett. Thomas Busklrk has se-

cured the delegations from Orange and
Washington. Harrison county has instruct-
ed for Zenor, and Marsh has the backing
his own county of Harrison. This leaves
the counties of Crawford, Clark and Du-

bois as territory yet to be contested. The
belief ia --that Clarke and Crawford will
elect delegates, favorable to. the candidacy
of Jewett, and should they do so Mr. Jew-ett- 's

nomination will be assured. It is be-

lieved that Dubois county is likely to choose
delegates favorable to the candidacy of
Busklrk, but It will be necessary for him
to pick up eome delegates from some cf
the other counties before he will be in the
race alongside with the man from New Al-
bany. The race Is generally conceded to be
between these two men, unless the conven-
tion should get into a deadlock, which is not
regarded as likely.

It is urged against Marsh that it is too
recent since he bolted the nomination of
Howard for him to be asking favors at the
hands of the party, and Judge Zenor has not
the following to etart with that would make
him a formidable candidate. The frienda of
Jason Brown also have a club concealed
about their clothes which will be used on
Zenor should the occasion arise, because of
the part he took in the convention of two
years ago toward the nomination of Stock-slage- r.

The latter, after his defeat in 1S94,
returned to Washington, where he has since
been engaged in the practice of law. Stock-siage- fs

name has not been used in connec-
tion with the present contest, and his friends
say he is permanently out of politics.

The Republicans of this district expect to
renominate Robert J. Tracewell, the present
member, by acclamation, and they have
strong hopes of re-elect- ing him. On the vote
of 1832 the district Is between 5,000 and 6 000
Democratic, but on the vote of 1S94 It is less
than five hundred. Democratlo tariff tinker-
ing has ruined the big woolen goods, iron
and glass Industries of New Albany and Jef-fersonri- lle,

and the removal of the tariff on
wool hasi wiped out the sheep industry,
which was extensive in all the counties of
the district. The condition of the farmers
of the district is worse than it was when
they iwere prompted to vote for a change
two years ago, and tho Republicans believe
they have an even chance of carrying the
district, notwithstanding the additional han-
dicap imposed by the apportionment of last
winter.

IN THE FOURTH DISTRICT.
Lincoln Dixon, of North Vernon, a promi-

nent Democratic attorney from the Fourth
congressional district, was at the Grand
Hotel last eveninr. Mr. Dixon's name was
at one time prominently connected with the
position of secretary of the Democratic State
committee, and he could have had the ap-
pointment had he wanted it, but his private
business prevented his acceptance. Mr. Dix-
on said last night that thus far there has
been but r--je name mentioned in connection
with the'emocralI? nomination for Con-
gress In the new Fourth, and that was
William S. Holman, the ancient "Watchdog
of the Treasury." The shifting of counties
caused by the congressional apportionment
act passed by the Legislature last winter
made Jason Brown and George W. Cooper
possible rivals of Holman In the new Fourth,
but neither has Indicated that he will enter
the field against the Aurora statesman.
Other rivals who In the past have menaced
the perpetuity of Holman have been re-
moved from his path . by being placed in
other districts. Ex-Congress- Holman
has lately been accredited with the state-
ment that he would like to die In the har-
ness as a member of Congres?, and if he
can be elected next November his constitu-
ents will probably not 'deprive him 01 the
start that a nomination will give him. The
chances are. however, that if Mr. Holman
desires to die in Congress he will have to
postpone the funeral services until after the
next Congress has come and gone. The
Fourth district will probably be represented
In the next Congress by a Republican. By
the present congressional apportionment the
district is not as strongly Democratic by
1,000 votes as the old Fourth, and the Re-
publicans are preparing to carry it. The
Republican congressional convention will
meet at North Vernon March 19 and nomi-
nate a candidate for Congress upon the same
date that It selects delegates to the St. Louis
convention.

The only candidate prominently mentioned
for the ReDublican nomination is Hon. Mar-
cus R. Suizer, of Madison, and the indica-
tions are now that he will receive the nomi-
nation by acclamation. On the vote of '92
the district is about 2,000 Democratic, but
on the vote of '94 it is about l,40o Repub-
lican. There has been nothing to show that
the temper of the voters of the district has
in any way softened toward the present ad-
ministration.

Last Friday Smith refused
to go on the stage at all. .

LAST IlESOtRCES OF DIPLOMACY
t -

SHOULD FIRST BE EXHAUSTED.

Nations Should Not Allow Others to
Threaten National Existence, but

"War Should Be the Last Resort.

