MANIAC WITH A GUN

CANADIAN HUNTER BAGS HUMAN
. GAMIi IN IJIIOCKVILLE STREETS.

He Kills One Man, Mortally Wonnds
the Chief of Police, Wings Six Other

-

People, and Is Crippled Himself.

. HROCKVILLE, Ont., March 9. A maniac
who arrived hers to-d- ay on the 11:43 a. m.
train shot eight men. One man, Feter
Moore, Is dead, and Chief of Police Rose is
fatally wounded. The maniac himself was
shot through the body and is now in jail.
He made a terrible fight. His name Is said
to be Lapointe.

It was just about noon when Lapointe
came on' the street, carrying a shotgun. The
first person he met was an old man named
Peter Moore. Raising his gun Lapointe de
llberately shot Moore dead. Chief of Police
Rose, who wa3 just coming from his office.
ran in the direction of the report, and as
soon as Lapointe saw him he took steady
aim and fired at him, the taking effect
In his breast and head. An old man named
Dickson, who was. standing near, received
a charge of shot in the neck from the other
barrel. Policeman Tinsley then appeared.
Lapointe had his pocket full of cartridges
and was shooting right and left at random.
Tinsley got behind cover and endeavored to
shoot Lapointe. but faUed. He then cot be
hind a door In a grocery store, and. partly
opening It, had Just taken aim, when La
pointe nred. the bullet taking effect in Tins- -

ley's head and neck. A youner man who was
in the store ran up stairs, and from thewmaow nrca at Papointe. wound ne him.
Lapointe quickly turned and fired into the
window, after which he fell exhausted to theground. He was then captured and lodged
m jail.

Peter Moore, is dead. Chief Rose is ter
ribly injured and will probably die. Con
stable Tinsley Is badly wounded, but may
recover. Others wounded, but not seriously,
are: Robert Boyd, Fred Stagg, George
Magg, uoDert MccormacK and Thomas .

A large crowd gathered at some distance
from Iapointe while the shooting was going
on, but none dared approach within range
or nis tieauiy weapon, wnicn was a double'
barrel breach-loadin- g shotgun. Intense ex
citement prevailed among the maddened
crowd and it was with much difficulty that
it could be restrained from lynching La-
pointe on the siot. Lapointe is a hunter liv
ing about eighteen miles out or town and
an expert shot. He has shown signs of in
sanity at times. On a former occasion he
threatened ta shoot his brother, for .which
he was sentenced to a term of imprison-
ment.

CURRANT'S LEASE OF LIFE.

Blanche Lnmont's Murderer May Not
Hnnar for Nearly xv Year.

SAN FRANCISCO, March 9.-- On April 6,
next, a year will have passed since the
murder of Blanche Lamont, and yet Theo
dore Durrant, who was convicted of her
murder last November, Is still in the county
jail, awaiting the final action of the Su-
preme Court In the case. Immediately after
Durrant's conviction an appeal was taken.
but the case has not been presented to the
Supreme Court, owing to requests for addi
tional time made by both sides. The last
postponement took place a week ago, when
the prosecution was' granted twenty davs
in which to file a bill of exceptions. At the
end of this time it is believed that the case
will be presented to the Supreme Court, but
a decision is not expected for several
months. Durrant was sentenced to he
hanged on Feb. 21, but the slow manner in
which Justice is meted out to murderers in
thl3 State makes It plain he will not meet
his death much before the close of this
year. Meanwhile the prisoner 'is spending
his time at the county jail much the same
as the rest of the inmates. He has few vis
itors and devotes much of his time to read-
ing and writing. He has written a history
of his life, and lately he is sala to have
begun the study or law.

At 2 o'clock, under the
rules of the Senate, the Cuban discussion
was formally disolaced by the Dupont elec
tion case.

Promptly at 2 o'clock Mr. Turple arose to
address the Senate on the election matter.
Mr. Sherman courteously appealed to the In
diana Senator' to yield him the floor, and

MIL. JOHNSON'S MEASURE.

Favorable Report on BUI to Increase
Circulation of National Banks.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
WASHINGTON, March 9.The bill of Rep

resentative Johnson, authorizing national
banks to Issue circulation up to the par value
of the bonds deposited by them, instead of 90
per cent., as at present, was ordered to be
favorably reported to the House by the bank
ing and currency committee to-da- y. A num-
ber, of amendments wore suggested, princi-
pally with a view to making it obligatory on
the banks to avail themselves of their power
to Issue circulation as proposed by the bill.
but all such amendments failed. The meas-
ure has been pressed by Mr. Johnson for
some years past, and there Is a strong senti-
ment among bankers throughout" the country
in its favor. Mr. Walker, the chairman of
the committee, does not appear to be san
guine of successful action on the bill. Mr.
Walker has a currency bill of his own, whose
merits will be conceded, but whose prospects
of passage in the House are more than
dubious. Consequently, Mr. Walker regards
all other financial bills coming, from his com-
mittee with indifference, .and it would be
premature to say whether the Johnson meas
ure will ever be called up before the House
under circumstances which will Insure Itspassage. Should it pass the House, its final
enactment into law would still be a grave
question at the present fesslon of Congress.