The announcement that Rev. C. X. Sims,
pastor of the Meridian-stre- et M. E. Church,
would preach on "Christianity and the Prev-
alent War Spirit" drew a large congrega-
tion to his cllurch yesterday morning.
"Peace on earth, good will to men," was the
text chosen. In part Dr. Sims said:

"The chorus of the angels which accom-
panied the annunciation of the birth of Jesus
voices forever the essential, central truth
of Christianity. It assumes the universal
brotherhood of man and moves steadily
toward the spread of good will over all the
earth. Christianity is forever to increase
mutual confidence among men, to maintain
peace and to stimulate the Interchange
of kindnesses. It is to enthrone
reason and righteousness and dethrone
force and violence. In all the years
since the angels sung that night their song
of Joy and hope it has been moving toward
this glorious consummation. Good will has
been steadily gaining the ascendency in
human relations. Wars have grown less
frequent, less protracted, less cruel. Dip-
lomacy and arbitration have become more
effective In the settlement of national differ-
ences. Since the days of the first Napoleon
the tendency of civilization has been dis-
tinctly toward conditions of permanent peace.
Separate States have become united, as in
the case of Germany and Italy. The people
have been enfranchised. Barbarous tribes
have been incorporated with civilized gov-
ernments. Commerce has united nations so
as to strengthen the bonds of peace. The
world moves toward peace and good will.

"Yet we are Just now passing through an
epidemic of war feeling. China and Japan
hsve been wasting their energies In a con-

flict of arms over a question of territory.
The cold, cruel Turk has been persecuting
with unspeakable ferocity the Armenian
Christians, awakening by their course the
war spirit of the civilized world.

"Armed robbers have been Invading the
brave republic of the Transvaal. The Italians
have been waging a war of conquest in Abys-
sinia, and Italy is to-d- ay in commotion over
the disaster ot Italian troops. Spanish cruel-
ty toward the Cuban Insurgents has aroused
our indignation. Last of all the message of
President Cleveland and the action of Con-
gress have aroused a warlike spirit toward
Great Britain. The war fever Is upon us end
It is well to stop for a- - while and let reason
and conscience have sway.

"The war mania for the time places the
calmer Judgment at disadvantage. Feeling
dominates. The old half correct sentiment,
"Our country, .right or wrong,' dominates
us. Visions of --armies, and battles and vic-
tory, of final triumph, and the humiHatlon
of our foes take possession of us. We be-
come intoxicated with the anticipation of
the coming struggle. There Is need of more
sober thought.

"War may tometlmes be necessary, but
never until all tho resources of diplomacy
and arbitration are exhausted, and it
la atariva a (almitv. .At the best
It Is, like a street fight between ne4ghbors,
a very vulgar and aepioraoie ming. n is
the abandonment of reason for force. It is
the abdication of the higher in favor of the
lower methods. It is replacing good will by
the spirit of hate and destruction. The pro-
cesses of civilization are reversed. An era
of incalculable waste is ushered In. Sun-pil- es

are. destroyed, buildings are burned,
railroads are torn up, and labor devotes it-

self to the production of that "Which is de-

signed to destroy.
"With war comes the waste of precious

life. We only feel this when the conflict Is
upon ua. The young men die instead of the
old. In camp and hospital and on the field
the go down to the grave to 'sleep the years
of their manhood away.'

"War brings irrepressible agony. The sol-

dier suffers in the field, the dear one3 suffer
at home. When war comes then every train
that sweeps over the Iron reads is a funeral
procession, and. every house Is a house of
mourning. Rachel weeping for her children
and refusing to be. comforted because they
are not. Sometimes war must come, but who
6hall measure the crime of those who plunge
a nation Into it neddlessly? When national
existence is in peril then let the nation arise
for self-defen- se. When our citizens are out-
raged and denied Justice under other flags
let them be protected, even though it must be
by war, but let us beware of the intermed-
dling in the affairs Of others which does not
threaten our own peace. The desire of the
Nation should be toward the peaceable solu-
tion of vexed questions, and its hope and
effort for the reign of universal and perma-
nent 'good will toward men.' "

Levee Saloons Do Business, but Small,
er Ones Closely Watched.

Speaking of the liquor laws, yesterday
was 'an "easy Sunday." The saloons were
open and doing business, the police were in a
trance, and conditions were as they used
to be In years' gone by. Not an arrest for
a violation was made, neither was it re-
ported that any places were violating the
law. On the other1 hand it is said by police
officials that "it was an awful quiet Sun-
day, everything being closed tight."
""Illinois street presented an cvery-da-y ap-
pearance. Men passed in and out of con-
venient side doors. The police passed along
the street, evidently satisfied to see the
blinds down and the front part of the
saloons showing no indication of violations.
Any stranger could have found a place
where his thirst might be quenched.

The outside saloons are watched more
carefully and they arepointed to as evi-
dences that the law is being obeyed. Cer-
tain saloon men are inclined to criticise
what they term tha partiality of the police.

B. AND L. COMMISSION.

Will Slake Its Report to Governor
Matthew la Jane.

By a concurrent resolution Governor Mat-
thews was directed by the last General As-
sembly to appoint a commission of three
members to draft a law to regulate the
formation and business of building and loan
associations. The resolution provides that
the act shall be prepared in a spirit of fair-
ness to all associations, but that it shall
prevent extortion, and wrongs being practiced
upon borrowers.