THE PACIFIC RAILWAYS.
Senator Morjrnn's Plan for Temporary

Control ly the Government.
WASHINGTON, March 9.-Se- nator Mor-

gan to-d- ay Introduced in the Senate a long
document in the shape of a resolution em-
bodying his Ideas 'of a plan for the reor-
ganization of the Pacific railroads. It in-
structs the committee on Pacific railroads
to report the bill Introduced by Mr. Morgan,
giving Jurisdiction to the Court of Appeals
of the District of Columbia in cases brought
by the United States involving government
liens on railroads. The resolution alsoln-struc- ts

the committee to report a bill either
aSsan original bill or an amendment, con-
taining provisions for refunding the out-
standing .government Pacific railroad bonds
held by bona fide owners who are not in-
debted to the United States, and also the
first-mortga- ge bonds; the refunding bonds
to run for thirty years, at the option of
the government, and subject, after tenyears, to be called in and paid by the United
States, and to bear interest at the rate of 3
per cent. The refunded bonds are to be heldby the United States Treasury and be ex-
changed for the old bonds. They are to be
secured as the present bonds are. A sinking
fund is provided for to be deposited by the
companies at the rate of 6 per cent, per an-
num to pay the interest cf the bonds, if not
paid by the railroad companies.

Direction is also given for taking posses-
sion of the roads by the government under
the provisions .cf the act of J.SG2. In that
event the United States is to operate the
roads as its property, the present board of
directors in each road to be superseded by
others consisting of nine citizens to be ap-
pointed by the President. No person now
an officer or a stockholder of the roads, or
of any railroad or transportation and tele-
graph company, or a member of Congress,
or an official of the government, Is to be
appointed on these boards. The .board of di-

rectors Is to manage the Central Pacific and
Union Pacific and branch roads as one line
and have power to fix rates. No dividends
are to be paid on unregistered stock and
the stock is all to be reduced to correspond
with the value of the property. .The func-
tions of the present officers of the roads are
suspended, and the books, papers, contracts,
deeds, etc., are to bo turned over to the
new boards of directors on penalty of fine
and imprisonment for refusal to turn them
over.

The document closes with a declaration
that the government Is possessed in its own
right of all the property of the Pacific rail-
road: that it holds it as the means and in-
strumentality of national government and
of interstate and international commerce:
that it Is necessary that the roads should
be consolidated as one through line; that
the government will Dreserve the property
as far as is consistent with justice for the
payment of all lawful demands and when
the roads --are freed from debt will permit
the owners of stock to share In the owner-
ship according to the value of the property.

Brltnlns Blue Book Received.
WASHINGTON, March 9. The blue book

on the subject of the Venezuelan boundary,
published by the British government, has
reached Washington and advance copies are
now in possession of the British embassa-
dor and the State Department. There are
In rcalJty two volumes, one of about 430

pages of text and another containing about
a dozen charts. The substance of the for-
mer has been well set out in the abstract
of the volume sent by cable from London.
As to the charts, they are exceedingly in-
teresting to the cartographist by reason of
the fidelity with which the quaint drawings
of the old geographers and explorers are
reproduced In colors, but as far as new
matter Is concerned they are a distinct dis-
appointment and our own Venezuelan com-
mission is in possession of all of the data
contained In these charts, thanks to theirsystematlo efforts to collect all of the in-

supreme Court Decisions.
WASHINGTON, March 9. In the United

States Supreme Court to-d- ay Justice Shlras
handed down the decision of the court In the
case of the United States vs. Dan K. Swear--
ingen. The case was brought to the Supreme
Court on a writ of error from the Kansas
Circuit. Swearingen was indicted,' and, on
trial, convicted of sending obscene matter
through the mail. The article In question
was a newspaper attack upon a rival editor.
The Supreme Court found that the court be-

low was in error in Us instructions pro-
nouncing the article obscene, and, therefore,
reversed the decision.

The Supreme Court to-d- ay dismissed the
appeal in the case of the Raven Gold Mining
Company vs. the Miners' Union of the town
of Altman. in Colorado, appealed from the
decision of-- the Circuit Court for the District
of Colorado. In this case the mining com-
pany sought to have the federal court take
cognizance of a strike connected with the
Cripple Creek mines in 1S94 on the ground
that the company, which was organized in
West Virginia, was of another State. This
the local Circuit Court declined to do on the
ground of want of jurisdiction. The Su-
preme Court sustains this position.