Mr. Holllday says the mem-
bers of the commission do not care to discuss
Its provisions until the time for reporting
the bill agreed upon.

Good Clttsens' League to Take ITp the
Matter and Try to Prevent It.

Never before In the seventeen years that
the Indianapolis stock yards have been open-

ed for business has the outlook been as
promising as at the present time. For the
last six months the yards have been doing
the best business In their history, and this
has attracted the attention of buyers from
all over the country. There are now three
buyers on this market where there was one
six years ago. The commission men have
been greatly strengthening their business re-

lations. The Capital Live Stock Commission
Company, which was lncorprated last week,
Is in shape to do the largest business it has
ever done, and the members of the company
aro all experienced, wide-awa- ke live stock
men. R. R. Shiel & Co. have secured the
services of Barney S. Trauerman, of Pitts-
burg, Pa., who will have charge of the cattle
department hereafter and will buy exclusive-
ly on orders. This is a valuable acquisition to
the Shiel firm, and will also be a help to this
market, as it will bring a class of trade here
that it has not had heretofore. Mr. Trauer-
man has been with the firm of Trauerman
Bros., at Pittsburg for many years. Others
cf the older commission firms are in better
shape financially to do a good business than
at any previous time. The fsct that at no
other point in the country was there so large
an increase last year in the number of hogs
killed did much to bring this market to no-

tice, and the prospects of a large slaughter-
ing house here to kill cattle and ship dressed
meats is another matter which creates favor-
able comment.

At the twenty-si- x points which report
the number of hogs killed, there were

hogs slaughtered, against 7,191,000 last
year, a decrease of 553, 000 hogs. At Indian-
apolis, Cleveland and Milwaukee only were
more hogs killed ihan last year. Cincinnati
fell behind last vear 17,000 hogs. Mr. Coffin,
of the firm of Coffin & Fletcher, states that
the quality of hogs killed the past season
was the fattest and most healthy at this
point in many years. He says that stocks of

held are now lighter than inSrovisions year, stni provisions range lower
for the reason that the money question is so
unsettled. Thi outlook for a good season for
the spring and summer killing is good.
Grain is plenty and cheap, and the hogs will
be well fatted, and, he thinks, in fairly good
supply.

The Local Horse Market. '

In the month of February there were
sold at the two establishments which have
weekly sales of horses at auction 2,730

horses, about as largo sales as in any
month since tho business was started by
Blair & Baker.. This market has become
so well known that every "week theTe are
buyers from the South, the middle States,
the New England States and the foreign
markets, as the number of horses pur-
chased at these sales In the last fw months
leaches several hundred. For good steppers
and stylish horses there is a food demand,
and they command good prices, all things
considered, but for. anything short of this,
unless it be heavy draft horses, prices are
very low. A horse which two years ago
would sell for $150 will not now bring more
than $r0 to $60, and plugs sell as low as
$10 to $13 each. Occasionally a fine pair of
driving horses will sell at good figures, but
the rango of prices for horses is the lowest
in many years.

Millers Still In Trouble.
Owing to the difficulty in securing wheat

such as Indianapolis mills require, the local
mills in February turned out but 33,676 bar-
rels of flour, against 42,870 barrels in Febru-
ary, 1835, and against 31,870 barrels In Janu-
ary this year. The present production is Just
about one-thir- d the capacity of the several
mills, and there la but little prospect of an
improvement in the milling situation before
harvest. Eastern markets are universally
dull for all grad9 cf flour. The foreign situ-
ation is a little brighter. Ocean rates make
it possible that exporting can be done, but
local millers do not look for much improve-
ment before July, when new wheat is offered.

Glqt of Irish Potatoes.
. Never In the history of the commission
business at Indianapolis has there been such
a glut of Irish potatoes as at the present
time. The commission houses are all car-
rying large stocks, and on Saturday, it Is
stated, there were standing on sidetracks
of the railways thirty or more carloads. In
all lines of vegetables there U an over-
stocked market except in cabbage, Thi3
market now depends on New "iork cab--ba- se

for a supply, and $2 a barrel is the
price for such stock. Irish potatoes sold
last week as low as 22 cents a bushel.

Improving the Lanndry Plant.
The Co-operat- ive Laundry Company, the

stockholders of which are women who work
in the laundry, has leased the entire Severin
Block, on Virginia avenue, and is expending
$2,000 in enlarging the plant and putting in
new machinery. - 'Each person is paid so
much a week for services, and any surplus
above paying such wages and keeping up
current expanses goes into the surplus fund,
and from this the laundry company makes
lt3 Improvements.

A Ulir Shipment.
One of the local freight agents on Friday

last closed the contract to brinsr the ma-

chinery now in process of construction, at
Buffalo, N. Y., for the new plant of the
Indianapolis Water Works Company. This
plant will load, at the lowest estimate,
forty-fiv- e freight cars, all of which will be
shipped during the present month.
